WASHINGTON — At the first Sen-
ate hearing on a proposed oil import
fee, administration officials threw
cold water on the idea and econo
mists warned it could do more harm
than good to the US. economy

Sen. Lloyd Bentsen, D-Texas, a co
sponsor of two bills (SB 1507 and SB
1997) under review by the Finance
Committee’'s energy panel, making

oil state senators’ argument for an
import fee, warned that domestic ex
ploration and production could dry
up if something isn't done to stabi-
lize prices

“We as a nation ought to be able to
see at least to the end of our nose,”
Bentsen said. “We ought, also, to be
able to look backward far enough to
recall the last time we were hooked
on foreign oil, then take rational
steps to prevent that from happen-
ing again.”

HONOLULU (AP) — A planeload
of Ferdinand Marcos' personal ef-
fects, said to include weapons and
millions in cash, has arrived as the
exiled Philippines leader relaxed at
a heavily guarded air force base.

“It's been a quiet day,” said Chief
Master Sgt. George Joanou, a spokes-
man for the U.S. Pacific Command
at Hickam Air Force Base, where the
90-member Marcos entourage re-
mained in seclusion Thursday.

“Everybody's still here. They've
been taking meals and resting at the
quarters. There's been no word that
he's going anywhere.”

The calm was disrupted by the ar-
rival of a second C-141 transport
plane loaded with hundreds of boxes
of personal effects belonging to the
Marcos family and those who fled
the Philippines with Marcos on
Wednesday

NBC and ABC quoted unidentified
government officials as saying that
the plane was loaded with millions
of dollars in cash, certificates of de-
posit, deeds for U.S. land holdings,
and a cache of weapons

Although some family members
complained to Gov. George Ariyoshi
that they left the Philippines too

Troops capture conscripts before Mubarak visit

CAIRO, Egypt (AP) — Army troops
stormed a mutinous security force
camp near the Great Pyramids today
and captured about 100 conscripts
shortly before President Hosni Mu-
barak arrived to tour the riot-dam
aged area, witnesses said

Under cover of gunfire from four
armored cars outside the camp on
the northwest edge of Cairo, scores
of troops charged into the facility
their submachine guns blazing, the
informants said

There were no immediate reports
of casualties

Witnesses said conscripts of the
Central Security Force, holed up in
side the camp since the mutiny be

gan Tuesday night, shot back at the
troops with automatic weapons

Information Minister Safwat el-
Sherif said today’s attack came after
five mutineers inside the Central Se-
curity Force camp opened fire on
army soldiers stationed outside

“A unit of the armed forces went
into action immediately and there
was an exchange of fire for five min
utes,” el-Sherif said. “Afterward the
camp was stormed and the muti
neers were arrested.”

The mutiny, which spread
Wednesday to other parts of Cairo
and two southern cities, apparently
was sparked by a false rumor that
the paramilitary conscripts, paid
about $4 a month, would be required

to stay on duty for a fourth year The
government said it was actually cut
ting the three-year tour requirement
by one month

The rioting left 36 dead and 321
wounded. Four hotels near the Pyra
mids were gutted by fire and looting
during the two-day rampaj'e, but no
tourists were injured

Clearly outmanned, about 100 se
curity force conscripts wearing civil
lan clothes came out of the camp
their arms raised in surrender Wit
nesses said some prisoners crawled
out at gunpoint

Some mutineers who reportedly

Healton's office is investigating
possible contamination after 50
ground glass particles were found in
a jar of Gerber strained peas fed
Monday to 4month-old Preston Da-
vis of Dallas.

After the boy began vomiting and
spitting blood two hours after eating
the peas, his mother called paramed-
ics, who discovered the glass.

A 9-month-old girl was treated at a
hospital Wednesday for minor
throat cuts after eating Gerber’s
strained bananas with tapioca

peas and beef dinner off the shelves
at 58 stores in Dallas, Fort Worth and
East Texas and officials at 690 Kroger
stores in Dallas, Fort Worth and
Shreveport removed all Gerber
products until FDA tests are
completed.

Load of cocaine seized

FALFURRIAS (AP) Three men
are in the Brooks County Jail after
authorities confiscated more than
800 pounds of cocaine valued at $137
million, officials said

The seizure was the third largest
in Texas history, Department of Pub
lic Safety spokesman Mike Cox said
Thursday

The cocaine was seized after DPS
narcotics agents with help from
federal marshals and Brooks County
sheriff’'s deputies stopped a trac
tor-trailer rig in front of the county
courthouse in this South Texas town
Wednesday night, authorities said

“We found a load of onions cover-
ing 8625 pounds of cocaine packed
in large bales,” DPS spokesman Da-
vid Wells said

The new governing council says it
will try to extradite deposed Presi-
dent-for-Life Jean-Claude Duvalier
from France, where he was granted
temporary exile after fleeing Haiti
during violent protests against his
rule.

JOHANNESBURG, South Africa
(AP) — Port Elizabeth officials re-
jected a proposal to stiffen enforce-
ment of apartheid on its beaches,
gaining a respite from a controversy
in which the U.S. automotive giant
General Motors played a leading
role.

The municipal -council of the
southern coastal city voted 16-5
Thursday against a committee pro-
posal that would have empowered
city inspectors to call in police if
non-whites used any of Port Eliza
beth's four whites-only beaches

But the vote did not mean an end
to segregated bathing. The law still
enables a private citizen to lodge a
complaint against non-whites using
the beaches, and the council made
no move to take down the “whites
only” signs that have been on the
beaches for decades

The issue was catapulted into the
headlines last week when General
Motors' Port Elizabeth plant pledged
legal aid to any of its employees
prosecuted for defying the ban

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Filipino dawning

he transfer of political
I power in the Philippines
this week could hardly be
described as a textbook example
of democracy in action, but in a
world which has seen more than
its share of dictatorial rule it still
was refreshing to see the will of
a nation's people carried
through.

As was witnessed there in re-
cent weeks, free elections still
cannot be considered a guaran-
tee that the will of the people
will be done. The bitter election
between Ferdinand Marcos and
Corazon Aquino, wife of the
slain opposition leader, led to so-
cial unrest and in the end a des
perate flight by Marcos from his
homeland lest the masses vent
their anger on him for past
atrocities. Even Filipino diplo-
mats and the Roman Catholic
Church called for Marcos to step
down in the end.

No one, not even the support-
ive Reagan administration, could
deny in recent days that the Fili-
pino people had spoken. They
wanted Marcos out of office.
They wanted an end to his op-
pressive regime. They wanted a
greater chance to live in a de-
mocracy under the presidency
of Mrs. Aquino. And in the end,
no one — not Marcos, not the
troops that still supported him,
not the communist insurgents of

the New People’s Army, not the
world onlookers — could alter
the Filipinos from that course.
It's regrettable that the
change of political power had to
be marked by such violence as
confrontations between troops
and Filipino citizens, by election
fraud possibly on both sides and
by ransacking of the president’s
mansion in Manila after his
flight, then bloodshed and de-
struction. But history has shown
that democracy is seldom born
in the placid environment that
nowadays cloaks presidential
elections in the United States. In
fact even in the United States,
democracy and freedom from ty-
rannical rule was won with the
blood of patriots more than two
centuries ago. That it is worth
the cost is verified by the will-
ingness of free people to die in
order to keep liberty alive.
Thus, in the dawning of the
new age in the Philippines there
is a reason for joy and excite
ment. With the wisdom of duly
elected leaders now and in years
to come to put liberty and free-
dom above all else, the Filipino
people could become a shining
example of the fruit of democra-
cy gently pushing aside the irri-
tating yoke of autocratic rule.
Nothing is greater than when
the search for human rights and
self-rule becomes reality.

for doubt. The king is now looking
elsewhere for big-ticket items —
new fighter aircraft and a mobile
air-defense system — he desperately
needs. Moreover, officials in Wash-
ington who claim that Hussein will
continue to buy spare from the
US. arsenal may be pointed.

The king will not beg the U.S. for
crumbs under a Pentagon table
groaning with billions for Israel. He
has virtually decided to cancel the
annual joint U.S.Jordan military ma-
neuvers this spring. He can buy his
spare parts on the open market (he's
already exchanging the M-1 for the
Soviet-made Kalishnikov). And he’s
getting ready — without U.S. help —
for hard times when Israel reverts to
tough Likud leadership late this
year.

Yet the king, who ascended his
throne when Josef Stalin was still
running the Soviet empire, is not all
that happy with his new associates:
Moscow for those modern arms for
protection against Israel; and Soviet-
linked President Hafez Assad of Syr-
ia to shore up his northern border
with that long-unfriendly country

He spoke without rancor to us
about his country’s half-century alli-
ance with the West, starting after
World War | with the British. Lon-
don, in effect, gave his Hashemite
kingdom its original identity and

sovereignty across the Jordan River
from Palestine.

But even though he talked to us
with moderation, the bitterness cut
through and it was aimed principally
at what he believes to be the tight
81 of America’s pro-Israel lobby on

. Mideast policy. “Termination”
of the long Jordan-U.S. arms rela-
tionship, he told us, would have been
unimaginable were it not for the
“political” potency of that lobby. He
singled out and correctly named Al-
PAC (the American-Israel Public Af-
fairs Committee).

But Hussein is no brooder. Con-
fronted with dangerous and radical-
ly different geopolitical factors aris-
ing from ‘‘termination,” he is
moving to prevent further erosion of
his political reputation at home and
to find new ways to buttress himself
against Likud-led Israeli expansion-
ism. Seeking arms from Moscow is
no more congenial to him than seek-
ing an alliance of convenience with
Syria, a prospect that only one year
ago would have seemed ludicrous.

Hussein says privately that only
the two superpowers have the re-
sources and can offer the financial
terms — long-term loans at discre-
tionary interest rates — to handle
smallstate or Third World needs.
U.S. “termination” leaves Moscow as
the sole source.

Skeptics believe this may be royal
subterfuge, designed to galvanize oil-
rich Saudi Arabia into giving Jordan
enough extra largess to permit it to
buy what it needs from France or
Britain. If so, despite their fear and
suspicion of Moscow, the Saudis
have shown no signs yet of biting on
that bait.

A decision must come soon. Res
tiveness in the military cannot be
allowed to smoulder any longer, af
ter several years of delay

After Syria, the king's aspirations
are more shrouded. With the US
now so prominently committed — in
his eyes — to carrying Israel's water
in its struggle with the Arab world,
Hussein cannot risk military prob-
lems with a stronger and larger Syr
ia. Even though Syria backs Iran,
and Jordan is essential to Iraq in the
Persian Gulf war, Hussein has swal
lowed scruples to court Assad

That raises the possibility of some
sort of eventual alllance between
these two hostile neighbors of Israel
Hussein's break with the PLO’s Yasir
Arafat, whom Assad regards as a
personal affront, may help produce
such an alliance

But Hussein does not yet know
He's looking for new firm ground
somewhere, anywhere, to replace an
American foundation that has
disappeared

ASHINGTON The largest

In fact, sources said, it was this
very situation that may have led
company officials to enter into se
cret negotiations with Iran. By the
treaty that ended Allied occupation
after World War II, Austria is offi
cially and permanently neutral, the
sale of arms to a nation at war is a
violation of Austrian law

Over the past year, the Austrian
government has become concerned
at the sizable quantities of Austrian
made weapons that have been show
ing up on the Iranian side of the
stalemated Persian Gulf war The
amount seemed to be more than
would normally reach the Iranians
through the black market or unscru
pulous arms dealers

Our intelligence sources, including
some inside Iran itself, say that a
partial explanation for the appear
ance of Austrian-made arms in the
theater of war is back-door deals
made with Austrian firms, including
the Voest-Alpine group

In fact, we have a copy of a five-
page, “memorandum of understan-
ding"” between Voest-Alpine and the
Islamic Republic of Iran, signed Feb

14, 1985 The contract, which ends
today, was a barter deal Iran was
obligated to provide $1 billion worth
of crude oil in exchange for certain
manufactured goods and raw
materials

An annex to the contract lists the
goods only generally: $550 million
worth of “Various Equipment and
Materials,” $150 million worth of
‘Various Products Including Spare
Parts and $100 million in
Pharmaceuticals

But included in the ""Various
Equipment” category, according to
information coming from Iran, were
military items, among them some
155mm howitzers made by Noricum,
a Voest-Alpine company

Our sources say the final hitch in
the billion-dollar deal was over the
commission. “There was a fight over
the percentage of the commission on
these weapons,” said a source close
to the negotiations. The price of the
arms had been jacked up as much as
35 percent to allow for payment of
the commissions, the source ex
plained, adding: “There were argu
ments over this.”

Once the commission was agreed
on, the transaction was sealed. Since
the Austrians could not legally ship

arms to combatant Iran, our sources
said, the “end-user” certificates, indi
cating the weapons' ultimate desti
nation, were presumably written to
show a different country than Iran
It is known that the weapons were to
be shipped by way of neighboring
Yugoslavia

LANGUAGE BARRIER: The Immi
gration and Naturalization Service
has received a complaint from a nov
el source: US.

tain and the home he built on it and
you can still feel his presence in it
It's Jefferson | care about, not the

house. I'm not overly interested in

houses per se, even one as lovely as
Monticello

Still, the house itself is a reflection
of Jefferson and of the complexity
of the man. It is clearly an aristocrat-
ic house and as mhny as 75 slaves
were involved in the operation of
the house and farm, yet Jefferson
was a populist and champion & the
common man. The house reflects his
admiration for much of European
and ancient culture, yet Jefferson
was an ardent nationalist.

None of these things is a contra-
diction. We are used to dealing with
simple people these days and Jeffer-
son was far from simple. Like all the
men of the American Revolution,
Jefferson’'s romanticism was well
grounded in realism.

He thought slavery an evil institu-
tion but found out early that you
could not abolish slavery and fight a
revolution, too, nor could you later
get a Constitution ratified and mold
2 nation while simultaneously deal-
ing with so divisive an issue as slay-
ery. Keeping slavery was one of the

bargains struck at the Constitutional
Convention. Like all compacts with
evil, we would pay a terrible price
later

Contemporary American politi-
clans would do well to remember
that before they strike any bargains
with the current slave states that
carry the banner of communism.
Evil drives a hard bargain and al-
ways exacts its terrible price.

Jefferson also was the kind of man
who could see the value of European
art and science without making ex-
cuses for political and social evils in
Europe. He advised against travel
unless it was necessary and then, in
one letter, he offered instructions
about what to look for that ought to
be read to every class of graduating
CIA recruits. In sum, his advice was
to find out everything that would be
useful in America and bring back
the knowledge.

Here again contemporary Ameri-
can politicians ought to emulate the
realism of Jefferson. If we find it
useful to form an alliance with a for-
eign nation to accomplish a specific
goal, fine — but we do not have to
marry the ally or adopt them. Who
cares whether the Philippine elec-

tions are more or less honest than
Chicago elections? Our interest in
the Philippines is military bases
period.

One of the more disgusting prac-
tices in our time is American presi-
dents heaping praise on tin-pot dicta-
tors who happen to run countries
with which we have alliances. yOur
alliances should be on a business-like
basis. If we would keep these charac-
ters at arm's length, it would be
more difficult for their enemies to
blame us for their excesses.

Jefferson helped persuade France
to enter the Revolutionary War as
our ally but he never kissed King
Louis’ keister or made ridiculous
rubllc statements about what a great
over of democracy the Bourbon
monarch was.

Lower oil prices and the prospects of lower levels of
inflation are generally credited with creating condi
tions that have fueled the recent rallies in both the
stock and bond markets.

The stock market surpassed its latest milestone
Thursday during the fifth busiest session on record
with nearly 182 million shares changing hands on the

The stock market's steady climb has been aided in

TWA, Ozark agree to merge

NEW YORK (AP) Trans
World Airlines and Ozark Air
Lines, facing serious losses due to
low-cost competitors, have an-
nounced that TWA will buy the
smaller carrier for about $250 mil-

Low-cost airlines such as South
west and People Express have
hurt TWA and Ozark in the St
Louis market, where both have
major operations. TWA expects to
lose about $125 million in the first

quarter of this year and Ozark ex-
pects to sustain unspecified
losses, Icahn said

TWA serves 23 foreign points
and 63 domestic cities with a fleet
of 165 planes. Ozark's fleet of 50
planes serves 66 domestic cities,
most within 400 miles of St. Louis

“The acquisition of Ozark will
deliver much-needed facilities,
smaller aircraft and presence in
regional markets we simply could
not gain quickly any other way,”
Icahn told reporters

The deal provides for TWA to
pay 819 cash for each of Ozark's

Eastern reaches
agreement with
flight attendants

MIAMI (AP) — Eastern Airlines
and its flight attendants reached a
three-year tentative agreement to-
day that the union said would avert
a midnight strike and should keep
creditors from declaring the airline
in default.

“There has just been too many
problems with the [UD’s — partic
ularly in the past year ' said Pam
Black, director of community re
lations for Planned Parenthood,
Permian Basin “We will not be
inserting any more IUD's

Ms Black said the decision
came following a meeting of the

group’s medical committee earl
er this week The committee is
chaired by Dr Norman Harris an
Odessa obstetrician gynecologist

We haven't heard if any of the
other doctors in town are plan
ning to do likewise, but Dr Harris
had decided to stop inserting
them in his private practice and
he has a lot of clout with the med

In a climate of governmental
health policies, bargain-oriented in-
surance plans and a general increase
in medical costs, MMH is taking steps
to stay afloat.

The recent $1 million purchase of
West Texas Pathology Laboratory
gave the hospital an opening in the
growing lab market. In addition,
MMH has been expanding the effec-
tiveness of its own lab by offering
blood bank services to outlying com-
munities such as Andrews and Stan-
ton — a move even the larger Medi-
cal Center Hospital in Odessa has not

yettaken.

One customer of the lab is Clear-
view, the chemical dependency cen-
ter administered in part by MMH.

Director Phil Lundberg said that
while MMH’s revenues from Clear-
view, were “no big amount at this
point,” the lab work is the largest
purchase the center makes from
MMH.

“We use West Texas Pathology
Lab as our reference lab, send any
emergency cases to MMH and pur-
chase our pharmacy items at their
pharmacy,” he said.

MMH, however, derives no reve-

nue from the operations of Clear-
view itself.

Increases in the uses of such ancil-
lary services as respiratory therapy
and physical thera eJ)y have also offset
the depressed medical environment,
although there has been concern
over the first area.

“Respiratory therapy treatment
growth continues to be astounding,”
said Peterson. “But as that is a ser-
vice highly utilized by Medicare pa-
tients, it also raises concern.”

Peterson was referring to the
much ballyhooed DRGs (diagnosis re-
lated groups), the system that Medi-

care has devised to decrease its pay-
ments to hospitals. With DRGs,
hospitals treating Medicare patients
are reimbursed for a predetermined
condition only. Subsequent illnesses
(and treatments-such as respiratory
therapy which may relate to those
illnesses) incurred following admis-
sion may not be covered.

Still another service which could
raise extra revenue for the hospital
is the hyperbaric oxygen unit (HBO)
— a sort of iron lung in which the
patient is infused with large

amounts of pure oxygen.

Bornan concedes President
Aquino will persevere and be able to
overcome the problems the country
faces.

Noting that many of the country’s
economic problem stem from the
martial law imposed by former Pres-
ident Ferdinan Marcos during his 20
year reign, Bornan said martial law
discouraged foreign investment to
the detriment of the island nation,
where the United States has long-
maintained two strategic military
bases.

The most important aspect of the
change in the Philippines, say Ms.

entes  and Bornan, is that the
country will now have “a govern-
ment of the people and by the

people.”

According to Bornan, he has not
returned to the Philippines with his
family because he feared for their
safety. Now, he says, people will be
able to live without fear. They’ll also
be free to speak out, freedoms the
Filipino people have not had for
many years, he said..

Bornan recalled that he had just
graduated from high school when
Marcos ran for his first term as presi-
dent and that he campaigned for
him. But, by the time he ran for a
second term, he said, “We were al-
ready demonstrating against him”
because things had become so bad.

Evidence before the court indicat-
ed that last year Statler Terrace was
bringing in about $10,000 in monthly
rental income from individuals and
the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD) and that
Riviera similarly was bringing in
about $3,000 in monthly payments.

“The Riviera is not generating any
(income) — zero,” Ms. Wright said
after the court hearing. “Statler is in
a little better shape.” It now is gener-
ating $3,500 in monthly income.

Ms. Wright said some tenants
moved out and some others simply
withheld payments. “They know the
company (Doerring) is in trouble,
and they are not going to pay rent.
The law is so much in favor of the
renters than landlords.”

HUD rental income is a certainty,
she said.

“If you don’t pay the rent,” Bun-
ton said, “‘you ought to get out.” The
judge said he was “not interested” in
providing water and gas services to
those people who do not pay their
rent.

In referring to the Doerring mat-
ter, Bunton said the case “ought to
be in bankruptcy court.” He said the
proceedings before him “sounds like
a meeting of creditors.”

“I'M NOT A bankruptcy judge,
and I'm not interested in being a
bankruptcy judge.”

In open court, Bunton said he was
going “to compliment Ms. Wright for
taking over this difficult task with-
out compensation.” The SEC freeze
of Doerring's accounts had cut off
her paychecks.

Meanwhile, Ms. Wright, a property
manager, has taken a “position” with
VMS Realty of Albuquerque, N.M
The company is permitting her to
spend time in Midland to carry
through with her commitment to
her Midland tenants in the apart

ment complexes.

Though it has 63 units, including
51 which are in operation, Statler
Terrace has lost tenants. Of the 20
families now there, 15 households
are paying rent either individually
or through HUD. Riviera tenants
have discontinued paying rent.

“It's a bad situation,” Ms. Wright
said, “but I think it's going to be rem
edied right away...You can't put that
many people out on the street (if the
apartments were shut down.)” She
said the Harvey Doerring is in a part
nership which owns the apartments,
which are managed by but not
owned by Doerring & Associates Inc
“I think that there will be new own
ers taking over. We'll keep it open.”

Ms. Wright said she has hope that
Statler Terrace in northeast Midland
will be revamped and opened as a
HUD-funded apartment complex un
der HUD's self-sufficiency rental
program for single parents

“Nothing is going to change,” Ms
Wright said, “‘until he (Bunton)
hands down his decision.”

AUSTIN Texas Electric Service
Co.'s residential customers should
soon see lower electric bills, thanks
to a lower rate the company now
charges for its fuel

The change will save the average
residential customer $3 20 per
month, said company spokesman
Dick Ramsey

Ramsey said the new fuel rate will
save all classes of customers about
$243 million annually

The fixed fuel factor rate, which
the Public Utility Commission sets
for all investor-owned utilities in the
state, results from $140.4 million in
fuel charges TESCO overcharged its
customers from September 1985
through January 1988

Texas Utilities Electric Co., which
owns TESCO and several other utili
ties in the state, is also negotiating a

customer refund for those over-col
lections Parties involved in the case
have yet to work out details of that
refund, which is expected to total
approximately $25 per residential
customer

We asked (the PUC) for authority
to make the refunds as early as pos

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Limited growing region tastes sweet to Vidalia onion farmers

LYONS, Ga. (AP) — Ben Jack
McDilda peered across a field of Vi-
dalia onion sprouts and was satisfied.
It's been one of the mildest winters
in years and, besides, the law is final-
ly on the side of those who grow the
onions prized for their sweet, mild
taste.

& t now they look good,” ob-
served McDilda, whose family has
?&e: planting Vidalia onions since

Enthusiasts say Vidallas can be
eaten like apples and are the only
onions that do not discourage
kissing.

A child ate four within five min-
utes last year to win a $50 prize in
the onion-eating contest at the Vida-
lla Onion Festival, a harvest season
extravaganza.

“You don't have to run and hide
when you eat one,” noted Malcolm
Taylor, a Vidalia grower and ship-
per. “They're real mild. They don't
have any bite at all, but still have the
onion flavor.”

The onions get their name from
the town of Vidalia, located in
Toombs County about 85 miles west
of Savannah. McDilda's farm in Ly-
ons, the county seat, lies within the
newly designated official Vidalia on-
ion district.

With its 10,000 residents, Vidalia
has become an economic hub in
southeast Georgia, with industries

that produce designer shirts, base-
balls, cardboard boxes and parts for
the space shuttle.

But the town is most famous for
onions, which were first promoted at
the Vidalia state farmers market in
the early 1940s. The onions have
grown into a $30-million-a-year in-
dustry, although fresh Vidalias are
sold only in May, June and July be-
cause their short storage life.

“For salads, onion rings and ham-
burgers, they can't be beat,” said
McDilda, pointing out that Vidalias
have won two taste tests against ri-
val sweet onions from W Walla,
Wash. “I think we've got the best.”

Like most others growers in the
region, McDilda or his cousin, Mike
McKinley, climb into their pickup
trucks every day to inspect their on-
fon fields. McDilda has 120 acres this
year and buys additional onions
from other growers to ensure an ad-
equate supply for his shipping busi-
ness, which fills orders from as far
away as California.

At $2,000 to $2,500 per acre, Vida-
lias are expensive to grow comrued
to other crops. Farmers pluck the
sprouts from seed beds and set them
out in the fields by hand. As the

plants mature, growers have to
spray often with chemicals to ward
off insects, irrigate in dry weather
and hire laborers to harvest the deli-
cate onjons by hand.

“You have to baby ‘em, you just
can't turn them loose and let them
go,” McKinley noted.

The onions also are susceptible to
rom.od ¢0ld weather. A January
reeze wi out nearly half of the
crop in 1885, but freeze damage this
year is considered minor.

Rick Hartley, the agricultural ex-
tention agent in Toombs County,
which is the heart of the Vidalia on-
ion district, estimated this year's
crop at about 6,000 acres.

“We've got the makings of a pretty
good crop,” he said. “We need to get
through February. We're going to
have some more cool weather, but
we don't foresee any killing cold.”

Technically, Vidalia onjons are va-
rieties known as the Yellow Hybrid
Granex or the Granex 33. They are
produced in Florida, Texas, and a
number of other states, but growers
attribute the Vidalia-area onions’
milder taste to the south Georgia cli-
mate and low sulfur concentrations
in the soil.

Biting lice have broad, flat heads
and chewing mouthparts and feed
on skin debris. Hair shafts of the
host may be clipped by the biting
lice

‘Killer bee’

WASHINGTON (AP) The repu
tation of the Africanized honey bee
is so bad that Agriculture Depart
ment experts say there could be se
vere crop losses if the “killer bees’
enter the United States, possibly
within three years

As it looks now, the bees — hybrid
descendants of fierce African
queens accidentally loosed in Brazil
in 1957 — are in southern Guatemala
and could cross the Rio Grande into
Texas from Mexico in 1988 or 1989 a
team of Agriculture Department bee
experts said Wednesday

Richard Cowden, head of the bee
program in the department’s Animal
and Plant Health Inspection Service
was asked at a news conference how
the public will be able to tell when
the Africanized bees arrive in the
United States

The life cycle of both types of lice
is similar. Sexually mature adults at
tach eggs (nits) to the hair of the host
animals. Young nymphal lice hatch
one to three weeks later and molt
one or more times before attaining
adulthood. Lice that attack cattle
and horses usually increase in num
bers during the fall and reach a pop-
k in later winter or early
spring ring late spring and sum-
mer, population declines to relative-
ly few individuals that exist over
summer in protective areas such as
the ears and bellies of host animals
Lice cannot survive long at tempera-
tures above 100 degrees. (An animal'’s
summer skin surface temperatures
may go above 125 degrees)

Infection by sucking lice results in
irritation and anemia in the animal

The Africanized bee is difficult for
non-experts to distinguish from the
regular European honey bees in the
United States. But the Africanized
bees didn't come by their fierce rep
utation without reason

Individually, the sting of an Afri
canized bee is no more venomous
than that of an ordinary honey bee,
but USDA research has shown that
Africanized bees inflict 10 times as
many stings on a target than domes
tic bees

Cowden {llustrated the ferocity of
the Africanized bees by noting sting
test results. On comparative scale
the European bees found in the
United States scored a 3, compared
with 28 for Brazilian bees and 68 to
70 for Venezuelan bees

And they have a sensitive defense
mechanism that is easily triggered
They attack in greater numbers and
pursue intruders greater distances

lice problems now

Movement of lice on the skin of the
host causes intense itching and ani
mals rub or bite themselves to re-
lieve irritation. Hair may be dam
aged and animals may become
bruised and exhibit patches of bare
skin and localized infection

The cattle biting louse in Texas is
not as important as some of the suck
ing lice. Usually, the cattle biting
louse is slower to build up damaging
populations. Under conditions of
heavy infestation, the skin of the ani
mals may be raw and bleeding from
the constant biting, scratching, and
rubbing to relieve itching and irrita
tion caused by the lice. Lesions may
resemble those produced by scab
mites

Because louse populations usually
require treatment during winter

months when animals have a heavy
hair coat, properly working sprayers
operating at approximately 300 PSI
are necessary to thoroughly wet and
penetrate the hair coat and reach
the site of louse feeding

Proper preparation of approved
pesticide solutions is the key to suc
cess of any external parasite control

Thoroughly read and understand
the pesticide label before attempting
any use of the chemical. Some com
monly used insecticides are Durs
ban 44, Dursban, Co-Ral, Lysoff, Spot

Cowden was asked whether it
might be prudent for local fire and
police departments to set up special
bee swat teams as some have done in
the Panama Canal area

“We certainly hope that that isn't
necessary,” he said. “We just can't
project what would happen, as far as
public reaction is concerned

Bee experts are concerned that
the invasion of Africanized bees will
disrupt the highly developed US
bee industry, which provides vital
pollination services for many crops,
in addition to honey

Another USDA bee expert, Ha
chiro Shimanuki of the Agricultural
Research Service, said he expected
the first impact of Africanized bees
would be on the pollination services
offered by professional beekeepers

If the “Killer bee” reputation pre
valls, Shimanuki said, “the beekeep
er would become sort of an endan
gered species” as it became more
difficult to move bees around the

country to pollinate crops and to
find farmers willing to allow bees
onto their property because of the
potential hazard

According to USDA estimates, $19

billlun worth of fruits, vegetables
and field crops annually need honey
bees for pollination Many beekeep
ers hire out their hives to farmers
just to provide crop pollination
Department scientists also are
seeking ways to “genetically manipu
late” the Africanized bees when they
do appear, perhaps diminishing
some of their undesirable traits, Shi

manuki said

Some Africanized bees were found
in California last year perhaps com
ing in with some oil field equipment
from South America Quarantines

Remote island residents guard privacy

DECATUR ISLAND, Wash. — Katy
Lamb has had the same teacher for
nine years from kindergarten
through eighth grade — her mother.

“l won't know how to act next
year when I go to high school on
Lopez Island,” mused Katy, 13.

“Just imagine, I will not be sitting
in the same seat all day. I will be
going to different classrooms. I will
have several teachers, not just my
Mom.”

Katy is one of seven pupils in the
public elementary school on this
four-mile-long, three-mile-wide, lush,
green wooded island, one of 172 San
Juan Islands in Washington's north-
west corner

For 11 years Karen Lamb, 40, has
taught on Decatur Island, population
43. Two of her pupils are her chil
dren, Katy, and Reed, 7, a second
grader

Four pupils are her brother and
sister-in-law’'s children, Bill Jones, 6,
a first-grader, Jessica Jones, 7 a
third-grader; Kres Jones, 11, a sixth
grader, and Jodee Jones, 13, an
eighth-grader

The only pupil in the school not
related to the teacher is Mike Cros
son, 14, an eighth-grader, who tom
mutes by boat from nearby Center
Island, population 20, where his fa
ther is a fisherman

It was the first week of school and
a crisis occurred. The switch on the
water pump broke Students not
only carried books to class, but buck
ets of water as well for flushing
the toilet

THE PUMP switch was ordered
from Seattle over the school’'s mobile
phone but would not arrive for a
couple of days. Living in isolation
can be difficult at times

No ferry boats call at Decatur Is
land. The only way to the outside
world is by private boat or small
plane

‘There's something special about
living on a remote island,” said the
teacher. “The privacy We still have
the old-fashioned friendships, every
one depending upon one another

Her great-grandfather, John P

If you like it, it's
bliss. If you don't you suffocate.”

Zeo Priszner, 88, buzzes around
Waldron's one-lane dirt roads on a
three-wheel motorcycle looking like
a World War | pilot in goggles, red
knit wool hat and blazing yellow
jacket. He has a heavy white beard
and mustache. He lives in a plywood
fiberglass geodesic dome he bullt 12
years ago

All homes on the densely forested
mountainous island were hand-craft
ed by islanders, a few by original
homesteaders who first settled Wal
dron more than a century ago

‘Zeo is our island radical” ex
plained Stella Fiske 84, who lives
with her brother, Phillip Lovering
90, an engineer who designed sever
al New York bridges and viaducts

Fiske said Priszner tries to convert
islanders to communism “Every
body is very polite and listens Zeo is
a lot of fun.

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Doctor believes bringing up baby starts before birth

HAYWARD, Calif. (AP) — Every
morning and every night during the
last month of Eileen Danielson's

cy, her husband would lay

cheek against her swollen belly

and have a heart-to-heart chat with
their unborn child.

One day he said, ‘Hi, Baby. This is
Daddy,’ and the baby kicked right
back.

As time went on, it became clear
that when Daddy Danielson talked,
Baby Danielson responded.

In the delivery room last October,
Robert Danieison spoke to his son
face-to-face for the first time.

“He said, ‘Hi, Baby. This is Daddy.’
And immediately, the baby stopped
crying,” Mrs. Danielson said.

“As soon as he heard Bob'’s voice,
he tried to lift his head and turn to
look at him. It was amazing.”

Now 13 months, red-haired, blue-
eyed Bobby Danielson has had an
amazing first year.

At four months, he could say,
“Momma” and “Da da.” At seven
months, he began walking. Now he
says words like “juice” and ‘‘va-
cuum” and amuses himself with pic-
ture books for 15 and 20 minutes at a
time.

And he already has received his
first degree: “Baby Superior” from
Dr. F. Rene Van de Carr’'s Prenatal
University, where more than 700 ex-
pectant parents have learned the
simple techniques the Danielsons
used to give their unborn child a
head start on communication.

THE PROGRAM was born in 1979
when one of Van de Carr’s patients
told him that she and her husband
had been playing games with their
baby, patting her stomach and en-
couraging the child to kick in a cer-
tain spot

“She’d move her hand, and the
baby would move its foot,” Van de
Carr said. “They'd be chasing each
other around the abdomen, so to
speak.”

Maternal mortality rate declines for

CHICAGO (AP) — Improved medi-
cal care and better education are
likely reasons why the pregnancy-
related death rate for women age 35
or older has been cut nearly in half
over the past several years, research
ers say

“Although older women will prob-
ably continue to be at higher risk of
maternal death, recent trends
should be reassuring to younger
women who are considering post
ponement of pregnancy and to wom
en aged 35 or older who are contem
plating pregnancy,” the researchers
said in the Journal of the American
Medical Association

Researchers develop
toddler education kit

CHAPEL HILL, N.C. (AP) — One
baby's eyes follow a bright ball as it
moves Another slides a flat, red disk
into a round hole. Another drops a
round yellow ball into a box Child's
play?

Yes, it is child's play, but the
games also help babies, even new
borns, learn, say two researchers
who have developed a package of
materials for day-<care centers to
teach youngsters under 2

We are just moving into group
care for children under 2, said Isa
belle Lewis, co-author of the “Part
ners for Learning” package ‘“There
are really not that many places and
there are not that many materials

Designed by Dr. Joseph Sparling
and Ms Lewis at the Frank Porter
Graham Child Development Center
the kit includes many toys that seem
familiar, but that have been rede
signed for younger children

We felt the toys on the market
were not developmentally that ap
propriate for the youngest group of
children. And certainly some of
them are not well thought out as far
as research tells us what the child
should be doing,” Ms. Lewis said

So many people think, ‘Well, I'm
going to get a shape box for the
younger children, so I'll get a shape
box that has fewer holes than the
one for 3-year-olds.’ But it just
doesn’t work that way,” she said. “In
designing these things, we have to
keep in mind that we're talking
about the very youngest children.”

In addition to the toys, books, post
ers and games designed to help in
the development of infants and tod
dlers, there are training guides,
study books and evaluation materi-
als for daycare employees

The training guides help day-care
employees learn how to use the ma
terials, but also how to encourage or
“prompt” the children to use the
toys and games, and how to support
them with more and more specific
terms of praise

“There are lots of ways, hugging
and kissing and clapping and then
later, as they get better, saying more
and more words of praise or support,
like ‘You really jumped high’ instead
of just ‘Good girl’' There's nothing
wrong with saying ‘Good girl,’ but it
doesn’t tell her what she did that
made you happy,” Ms. Lewis
explained

There's even a newsletter to send
home to parents to let them know
what their children are learning in
school.

The researchers had plenty of op-
portunity to test their materials,
since the Frank Porter Graham Cen-
ter has its own day-care center. They
plan two more “Partners” packages
to extend the educational curricu-

consulted insisted such efforts were
a waste of time, but Van de Carr’s
own knowledge of fetal develop-
ment, his theories about prenatal
psychology and the experiences of
his patients convinced him
otherwise.

“The baby can hear the intestines
of the mother, the mother’s heart,
her breathing movements, and
many, many sounds that come in
from the outside,” Van de Carr said.

“But until the baby learns that
some sounds are more important
than others, the baby has no way of
discerning what has meaning and
what doesn't.”

Channeling the baby's perceptions
begins at five months with the “Kick
Game,” a way of getting the child’s
attention twice a day for a few min-

having babies in recent years are
generally better off economically
than younger women, Dr. James W
Buehler, who headed the study at
the Centers for Disease Control, said
in a telephone interview Thursday
“In general, people of lower educa-
tion and income have higher mortal-
ity rates,” he said
“In addition, advances in medical
care probably have contributed to
the decline,” said CDC researchers
Pregnancy-related deaths among
women age 35 and over were almost
50 percent lower in 1982 than from
1974 through 1978, the study said
“That gap narrowed to approxi

mately three-to-one in the 19682 figur-
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utes each time.
When baby kicks, the parent pats
that spot, then waits for baby to kick

“After you don't do anything for a
minute or two, the baby kicks
again,” Van de Carr said. “You pat
again, then pause.

“The baby waits for a little while,
then kicks again. If you pat some-
place else, the baby may actually
move its foot to kick where you
patted.”

After two months of the Kick
Game, the baby's response pattern is
established, and it's time to add what
Van de Carr calls his “primary word
list,” six basic words connected with
distinct physical sensations: pat, rub,
squeeze, shake, stroke and tap.

It's also time to begin talking to
the baby, reading to it and playing
some music — the same song each
time, preferably something soothing.

IN HIS office in Hayward, about
20 miles southeast of San Francisco,
Van de Carr teaches 18-year-old Kim-
berly Morgan how to tap her baby's
head gently and stroke it from top to
bottom, accompanying each sensa-
tion with the appropriate word.

The doctor gives Morgan a mega-
phone fashioned from a piece of pa-
per and directs her to say, “Hi, Baby.
This is Mommy,” to her stomach

She complies, and giggles.

“When [ first told (the baby's fa-
ther) what | was doing, he just
laughed and said, ‘That's so funny,
that's such a crock,” she recalled

“But I said, ‘Listen, listen, it makes
sense.’”’

In one study involving 150 moth-
ers, those who faithfully followed
the Prenatal University program re-
ported that their children had a sig-
nificantly higher incidence of pre-
speech, early speech and use of
compound words, Van de Carr said

“We've had mothers who have
done it with one child and not the
other. You ask them the difference
in the children, and they’ll tell you

In explaining the gap, researchers
sald serious complications from in

“Among women aged 35 years or

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that the (Prenatal University) baby is
very quick, very adaptive, listens
very closely and gets things the first
time,” Van de Carr said.

“The other child will not be that
way."”

Jennifer is making sentences at 15
months, an age when her older
brother Douglas, now 5, was barely
talking, said their mother, Teri
Flock.

“It's made her smarter and more
aware,” Flock said. “She’'s a lot
friendlier, and she’s not afraid to try

. He was more hesitant about
going for it, but she’ll go right after
it.”

Familiarizing unborn children
with rudimentary communication
helps ease the trauma of birth, Van
de Carr believes. A

The babies tend to cry less at deliv-
ery and seem to be calmer
afterward.

IN ADDITION, the father takes
an active role in the prenatal pro-
gram, and it helps relieve the tedium
of waiting.

“When I'd get bored or frustrated,
wondering when it was going to end,
I'd talk to the baby,” Mrs. Danielson
said.

“It was a lot of fun, and we figured
that even if nothing came of it, at
least it helped maintain our sanity
through the pregnancy.”

That element of fun, humorously
reinforced by the presentation to
each graduate of a Prenatal Univer-
sity degree, bib and T-shirt bearing
the school logo — a baby in a mortar
board — helps the parents adjust to
the child's arrival, Van de Carr
believes

“The child is already a success, has
already achieved, is already a win
ner,” he said

“We're trying to get that concept
across — that the parents’ expecta
tions have already been met. That
they can just relax and enjoy their
baby."”
