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Three Reports Required 'New School At McAdoo Capamty Of New Wells

Of Primary Candidates

Revised Statutes Sets First Report of
Expenses by Aspirants 25 Days
Before Primary.

Information relative to reports of ex-
penses incurred by various candidates
for all officers in the Democratic Pri-
mary that will be of interest generally
and of particular interest to candidates
themselves, was givn the latter part of
last week by County Clerk Tom W.
Deen, who pointed out that for many
yvears in this state candidates werc re-
quired to make their first repor: not
less than ten days before the firs’ pri-
mary and their last not longer than ten
days after the primary. This rule has
heen changed under the revised statutes
a8 codified in 1925, the following being
rule laid down in

in substance the
Article 3172 of the 1925 code:
The law requires shat a report be

given of expenses incurred by persons
seeking nominations not more than
thirty days nor less than twenty -five
days before the date of the primary.’

A second report must be given not
more than twelve nor less than eight
days before the date of the election.
And after the primary a report must
be made not more than ten days after
the date of the election. These reports
- must be filed with the county clerk of
the county in which the candidate re-
sides.

With the date of the first primary
this year on July 28, the application of
the law this year would make the first
report come net later than July 3, and
tomorrow would be the first day on
which a report could be filed. All can-
<idates in the primary-are. Yequired to
make this and subsequent reports

The second report prior to the first
prindaty must be made not earlier than
July 16 and not later than July 20 in
¢rder to comply with the requirements
oi the law, if the calculations made in

Postal Rates July 1st

Revision of United States -
Rates, principally downward,  te com- |
ply with the enactments of the last ses- |
sion of Congress, will be effective at
all post offices on July 1, Postmaster
J. D. Starks, of the Floydada Office last
week receiving the schedules applying
on -all classes of mailable matter which
will be in effect the morning of-July 1..

Among other changes  is that in the

rate charged for post cards, which -fori
sometime have been costing two cents

to mail. The new postal rate for these
is one cent, the same as for postal cards.
In some instances increase is made in
the rates. Rates for second:class mail
are reduced - materially -in -\ the new

schedule and numerous changes have;

been made,

One important change made was’ in
the amount for which a letter might be
registered.. - Heretofore, the maximum
value which could:be placed on a regis-
tered letter or package was $100. After
July a letter or parcel may be declared
at a value as high as $1,000. The regis-
try fee for a. letter valued at $1,000
would be $1.

BOB WHITE AND POULTRYMAN
ARE MUTUALLY FRIENDLY

The bobwhite has always been a favo- |
rite throughout the United States, both
for sport and because of the cheery call
of the male, which has enlivened those
who have had opportunity to listen to it.

As Americans went west and got be-
vond the regular range of the bobwhite,
there were efforts to transplant it to the
newer regions. The Farmer is a good
friend of the bobwhite, for cultivated
fields are more favorable than virgin
territory for the bird.

In a recent pamphlet issued by the
United States Department of Agricul-
ture the author says that in trying to
estimate how much the introduction of

| says this author,

bobwhites into western Kéansas and Colo-
rado has had to do with their spread

westward, one meets with difficulties.
It seems to be rather commonly sup-
posed that there were no birds west of
central Kansas before agriculture be-
gan, There is no doubt that they in-
creased rapidly in numbers all over
western Kansas, as well as eastern and
southeastern Colorado, as soon as farm-
ing operations commenced.

‘In Kansas the most interesting fea-
ture of the history -of the bobwhite,”
“is the rapid increase
in numbers after the eighties west of
the hundredth meridian. This wounder-
ful increase went hand in hand with the
increase in pinnated grouse, or prairie
chickens. It seems more plausible, how-
ever, to suppose that a few brids did
really exist-in favorable spots all over
western Kansas, enough to make a rapid
response as soon as food became plenti-
ful. It must be remembered that in this
region for many years after the advent
of man, small game was scarcely shot
at all, which gave the game birds un-
usual opportunity to spread.”
