100 Carloads Of Swine
Shipped From Floydada

Cheap Hogs, High Feed Indicate
Lesser Production of Hogs
In 1929 Than 1928.

Floyd County probably produced
and shipped to market two hundred
carloads of swine during the year
of 1928, figures for the market at
Floydada would indicate. During:
the year 100 carloads were shipped
from this point, and while figures
from the other shipping centers of
the county are not available, ‘it is
probable that an equal ratio of
hogs were shipped from them.

Practically all of the 1928 crop of
hogs from this territory went to the
El Paso market, the Peyton Packing
Company maintaining a buying
station here during the entire year.
Over ninety of the 100 carloads
from. Floydada went to Peyton.
However, with the discontinuance of
small lot purchases by that company
it is possible that 1929 will see a
wider divergence of shipments from
this section.

According to the present outlook,
the shipments of swine from this
section in 1929 will see a consider-
able falling off from the figures of
1928. A very simple and logical rea-
son is given for this prospect by hog
dealers who point to the fact that
hogs are cheap while feed is high,
and a large per centage of the
swine growers are cufting down
their production = plans for the
spring season at least, at the same
time disposing directly on the mar-
ket of the feed that would other-
wise be held for their feeding.

However, dealers plan to have a
year-round market in this county
for hogs, the Floydada market long
having been one of the most con-
sistent in the state.

* Unless figures c¢ompiled local-
ly are in error the shipments of
butterfat from Floydada per day
during 1928 averaged a thousand
pounds, bringing an income con-
siderably in excess of $100,000 to
raisers who shipped fromn this
point.

New Porking Curing
Process Is Favq)red

A brine method of curing pork
that is coming into general use in

3Texas because it makes a deliciously

| flavored meat and is practical is de-
| scribed by B! R. Eudley, Swine Spec-
lialist of the A. & M. Extension
“To make brine enough for

sugar and 5 ounces saltpeter. Bring

'the water to a boil, then add the
Isalt and stir until dissolved. Add

the sugar and saltpeter and again
stir until dissolved. Allow to cool
before using.

“Cut meat up as soon as dressed . -

and rub it with good  salt. Leave
spread out and salted over night
to lose the animal heat and then
pack in. a clean barrel with hams
and shoulders at the bottom and
the bacon on top. Pour on enough
brine to cover the meat. Leave the
bacon in brine for three weeks and
hams and shoulders for five weeks.

“Brine will sometimes spoil, due
to an unclean barrel or adverse
weather conditions, so the brine
should be examined once a week.
If there are gas bubbles on the sur-
face of the brine it is probably
spoiling. Dip up a cup of it and
pour back in the barrel. If it pours
ropy or like syrup it'is spoiling and
the meat should be taken out and
washed with hot water. Empty and
scald the barrel and repack the
meat in fresh brine made the day
before so as to be cool.

“After removing the meat at the
end of the curing process it should
be hung up to drip and then smok-
ed with smoke from any of the
hardwoods or corn cobs. Most peo-
ple prefer a three day smoke. The
next step, wrapping, is important
if the meat is to keep good during
the whole year. Wrap first in pa-<
per( newspaper will do) and then in
ducking, sewing on with close stitch-
es to prevent bugs and skippers get-
ting into the meat. Sew on a string
and hang up in a cool dry place. It

Warning Given Stations

Complaints had been lodged with
the state department that many
stations were charging as much as
50 cents for the testing alone, the
managers contending that 25 cents
did not pay for the labor required
to give a proper test. Such charges
will be held improper and the licen-
se of such stations revoked, the new
instructions state. It is pointed out,
however, that the auto owners must
be reasonable in meeting the re-
quirements for extra service and
extra parts whenever such service
or parts are actually necessary be-
fore the lighting system meets the
approval of the testing station.

Both new and old cars come with-
in the provisions of the law that
requires the tests. Warning has
been given the stations not to is-

tions state.
Orders have been given to the sta-
tion operators to destroy headlight
globes of over 21-candle power when
found in auto headlights.
Instructions Issued
Among instructions issued by the
state department are: ¢ |
Where new parts must be install- |
ed to make the headlights and tail /
lights conform with the law, the|
public must pay for the parts to-
gether with the labor required for
installing the same at the customary
prices and rates charged by the sta-
tions in their regular repair sched-
ule.
If any breakage occurs when the
test station operator is trying to do
his duty in repairing and adjusting
the headlights or tail lights, the
owner of the car shall pay for the
breakage.
Two different types of approved
headlight devices will not be allow-
ed on one car. The law plainly
states that the devices must be in
pairs, each conforming with the
other.
Stations are instructed to report
to the state department the license
number of any car whose owner at-

submitting the car lights to the
west.
Subject to Arrest

Where a car has one perfect re-
flector lense and one peoor reflector
or lens of both poor, the owner will
be required to buy a new reflector
or lence or both to match the good
device or devices already installed
on the car. The car owner in these
cases must pay for parts and labor.
Auto operators who tamper with
the lighting system after the ad-
justments have been made by the
station will be subject to arrest.
Suggestion is made to auto own-
ers who desire to co-operate with
the officers in enforcing the law
and preventing accidents that are
caused by improper lighting sys-
tems, that they watch the head-
lights to see if they are properly ad-
justed. This can be done, the state
department points out, by making
a line on the rear interior wall of a
garage at the top point of the lights
as reflected on the wall.

A general epidemic of influenza
and la grippe, with scattering cases
of diptheria and a considerable
number of scarlet fever.patients, is
reported by practicing. physicians,
their reports seeming to indicate
that the number of cases in the
country exceed the number in pro-
portion within the city.

Late last night few of the in-
fluenza cases had developed into
pneumonia or other complications.
and in fact practically all cases un-~
til last mid-week had the general
symptoms of the “old-fashioned la
grippe. However; - ‘Thursday, Fri-
day and Saturday the per centage
of the cases which were evidently

more serious grew by leaps and
bounds. e }

: The northeast portion of the
county seems to have the larger

quota of scarlet fever and dipth-
eria than other sections. Several
cases of these were reported from
the vicinity of South Plains and
Goodnight.

In some schools the effects of the
epidemic of flu are evident in the
heavy falling off in attendance. In
others until late. yesterday, however,
the effects were not so apparent.
This last was true of the Floydada
Public Schools, Superintedent W. E.
Patty said, the rooms reporting a
serious inroad on attendance being
the exception, with rooms having
practically full quotas of pupils the
rule.

No definite count of the number
of cases of these maladies is avail-
able.

Buyers Take Much Feed
At Farm; Saye Hauling

Near-by Market For Surplus Feed
in County Effects Time Sav-
ing For Raisers.

Floyd County farmers this seson
are meeting with an unusual situa-

tion that is saving them much time

in the disposition of their surplus
feed crops. At least, this is hap-
pening in many cases, farmers in
thee section of counties including
Hardeman, Wilbarger, Foard, and
Baylor taking quite a bit of the feed
that would otherwise go through
regular channels to market, off the
farms at the market price.

Many hundreds of tons of feed-
stuffs have been sold in this man-
ner over the county, according to
reports, the down-state farmer driv-
ing up to Floyd, making his pur-
chase and putting his own loading
crews for the rail haul, or in case
of a truck haul, his own trucks on
the job, and saving the handling
charge to the local raiser.

Although a great deal of surplus
feed has moved through the dealers,
the unusual situation of a big de-
mand almost at the door of the
farmer has worked out to give a
secondary market by which a very
considerable portion of the surplus
crop has moved.

The early market for maize, when
the crop was green, opened around
$10. However, the nearby demand
and the drying of the crop soon
began to raise these figures,’ and the
past few weeks the raisers have been
realizing around $18 per ton for
heads.

Except in cases of distress feed-
stuffs or rental crops where early
disposal is necessary on account of
removal of the tenant, a very con-
siderable portion of the. county’s
crop has been put up in bundles and
in ricks of heads to be held as in-
surance against the possibility of a
short feed crop the ensuing season.
This is particularly true on farms
where attention is being given to
the production of butter fat and
dairy cattle.,

MACHINE PHOTOGRAPHS
600 CHECKS A MINUTE

Electricity and the principle of
the motion picture have recently
been applied in a device that takes
continuous photographic records of
the faces of all checks cashed or de-
posited in a bank. This machine,
which can handle 600 checks a min-
ute, frees the American banking
system of one of its weakest points,
the practice of returning cancelled
checks to drawers, and so sur-
rendering the only actual evidence
that they have been paid.

The new appliance can be oper-
ated independently, or in connec-
tion with an adding machine. As
the operator lists a check, she drops
it into a hopper. The check -is
caught against a belt driven by a
small electric motor and carried in-
to the focus of a small camera.
Lights inside the apliance enable
the camera to take a clear minia-
ture picture of the check. After a
check has passed the camera it falls
into a receptacle at the bottom of
the machine. . .

Sixteen thousand checks are re-
corded on a strip of film five eights
of an inch wide and two hundred
feet long.

Tests occasionally are made on
samples mailed in by farmers’ ele-
vator companies for information as
to the placement of wheat in the
elevators. Wheat grown on the
highlands should not be placed
with that grown on lowlands, as
the former usually has a higher
protein content offsetting in value
the greater yield of the lowland.

Accuracy Principal Goal

Chemists all over the country
collaborated to make the nitrogen
determinations as accurate as hum-
_|anly possible. Mills worked inde-
pendently in laboratories for 25
each bakery technican using his
own ideas. With the merging of
bakeries, it became necessary for
chemists in different industries to
become more conversant with
methods in use, and laboratories
began to exchange samples to check
results. With constant exchange
during the past 10 years, the chem-
ists have been able to check with-
in what is accepted as “tolerance,”
which is .24 of 1 per cent.

The American Association of Ce-
real Chemists has various sections
which send out check samples at
regular intervals. Checks at the
laboratory rarely have been more
than .02 of 1 per cent from the
average test result.

Tests show that the Panhandle is
raising the highest protein wheat
used for bread flour in the United
States, due to the fact that the
comparatively new lands and cli-
matic conditions insures a high
nitrogen content in the soil. Re-
planting of wheat year after year
in the same soil causes depletion of
the nitrogen, which must then be
replaced by artificial fertilization,
Harper said, though rotation of
crops on the farms will maintain
and enrich the nitrogen content.
Some of the best crops for this pur-
pose are alfalfa and cowpeas. Har-
per suggests that another way in
which grain raising may be made
more profitable is through co-opera-
tion with county agents and wheat |
growers associations in the selec-|
tion of the proper seed wheat to |
plant.
