THE LEGISLATURE CONVENES

The legislature of the state con­
vened Tuesday and from its labors 
will come settlement of a large 
number of momentous matters, 
largely connected with business and 
economic problems. Out standing 
in the minds of the people of the 
state at this time is the matter of 
the constitutional amendent that 
will permit a gasoline tax for the 
construction and maintainence of 
state and federal highways. This 
idea has struck the popular imagin­
ation and it is going to go over with 
a bang when the time comes.

There are some grave objections to 
this form of road-building taxation, 
but they are no more grave in the 
minds of property owners than the 
burden that is now imposed in count 
ies where the tax is put on real 
property to pay a portion of the road 
building costs.

Other highway matters that are 
also in for adjustment include an 
arrangement to make motor busses 
and freight trucks pay a tax more 
nearly in the proportion that they 
wear out the roads, and limiting 
the gross weight and length of the 
freight caravans. In some portions 
of the state they are presenting a 
real menace to traffic. License and 
weight fees will also be changed, if 
a militant group of the legislature 
can have its way.

-----------------O-----------------
NOT POLITICALLY MINDED

Floyd County people, if they ex­
pect ever to get any of the things 
they would like to have, must turn 
more politically-minded. Not that 
we do not get notice enough when 
voting time comes. Floyd County 
people spend lots of time working 
for and against their candidates, 
especially the home men; but the 
state capitol and state laws, meas­
ures and statesmen are about as far 
away from Floydada, it seems some­
times, as the capitol at "Washing­
ton itself.

Floyd County has never offered a. 
candidate for the legislature, ap­
parently never having had a man 
to offer willing to make the sacri­
fice. The present governor of Tex­
as has never been in Floyd County, 
none of the state highway commis­
sion has ever been over our roads, 
so far as we can find out, although 
one commissioner claims to have 
been through here several times. 
And so on, ad infinitum.

We are told that you get out of 
anything about what you put into 
it. If this be true, the fact that 
people of this county have given 
no interest to the affairs at Austin 
would be the answer to the fact that 
we have never gotten anything from 
the capitol.

1 BROADER OUTLOOK

Cit 'ns of Mayview and New- 
land Common School Districts, in 
an almost unanimous decision Sat- [ 
urday chose the plan of consolida- | 
ting their two districts, with the 
generally understood idea of going j 
ahead during the coming year with j 
a plan to build a school adequate; 
to the probable needs at Dougherty 
and thus bring closer to the scho­
lastics of the communities the ad- j 
vantages that come with more pu- i 
pils and more teachers.

It seems to have been the sensi­
ble thing to do, although the new 
arrangement will put some of the 
so: olastics in both districts s.>me 
further from the school than they 
are at present with two schools. 
Advantages that are certain to come 
with the advent of the new shipping 
center and the great value to all 
of making it a school and social 
center as well, considerably out­
weigh the disadvantages that might 
come with the change.

Towns help to build up and make

more worthwhile as a place to live, 
the territory surrounding them just 
as certainly as the town must have 

!a territory to survive. Each is es­
sential to the other. The develop­
ment in school matters in the two 
districts last Saturday indicates that

CONSOLIDATING OUR 
POSITION.

In military affairs, after a hard 
j campaign when some ground is 
! gained and the army begins to dig 
j in in order to hold their gains and 
| prepare for additional conquests, it 
| is sometimes spoken of as “consoii- 
| dating the position.”

In a survey of the things that 
have happened in Floyd County the 
past two years, it apears that Floyd- 

| ada and Floyd County have come to 
j that point, when in good strategy, 
j  we should consolidate our positions. 
! Some eighty-eight miles of new 
railway have been constructed, half 
a dozen big enterprises and oubbc 
utilities have invested largely in the 
future of the plains area, with 
Floyd County a material part of 
their plans, extensions and better­
ments have been made by others, 
three or four new towns and ship­
ping centers have sprung up that 
will fill a real need in the county, 
reduce hauling costs, bring the big 
markets closer to much of the coun­
ty and generally make the county a 
more desirable place of habitation.

Now it is time to take advantage 
of the accomplishments, to consoli­
date our positions. If we are con­
tent with having won decisively and 
let it go at that the glorious victory 
will have been largely for naught, 
our strategy in this county 
needs to take definite shape for fur­
ther developments. We need to dig 
in and erect some distribution forti­
fications that will make this section 
more competitive and not just a 
continued feeder to enrich some 
other sections of the panhandle- 
plains.

TW O THINGS WE OWE

Specifically, we believe that some 
sort of plan that will make butter- 
fat and other farm side-line pro­
ducts more profitable to the raisers 
of this section, are two very desir­
able things at this time. Whether 
this can be accomplished by the 
establishment of a creamery that 
would manufacture raw cream into 
butterfat and thus bring the pri­
mary market closer to the dairy­
man might be questionable, but we 
believe not. This kind of an enter­
prise can be made profitable to the 
money that goes into it and like* 
wise to the producer of the dairy 
products.

And the same question might be 
raised as to a whole-sale produce 
house that would handle poultry 
and poultry products. But at least 
long and expensive hauls can be 
saved people of this section with 
this kind of an enterprise. And we 
think ever more could be saved—  
enough to justify the investment 
from every point of view, in such 
an enterprise.

Of course, we needn’t look for en­
couragement for this kind of talk 
at centers for which we are now good 
feeders. Everybody, except our­
selves naturally should be well-sat­
isfied. Furthermore, the likelihood 
is that Santa Clause is not going 
to bring these grown-up things. 
W e’ll have to provide them ourselves.

POSTPONEMENT OF PLAY
CAUSED B Y MUCH ILLNESS

Because of the increasing illness 
in the community, the play “Hold 
That Line Jimmie” which was to 
have been presented Friday night 
at Sand Hill by the Sand Hill P. T. 
C., has been postponed indefinite­
ly. This announcement was made 
Tuesday by Ed Holmes, president of 
the society, when it was learned 
that several members of the cast 
were ill.

New date for the play will be an­
nounced when sickness in the Sand 
Hill community is less evident, and 
members of the cast improve, it was 
stated.

NEW FUMIGANT FOR STORED 
PRODUCTS

Ethylene oxide is a fumigant not 
hitherto used for exterminating in­
sects, but recently discovered by the 
United States Department of Agri­
culture to be highly toxic to certain 
species. Those commonly infesting 
stored food products, clothing, and 
furniture can be easily killed by the 
vapors of ethylene oxide in concen­
trations that can be used without 
danger from fire and that are not 
dangerous to human beings. Clothes 
moths, carpet beetles, rice weevils, 
saw-toothed grain beetles, Indian 
meal moths, red-legged ham beetles, 
and flour beetles all succumbed to 
this new fumigant when it was used 
experimentally for a period of 20 
hours in the proportion of 1 pound 
of ethylene oxide to 1,000 cubic feet 
of space.

For commercial fumigation work 
it is, however, recomrpended that 
the fumigant be used at double this 
quantity per 1000 cubic feet of space. 
Comparative tests indicated that the 
vapors of ethylene oxide are some­
what more toxic to stored-products 
insects than are those of carbon 
disulfide and about thirty times as 
toxic as those of carbon tetrach­
loride.

Owing to its low boiling point 
ethylene oxide is effective at com­
paratively low temperatures, rang­
ing from 60 degrees to 75 degrees 
F. It has excellent powers of pen­
etration. Insects buried in over- 
stuffed furniture, sealed in packages 
of cereals, and buried in jars of 
grain were killed with ease. No de­

leterious effect was noticeable when 
the commercial dosage of the fum­
igant was used for 24 hours on com­
modities, foodstuffs of various types 
clothing, furniture, and meats. Such 
foodstuffs as nut meats and dried

PUBLIC HELPS PAY COSTS OF 
MOVING

“The public of Oklahoma is help­
ing to bear the costs of useless mov­
ing in the state to the tune of mil­
lions of dollars each year,” declares 
a writer in the January 1 issue of 
the Oklahoma Farmer-Stockman.1 
“Generations to come will also pay i 
their share of the damages caused j 
by this useless moving.

“The costs and damages w hich! 
the public and future generations | 
must share are found in the form : 
of depleted soils; in the form of 
impaired business due to financial 
damage to the farmer doing the 
useless moving, in schools that are 
less efficient and hence more ex­
pensive per unit of work; in church 
and community life that cannot! 
function well where moving is s o : 
dominant. Such costs are hard to j 
estimate. I

“Assuming that the farm tenants 
in Oklahoma who moved back in 
1924 operated average-sized ten­
ant farms and that the average 
moving owner operated the a v er-: 
age-sized owner farm, there were' 
4,20,000 acres of crop land in new 
hands that year or about 29 per­
cent of all the crop land in the 
state. The total value of farm 
property involved in this change 
was more than $280,000,000. !

“Tremendous importance must be 
placed on an annual change of 
property of such magnitude. It 
probably means that a much great­
er proportion than a third of our 
farmers care nothing for maintain­
ing the fertility of the land they 
operate. The total waste of soil 
resources and the value of farm im­
provement under such a custom 
must be appalling. No wonder so 
much of the fertile land of Okla­
homa is now barren, gully-washed, 
red clay hills! And yet the wast­
age of soil fertility is probably small 
when compared to some of the other 
costs to the public because of useless 
moving.”

Discussing the lessons ne has 
learned from his father the young­
er Rockefeller voices his apprecia­
tion of the elder Rockefeller’s pat­
ience, his open-mindedness and his 
value of work. He calls the 98 year 
old oil magnate “the most inter- i 
esting man I have ever known.”

heart-ache and tear, a disease that 
eats at the heart vitals like a can­
ker, and populates hell with its un­
fortunate victims. It is at the 
back of all wars, murder, and other 
crimes that have left their blight 
and scars upon the helpless earth 
since the day when, because of sin, 
Adam and Eve were driven forth 
from the beauty and perfection of 
Eden. It is most subtle and de­
ceptive in its methods, destructive 
in its power, and damning in its 
nature. Anyone is foolish who will 
encourage and cultivate it, a sinner 
in the sight of God and man if he 
practices it, and a moral coward if 
he compromises with it. The only 
proper way to pronounce its name 
is to give it the hissing sound of 
the serpent. It was born in hell, 
and there one day it will be re­
turned along with its author, never 
to deceive the nations and wreck 
human lives again forever.

The Lesson Proper
In verse 5 John tells us that his 

message is not his own but was 
given him from heaven, and he was 
only the announcer of that mes­
sage. This reminds us of the other 
John who declared that he was on­
ly, “the voice of one crying in the 
wilderness.” Darkness is the sym­
bol of sin, and light the symbol of 
righteousness. “God is light, and in- 
Him is no darkness at all,” is simp­
ly another way of saying that God 
is perfectly holy and in Him is no 
sin at all. This is also said of Jesus 
whose kingdom is called a king­
dom of light, and He is termed the 
king of day. For this reason shad­
owy conduct on the part of any 
professed believer is inconsistent.

There is plain language in that 
sixth verse. A straight blow at hy- 
pocricy. For one to profess to be 
a follower of God, and at the same 
time to walk in darkness lies by his 
very conduct. Recently a murder­
er was on trial for his life, and on 
the witness stand declared that he 
had a revelation from God which 
led him to commit the murder, 
this is utterly inconsistent and un­
true. God was never the author of 
sin, He cannot be tempted to sin 
neither does He tempt men to sin. 
(See James 1:13-15.) Man is utter­
ly foolish to try to blame the only 
perfect being in the universe with 
his sins.

But if walking in the darkness 
proves us to be sinners, then by 
the same rule if we walk in the 
light, we are credited with being 
righteous. (Verse 7) Two bless­
ings follow walking in the light. 
(1) We have fellowship with each 
other. This is not the least of the 
Christian- blessings. To have fel­
lowship with the best people in the 
Community, to be a welcome guest 
to the best homes and the highest 
circle of society, to be loved and 
trusted by the best class of folks, 
is a blessing indeed. This would 
make Christianity worth-while if 
there were no hereafter, with a 
heaven and hell. (2) The blood of 
His Son cleanseth us from all sin.

Basically, all bridges on the main 
highways have become valuable 
property because of the construc­
tion of highways, Mr. MacDonald 
explained. The bridges are only a 
part of such highways and should 
be legally treated as such, he be­
lieves.

“Private toll bridge interests are 
attempting to defeat legislation un­
favorable to themselves and are 
obstructing the efforts of highways 
departments to carry on State pro­
jects,” he continued. “Since high­
way transportation has grown to 
its present dimensions, the posibil- 
ities of rich fields to exploit have 
been greatly multiplied and exten­
ded. Coincident with the finding 
of new uses or the more complete 
adaptation of this form of trans­
portation come new proposals for 
interfering with the freedom of the 
road to fill private purse.”

M YSTERY PEST MAKES
BUG ENGINEER BUGGY

A bug engineer has been appoint­
ed by the Central Power and Light 
company with headquarters at San 
Antonio because of a strange dis­
covery. He is J. D. Preston, distri­
bution engineer and this is why:

The company recently had a 
number of fuse and cartridge fail­
ures on lines in the Laredo District 
A representative of the fuse manu- 
factureres made an inspection tour 
of the district with Mr. Preston, 
but found no justifiable reason 
for the failures. The mystery re­
mained unsolved until in changing 
out some of the old cartridges a 
strange situation was discovered, 
which is no doubt at least partly 
contributory to the trouble.

Small bugs have been building 
nests of green leaves inside of the 
fuse cartridges against the fuse 
wire. The nest is about three in­
ches long and entirely fills the in­
side of the cartridge. Due to the 
chemical action of the green leaves 
the fuse wire is badly pitted and 
weakened and is most likely the 
cause of the fuses opening-circuits 
when not overloaded.

In sharp contrast to the elabor­
ate parapharnalia of motion picture 
companies today, Gene Gauntier, the 
first girl to star in motion pictures 
more than 20 years ago, declares that 
the first movie actor’s wardrobe con­
tained but one shirt.

“Actors in those days were notified

to make a plan for a yearly bud­
get. Use a large double sheet of 
paper, dividing it into 13 vertical 
columns, one for listing the 10 
usual groups of expenditure— food, 
nousing, operating, furnishing and 
equipment, clothing, health, devel­
opment, personal, automobile, and 
savings— and one for each month 
of the year in which to enter esti­
mates of expenditures in each one 
of these groups. The bureau will 
be glad to send you a detailed list 
of what may 'be included under each 
head, though the needs of every 
home are different.

Certain fixed expenses, like pay­
ments on a house, insurance pre­
miums, telephone bills, and many 
others occur regularly in all months 
or certain months. Set them down 
in the proper columns. Divide your 
annual allowances for other expen­
ditures in the same way, estimating 
them as best you can by what that 
department of living cost you last 
year if you kept a record. This an­
nual spending plan, when complete­
ly filled in, will have to be adjust­
ed to the monthly income. Very 
often the first plan exceeds the 
actual income and has to be pruned 
down until your estimate fits what 
you will have to spend. If you have 
never kept household accounts, you 
will have to guess to some extent. 
Often after careful spending records 
have been kept for a month, you 
can made a plan for the coming 
year. January 1 is a good time to 
make a beginning.

COWS AND APPLES NOW ARE 
CLEANED ELECTRICALLY

Apples are being cleaned of 
spray residue and cows are being 
scientifically groomed by two re­
cent applications of electricity to 
agriculture.

The apples are plaped on a trav­
eling belt which carries them under 
a spray of warm hyhrochloric acid 
solution. Passage through the 
spray re requires about 50 seconds, 
after which they are automatically 
dried.

The pressure pump for the spray 
and the traveling carrier are both 
operated by electric motors, while 
the solution is brought to the nec­
essary temperature of 100 degrees 
by electric insert heaters.

A herd of 44 cows ‘ has been 
groomed for a year at Purdue Uni­
versity by an adaptation of the 
electric vacuum cleaner, and a re­
port says that their hides and coats 
of hair were kept in better condi­
tion than was possible by hand 
grooming. “With an additional cost 
of only .09 cents a day for pow­
er per cow, the ease of grooming 
with the machine, the keeping of 
hids in better shape and keeping 
the animal much cleaner, it was 
concluded by those in charge that 
the electric currying machine was 
practical in large dairy herds, es­
pecially where market milk is pro­
duced,” says the report..

Recipes for a number of different 
cuts of beef have been worked out 
by the Bureau of Home Economics 
of the United States Department of 
Agriculture and published in a leaf­
let for free distribution. The prin­
cipal points in cooking the more 
tender cuts are: Searing the sur­
face of the meat first at a high tem­
perature for a short time or until a 
well-flavored brown coating is form­
ed, reducing the temperature so as 
to finish cooking at a moderate 
heat; in the case of roasts, using a 
roast-meat thermometer in the cen­
ter of the roast to indicate when 
the meat is rare, medium, or well 
done. Beef is rare between the 
temperatures of 130 degrees and 
150 . degrees F., medium between 
150 degrees and 170 degrees F., and 
well done at about 180 . degrees F. 
As many people like mushroom 
sauce with their steak and York­
shire pudding with rib roast of beef, 
these recipes are also given in the 
leaflet.

The general method of cooking 
the tender and less expensive cuts 
of beef differs from the method for 
the more tender cuts.® Heat, mois­
ture, and slow cooking help to ac­
complish the desired result. The 
meat is first seared in a small 
quantity of fat until it is browned, 
and then cooked with a little water 
in a tightly covered container. Pot 
roast of beef and Swiss steak are 
typical recipes for meats cooked by 
this method. Other recipes given 
in the leaflet are for stuffed flank 
steak, broiled Hamburg steak on on­
ion rings, and beef croquetts.

Reducing Blanco Hill
Climi), To Move B r i d g e

Maximum S,even Per Cent Grade 
Will Be Obtained on North 

Side at Section 12.

Work that is expected to be com­
pleted sometime in February or 
March, has been under way sever­
al weeks at the Section 12 crossing 
of the Ralls Highway out of Floyd­
ada. It is expected to reduce the 
maximum grade on the north hill 
to seven per cent, eliminating prac­
tically all the curve in the climb and 
eliminating the blind corner on the 
other side of the bridge that crosses 
the chasm at the foot of the hill.

J. M. Gamblin is in charge of the 
big job of dirt moving, having be­
gun work in late November under 
instructions from Commissioner 
W. C. Hanna. Approximately 300,- 
yards of dirt are to be moved, ac­
cording to an estimate made by Geo. 
A. Lider, who set the grade stakes 
for Commissioner Hanna. Com­
missioner Henderson, who January 
1 succeeded Mr, Hanna, now has 
general supervision of the work.

In reducing the grade and elim­
inating much of the curve, work­
men will move the bridge approxi­
mately 250 feet east of its present 
location. An underpass for cattle 
cr for use as a road, is being pro­
vided at the bridge.

The old roadbed is still in use on 
the hill and the bridge will not be 
moved until all the other work has 
been completed ready for it, so as 
to disrupt traffic as little as possi­
ble.

The new roadway will make tra­
vel much easier northward over the 
highway. Mr. Lider’s estimate is 
that the whole improvement pro­
ject will be approximately one mile 
long, but that there will be only 1,- 
000 feet of maximum seven per cent 
grade.
