Statements Show Banlk
Conditions Are Sound

Financial Reports Issued as of De-
cember 31, 1929, Reflect
Good Position.

That the banks of Floyd County
are in good position to meet any
emergencies which the year of
1930 may bring, in fact that they re-
flect a condition in the county
which forecasts no likelihood of ex-
treme emergency, is indicated in the
statements of condition issued by
them on December 31, 1929, and
given publicity on call of the comp-
troller received the latter part of
last week.

According to these figures total
bank loans of the four Floyd
County institutions on December
31, was $1,093,400; their deposits
were $1,649,000; and their available
cash was $729,900, all these figures
The total
capital investment of the banks, as
reflected by their statements is
$225,600, an increase over last year
of nearly $30,000.

Figures for the individual banks
in round numbers are as follows:

County Road Fund To
Get Auto Fee Income

All Motor Vehicle Registrations Re-
tained by Counties Under
New Law.

All the taxes collected from auto-
mobile, truck, trailer and other mot-
or vehicle registrations for the year
of 1930 in Floyd County will go in-
to the county’s road and bridge
fund, augmenting it several thous-
and dollars over income of previous |’
years, Floyd County taxpayers will
bé glad to learn. The new law was
passed by the last legislature and
in only a few large counties of the
state will any of the funds go to
the state for expenditure- by the
Highway Commission.

Tl}is fact' was pointed out this
week by Tax Collector P. G. Stegall,
who calls attention of motor vehi-
cle owners to the, fact that the last
day for payment of the auto license
fee without penalty is January 31,
the same as for other state and
county taxes. All registration fees
not paid before midnight of Jan-
uary 31 will be counted as delin-
quent, and under the provisions of
the new law, will carry a penalty of
20 per cent beginning the morning
of February 1.” If you operate your
car or other vehicle any during the
month of January you are due to
pay the fee and the delinquency
may be assessed against you, it
was declared by the collector.

Twenty Teams Expected to Enter
‘Annual South Plains Tourn-
ment Here in in Feb.

With definite acceptances to at-
tend and participate in the fourth
annual South Plains Invitation
Basketball tournament to be held
in this city on February 7 and 8,
from seven high schools from as
many South Plains Cities, present
indications point to' a large and
most successful invitation tourna-
ment.

Twelve Degrees Above
Zero. /

Floyd County is covered
with a seven-inch blanket of
sleet and snow this morning,
after two days of intermit-
tent sleet Tuesday and Wed-
nesday, followed by fully
twelve hours of snow begin-
ning late yesterday afternoon.
The snow which is vanously
estimated at from six to nine
inches on the level, has below
it a coat of more than an inch
of sleet. sl \

Good Winter Season

A fine winter season is afforded,
Floyd Couty wheat and row crop
lands as a result of the fall of sleet
and snow, and the prospects for a
good small grain crop are materially
brightened. The report of a good
snow is general from over the
county and incomplete reports from
points east, south and north indi-
cates that the fall is general over
a wide section of the state. Yes-'
terday afternoon at 4 o’clock heavy
snow was falling at Stamford, and
reports last night were that snow
was falling in Amarillo.

The snow and sleet came with a
general change in climatic condi-
tions since Monday afternoon when
a marked fall in termperature was
recorded and weather reports indi-
cated unsettled weather, with rain
or sleet. The first fall of sleet came
here Tuesday morning. Some sleet 4
also fell Tuesday  afternoon and
Tuesday night. Sleet and a little
rain fell for several hours Wednes-
day, and when snow began falling
late Wednesday nearly two inches
of sleet lay on the ground. This
morning at 8 o’clock a light snow
was still falling, although weampr
forecast was for clearer skies, and
sunshine before noon.

oners of war. If we fought ‘'in
citizen’s clothes, we wore nothing
more than international bandits
and as such almost sure to hang
finally from a yardarm. They say
that all is fair in love and war, but
this does not alter the fact that
there are things you can do that
are not- playing the game. Of
course, each side has its spies, and
a spy, if caught, expects no quar-
ter and gets none. :

But during the War of 1870, and
during the late war, too, we Ger-
mans, were most severe-with frane-
tireurs, civilians who sniped at
soldiers. It has been one of our
cardinal principles that war m.st
be waged by uniformed soldiers. In
the World War, both sides were
charged with ' introducing- new
methods of warfare that were not
in accordance with the ethics of
the game. But you will recall that
even Allied cargo and passenger
ships armed with guns to fire on

submarines made it a general rule |
to carry gun ecrews of umformed
marines to handle the guns. ;

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Nation-Wide Decrease
‘In Long Distance Rate

Fourth Voluntary Rate Cut
Three Years is Made by The
Bell System.

in

The nation wide decrease in long
distance rates, which went into ef-
fect New Yedrs Day, means an an-
nual saving of $333,500 to telephone
users in Texas, it was estimated tc-
day by T. A. White, District Mana-
ger of the Southwestern Bell Tele-
phone Company. Saving to tele-
phone . subscribers . in the entire
country will reach 5 million dol-
lars yearly, he said.

The reduction which is the fourth
voluntary rate cut to be made by
the Bell System in a little  more
than three years, will center prin-
cipally on day “station-to-station”
calls,—that 1is, calls placed to a
distant number rather than a spe-
cific person. It applies on charges

~ to points 60 to 300 miles distant,

and will amount to 10 cents in most
instances, 5 cents in the remaining
cases.

“Person-to-person calls (for a
particular person) and evening and
night = “station-to-station” calls,
however, will not be changed except
in a few minor cases.

Report charges on “person-toper-
son” calls, however, will be drop-
ped from 5 cents to 40 cents on
calls to points 140 to 2,200 miles
away. Report charges are made
when the telephone but not the per-
son wanted is reached.

“Growth in the use of long dis~
fance has been a .fundamental
cause of the reduction,” Mr. White
said. “To meet this growth a wide
spread. system of long distance
cables fast and storm proof is be-
ing developed, overhead wire facili-
ties have been enlarged and faster
methods of handling calls have been
put in use.

Un-
observant ' people might suppose
that experiences . of . exaltation
would be a safeguard against temp- |
tation, that the uplifting experience
of the baptism of Jesus and his
formal acceptance of his life work
would have been in itself the sur-
est guaranty against any suggestion
or temptation of evil.

The record that places the temp-
tation so close to the baptism is,
however, in harmony with" almost
universal experience. It may be
recalled that it was immediately
following Elijah’s signal triumph
over the prophets of Baal that he
was found in the deepest discour-
agement, longing only to die. In-
numerable saints and prophets
have had this experience of the
most violent’ onset of temptation in
the reaction from the most remark-
able and ecstatic experiences.

It was this, probably, that Paul
had in mind when he spake of the
fear lest having preached the Gos-
pel to others he himself should be
a castaway. He knew how narrow
was the borderline between spirit-
ual achievement and spiritual
downfall. The more sensitive the
soul the more capable of high ex-
perience, the keener and more
poignant may be the temptation.

One sees this forcefully illustrat-
ed in the temptation of Jesus. The
temptations that assailed him were
none the less acute because they at-
tacked the 'inward springs of his
thought and action. It is a great|
mistake to assume that the sever-
est temptations are sorbid and ma-
terial in their aspects. '

Christ was a Jew and therefore
many of the early conversions were

made among the Jews, but as the

Christian religion makes no choice
of persons everyone is considered
equal, ‘the Gentiles and other peo-
ples 'soon became Christians.

Before the eara of the Christian
faith the civilized people changed
faiths often, and no form of re-
ligion lasted long without being re-
placed or combined with some other.
The time of the birth of Christ saw
the downfall of some of these pagan
religions; therefore’ as christianity
was the next and newest belief it
was adopted by many of the peo-

le.

k In the early periods of Christian-
ity the Christians were severely per-
secuted and often times met death
at the hands of their persecutors.
The readiness with which these
early martyrs gave up their lives
caused the people to look upon them
with wonder -and awe. They wel-
comed the torture and death which
would gain for them a  heavenly
crown. This .caused the death-fear-
ing people to realize that the relig-
jon was founded upon something
more reliable than any of the older
and simpler beliefs.

As the new religion became tol-
erated by the ruling classes of the
countries it began to show a mark-
‘ed effect upon the country socially
and morally. As the

christianity did not encourage sla-
| very, the staunch believers hesita-
;ted to remain slave-holders. Thus,

teaching of’

many of the poor and suffering sla-’
ves were freed by this new faith.
This religion demolished the ancient
law of “an eye for an eye, and a
tooth for a tooth,” entirely, and re-
placed it with the teachings of for-
giveness. Thus, the coming of
christianity caused a change in the
religion = and social belief of the
people and also in the laws of the
nations.

DIVIDING THE OFFICE

Floyd County will have one more
office, very likely, when the first of
1931 roils around. So likely it is
that candidates are announcing for
office with this thought in mind.

TAX NEWS AND COMPARISONS

(A contributed Editorial)
At this season of the year when
most of us are thinking in tems of

| taxes and just how we are going to

meet these public obligations we
have some tax data from the Comp-
trollers Department for the year
1928, that while it will not make our
tax burden any lighter, will at least
be some consolation in knowinhg that
our county tax rate is about 49 per
cent less than the average tax rate
for 100" West Texas Counties.

Floyd County’s tax rate for Coun-
ty purposes is and has been for a
number of years 65 cents on each
$100 valuation of taxable property.

There were only five counties in
West Texas with a lower tax in
1928 than Floyd County, they are:
Borden County, 45 cent tax rate;
Borden County, 60 cents tax rate,
Castro County, 58 cent tax rate,
Coleman County 45 cent tax rate;,
Presidio County, 64 cent tax rate
and Runnels: County 64 cent tax
rate. .

By adding the total tax rate of
the 100 west Texas counties and
dividing same by the number of
counties (100) we find that the
average rate is .961% cents for the
one-hundred counties; This means
in other words that when a tax-
payer of Floyd County pays $65.00
county taxes the average West Tex-
as tax-payer pays $96.50 county tax-
es.

When the Comptroller publishes
the. 1929 tax rate for all Texas
counties in February we may give
our readers further information on
this subject.

NEW PROHIBITION ENTANGEL-
MENTS

Amarillo Daily News: Issues are
being drawn-and Congress is lining
up for a battle over the prohibition
enforcemeht measures that are
pending in the Judiciary committees
of the Housg and Senate. It prom-
ises to be a none too pleasant bat-
tle between the wet and dry forces.

More than 40 bills are now pend-
ing. Of these, 11 are of dry and
32 of wet origin. Some of them are
of major importance. Others will
probably never see the light of day
after being filed in committee pig-
eon holes.

Among those of major impor-

tarice, we find certain recommen-
dations of the president to the ef-
fect that prohibition enforcement
be transferred largely to the De-
partment of Justice; that conges-
tion’in the federal courts be reliev-
ed through the modification and
simplification of the precedure for
the handling of petty pi tions;
a codification of thé laws relating
to prohibition and the reorganiza-
tion into & single agency under the
Coast Guard the various services
engaged in the prevention of smug-
gling. .
There are other proposals of ma-
jo;‘lmportance but probably among
these the Sheppard bill stands out
w(ith fowering prominence. This
bill, if passed, would, in short, make
the purchaser equally guilty with
the bootlegger. That seems to be
dn eminently fair proposal for as
it has been brought out, either di-
rectly or indirectly, by many parties
including the president himself,
that there wouldn’t be any hootleg-
gers if it were not for the custo-
mers and its stands to reason that
the purchaser should shoulder the
same responsibility as the seller. If
reason and fairness are to prevail,
why not let them prevail on all
sides of the question?

Briscoe County News: It is an
unusual thing for tent showmen to
be generally mourned when they

More than 63 hours a week is the |

average “working time” for 700
farm women who kept records amé
reported to the Bureau of Home
Economics of the United States De-
partment of Agriculture.

They reported an average of 52
hours and 17 minutes spent on
strictly home-making  activities
alone. This is more than the 44-
hour working week which is the
standard in industry, the bureau
points out. In addition these wo-
men spent an average of 11 hours
and 13 minutes a week on dairy
work, care of poultry, gardening,
and other outside tasks.
