red clay soil of a 60-foot-

high hill eight miles south
of Post. :
A casual passer-by

wouldn’t have noticed it
and a future rain would
have washed the 180-mil-
lion-year-old claw into an
infrequent creek -at the
base of the hill. But the
three Texas Tech Univer-
sity paleontologists ‘one
hot July afternoon were no
casual rs-by. For a
month they had been look-
ing for something just like
that seemingly unimpor-
tant sliver of bone.

The claw was an indica-
tion that the eroding hill-
side contained other fos-
sils. The paleontologists -
Dr. Sankar Chatterjee, his
wife, Sibani, and research
assistant Dave Proctor --
were looking for 180-mil-
lion-year-old proof’ that
arid West Texas once was
covered by a sub-tropical
coniferous forest similar
geologically and.-climatic-
ally to now-distant -India:

well. The scientists found

what they believe is a new
genus of rauisuchid theco-
dont, a meat-eating giant
reptile that reamed what
are now thé South Plains
during the Triassic period.

17 Years After His Death...

Oswald

FORT WORTH, Texas
(AP)-Some dismiss it as
just a publicity -stunt,
others insist it is the key
move in discovering de-
tails of a .massive Soviet
conspiracy..And the main
character in the drama

has ' been dead nearly 17
years.

The question: who -is
buried in Lee Harvey Os-
wald's grave? .

At the center of the
controversy is British

HOUSTON--More than
300 billion barrels of crude
oil will remain in known
oil fields when they are no
longer able to produce
with today’'s. methods-:
“This is the easiest extra
oil to ‘find’ but the tough-
est to recover,” explains
Pete Kelly, Exxon Com-
pany, U.S.A.'s Production

Department

mana

.\ popu ar misconception
holds that oil exists in
large underground pools
or lakes and that the wells
simply suck the crude
from the ground like a
straw drawing soda. Un-
fortunately, oil is trapped
in porous rock, .and the
reservoir holds oil more
like a sponge, making
recovery of a large per-
centage of the oil very
diffieult. Conventional oil
production methods, on
average, only Trecover
about one-third of the oil in
Jplace.

il compames have been
researching ‘“‘enhanced
recovery'’ methods for
years in hopes of develop-
ing processes that will
recover additional oil dhat
remains ‘‘locked’ in fields
at the end of their normal
productive lives.

Estimates of the amount
of oil which cambe recov-
ered by enhanced recov-
ery processes vary widely.
Kelly estimates that at

engineering’

current -world oil prices
about 20 billion - barrels
may feasibly be tappeéed.
This _extra. ,oil would
increase America’s re-
maining reserves by 70
percent and would help
sustain U.S. il -produc-
tion; which is currently
three billion barrels per
year, he says.

“But_enhanced recovery
methods_are expensive
and high risK investments
because they are complex
and basically unproven,”
Kelly says.

Exxon is experimenting
with three enhanced reco-
very methods:

Thermal: Steam is
injected into the reservoir
to heat heavy, molasses-
like crude so that it will
flow-

Miscible: A solvent such
as carbon dioxide or nitro-
gen is injected ifto a
reservoir to dissolve the
oil

Chemical: Various

A

special chemicals are in-

jected to ‘‘wash’ or push
the trapped oil out of the
reservoir rocks.

Projects involving all
three methods are under-
way or planned for several
U.S. oil fields. In the next
few years Exxon will be
spending - several million
dollars to see if the pro-
cesses can be made to
work, Kelly says.

A popular misconception
holds that oil exists in
large underground pools
or lakes and that the wells
simply suck - the crude
from the ground like a
straw drawing soda. Un-
fortunately, oil is trapped
in porous rock, and the
reservoir holds oil more
like a sponge, making
recovery of a large per-

. centage of the oil very

diffigult. Conventional oil
production methods, on
average, only recover
about one-third of the oil in
place.

Oil companies have been
researching ‘‘enhanced
recovery'' methods for
years in hopes of develop-
ing processes . that will
recover additional oil that
remains ‘‘locked” in fields
at the end of their normal
productive lives.

Estimates of the amount
of oil which can be recov-
ered by enhanced recov-
ery processes vary widety:
Kelly estimates that at

current world oil prices
about 20 billion barrels

may feaSibly be tapped. .

This extra oil would
increase America’s re-
maining reserves’ by 70
percent and would help

sustain U.S. oil. produc-™

tion, ~which 1§ currently

“But enhanced recovery
methods are expensive
and high risk investments
because they are complex
and basically unproven,”

way or planned for several
U.S. oil fields. In the next
few years Exxon will be
spending - several million
dollars to see if the pro-
cesses can be. made to
work Kelly says. -
“If we are successful in

learning how to make the
processes work, getting
more oil out of old fields
will play an‘impor#&nt part
in meeting the country’s
energy needs in the next
three decades and could
be supplying up to 10
percent the Country’s
crude oil needs by the year
2000, Kelly says.

Summer Housecleaning
Saves Energy, Money

So you missed ‘‘spring”’
cleaning this year - after
all, rainy days aren’t the
best incentive.

Then do some ‘‘summer”’
housecleaning ~ and this
year, make it ‘‘conser-
vation cleaning’’ with en-
ergy savings in mind.
Clean ‘Big Energy’ Users
Pay lots of attention to
your heaviest energy
users -- such as furnaces,
air eonditioners and major
appliances. That includes
the clothes washer and
dryer and the refrigerator
and freezer.

Energy-saving cleaning
also means maintenance -
like drivebelt tightening or
lubrication - to help your
appliances work more ef-
ficiently and last longer.

Start With Furnace

Start with-the furnace.

Since the average house-
hold furnace uses about
half the total family ener-
gy consumption in a year,
give it top priority.

You won’t use the fur-
nace until next fall, but
now’s the time to get it in
shape.

Make sure the filter is
clean - and promise your-
self you’ll clean the filter
or change it every two
months when you're using
the furnace. This can save
much money.

Some filters just need a
tapping and a good va-
[cuum for cléaning — or you

/ can wash them with a hose
or under a faucet. Most
are disposable now.

Also, lubricate electric
inotors; fans—and pumps
according to the manu-
facturer’s directions. Use
oil sparingly once or twice
a year.

Check all the drive belts
for proper tension. If belts
are properly adjusted, you
should be able to press
them together one-half to
one inch. Replace cracked
or frayed belts.

Clean Air Conditioner

Clean the air conditioner
next.

Inspect the filter. Clean it
or replace it every month
during the cooling season.

Make sure the condenser
is clean. If ‘not, the unit
will have to run longer to
do the job.

Regular lubrication is
important, here, too, . if
required by the manufac
turer.

Have a professional re-
pairman check the air
conditioner every other
year.

Other Energy Savers

Here are some other
energy-saving things you
can do:

Keep the condenser coils
on your refrigerator and
freezer clean -~ to help
them work their best dur-
ing the hot summer
months when demands on
them are heaviest.

Think about repainting
the walls with lighter col-
ors to reflect more light
and reduce lighting costs,

If the
insides of your shades
have darkened, clean the
shades, reline them or;
replace them.

Draperies, kept ¢losed,
will goa long way toward
keeping hot summer sun
from heating your home -
and they will reduce air-
conditioning costs. In win-
ter, they can help keep out
cold air, and that redues
heating costs.

money earned by selling a prod'uct'or service after

When a business shows a profit, that is a signal that it
is doing a good job in terms of pleasing the consumer.
It meahs that the investors--those people who have
risked their money in a business endeavor rather than
putting it into a savings-aecount or spending it for
consumer goods and services--will see some return on

their investment.

It'means that the company that has made the product
or service that consumers like can invest in better

products, new products, a

nd other improvements in

the workplace. Jobs in such a company are more
secure than they would otherwise be and the
community can be sure that-business will be able to
pay taxes to help keep the community healthy as well.
Where, then, is the misunderstanding?
- People can misunderstand profit figures because of
the way they are znnounced in some cases. For
example, if a business” profits were to go up 10 per
-cent from the first quarter of 1980 to the first quarter
of 1981, it might seem at first glance as if that is a lot of
“profit.”’ Bul percentige increases or decreases can
be confusing. Such a figure in fact measures only the
increase in earnings from one time period to another,
= * not the return on sales or on stockholders’ equity or

- assets.

If.the company had done well in the previous time

period, the 10 percent inc

rease could be very good

news for the owner. However, if the company had done,
poorly, 10 percént might not even be sufficient to keep

it in business. You might

visualize this best if you

copsider your own salary. If you are earning $10,000 a
year, a 10 per cent increase would bring you to $11,000

a year.
