Lifestyle Changes Key to 
Lowering Blood Pressure

(NU) - With few early symp­

toms, high blood pressure can 
easily go undetected. When it is 
not properly controlled, high 
blood pressure often is a precur­
sor to the No. 1 killer in the Unit­
ed States — heart disease.

The heart must work overtime 
when the blood vessels become 
clogged due to a plaque buildup 
of cholesterol and fat. This is 
what causes blood pressure to 
rise.

To stay healthy, you must 
adopt a healthy lifestyle. The fol­
lowing tips will help you prevent 
or even lower high blood pres­
sure, also known as hypertension.

• M aintain a healthy weight. 
Blood pressure rises as body 
weight increases. Therefore, obe­
sity can increase your risk of de­
veloping high blood pressure. If 
you are overweight, losing just 10 
pounds can make a difference.

• Reduce salt in your diet. 
Your body needs salt to function 
properly. Most Americans, how­
ever, consume more salt than they 
need. You should consume about 
1 tablespoon of table salt a day. 
Also, read nutrition labels on 
packaged foods to see how much 
sodium is in one serving.

• Increase potassium in your 
diet. Though.most Americans eat 
too much salt, many don’t get 
enough potassium in their diets. 
Since potassium helps balance 
the amount of sodium in cell flu­
ids, not consuming enough of this 
mineral can lead to excess sodi­
um. Eating foods such as fruits

and vegetables is the best way to 
increase your potassium intake.

• L im it alcohol consum p­
tion. Alcohol has been shown to 
raise blood pressure by interfer­
ing with the flow of blood to and 
from the heart. It also can harm 
the liver and brain. If you drink 
alcoholic beverages, have only a 
moderate amount.

• Take a natural antioxidant. 
A recent study of individuals tak­
ing medication to control high 
blood pressure found that they 
were able to cut their dosages 
nearly in half by adding a natur­
al antioxidant alternative. One 
such antioxidant that has proven 
effective in lowering high blood 
pressure is Pycnogenol, which is 
derived from the bark of the 
French maritime pine tree.

In a study conducted by re­
searchers at the University of Ari­
zona’s College of Public Health, 
subjects with moderate hyperten­
sion showed significant decreas­
es in their systolic blood pressure 
after taking Pycnogenol.

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Southeastern Texas 
PanhancKle Gets New 
Weather Warning Radio

As the spring severe weather 
season draws near, residents of 
the southeastern Texas 
Panhandle will be able to stay a 
step ahead of the storms by 
tuning in to a new NOAA 
Weather Radio (NWR) station- 
a 24-hour source of weather 
forecasts, watches, and 
warnings provided by the 
National Weather Service. A 
Press Conference Ceremony to 
announce this new weather 
radio station has been scheduled 
for 11 a.m. January 28* at the 
City Hall in Pampa (201 W. 
Kingsmill). Officials from 
Gray, Roberts, Hemphill and 
Wheeler Counties and the NWS 
will participate in the 
ceremony. The ceremony is 
also open to the public.

The new weather radio 
transmitter (WNG-713) was 
recently installed on the Four 
County Repeater Emergency 
Services tower near Miami. 
Broadcasting on a frequency of 
162.450 Mhz directly from the 
National Weather Service 
Office in Amarillo, this weather 
radio reaches nearly all of Gray, 
Roberts, Hemphill, and 
Wheeler Counties, as well as 
portions of Hutchinson, Carson, 
Hansford, Ochiltree, Lipscomb, 
Donley and Collingsworth 
Counties in Texas and Roger 
Mills, Ellis and Beckham 
Counties in Oklahoma.

“This new Weather Radio 
will be very beneficial to the 
communities that it reaches”, 
said Steve Drillette, NWS 
Amarillo Warning Coordination 
Meteorologist. “Residents now 
have an extra resource that can 
be used to receive critical 
advanced warning information 
to protect their Emilies. 
Through the radio’s tone alert 
capabili^, residents can be 
alerted^ d ^ .  ̂ o r , night of 
im p en d ^  c^gerous weather”. ^

The NOAA Weather Radio 
network has more than 900

stations nationwide. The Miami 
transmitter is one of a number

of weather radio stations that 
provide coverage to residents in 
the Texas Panhandle. Other 
NWR sites include: WXK-38 
Amarillo (162.550 Mhz), lO fl- 
88 Borger (162.400 Mhz, and 
WNG-657 (162.500 Mhz)
Summerfield/Hereford 

NOAA Weather Radio is the 
“Voice of the National Weather 
Service”, In recent years, the 
sound of the voice has changed. 
Automation, which allows 
NWS Forecast Offices to speed 
critical weather information 
from advanced workstations 
directly to the growing number 
of transmitters, makes use of 
computer-synthesized voices. 
This new technology eliminates 
many of the delays inherent in 
the older systems and allows 
simultaneous broadcasts on 
multiple transmitters when 
necessary. It also makes better 
use of other new technologies, 
such ' as
Specific Area Message 
Encoding (SAME), which 
allows listeners to program 
specially equijqied NWR 
models to receive warning 
alarms for specific counties, 
and the Emergency alert System 
(EAS), which brings critical 
warnings to commercial 
broadcasters faster than ever 
before. Weather Radios come in 
many sizes, with a variety of 
functions and costs. Some 
receivers, including the new 
SAME receivers, will 
automatically sound an alarm 
and/or turn themselves on if a 
severe weather warning is 
broadcast. Most receivers are 
either battery-operated portable 
of AC-powered desktop models 
with battery backup. Some 
scanners, HAM radios, CB 
radios, short wave receiver and 
AM/FM radios also are capable 
of receiving NOAA Weather 

BiRadio transmissions. Weather

Radios can be purchased at 
most electronics stores. Prices 
range from $25 to $75.

College Admissions: a
Not Complicated, But Not Simple

(NAPS)—The college adm is­
sions process is neither predictable 
nor random, according to a study 
by the College Board summarized 
in Admissions Decision-Making 
Models, a resource for admissions 
professionals, by Gretchen Rigol.

Even if you have all the charac­
teristics a college is looking for, 
th a t doesn’t  mean you’re certain 
to get in, Rigol explains, because 
“supply and demand” often enters 
th e  equa tion . W hen a college 
receives m any m ore q ualified  
app lica tions th a n  i t  has sea ts  
available, adm issions decisions 
become very hard to make.

Recomputing students’ grade- 
point averages is one way that col­
leges “standardize” information so 
th a t they can compare students 
from vastly different backgrounds 
fairly. “Because there is no unifor­
mity in the way that high schools 
compute GPAs, many institutions 
recalcu la te  i t ,” Rigol explains.
G rades achieved in  A dvanced 
Placem ent (AP) and other chal­
lenging programs may be used to 
“weight” a GPA, while the grades 
earned in non-college prep courses 
may be eliminated.

Some colleges go a step further 
and compute an “academic index”

for each applicant—a measure that 
takes into account GPA, class rank, 
and/or tes t scores. An academic 
index is a useful tool for identifying 
applicants who are most like the 
students who’ve succeeded at that 
college or university in recent years.

Who decides who gqts in?
At some colleges, each applica­

tion is individually read by the 
admissions staff, working singly or 
in team s. At other institu tions, 
applications are computer-sorted 
into groups th a t  are  accepted, 
dechned or routed to individuals or 
committees for additional review. 
Rigol says “the decision to reject an 
apphcation typically involves more 
steps than a decision to accept.”

“W hen you th in k  abou t i t , ” 
says Renee Gernand, the College 
Board’s senior director for College 
P lan n in g  Serv ices, “s tu d e n ts  
make decisions about colleges in 
much the same way. You can use 
th e  collegeboard.com  College 
Search feature to sort through the 
thousands of colleges in the U.S. 
and come up with a manageable 
number to investigate in depth,” 
she says. “Then you read the col­
leges’ view-books or v isit th e ir 
campuses to find out more about 
them.”
