Exemption 
Information 
Available From 
Appraisal Office

Sherman County Appraisal 
District offers property owners a 
pamphlet called "Texas Property 
Taxes: Taxpayers Rights,
Remedies and Responsibilities". 
Published by the State 
Comptroller’s Office in Austin, the 
"Remedies" pamphlet explains 
how the Texas property tax system 
works, and offers ways for possible 
tax savings. The pamphlet also 
describes exemptions available, 
such as those for disabled 
veterans, other disabled persons 
or senior citizens. The pamphlet 
and all exemption forms are 
available at the Appraisal District 
Office, 402 N. 3rd in Stratford or 
by calling (806) 366-5566.

Homeowners may file for 
various property tax exemptions 
offered by taxing units on 
residence homesteads. In Texas, a 
homestead is generally the house 
and yard used as the owner’s 
principal residence. The 
pamphlet explains each exemption 
and how to apply for it 
Homeowners do not need to 
reapply for the exemption thisi 
year if they received the 
exemption last year.

For example, all homeowners 
may file for a $15,000 general 
exemption from their principal 
home’s value for school taxes. In 
addition, certain disabled 
homeowners and those aged 65 or 
older may qualify for an additional 
$10,000 exemption from the value 
of their homes.

Productivity appraisal is 
another type of tax relief available 
to agricultural land owners. This 
year the Sherman County 
Appraisal District is requiring all 
agricultural landowners to reapply 
for productivity valuation.

Appraisal District staff can 
offer more information about 
special land appraisal, tax 
rendition and exemptions. We 
urge all property owners in the 
Sherman County Appraisal 
District to read the pamphlet and 
learn about all possible property 
tax relief. Remember, t^ a y e rs  
must file and exemption 
application with the Appraisal 
office.

As part of the High Plains Ag 
Dq)o, farmers and ranchers will 
get the unique opportunity to see 
side-by-side comparisons in live 
seed plots that will grow from now 
until the show kicks off on August 
6. The show runs from the 5th 
through the 7th.

The seed plots were planted in 
early May and will be at a mature 
stage of growth to demonstrate a 
side by side comparison in 
product, process, or equipment 
used. Various vendors have 
participated to be able to show the 
benefits of their offerings on a 
variety of crops such as com, 
sorghum, and cotton.

T he  seed plots are an 
excellent way for exhibitors to 
show, in real-world conditions, the 
effectiveness of their product," 
says Jeff Bistodeau, president of 
Premier Events, the company 

-organizing the Expo. "The crops 
will have been growing for 3 and a 
half months at the time of the 
show, which will be an ideal 
.opportunity to see the effects of 
' the treatment, equipment, or seed 
itself that is being compared."

"One of the comparisons that 
will be shown is a conventional 
planter vs. air drill," explains 
Bistodeau. Half of the seed plot 
was planted using a conventional 
planter while the other half was 
planted using a new air-dispersal 
method. By August the plants will 
be mature and the vendor will be 
able to show the difference in the 
two methods."

Cotton will also be growing at 
the show. Cotton is not a crop that 
is traditional grown in the Dumas 
area but one company (AFD 
Seed) will be growing cotton at the 
show and are excited about the 
prospects of introducing a new 
seed variety to this region.

The crops will be grown in 24 
rows measuring 120 ft. x 60 ft

The High plains Ag Expo will 
be the first-ever event of its kind 
to be held in Dumas, TX. The 
Expo will attract farmers and 
ranchers from 56 counties in 5 
states, including growers of com, 
sorghum, wheat, cotton, and 
soybeans and livestock producers. 
Dumas is in the center of the High 
Plains region, with over 9,000 
farms that have 1000+ acres.

Dallam, Sherman, Hartley & Moore Counties

Southwestern and European com borer moths continue to 
lay eggs in com. Larvae that hatch from these eggs are first 
generation corn borers that feed on leaves and in the whorl. 
First generation com borer infestations seldom reach economic 
levels; however, moths that develop from the current larvae can 
produce a very heavy second generation that quite often requires 
an insecticide applicatioa

Western com rootworm infestations are lower than in recent 
past years. Beetles that are active now will lay the eggs that 
produces next year’s rootworms. Rotation from com to some 
other crop next year is a proven practice for reducing future 
rootworm problems; otherwise, insecticide applications may be 
required to control rootworm infestations.

Very light and scattered spider mite infestations have been 
report^  in infesting the underside of lower leaves of corn plants 
in fields that are adjacent to wheat Monitor these early 
infestations, for th ^  may continue to increase and spread 
throughout a field to the point of requiring a miticide 
application to control them.

Recent conditions have been less than favorable for cotton 
production. Low temperatures, hail, seedling disease and thrips 
have cotton off to a shaky sta rt Hot, dry conditions are what 
this crop needs at this time.

The history of the Sheriffs Office is as long as the history of Texas. 
The in stitu tio n  of Texas established the Office of Sheriff. All 254 
counties in Texas have one sheriff, who is elected to serve every four 
years. This was not always the case: from 1846-until 1956 the offices 
were separated and foyr year terms for all county elected offices began. 
I am the 25th person since 1889 to hold the office of Sheriff in Sherman 
County.

Texas sheriffs and their deputies are in charge of the jail, 
transporting prisoners, serving warrants, civil process, working traffic, 
investigating crimes, maintaining communications with other agencies 
and providing security for courts.

I have a staff of two deputies, a chief jailer and five 
dispatchers/jailers. There is at least one person on duty 24 hours a day 
everyday. The dispatcher/jailers dispatch for the Sheriffs Office, 
Stratford Police, Texhoma police, Highway Patrol, and maintain contact 
with surrounding agencies. They also answer 911 calls and dispatch the 
appropriate agency, which includes those mentioned earlier and 
StratfOid, Te?dipit)a, Sunray, Oruver and Dalhart E.M.S. and' Fire 
Dc'pdfhrlen’ts. Iney  also maintain radio contact with Sherman Co. Road 
and Bridge and Stratford City Utilities. The dispatcher/jailers are also 
required to make jail checks every 45 minutes.

Child Safety Seat 
Clinics A Success

The Texas Department of 
Public Safety conducted 12 child 
safety seat clinics across rural 
Texas this year. Funding for the 
clinics came from an occupant 
safety grant the agency received 
through the Texas Department of 
Transportation.

Troopers checked 547 children 
and car seats-but onty 20 car seats 
were installed or used correctly- 
and most of those were booster 
seats that need little or no 
installation.

"This year we assisted nearly 
100 more children than last year," 
said Beth Warren, DPS 
coordinator of occupant safety 
programs. "We distributed 377 
new car seats and 201 unsafe seats 
were destroyed. At most of the 
clinics we work, the misuse rate of 
safety seats is around 96. to 100 
percent. Therefore, it is important 
that parents learn how to properly 
use safety seats so our children 
ride as safe as possible eveiy time 
they are in a vehicle."

DPS troopers from Safety 
Education, Highway Patrol and 
Driver License Services, who are 
trained and certified in child 
passenger safety, inspected care 
seats for safety and education 
parents and caregivers on the 
proper use of the seats. Seats that 
were deemed in poor condition, 
on a recall list or not suitable for 
other reasons were replaced at no 
cost to the participants during the 
clinics.

Clinics were held in Fort 
Stockton, Aransas Pass, Rockdale, 
Hempstead, Navasota, Copperas 
Cove, Jefferson, Carthage, 
Childress, Snyder, Levelland and 
Pleasanton.

Appeal Procedures
The law gives property owners the right to protest actions 
concerning their property tax appraisals. You may follow 
these appeal procedures if you have a concern about:

• the market or special appraised value placed on your 
property

• the unequal appraisal of your property
• the inclusion of your property on the appraisal roll
• any exemptions that may apply to you
• the qualification for an agricultural or timber appraisal
• the taxable status of your property
• the local governments which should be taxing your 

property
• the ownership of property
• the change of use of land receiving special appraisal
• any action taken by the chief appraiser, appraisal district 

or appraisal review board that applies to and adversely 
affected you.

If  you have any questions concerning 
the value of your property contact

Review by the Appraisal Review Board 
If you can’t resolve your problem informally with the 
county appraisal district (CAD) staff, you may have your 
case heard by the appraisal review board (ARB).

The ARB is an independent board of citizens that reviews 
problems with appraisals or other concerns listed above. It 
has the power to order the CAD to make the necessary 
changes to solve problems. If you file a written request for 
an ARB hearing (called a notice of protest) before the 
deadline, the ARB will set your case for a hearing. You’ll 
receive written notice of the time, date and place of the 
hearing. If necessary, you may request a hearing in the 
evening, Saturday or Sunday. Prior to your hearing, you 
may ask to review the evidence the CAD will use to uphold

their determination. The CAD may ask you for a copy of the 
evidence you plan to present. The hearing will be informal. 
You or a designated agent may appear in person to present 
evidence or you may send notarized evidence for the ARB 
to review at your hearing. The CAD representative will 
present evidence about your case. You may cross-examine 
the CAD representative. The ARB will make its decision 
based on the evidence presented. The CAD has the burden 
of establishing the property’s value by a preponderance of 
the evidence presented. You can get a copy of a protest form 
from the appraisal district office at

Note: You shouldn’ t try to contact ARB members outside of 
the hearing. The law requires ARB members to sign an 
affidavit saying that they haven't talked about your case 
before the ARB hears it.

Review by the District Court
After it decides your case, the ARB must send you a copy 
of its order by certified mail. If you’re not satisfied with the 
decision, you have the right to appeal to district court. If you 
choose to go to court, you must start the process by filing a 
petition within 45 days of the date you receive the ARB’s 
order.

Tax Payment
If you appeal and your case is pending, you must pay the 
lesser of the amount of taxes due on the portion of the 
taxable value not in dispute or the amount of taxes due on 
the property under the order from which the appeal is taken.
