DEAR READER Trichomonas is a 
tiny parasite that lives nn the male

of women sometime during thetr re.- 
productive years, in whom it causes a 
copious, foul-smelling discharge Ihat 
profoundly irritstes the external 
genitalia

Men. who may he unknowing carri­
ers of trichomonas, rarely have 
symptoms, although severe infection 
may cause a painful secretiod. All 
men with trichomoniasis can spread 
the parasite to their sexual partners. 
The infection is almost always spread 
by sexual cooUct, although — in the­
ory — any object contaminated by 
trichomonas could cause infection if 
introduced into the vagina.

Like most infections, trichomonas 
survives well in an environment that 
is warm, dark and moist

Trichomonas is diagnosed by mi­
croscopic examination of a drop of 
fluid from the male or female genital 
tract. The parasites are often seen on 
a Pap smear, too

Flagyl (metronidazole) pills for one 
week are the treatment of choice for 
both partners, who must undergo si­

But analysts 
say public concern could cool if 
universal health insurance turns 
out to be too expensive or if it lim­
its choices in treatment. ^

“ When you ask if you want na­
tional health insurance, people say 
yes. Then you ask if they want to 
pay $500 a year more in taxes and 
they say, ’Wait a second,' '* said 
Dr. Raymond Scalcttar, secretary.- 
trca.surer of the American Medical 
A.ssociation’s board of trustees.

Democrat Harris W offord’s 
come-from-behind victory in Pen­
nsylvania’s U.S. Senate race 
Tuesday was credited, in part, to 
his call for guaranteed health care 
for all Americans.

Wofford campaigned hard on 
the issue, saying the right to a doc­
tor’s care equaled a defendant’s 

. right tp_a lawyer. His campaign 
ads pointed out that Congress gets 
free medical care while voters 
struggle with increasing insurance 
costs and loss of coverage.

His Republican opponent, for­
mer Attorney General Dick 
Thornburgh, was stuck defending 
the Bush administration’s opposi­
tion to the cost of a national health 
insurance plan.

“ The polls have been showing 
for quite some time that the people 
are exercised about this issue," 
said Dr. Arnold Reiman, professor 
of social medicine at Harvard Uni­

versity and editor emeritus of the 
New E n g lan d  Jo u rn a l o f  
Medicine.

“ Almost everybody is unhappy 
with the system to a varying de­
gree and wants to see a change.”

The various constituencies of 
doctors, insurers, consumers and 
government officials disagree on a 
solution, but do agree on the need 
for reform.

The nation spent $700 billion 
on health care la.st year — the 
highest per capita cost of any 
country. A recent federal study 
said costs could hit $ 1.6 trillion by 
the year 2 ( ^ .

An estimated 35 million Ameri­
cans have no health insurance; 
twice that number have inadequ­
ate coverage. As economic bad 
times and rising costs squeeze 
companies, workers-are paying a 
greater share of insurance and 
nfiedicul costs

(i. Terry Madonna, director of 
the Center for Politics and lAiblic 
Affairs at Millersville University 
in i^:nnsylvania. said Pennsylva­
nia voters who saw health care as 
the most important issue sup­
ported Wofford 3-to-1.

Hut only 12 percent of those 
polled considered it their prime 
concern. Madonna said. The eco­
nomy, taxes and jobs got higher 
ratings.

.Still, adviicates of pational 
health insurance took Tuesday's 
vote as a sign Sen Edward Ken­
nedy. D-Mass.. spon-sor of a bill 
that would guarantee care, told 
fellow senators Wednesday that 
Wofford's win “ makes it clear 
that the American people want 
comprehensive health care reform

and they want it now.”
I'urther evidence came in New 

Jersey, where voters approved by 
3-to-1 a non-binding resolution in­
structing their state representa­
tives to lobby for a national health 
care policy.

But some found irony in the re­
solution. New Jersey voters also 
turned out DemocraticTegislators 
in a show of anger over a $2.8 bil­
lion tax increase.

Kennedy's proposal —  one of 
about 30 health care bills in Con­
gress — requires all employers to 
provide worker insurance, either 
privately or with a new public in­
surance plan that also would cover 
the unemployed. First year cost: 
$6 billion.

An AMA-sponsored plan calls 
for changes in the way insurers set 
rates, an expansion of the Medi­

caid system and special plans for 
those who cannot get insurance 

Others poinc to Canada as a st>T- 
ution. All Canadians receive gov- 
ernmentfinanced health insur­
ance But Canadian 'officials ik- 
te rm in e  w hat d o c to rs  and 
hospitals get paid, what high-tech 
medical equipment will be pur­
chased and how it will be used.

Hostage-taker surrenders
ITMPLE, Texas (AP) — A 

26-year-old woman has been ta­
ken fur psychiatric evaluation af­
ter she surrendered to police, en­
ding a four-hour hostage standoff.

Anita Hicks, a student at 
I'emple Junior College, held so­
ciology teacher Bobbie Marshall 
at gunpoint Wednesday afternoon. 
Police say the student was dis­
traught over a test grade.

Mrs. Marshall was released 
unharmed. _________

Ms. Hicks, who was armed with 
a loaded handgun, surrendered to 
police at about 6:30 p.m.

No shots were fired and nobody 
was hurt, police said.

Police took Ms. Hjeks to the 
psychiatric unit of Scott and White 
Memorial Hospital in Temple. 
Charges are pending with the dis­
trict attorney, police said.

School spokeswoman Susan 
Howe said classes weren’t in ses­
sion when the incident began at 
about 1:20 p.m. The campus was 
closed as police tried to resolve the 
situation.

Temple Police' Chief Thomas 
Vannoy said Mrs. Marshall had 
met with the student for a confer­
ence at the school’s Instructional 
Services Center. Ms. Hicks ar­
rived with a gun.

“ The situation deteriorated 
from there,’’ Vannoy said.

Vannoy. Sgt. Jeff Straub and 
the hostage's husband entered the 
building at about 3:45 p.m. and be­

gan negotiating with the suspect, 
said deputy police chief Stephen 
Klempa.

The suspect’s family also went 
to the scene.

Vannoy said Mrs. M arshal 
aided her own release by talking 
calmly with Ms. Hicks.

“ The teacher did an outstand­
ing job talking for three hours 
locked up in a small room with a 
person of this type,’’ he said.

Vannoy said Ms. Marshall ap­
peared collected when she left 
office but became upset “ when it 
began to sink in what had 
happened.’’

After Mrs. Marshall’s release, 
Straub continued to negotiate with 
Ms. Hicks.

Vannoy said Straub, talked to 
her about her two small children 
and her personal problems, trying 
to persuade her to put' down the 
gun.

“ The fact that he was able to 
show her that he cared,’’ Vannoy 
said, “ cared about her and her 
family... That’s what stopped it.’’

Temple Junior College is a 
community college on the south­
east side of Temple, about 35 
miles south of Waco in Central 
Texas.

The incident occurred six years 
after a 28-year-oId man held two 
instructors at the school hostage 
for about three hours before fatally 
shooting himself

In February 1985, Steven Par­

sons took management instructor 
Laurelyn Carlisle, 33, and speech 
instructor Debbie Foster hostage. 
He shot Foster once and Carlisle 
twice before killing himself Both 
women recovered.

Teen dies while 
awaiting transplant

DALLAS (AP) — Wills Point 
residents who raised the money 
Amy Louis Harris needed for a 
double-lung transplant say they 
couldn’t buy the teen-ager enough 
time.

Ms. Harris. 18, died Wednes­
day in Dallas while waiting for do­
nor organs to«become available. 
She succumbed to complications 
from the cystic fibrosis with which 
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ran out .of time',’’ said Judge 
Ozelle Wilcoxson, co-leader of 
tlie fund-raising group L.ungs for 
Amy.

Ms. Harris, a member of the Na­
tional Honor Society who gra­
duated second in her high school 
class, also was a band member and 
was voted sweetheart of both the 
band and basketball team.

She gave a short speech during 
her June graduation ceremony.

The next day, she went into the 
hospital for about three weeks and 
her family was told she needed the 
transplant, Ms. Wilcoxson said.

The Lungs for Amy committee 
met July 16, one day after Harris’ 
18th birthday, and scheduled, 
fund-raisers.

Residents began collecting 
$ 150,000 needed for the initial op­
eration. Later, when they le a r n t  
she would need two lungs, they in­
creased dieir goal by $50,000.

Within two months, the Van 
Zandt County town of 3,000 lo­
cated 30 miles east of Dallas had 
surpassed its goal by $100,000.
