‘SOME FERTILIZER IS

REQUIRED BY ONIONS

‘Spading Fork Should Be Used in

Preparing Soil.

Poultry and Sheep Manure Are Both
Good for Crop, but Should Be Usea
Sparingly—Steel Rake Is
Splendid Tool.

(Prepared by the United States Department
of Agricuiture.)

Onions require a mellow, rich soil;
in fact, very few gardens are rich
enough to grow good onions without
some fertilizing. In preparing the soil
break it up with a spading fork, work=
ing into the top three or four inches
plenty of well-rotted manure, suggest
garden specialists of the United Stutes
of . Agrieulture. - Ten
pounds of high-grade commercial fer-
tilizer should also be spread over each
square rod of ground and well raked
into the soil a few days before plant-
ing the onion ‘‘sets.” Poultry and sheep
manure are both good fertilizers for
onions, but must be used sparingly and
well mixed with the soil te prevent
buriing ttie onion roots.

Onions grow very quickly and re-
quire frequent shallow stirring of the
surface soil. The usual method is to
plant the “sets” in rows about 15
fnches apart and 3 to 5 inches apart in

the rows, covering them just so. the

tops will be below the surface. A nar-
row steel rake is a good tool for work-
ing between the rows at first, but later
as the onions~attain some size a wheel
hoe can be used. For the very first
workings and for getting between the
individual plants in the rows there is
nothing better than a short piece of
lath with three wire brads driven
through it at one end, making what Is
known as a ‘“scratcher.” By and by
the onion tops will get so large that
they almost till the spaces between the
rows and hand weeding may have to
be resorted to in order to keep the
crop free from weeds.

About the time the onions begin to
enlarge at the base, or to “bottom,” as
the growers say, it is a good plan to
scatter a very little nitrate of soda,
not more than twe pounds to the
square rod, over the soil between the
rows and work it in with a hoe or
rake. This will stimulate the growth
just at the time that the plants most
ueed a little extra food and will usual-
ly increase the yielid. e

If
they strike rocks or ¢lods on the way
dotn, they bhecome farked or twisted,
and if lumps of stable manure are in
the soil, they bend toward jfhese or
send out branches in that direction.
Dig extra deep, making the soil fine
and mellow where these crops are to
zrow, and see that all manure is finely
pulverized and all fertilizer t'ht’n'nughf
ly mixed with the soil.

MOSAIC DISEASE

HARMS POTATOES

Adequate Measures for Elimina-!
tion of Ailment Must Be :
Taken Immediately.

TROUBLE SPREAD BY INSECTS

Situation May B= Somewhat Improved
by Partial Weeding Out of Worst
' Cases—Yield - Is Reduced
About 30 Per Cent.

(Prepared by the United States Department
of Agriculture.)

A survey of the Western states con-
ducted during the past summer by pa-:
thologists of the United States De-
partment of Agriculture shows that
unless adequate measures for the
elimination of the mosaic disease of
potatoes are taken immediately the
work of potato seed improvement in
the West will soon become extremely
difficult, if at all possible. Being of an
infectious nature, the disease is spread
in the field throughout the summer by
means of insects which carry it from
diseased to healthy plants, and it is
also transmitted with the seed tubers
from one generation to another.

There is no evidence that a plant
once infected can recover and produce
a healthy progeny at any time. On the
contrary, the infected plants ordinarily
under certain environmental condi-
tions practically cease to produce tu-
bers in the third or fourth generation.
If only a partial weeding out of the
worst cases is practiced, the situation
may be somewhat improved, though
not in all cases and by no means per-
manently. The mild and the medium
stages of the disease left in the stock
serve as perpetual sources of infection,
and eventually the entire strain be-
comes diseased and is apt to “run out”
completely.

Reduces Yield 30 Per Cent.

It has been repeatedly demonstrated
in the East that the average reduction
of yield due to mosaic is about 30 per
cent.
disease was noted in the case of all the
varieties grown in different Western.
states. Some remarkable instances!
were observed during the last two
years of field observations carried on
by the department in which the reduc-:
tion of yield in individual hills was in!
direct proportion to the severity of the
infection.

The potato acreage in certain irri-
gated sections of the West has been
increased this year by one-third as;
compared with that of the last year,.
yet the yleld in these distriets is only:
two-thirds of normal. Many growers
complain that where 300 sacks or more
were raised to the acre in former
years, only 100 to 150 sacks are obtain-
able now. This is in fields under good
cultural conditions, showing good
stands and a high freedom from
fungus and bacterial diseases. Thé
low yielding quality of the strains in
question no doubt is principally a
manifestation of mosaic. The need of
Lood seed in the West is well recog-

nized and is growing every year, yet
only a meager quantity of even rela-
tively good seed is obtuinable.

There is very little, if any, hope of
improving badly infected strains of po-
tatoes, the department specialists
think, therefore, prompt efforts should
be made to locate the most healthy
strains of the various important com-
mercial varieties. Since there is no
means at present of detecting mosaic
on the tuber the search should be con-
fined exclusively to the tields during
the growing season. When the best
strains are found they should further
be improved by the annual elimination
of all the diseased individuals.

Specialists Must Be Sought.

It is necessary to place this work in
charge of highly trained specialists,
since the identification of certain
minute and peculiar characters of the
disease requires a considerable experi-
ence and a great deal of pathological
knowledge. Furthermore, manifesta-
tions of mosaw under the varied cul-
tural and climatic conditions of the
West are often very obscure and not
vet fully understood.

HIGHWAYS ARE-FLEECE LINED

Because Cotton ls So Cheap, Ranch-
men of California and Arizona
Use It on Roads.

-

Fleece-lined roads for getting motor-
ists over desert sands have recently
made their appearance and have sur-
prised a great many motor tourists
traveling through certain sections of
California and Arizona, says the II-
lustrated World. There is such a low
market value upon cotton in certain
sections that it scarcely pays to
haul it to the railroad stations. Much
that is raised, therefore, goes into the
making of roads.

Ranchnmien of the Salt River valley
of Arizona are doing with cotton just
what farmers in other sandy sections
do with, .straw or brush. Cotton is
simply thrown down upon the road
over stretches where the sand is an-
noying. Traffic over the road then
packs the, (otton doewn into the sand
until it fonm a firm, smooth and re-
silient surface, over which motor-
vehicles may progress with almost as
much ease as over a paved street in
a city.

WAY TO PLANT IRISH POTATO

Crop Not Particularly Adapted te
Small Gardens and Requires
Well-Prepared Soil.

While Irish potatoes are not adapt-
ed to growing in the extremely small
garden, most gardeners prefer to in-
clude them in their list. One peck of
seed Irish potatoes will plant about
300 feet of row. It seldom pays to
plant home-grown seed and it is much
better to use the home-grown pota-
toes on the table and purchase seed
that has been produced in some local-
ity especially adapted for seed grow-
ing. Potatoes require a well-pre-
pared, rich soil, and it pays to use
commercial fertilizer, well mixed with
the soil of the Lills or the rows. The
seed should .he cut two eyes to
each piece, with plenty of potato at-
ached. One piece should be planted
in each hill :nd covered to a depth of
ahout 3% or 4 inches. The rows
should be at least 30 inches apart and
the hills 12 te 15 inches apart in the
row.

THE BEST BROODING SYSTEM

By F. W. Kazmeire, Poultry Husband-
man, A. & M. College of

The rearing of chicks is and always
has been a big problem, on the general
farm as well as commercial poultry
plants. With time, many kinds of
brooding systems have been evolved.
Jf all the breoding systems, the
colony house with portable hovers, is’
thebest for general farm use. i

We have found them very satisfactory
for brooding chicks in warm weather
or late spring. The use of kerosene
hovers always involves some risk from
fire. For this reason they should not
be placed in or close to valuable large
farm buildings. The use of a kero-
sene lamp always involves fire risk.

All hovers or brooders are about 50
per cent overrated. We place only
250 to 300 chicks in a hover rated by
the manufacturers for 500 chicks. It

Old buildings sometimes harbor
many rats, hence it is necessary to
recognize this because one rat can
kill an entire brooder full of chicks 1n;
one night. One of the best ways of .
controlling rats that we have found,:
is by blocking all buildings about a
foot above ground, and cleaning up
the rubbish about the premises. Rats
like to hide in wood piles, lumber piles,
boxes, ete.

We have found two kinds of brood-
ers very satisfactory—the coal heat-
ed and the kerosene. For early brood-
ing and where hard coal is available
we find the coal heated cclony house
hovers the best. The more simple the
heater the better. Hard coal should
We have found soft coal
very unsatisfactory.

brooders, are fine in cold weather, be-
causes they warm up the entire room
more. Coal heaters are safer and pro- |
vide more heat than kerosene.

Fireless brooders arenot satisfac-
tory, because it has been found that
heat is a very important factor in
raising chicks. : i

Small out-door kerosene heated
brooders have not been .found very
satisfactory. They are too expensive
and not large enough. :

The first few days, we place a foot-
high yard about 12 inches from the
edge of the hover all the way around
i the hover. We do this to keep the
chicks close to the source of heat
and getting chilled.

We provide one chick size fountain
to every fifty chicks. These foun-
tains are so fixed the chicks can not
get wet in them. Too fexy;_\vatel'
fountains is a serious mistake. Grit,
oyster shell and charcoal boxes are
also necessary.

Shallow pie tins, clean boards, heavy
card board and common newspapers
may be used as feeding dishes on pans.
Always provide a sufficient numbeyr
of these so that the chicks will not
have te crowd at feeding time.

For runs or yards we have found
common tin about 20” high and 30~
long to be -very good. We put this
yard up in a-circle shape, attaching
each end of the tin to one side of the
chick exit. Stakes about two feet
long are driven into the ground to
hold up the tin yard.

For an incline for the chicks to get
in and out, we have found nothing
better than dirt. We take a shovel and
fill in enough dirt, so they can readily
get back and ferth and in and out
of the building.

All corners of the house, should be
rounded cut so the chicks can not
crowd into them, which they are sure
i to do. Chicks like to crowd into cor-
ners.

We recommend nailing a piece of

‘tin or sheet iron, under the heater,

either coal or kerosene. This will save
the floors and reduce the danger from
fires.

Where brooders are not used, na-
tural brooding with the old hen is
necessary. The eommon “A” shaped
type of coop has been found most sat-
isfactory. Shed roof coops and com-
mon salt barrels may also be used.

Capons sometimes make excellent
mothers. Not all capons, however,
will take chicks. The broody hen and

HOG CHOLERA IN HALE CO.,
VETERINARIANS SAY

That hog cholera exists in Hale
County in a virulent form is the claim |
of Dr. S. C. Ress, veterinarian of |
Plainview, whose belief is also held
by another veterinarian of Amarillo.
Their pronouncement follows the ex-
amination of a speciman case on a
farm near Plainview Saturday of Iast
week.

So strong is the belief in that coun-
ty, according to the Plainview Herald,
that the cholera menace is real, 25,000
doses of serum have been orered and
farmers all over that territory are!
being urged to vaccinnate. Hog buy-
ers of that city declare that so fastl
does the disease spread in an infected
territory that thousands of head of
hogs are killed out before the owner
realizes the trouble in his pens. One
diseased animal infects the whole herd
around him and wind also carries the
germs so that a herd at considerable
distance may get the disease by this
means. aFrmers are advised by these
experts to watch all suspicious cases
carefully and even where the symp-
toms present the appearance more of

l

taken, as the serum is not dangerous
and may save a herd. 50 cents to 75
cents per head is the estimated cost of
vaccinating.

It is said that California now pre-
sents the most inviting field for the
sale of panhandle hogs in any section
of country because a few years since
hog raising on a big scale was aban-
doned in that section when heavy
losses were sustained from cholera
among the herds of the Pacific Slope
states.

Making the quarters of the hogs

sanitary is a great aid in preventing
spread of the disease in a herd.
_ Floyd County has a cholera quaran-
tine order on the books of its com-
missioners’ court. This order makes
stringent provision against the move-
ment of hogs where cholera exists.
