Hawks Control
Pesky Rodents
For the Farmer

Of all the predacious birds,
the hawk family is the most
persecuted and the least un
derstood, according to Jerome
Kasten in his article, “"Hawk,
Friend or Foe?"” in the April
issue of Texas Game and Fish
magazine. This includes hawks,
kites, harriers and eagles,

The good these birds do far
outweighs the bad. For in-
stance, the major part of 1
kite's diet reads like the role
of the scourge of the land
(beetles, moths, locusts, drag-
onflies, crickets, wasps, cater-
pillars, and other ingects).
Farmers would have a greater
appreciation for these birds
if they knew of this diet, writes
the author, ““No excuse can
be made for the extermination

of kites, They are harmless,
helpless, and easily recogniz
able., Yet, their numbers are

ever diminishing in the state.'’

Kasten's article is taken
from a study he made in Tex-
as. His findings reveal some
interesting facts about the
hawk family., For instance, the
farmer who is lucky enough to
have an osprey or two nesting
on his land need never worry
about other hawks. The osprey
never eats poultry and makes
a habit of keeping other hawks
well away from its nesting
grounds, And the sparrow hawk
is almost exclusively insectiv-
orous, and therefore a bene-
factor to the farmer,

“One bad gaect, such as a
hawk making off with a chick-
writes Kasten, ‘‘causes
many persons to conclude that
il hawks should be killed.
Thev fall to consider that this
ume  hawk may cateh field

as well. A reduction in
number of hawks will cor-
remove one effective

&k on rodents.”

TEC to Handle
Worker Claims

Following intensive training
Programs in Austin and in Dis-
trict Offices throughout Texas
the Vernon office of the Texas
Employment Commission has
announced it will be ready to
accept claims from workers
who have exhausted their un
employment insurance bene-
fits  after June 30. 1960, and
who may be eligible to file for
extended henefits under a new
program which will become ef.
fective in Texas, Wednesday,
April 12, 1061,

This program, known as the
Temporary Extended Unem-
ployment Compensation Act,
became Federal Law on April
8, Billy L, Lynch, manager of
the local TEC office at 2222
Pease Street. said, All workers
including those covered under
Texas law and out-of-state
claimants who may have filed
against other states, including
servicemen and federal em-
plovees, mav e eligible for
additional Dbenefits equal to
one-half the amount which they
received or were entitled to re-
ceive before they exhausted
their henefit rights.

"“If a worker thinks he may
be eligible for additional bene-
fits, he should come in and file
a claim,” Mr., Lynch said. "It
is important, however, that the
prospective claimanls bear in
mind that they must have ex-
hausted all benefits rights un-
der any unemployment insur-
ance law, must still be unem-
ployed, available for work and
able to meet the eligibility re-
quirements punder the Texas
Compensation Aect,

""‘Members of the Texas Em-
ployment Commission have
signed an agreement with the
Secretary of Labor to act as
agent of the United States in
paving these additional bene-
fits to unemployed workers
who have exhausted their ben
efit rights,”” Mr, Lynch said,
