FLU DEADLIER THAN WAR

influenza has caused more ' deaths in

this country during the last four

months than America’s losses by death

in nineteen months of war. That was
revealed by figures made public here
yesterday showing the extent of the
geourge and its companion desease,
pneumonia, in this country.

The figures, compiled by the -Public
Health Service, disclosed that in forty-
six cities of this country alone there
were 125,562 deaths from September to
January. These figures do not take
into consideration any of the army
camps or rural sections of the country
or any of the small towns or cities. It

‘is estimated that a complete census of

the influenza’s work in the United
States would disclose between 250,000
and 300,000 deaths in the September-
January period.

New York led the cities in which a
census of deaths was taken, with a to-
tal of 27,362. In point of percentage
San Francisco suffered most having
28.8 deaths per 1,000 of population.

American boys and girls were not
slackers when it came to answering
the Nation’s call for an increased pro-
' duction of food. About 2,000,600 boys
.and girls were connected with the ag-
riculture and. home economics clubs
last year. Of this number more than
80,000 were enrolled in_ pig clubs, or-
ganized and conducted by the United
States Department of Agriculture and
State Agricultural Colleges. Of the
number who completed the year’s work
and made reports; 71 per f:ent raised
pure bred pigs. Théir records show
that they know how to put fat on pork-
ers, for more than 12,000 pigs belong-

ing to these juvenile club members

Under the supervision of 49 Depart-
ment specialists ,in addition to county
agents and local club leaders, these
boys and girls are learning the funda-
mentals of hog raising and are be-
coming interested in agriculture. They
are taught all phases of the hog indus-
try, and are making good in raising
pigs and making economical gains.
. Many of the club members are teach
ing their fathers how rapid and eco-
nomical gains can be made in raising
pigs. The members of the two De
Kalb County, Indiana, pig clubs, under
the direction of the local county agent,

‘have been able to almost double the

results obtained by their fathers
within the same length of time and
feding pigs of the same litter. Thej:
boys used self-feeders and the fathers
did not; and the pigs which were al-
lowed to select their own feed made
gains of two pounds a day. The club
‘(members have proved beyond question
the merits of the self-feeders ,and hog
‘| raisers in the locality of many years’
experience are beginning to copy the
boys’ methods. As a result of the club

work, the county agent reports many|

Find Self-Feeders Profitable
""As a result of an increased pork
production campaign carried on by
county agents and farm bureaus in
Maine, 745 self-feeders were built last
year and 2,600 more hogs were raised
in the state thaneduring the previous
year. Farmers who used self-feeders
kept more hogs than they could other-
wise, which suggested that the self-
feeder be made the basis of a campaign
for more pork. Building “bees,” or
demonstrations, were conducted and
self-feeders were built with the help

| of the boys and their parents, and par-

ticular emphasis was placed on the ad-
vantage of using self-feeders in con-
nection with pasturing hogs.

That boy and girl club members
are maki’rig big records in fattening
their animals is shown by a report of
the work in Ames, Iowa. One Ames
club boy made a gain of 2.39 pounds
a day on his pig for a period of 123

20 membeérs succeeded in making an
average daily gain of more than 2
pounds. Frank O. Reed, the pig club
leader at Ames, says that this is the
best record, from the  standpoint of
rate of gain, that the members have

-lever made. He also reports that some

excellent gains and unpsual profits
were made in fattening beef, and that
several members of the corn clubs

days; another, 2.26 pounds a day, and

produced over 100 bushels to the acre;
one showing a yield of 135 bushels an
acre, another 126 and another 124.

In Carroll county, Mississippi, where
the Red Cross Pig Club was organized
last year, in which boys and girls as
well as older people were members,
600,000 pounds of pork were produced,
and $10,000 from the sale of the ani-
mals were contributed to the Red Cross
funds. The club had 3,000 members
and shipped 30 cars of hogs to market.
As a result of the work of this club,
the people of the county have become
enthusiastic over the possibilities of
raising hogs. They are making a
study of economical feeds; the use of
tankage and self-feeders, and some of
the members succeeded in producing
as high as 118 pounds in gain on their
hogs in a single month.

By no means must live stock pro-
duction be allowed to lag. This is the
best judgment of those who have stu-
died the situation and who know that
it is reasonable ‘to look forward to
the continuation of the European de-
mand for meats after the close of the
war. Boy and girl pig club members
will play an important part in meeting
this demand, for they are learning to
raise better animals and produce gdins
economically, and many of them will
be leaders in the industry of the fu-
ture.
