LOCAL POST OFFICE

The following warning for the bene­
fit of registrants under the Selective 
Service Law, addressed to Local and 
District Boards by John C. Townes, 
Jr., Major of Infantry and acting ad­
jutant general of the state, has been 
received by the Local Board for Floyd 
County. It furnishes warning which 
every registrant should heed from the 
fact that the burden of the operation 
of the law falls on the individual and 
not the board or the government:

“ No. 10948. Please cause the broad­
est and most extensive and continu­
ous possible publicity to be given 
through the Adjutant General, Local 
and District Boards, the newspapers 
and by all other possible means of 
warning to all registrants who may 
have changed their places of abode 
and post office address to communi­
cate immediately with their local 
boards where they are registered and 
furnish their present address so that 
Questionnaires which will begin to be 
mailed December 15th, will reach such 
registrants without delay. Regis­
trants are bound by law to keep them­
selves advised of all proceedings in 
respect of them and failure to do so 
may result in their losing the right 
to claim exemption or discharges. 
Please request newspapers to give 
this warning broad and continuous 
publication from this time until the 
process of mailing Questionnaires has 
been accomplished.”

“ Please place this advice with all 
representatives of the press in your 
locality with request that the same be 
given as much publicity as possible.”

Thefirst supply of thrift and war 
savings stamps received locally came 
in last night and were consigned to 
Postmaster F. P. Henry, Jas. K. Green, 
chairman of the selling campaign com­
mittee announced this morning.

Mr. Green has not as yet received in­
structions from the state chairman 
as to procedure, he said this morning, 
though he hopes to be in position to 
push the sales at an early date.

By means of the thrift stamps, as 
small an amount may be loaned the 
government as 25 cents. One thous­
and dollars is the maximum amount 
which may be invested by any individ­
ual in the Saving Certificates.

FUNERAL FOR E. L. MORRIS 
HELD TUESDAY AFTERNOON

Funeral services for E. L. Morris, 
who died Tuesday morning at six - 
thirty as a result of injuries sustained 
late Thursday afternoon of last week, 
were held Tuesday afternoon at four 
o’clock at the Methodist church in 
Floydada. Rev. G. W. Montgomery, 
assisted by Rev. W. M. Lane, con­
ducted the services, and a large num­
ber of friends and relatives of the de­
ceased attended the services. Inter­
ment was made in the Floydada ceme­
tery at five-thirty.

Mr. Morris is survived by his wife 
and two children, a little girl 7 years 
old and a little bqy five, and of his 
immediate family his mother, Mrs. J. 
T. Morris and two brothers, W. L. 
and L. A. Morris, all of whom reside 
here. Of the other relatives none 
were able to reach this place except 
Mrs. W .H. Tramell, of Stamford, sis­
ter of deceased’s wife, who arrived 
Sunday night.

Mr. Morris had resided here about 
fifteen years, coming from Parker 
county, Texas. For many years he 
was in the mercantile business here 
and was widely known. The past six 
years he had been living on his farm 
five miles east of Floydada.

At the time of his death he was a 
member of the Methodist church and 
of the Woodmen of the World Lodge.

VOLUNTEERING INCREASING

The number of volunteers to the 
army, navy and other departments of 
the governmental branches has been 
gratly increased in Floyd County by 
the announcement which appeared in 
the daily press recently that drafted 
persons could not volunteer after De­
cember 15th.

Several boys have already gone to 
various enlisting stations and others 
plan to go within the next few days.

Thursday afternoon of last week 
about five o’clock E. L. Morris sus­
tained injuries while enroute to his 
home five miles east of Floydada, 
from the effects of which he died 
Tuesday morning at six-thirty. W. H. 
Mason, a neighbor, and his 19-year-old 
son, Grady, are held charged with the 
killing. The complaint filed charges 
that 'the murder was done “with a 
deadly weapon.”

Shortly after six o’clock Thursday 
afternoon Mr. Mason and his son came 
to town and a charge was entered in 
justice court charging an aggravated 
assault. Friday morning this charge 
was dismissed and a complaint filed 
charging assault with intent to kill. 
The defendants were re-arrested and 
given bail in the sum of $750 each 
pending preliminary hearing which 
was set for 'Saturday of this week. 
Following Mr. Morris’ death on Tues­
day morning this charge was changed 
to murder and the arrest again made. 
The hearing to determine whether 
bail shall be given the defendants and 
in what amount, will be held within 
six days from the date of their arrest. 
Setting of the time is being held pend­
ing agreement of attorneys as to time. 
Attorney K. E. Bain and B. B. Green­
wood have been employed by the de­
fense and District Attorney Hatchell 
and County Attorney Holloway will 
represent the state in the hearing.

After he had sustained the injuries 
Mr. Morris was able to drive on to his 
home, a short distance, and was ap 
partly not severely injured. Later 
that night a physician was called, how­
ever, and he came to town for medi­
cal treatment again Friday. His con­
dition grew more serious and he was 
moved to the Childers Sanitarium. 
During the day Monday he became un­
conscious and never regained con­
sciousness. Dr. Hopkins who had 
charge of the case attempted to secure 
a surgeon from one of the larger 
hospitals down-state for an operation, 
but death came before this aid could 
be obtained. The injuries sustained 
were about the head and a blood clot 
formed onthe brain, which caused the 
death.

The trouble which developed into a 
tragedy occurred on the road leading 
east to Mr. Morris’ home, and also ran 
near the Mason home.

Accounts of the continued uncover­
ing of secreted stocks of foodstuffs in 
the United States do not make pleas­
ant reading at a time when the re­
sources of the people are being drawn 
upon in so many ways to meet the 
legitimate cost of the war. But pub­
licity in this case appears to be essen­
tial, even though it reveals selfish­
ness, duplicity, and disloyalty among 
people heretofore unsuspected. One 
of the latest which involves men evi­
dently backed by large capital, is that 
of the finding of eight large buildings 
in New York crammed to overflowing 
with the necessaries that are now 
scarce and excessively high. No re­
port of these stocks had been made to 
the food administration. Merchants 
and financial institutions that engage 
in business of this kind seem, to lose 
sight of the opprobrim that must cer­
tainly follow exposure of such enter­
prises.

The bond election carried in Ran­

writing to the Hesperian, though have 
declined fo rfear that what I would 
have fto say would be of little con­
sequence to anyone ,and also, that it 
might be contradictory to the 
thoughts of some of the other boys, 
who have gone.

To me, there are more pleasant 
places than the army, still it is far 
from being the undesirable place I 
expected to find. To be sure, we con­
tend with some things which possibly 
we would not otherwise, but it is army 
life, and what else could we expect? 
Our food and quarters are above ex­
pectation, our treatment good, so real­
ly there is little reason for complaint. 
It is noticeable, that the man continu­
ally complaining is unaccustomed to 
the fair treatment which the army af­
fords him. Occasionally you may 
think you have sufficient reason for 
objection, but you will find you are 
only hurting yourself, and that your 
way of thinking, if not in accordance 
with army regulations ,does not 
change them in the least.

At present there is a better chance 
for advancement in the army than ev­
er before, though it is not always the 
deserving or competent who receive 
these places. As other things, a great 
deal depends on your standing with 
those above you. No matter how 
great your ability without the good 
will of those over you, it is practically 
useless to attempt to progi'ess. This 
is a time when a man is only a man, 
and to be contented with your lot 
whatever it might be, is by far the 
best. As has been proven: Anyone 
can be satisfied under the most try­
ing conditions ,or dissatisfied under 
the most favorable, just as they 
choose.

The thing uppermost in the mind of 
the average soldier, or at least should 
be, is the chance to go to France. As 
they say, “ We came to fight, give us 
an opportunity.” Everyone has that 
supreme confidence in himself, the 
feeling that he will return, even, 
should no one else. Sure, we hate to 
leave our country and loved ones, 
though it is, and will be, a happy mo­
ment to the true American soldier 
when he receives orders to embark 
for over seas duty. "

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Where We Stand Without Russia

Scientific American: Before the 
ever changing kaleidoscope of Russian 
events as revealed from day to day, 
prediction must falter and grow pale. 
Never has a revolution' been brought 
about under such circumstances, or in­
volved such possibilities. Alone 
the daily chronicle of »Russia’s con­
flict would possess extraordinary in­
terest for all people of all nations. But 
today, with the world plunged into its 
greatest international struggle, the 
battles of Petrpgard and Moscow claim 
our attention even more urgently for 
another reason. What effect will the 
Russian Revolution have upon the war 
is the question which rises instinctive­
ly to every lip, of whatever nationality

When we attempt to consider the 
revolution from this point of view, the 
first thing which we' must realize is 
that we are at ohee separating our­
selves from the revolutionists by a 
tremendous gap. The Russian as a 
class regards the war as an incident 
of the revolution, rather that the 
other way about; he is interested in 
making sure tha tthe war shall not 
interfere with his revolution, rather 
than that his revolution shall not com­
promise our war. Alike because of 
this and because of the physical con­
dition of Russia, we must face the 
bald fact that this Nation is out of the 
war so far as effective participation 
is concerned. To be sure, events may 
so turn out that Russia can and will 
maintain her lines, making it neces­
sary for Germany in turn to keep up 
her side of the eastern front; but such 
maintenance can not become a burden 
to Germany, or materially affect her 
strength on other fronts. It will con­
tinue to be, as it has been, a mere for­
mality.

Russia is through. The allies must 
fighht out the war without her. This 
there would be no doubt of their abili­
ty to do, were it not for the fear, ever 
present and freely expressed in many 
quarters, that from the position of an 
enemy to Germany, Russia will switch 
about completely to that of an active 
or passive friend.

Such a situation, looked at in the 
abstract, would of course be full of 
peril for us and our allies. Our plan 
of campaign is to wear Germany down. 
We expect to beat h§r by a process of 
attrition affecting her manpower, her 
food supply, and her stocks of raw 
materials. „If she- is to have a friend 
or even a benevolent neutral upon her 
eastern border....a border which, unlike 
her western one, we can control neith­
er by land nor by sea....if she is to 
draw freely upon this great neighbor 
for food and metals and no-combat­
ant labor, this attrition will make its 
effects felt slowly, if at all.

All this is gloomy enough; but when 
we, come down to concrete analysis, we 
find after all there is little warrant 
for pessimism. We have an ancient 
adage which recites the impossibility 
of extracting blood from a stone. So 
long as we speak in general terms, 
Russia as a source of supplies for 
Germany appears formidable indeed; 
but when we descend to details, and 
particularize as to just what supplies 
the Bochhe is to get from Russia and 
how he is. going to get them, we dis­
cern a great light.

Is it food' that is to be supplied by 
the new Republic ? We think not. The 
summer just past has not been a sea­
son of hard labor in Russia; her work­
ers have been working in the same 
way that her fighters have been fight­
ing....with fine phrases. All men of all i 
factions have been too busy with talk- | 
ing to pay much attention to the sor- j 
did details of work. Even now*, the j* 
Bolsheviki cry for bread; and whence ! 
is it to come? Already the food situ-| 
ation in Moscow and Petrogard is re-! 
ported as desperate. Hungry already,! 
Russia will be hungrier before she is I 

thought of Germany | 
is a Iu-[

dierous one.
But, persists the calamity howler, 

think of all the other resources of 
Russia! Germany can come in and help 
herself to coal iron and petroleum and 
platinum and copper and all the other 
things of which she has such need. 
Again we beg to differ. Until coal 
and oil and metals are able to take 
legs unto themselves and walk from 
the Urals and the Caspian to the 
Rhine? Germany will do nothing of the 
sort. It takes railroads to move all 
these things....railroads with tracks 
and rolling stock and above all, loco­
motives in good shape. The fact that 
Russia is crying for 1,500 engines to 
save her from ruin-is but faint meas­
ure of her transportation conditions. 
Materials of which there has been 
most urgent need have lain for two 
years at Archangle because they could 
not be moved.

Transportation conditions in France 
are bad. In Germany they are worse. 
In Russia they are in a state of indes­
cribable demoralization. If the need 
were merely for organization and 
proper use of existing facilities, Ger­
many could step in and bring order out 
of chaos in a week. But the need is 
for supplies and equipment, supplies 
and equipment, and then some more 
supplies and equipment ,and here is

the one thing which Germany can not 
provide. She is but little better off 
than Russia. Her troop movements 
from east to west....the vaunted ad­
vantage of her inner lines....are se­
riously slowed up. She is not able 
to supply her own cities with coal 
from her own inexhaustible mines. 
The suggestion that she isable to re­
store traffic conditions in Russia to 
any semblance of order is the height 
of absurdity.

At the worst, then, the Russian sit­
uation does not threaten us. Nothing 
which can happen in Rusia can by any 
possibility afford Germany a source of 
supply for any of the things of which 
she stands in such dire need. The 
Russian collapse is of course a disas­
ter. It means that the promised Ger­
man break-down upon the western 
front will be postponed, perhaps for a 
year, perhaps even for longer. But 
that is th extent of its effect. It does 
not make Germany’s permanent 
strength one whit greater nor the 
prospects of eventual allied triumph 
one whit less. It does, however, im­
pose upon each of the allied nations 
the burden of a greater effort; for 
whatever contribution Russia was 
looked upon to make to the common 
campaign must now be made good by 
the other allied powers, in addition to 
their own normal shares. If the pow­
er to meet this demand were lacking 
there would be grounds for appre­
hension. But there is no such lack. 
All the combatants on the allied side 
appear to be in as good shape as Ger­
many; and with our own resources of 
the ability to dispense with Russia. 
For many months we have been fight­
ing with little or no aid from her. We 
can continue to do so to the end,

Major General Henry T. Allen, j 
commanding the 90th Division, at 
Camp Travis, believes that the Ameri­
can soldier, if he knows the reason 
why, will respond to any call that can 
be made of him. While exacting that 
kind of discipline that must be had if 
the lives of the soldiers themselves 
are to be safeguarded, General Allen 
typifies in his every action paragraph 
3 of Army Regulations. This para­
graph reads:

Superiors are forbidden to injure 
those under their authority by tyran 
nical or capricious conduct or by abu­
sive language. While maintaining 
discipline and the thorough perform­
ance of military duty, all officers, in 
dealing with enlisted men, will bear 
in mind the absolute necessity of so 
treating them as to preserve their 
self respect. Officers will keep in as 
close touch as possible with the men 
under their command and will strive 
to build up such relations of confi­
dence and sympathy as will insure the 
free approach of their men for counsel 
and assistance. This relationship may 
be gained and maintained without re­
laxation of the bonds of discipline and 
with great benefit to the service as a 
whole.”

The question of selecting candidates 
to attend the next training school for 
officers has been receiving the most 
thorough consideration of the autho­
rities at both Washington and at 
Camp Travis. Political influence, per­
sonal appeals and all those things that 
sway the civil population are thrown 
to the four winds in the plan that has 
been evolved. The question of what a 
man was, who was his father and the 
prominence of his wife’s relatives are 
all ignored. No stone is being left 
unturned to pick from the soldiers of 
the selective draft only those who 
have shown by their work since they 
have been in Camp Travis those ele­
ments of capacity and leadership that 
officers must have, and who, prior to 
coming into the National Army occu­
pied spheres of activity that would 
tend to make stronger these essen­
tials. In other words, this war is not 
to be fought by soldiers led by acci­
dents, but by soldiers led by officers 
who have gone through the mill, as it 
were, and have emerged therefrom 
with demonstrated fitness of their 
capabilities to be officers in the 
American Army.

Just a suggestion to the Folks Back 
Home. Write to the soldiers now in 
the army, write often and write all 
sorts of gossip. True, the soldiers 
may not write home as often as they 
should, but then there is a sameness 
and such a grim reality in their lives 
here, that coupled with the tremendous 
amount of work they are doing with 
cheerful spirits, they sometimes pro­
crastinate about writing until the days 
grow into weeks and the weeks grow 
into months before they are aware of 
it.. But this does not mean that they 
do not delight in receiving letters from 
their relatives and their sweethearts. 
In fact those who know the soldiers 
best ,believe that the sweethearts at 
home can well afford to do just a lit­
tle flirting in their letters ,if need be, 
to keep aroused the interests of the sol 
diers. If such a thing should hurt the 
conscience of these sweethearts, it 
can be stated with some room for the 
assertion, that flirting is a game that 
two can play at and both win, or lose.

If the fond fathers who- think their 
James, (camouflag for army “Jim” ), 
or Henry (ditto for army “Hank” ,) is 
without a bit of the- boy i nhim, they 
should come to Camp Travis between 
3:30 and 4:30 o’clock any week day 
afternoon, except Wednesdays and Sat 
urdays. This hour is devoted to games 
and such games as the boys play 
would put to rout a ease of mullygrubs 
of the worse kind. Everything from 
ring around the rosy, to rat and tan, 
which is played with a piece of rope 
and a piece of anatomy and a run­
ning course, is indulged in. While call­
ed play ,these games all assist in mak­
ing supple the muscles, quick the 
eye and keen the brain and heart for 
the work that is jusl ahead of the 
solders at Camp Travis. Anything 
th»l will cause a soldier to be just a 
fifth of a second quicker than the sol­
dier he is warr:ng v-dih is invaluable. 
The second mav not be so important 
in a man’s life, but its that last fifth 
of a second that counts big with a 
soldier in actual warfare.
