Mayan Ruins In
Yucatan Toptc of
Rotary Program

An interesting program con-
cerning the ruins of ancient
Mavan cities discovered in re-
cent years in Yucatan was
given at the weekly meeting
and luncheon of the Rotary
Club Thursday by School Supt,
Robt. R. King,

Bupt. King while in New Or-
leans recently, made a ‘‘side
trip”* by jet passenger plane
to Yucatan, which is rapidly
becoming a magnet for tour-
ists. The trip from New Orleans
to Yucatan requires little
time, Supt. King said. "‘We
were served breakfast on our
departure and barely had fin-
ished when we landed in Yuca-
tan.” he related,

Until the coming of air
travel, and sporadic efforts at
highway building in recent
years, Yucatan has remained
isolated from the rest of the
world and today little is known
of the country,

Supt, King showed slides de-
picting some of the ancient
Mayan buildings as well as the
counlry's scenery, and gave an
interesting commentary.

Some of the buildings were
built 1600 years ago. and many
temples and other ruins are
still being excavated, he sald.

The Mayans were highly in-
telligent in many branches of
science, and developed a cal-
endar which is more accurate
than the Gregorian used in the
United States and the rest of
the civilized world, Supt, King

Use of Enzymes
Began Early In
Man’s History

By F. W. Martin,

(Part 1 of 2 parts)

For centuries, man has made
lge of enzymes in  evervday
life. Dating back to ancient
Egypt, there (s evidence thai
enzymes were involved in the
making of a primitive type of
bheer. During the period dating
from ancient Egypt up to the

17th century. man made use
of  enzyme reactions in the
preparation of bread, chepse

and wine, the tanning of leath-
er, the preparation of textiles
and numerous other uses,

At the present time, the use
of enzymes hag  expanded
greatly. It is estimated that
dpproximately  $10,000,000 are
spent annually 0 the United
States on  enzvmes for food
pharmaceutical and various in-
dustrial applications. Although
4 great amount of dependence
had been placed on enzymes
for hundreds of years. there
Was no real understanding as
to what agent was involved in
any of these miraculous trans-
formations until the 17th cent-
ury.

The earliest work which
eventually led to the recogni-
tion of enzymes, was mainly
concerned with digestion and
fermentation. For example,
Van Helmont in the early part
of the 17th century, sug;

. ‘ suggested
that digestion was not a sim-
ple mechanical Process but
that instead it involved g

chemical transformation of
food by “'ferments.” The use of
thmlwnrd Was evolved from the
similarity of digestive action
and that of wine fermentation.
‘Mm‘(‘ than g century lagter
Reamur in 1752, developed 1
unique method to show that
food could pe digested by
chemical alteration, He took
advantage of the fact (ha:
