Fifty-one Bills Pass-
ed by Special

130 Measures Considered by both
Houses.--Appropriations Total
Over 16 Million.

'Austin, .Texas, May 28.—A
resume of the session shows that
a total ot 130 bills were introdue-
ed during the session closed at
midnight tonight. Seventy-three
of these were in the House and
fifty-seven in the Senate. Forty
six of these were purely local
bills.

Although the session was call-
ed primarily for the passage of
the appropriation bills, and the
Gibson bill, Governor Ferguson
submitted, later all the subjects
of legislation on which the above
named number of bills were
introduced.

This session has passed finally
fitty-one hills, and of this num-
ber twenty-two ;were purely local

i, bills.

APPROPRIATION BILLS PASSED.

Eleven appropriation bills
were passed: Mileage and per
diem, $69,000; contingent ex-
penses, $16,000; judicial, $1,702,-

400; eleemosynary institutions,

1

$4,049,370; departmental, $3,-
265,472; educational, $4,499,391;
miscellaneous, $977,977; for
State aid to rural schools, $1,-
000,000; for  purchase Wash-
ington Park, $10,000; for pub-
lication constitutional amend-
ments to be voted on in July,
$4,000; for - current expenses
prison system, $465,0600: for
erection of new 'blind institute
(with sale of present site con-
ditional), $300,000. In this con-
nection it should be mentioned
that $200,000 was allowed for
the erection of a new land Office
building, but this is included in
the departmental bill, and not
as a separate measure. Twelve
thousand five hundred dollars is
allowed in this bill for Texas
representation 4 Panama-Pa-
cific Exposition; also $415,000
for' repairing capitol building.
This makes a grand total of ap-
propriations passed by this ses-
sion of $16,348.633.

Two bills creating new courts
were passed: The Eightieth,
composed of Waller and Harris
counties and creating a second
County Court at Law for Harris
County.

The Gibson bill passed the
House and was defeated in the
Senate. -

New Baggage Law Effective.

All baggage checked on tick-
ets must now be assigned a stat-
ed value and if lost the railroads
must pay tne assigned value to
the owner, according to a new
ruling by the Interstate Com-
merce Commission. A charge of
ten cents insurance is made for
each $100.00 of valuation above
the first hundred dollars. In place
of the old metal checks, the bag-
gage man issues a cardboard
ticket stating the value of the
trunk and contents. It is a mis-
demeanor to overstate the value
of baggage and is punishable by
fine and imprisonment. Neither
the railroads or the traveling
public are taking very kindly to
the change— Amarillo News.

County And City
Health Officers

3-Weeks Term Begins june 14th--
State Board Desires Large
Attendance. '

The Texas State Boar(j of
Health has issued the following
statement relative to the sum-
mer school at the University for
all County and City Health Offi-
cers of the state, urging interest
in the movement on the part of
county and city officials:

““The University of Texas has
kindly consented to establish a
summer school for the benefit of
the County and City Health offi-
cers of the State as well as all
other physicians and teachers of
the State who will attend. The
term will be three weeks, begin-
ning June 14, 1915. The exercis-
es will'bg held in the University
Y. M, C.’A. Building. The prc
gram will be as elaborate as cax
be made in this period of time,
consisting of lectures on Munici-
pal Health, Organization and Ad-
ministration of Public Health,
Public Heaith Laws, Vital Statis-
ities;” Anti-Narcotic Law, both
State and Federal, Human Carri-
ers of Disease, Epidemiology,
Purification of Water Supplies,
Plumbing and Sewers, Septic
Tanks Incinerators, Vacecination,
Rabies and Its Treatment, In-
fant Feeding, Baby Welfare,
Sex Hygiene, Clinical Labora-
tory and Its work, Methed of
Collecting Specimens for Bacter-
iologist, Spil Pollution, Laborato-
ry Diagnosis, Medical Supervis-
ion in Public Schools, Serums
and Bacterines, Rural Homes,
School Hygiene and Sanitation,
Rural Health Problems, and Pure
Food.

~ GARLIC FLAVOR IN MILK

May be Prevented by Proper Man-
agement of Dairy Herd and
Pastures.

In many States garlic or wild
onion is one of the first green
plants to start in the pastures in
the spring and is a menace to
the dairyman because its odor is
transmitted to the milk, thus
greatly reducing its market value.
Many preparations have been
put on the market, to be given
to the cows for the purpose of
overcoming this oder. These
remedies are usually accompan-
ied with directions as to when
the cattle. should be removed
from pastures containing garlic.
In most cases thes® directions
are,more valuable than the so-
called remedies.

Methods "have been devised
whereby garlic odor may be re-
moved from the milk by passing
While this meth-
od may prove quite successful in
a large dairy or in a creamery,
the cost and the short time it is
used make it, impracticable for
the average dairyman.

‘There are two important steps
to be taken by the dairyman in

ol ANy - %
protecting himsel? = from this
trouble. The first is to prevent
the cows, so far as possible,
from obtaining garlic; the second
is to herd on garlic pasture in
such a way asto have it suffer
the least harmful results.

Garlic makes a growth much
earlier in the spring than pasture

grasses, and therefore is usually

most troublesome when cows are
first turned to pasture and when
grass is not plentiful. In many
cases garlic is localized in the
pastures, and these places should
be fenced off and used for vast-
uring stock other than milk-pro-
ducing cows. When the garlic
is scattered about the fields it is
impossible to do this, and the
dairyman who would not have
the flavor of the milk of his cows
impaired must so manage his
herd as to overcome the difficul-
ty. The unpleasant flavor and
odor are strongest in milk from
cows that have just eaten the
garlic. If, three or four hours

before milking, the cows are

milking time. This practice the
dairyman can usually follow
without serious inconvenience.

The trouble caused by garlic
is not liable to last long, as the
weed is usually cropped off by
the cows within a few days aft-
er they are to pasture, and as
soon as the grass becomes plen-
tiful they will eat that in prefer-
ence.

The complete eradication of
the garlic plant is the most
satisfactory method of avoiding
trouble and is practicable on the
ordinary dairy farm. Those in-
terested in such era-
dication should write to the De-
partment of Agriculturei Wash-
ington, D. C., for Farmers’ Bul-
letin 610, entitled ‘“Wild Onion;
Methods' of Eridacation,’’ . and

Inbreeding In Education.

“In round numbers,” says a
special writer for the San An-
tonio Express, in a recent issue of
that paper, “2,500 students ob-
tain
the walls (of the University of
Texas. Above 1,000 students go
out into the state yearly, a por-
tion with a full university course
to their credit, the remainder
having done one, two, or three
years work in the institution.

“This leaven of advanced edu-
cation being mixed and absorbed
by the state each year makes in-
calculably for progress. There
is danger of inbreeding in educa-
tion, just as there is danger of in-
breeding in people or in cattle.

“Suppose, for a moment, a
state without higher institutions
of learning to carry on the work
begun in the common schagls. Is
it not clear that education would
thus be reduced to narrow limits?
The high school graduate be-
comes a teacher. in the lower
grades, and is eventually pro-
moted to the higher grades and
on to the high school. The high
school then becomes officered
and taught by its own graduates
who  have received no further
training. There is no introduc-
tion of new thought, no widen-
ing of the horizon of knowledge
or of methods, no new inspira-
tion, or new ideals, and the ma-
chine’s original impetus is over-
come gradually by natural fric-
tion until the thing barely moves
at all. It dies down like an un-
aided pendelum. You have in-
breeding in education with all
the deformities and weaknesses
incident to inbreeding in the ani-
mal world.

“The higher educational in-
stitution of a state,” continues
this writer, “are the natural inter-
mediaries between the common
schools and the vast world of
ideas and inspiration developed
by the best thought and the high-
est paid talent in all the great ed-
ucational institutions of Christen-
dom. For example, a new and
improved method of teaching
modern languages is developed in
some foreign country. It is the
business of the higher educational
institutions of a state to secure an
exponent of this method direct
from Germany for its faculty.
This teacher teaches his students
in the new method, they, in turn,
go out as teachers in the state
spreading the new method, and
pretty soon it has permeated the
whole educational system of the
state. This is merely an exam-
ple. It may not be a new meth-
od, but a new and original
thought, or a new store of knowl-
edge that is communicated in the
same way. The point is that the
higher educational institution
maintains touch with the world
‘of ideas and transmits new and
advanced methods and fresh
knowledge throughout all of its
‘dependent institutions. It is as
important to the vast school sys-
‘tem of the state as the switch-

‘board is to the telephone ex-
change. It is ‘central’ for the
communication of new ideas,

new methods, fresh knowledge,
vaster inspiration.”

EDUCATION--WHAT FOR?

(By Buford O. Brown)

“Why did you  come
to the University?’”’ is one
of the questions which every
person w h o matriculates
for the first time at the Uniyer-
sity of Texas must answer. And
because most of the freshmen
are ‘‘here because they’re here”
as the song goes, they lapse into
a study, chew the ends of their
pencils, and end up by writing
“‘to getan education.”” That is

partment, or College of Arts, of
the University—‘"to give young
people an education.”’

It is perhaps fair to state, in
the beginning, that ‘‘an educa-
tion does not make a man, it de-
velopes him; an education does
not make a fool, 1t developes
him.”” As Old Gordon Graham
said: ‘‘Some fellows are like pigs;
the more you educate them the
funnier little cusses tkey be-
come. But the place for those
fellows is in the circus, not at
college.”” We understand pretty
generally now that to educate
means to ‘‘train;”’ and we are
coming tc learn that what ten
years ago was called ‘‘theoreci-
cal’’ training is not ‘‘theoretical’’
at all, if the individual kunows
how touse it. One trouble with
most people is that they are anx-
ious for much information, and
carelittle about being able to
separate what they find out into
its component parts and see

to life around them.

Some of the nation’s leading
business men have figured that
the coutry is losing. two hundred
and fifty billion dollars a year
because half of our young people
do not get through our grammar
schools—as much as the great
war is costing all of Europe. An
education grinds their minds to
a ‘‘cutting edge,” and makes the
difference between an automaton
who can do a task to which he is
set, anda thinking individuality.
Is that worth while?

Before you can go about any-
thing intelligently you must be
able to analyze what you are
trying to do—to see it if you
please, in its relation to other
things. A physician who cannot
diagnose his case has very little
likelihood of effecting a cure. He
does not work under greater dis-
advantages than the man in any
walk of lite who cannot take a
thing to pieces and see its
relations to society, to business,
to himself,

 That is what mental training
helps him do. A college training
enables a man to think out the
answer before the other fellow
gets through biting his pencil.

It was Old Gordon Graham who
answered the question of the
value ot a college education by
asking: ‘“Does it pay to feed
pork trimmings at 5 cents a
pound at the hopper and draw

.out nice ‘country sausage’ at 20
the purpose of the Academic De- |cents a pound at the other end?

Does it pay to take a steer that
has been running loose on the
range and living on cactus and
petrified wood till hes just a
bunch of ‘barb-wire and sole-
leather, and feed him corn till’
he’s just a solid hunk of porter-
rouse steak and oleo 0il? Thatis
what a college education does.’”

There are certain lines of train-
ing which are, in the public mind
included in what is known as
“‘higher education.’”’ They go to
make up, in reality, 2 techineal
training. The University of
Texas carries its pupils to the
highest point in the ordinary or
common courses. It teaches
Enellsh, sociology, mathematies,
economic principles and history.
Its work is much broader than
this. The University is, in fact
a techinal institution, where the
training given in our high schools
is strengthened and solidified
until it is a fit foundation for
special training.

What was regarded as theoret-
ical education a half a century
agd has in many cases, demon-
strated that it is the basis for in-
telligent and profitable proceed-
ure, We have not yet come to
realize the great field of useful-
ness which chemistry has in this
state. Germany’s industrial
chemistry has made that little
land ¢£ 67,000,000 people inde-
pendent of the outside world. .
Germany’s ‘‘theorists’” have
made the Fatherland master of
the secret of supplying guns,
ammunition, food and raiment
from sources hitherto unknown.
German chemists have found
substitutes for everything from
bread, to nitrates for ammuni-
tion, and gasoline. The world is
determined to possess itself of
these secrets of chemistry, whose
portals we have barely entered.

SHOES THAT SAVE LEATHER

American Inventor Claims to Have
Made a Discovery of Much Eco-
nomical Importance.

If you were to hear someone say,
“He’s wearing out shoe cotten looking
for a job,” wouldn’t it sound queer?

You have been used to hearing it
said this way: ‘“He’s wearing out shoe
leather looking for a job.”

But the new way won’t sound sa
foolish if the plans of an American
do not go astray—for he has invented
a cotton shoe sole which experts say
is as good as leather.

Leather is scarce and dear because
cattle are getting relatively scarcer
and scarcer every year. An actual
decrease of 4,000,000 cattle in the
United States in twenty years has
been found by the census enumerators
of Uncle Sam. But in the same pe-
riod of time the population of the
country has been increased by 29,000,
000. At the beginning of the two-de-
cade period, or in 1890, there were
almost as many cattle in the land as
there were human beings, but in 1910
there were well toward twice as many
people as caitle.

Inasmuch as cotton is cheaper than
cowhides, it stands to reason that cot-
ton soles should make our shoes
cheuper. )

Color Photography.

The newest process for photography
in color is the invention of an English-
man ‘'who has made his home in this
country, and it has several advantages
over the processes which have pre-
ceded it. This method calls for the
exposure of two plates sensitized for
all colors, either simultaneously or in
quick succession, one through a red
filter, the other through a green filter.
The plates are developed and fixed in
the usual manner, after which the
black silver forming the image is re-
moved by simple chémical means. The
plates are then dyed—that taken
through the red filter in a green dye
and that taken through the green filter
in a red dye. The plates take up the
dyes in inverse proportion to the origi-
nal silver deposit. They are then
brought face to face and bound up in
register, the combination of the two-

ing a reproduction of the original.

short tons, valued at the mines
at $3,922,459.

chines has not made much pro-

duction in 1913, the production
in 1914 was the largest on record
according to figures complied
by C. E. Lesher, of the United

States Geological Survey. The
total production in 1914 was less
than in 1913 by 105,371 tons, or
4.34 per cent, in quantity and
$365,461, or 8.54 per ceat, in
value. Mostcf the decrease in
tonnage was in the lignite out-
put, which in 1914 was 1,105,-
613 tons and in 1913 was 1,181, -
156 tons, a difference of 75,543
tons, whereas the outpt of bitu-
minous coal—1,218,160 tons in
1914 and 1,247,988 tons 1n 1913—
decreased but 29,828 tons. In
value, however, the bituminous
coal decreased much more than
the lignite.

The decreased production of
both bituminous coal and- lignite
in 1914 1s attributed to the great
increase in the production of
petroleum in Texas and Okla-
homa, which because of its drop
in price, after a record-breaking
production, has displaced a con-
siderable amount of coal and
lignite as fuel, both on the
railroads and in the industries.

The coal mines of Texas were
not entirely. free from labor
troubles in 1914, as 220 men
were on strike during the year
with an average of 38 days each
of lost time.

Increase Ford Stock.

Detroit, June 4.—The Ford
Motor company announced today
it had increased its authorized
stock from $2,000,000 to $100,-

of $2,000,000, but the amount
was not made public. The stock
dividend increases the holdings
of Henry Ford, president of the
company, by $27,840,000.

The stock increase brings the
1ssued capital stock of the con-
cern to a valuation of $50,000,000.
The remaining $50,000.000, it
was announced, will remain in
the company’s treasury, to be
used as conditions demand in
the future.

RAISE INFERTILE EGGS.

Fertile Egg Great Source of Loss
in Summer.

It is conservatively estimated
that tonere is an annual loss in
eggs in this country of $45,000,-
000, Practically all of this enor-
mous loss is sustained by the
farmers of this country, as it is
on the general farms that the
great bulk of eggs is produced.
A very great part of this loss
can be prevented by the produc
tion of infertile eggs, which are
laid by hens that do not haye a
male bird with them. The male
bird has no influence whatever
on the number of eggs laid.
Therefore, as soon as the hatch-
ing season is cver the male
should be removed fron the fiock.

The greatest trouble from blood
rings in eggs occurs in hot
weather. Special care should
be given to the gathering and
storing of the eggs during the
late spring and summer months.
Atthese times the eggs should be
gathered at least twice a day,
placed in 2 room or cellar where
the temperature does nof rise
above 70 degrees F., and market-
ed two or three times a week.

Blood rings are caused by the
development of the-embryo of a
fertile egg and its subsequent
death. It is impossible to hatch
an infertile egg or cause a blood
ring to form inone. It is gen-
erally considered that eggs be-
come infertile from 7 to 14 days
after the male bird is removed
from the flock.

are kept under similar conditions
the fertile eggs spoiled much
quicker, due .to the fact that
they deteriorate faster than ' in-
fertile eggs in the average sum-
mer temperature. Summer heat
has the same efiect as the hen
or incubator on fertile eggs. Sell,
kill, or confine the male bird as
soon as the hatching season is
over.

SOURCE OF ANNOYANCE

Attacks Cause Severe Itching.---
Flowers of Sulphur Efficient
Remedy.

From The Weekly News Letter of The
Department of Agicuﬁure.

Throughout portions of the
South, #ast,”and the Central
States the chigger, or red bug,
scientifically known as the har-
vest mite, and which is micro-
scopic in size, often attacks a
person when walking through
long grass or other vegetatior,
They do not choose any particu-
lar part of the body, but attack
the exposed portions first. Thus
.the barefoot boy in many parts
of South and East has become
painfully acquainted with these
red eight legged pests. They en-
tor the large sweat tubes or
pores of the skin, where their
progress is necessarily slow, and
a few hours later the spot where
they entered becomes very pain-
ful or causes intense itching.

Chiggers are most abundant
and troublesome in the Tropics,
but are generally distributed 1n
the Gulf States, up the Mississ
ippi River to Missouri and Illi-
nois, and through the Atlantic
Coast States to Northern New
Jersey. Farmers’ Bulletin No,
671 by the United States Depart
ment of Agriculture, Harvest
Mites, or ‘‘Chiggers,”’ states

. that these pests are most bother-

some between the months of
June and October.

The large inflamed spots which!

the presence of these mites un-
der the first layer of skin cause
are often diagnosed as hives, net-
tle rash, urticaria, or ‘‘wheals,”’
and closely resemble the “‘bites’’
of fleas and of some mosquitoes. |,
A characteristic of the harvest
mite attack is on the second or
third day a minute water blister,
usually developes in the middle
of the infested area.

To walk among blackberry or
other shrubbery, or to come in
contact with grasses or similar
herbage along streams or pools,
on edges of marshes, or under
trees near such places the-mites
inhabit, is to invite an attack.
It is obvious, therefore, that the
best preventative is to avcid ex.
posure. If a bath in hot water,
or water containing salt or strong
soap, however, is takea within a
tew hours after exposure, no ill
effects will be experienced.

Sulphur is the best preventa-
tive tor chiggers. It has been
found, according to the bulletin,
that a person walking through
vegetation. is attacked mostly
from the knees: downward, so
by sifting flowers of sulphur in
the underclothing from
the knees downward,” and
into the shoes and stockings;
these mites are eliminated to a
great extent. Naphthalene is
also successfully used in the

same manner, and is a safeguard

5 MEN PLEAD GUILTY

For amendment to section 2,
of article 6, of the constitutiosn,
authorizing qualified voters to
vote in precincts other than the
precinzct of their residence under
certain conditions.

For
instance, there is hardly a county
in Jthe western area that does not
pay more money into the State

"|in taxes than is received by it

]ing the past six years $130,263,
land received from the State
$65,228. or an éxcess of pay-
ments over receipts of $64,725,
while Danton County, one of the
best in the State, paid in $30v,-
000 and received the same
amount back. Smith County
paid 1n $260,895 and received
$466,180, an excess of $205,288.
Collins County received an ex-
cess of $31,000, etc. An equita-
ble distribution to care tor State
expenses, etc., would be about
twelve thousand dollars more
paid in to the State than receiv-
ed from it for school purposes.

HIS HEAD IN SHARK'S MOUTH

Black Diver Claims to Have Had Re-
markable Experience With Sea
¢ Monster.

Writing in Harper’s Magazine of his
visit to Thursday island in the Torres
strait, Norman Duncan narrates some
astonishing tales of the adventures
of the natives with the savage tlger-
sharks of these waters:

| “It is said that the coastal aborigine
is mot greatly afraid of 2 shark—that
he is a match for a shark, indeed, in
fair water, when not taken unaware.
He may lose a leg or an arm, or he
may be carried off bodily; but in any
event the damage will be due rather
to the cunning approach of the shark
than to the limitations of the diver.
Fairly warned, he will dive to the bot-
tom, roil the water, and thus elude
the attack; and if he is pugnaciously
disposed at the moment (they say)—
if the shark impolitely interrupts him

.at a critical or deeply interested mo-

ment—he will give fight. It is true,
of course, that the naked divers are
accustomed to escape by roiling the
water; such instances are common;
but I have no stomach for the tale
that any man will go out of his way
to challenge combat with a twenty-
foot tiger-shark—even when angered
by an untimely interruption.

“I recall two stories of narrow es-
cape. The one concerns a young Jap-
anese diver who was taking a crayfish
to the surface, and all at oence found
himself in a furious engagement. It
was incautious of the diver to have a
crayfish; and this indiscreet diver
came out of the consequent encounter
with a lacerated thigh and one arm
missing. The other  story is hardly
credible, related far from the scene;
I cannot vouch for it, at any rate, hav-
ing had no means of authenticating
it; but as I have not hesitated to swal-
lew it whole, and have been pleasant-
ly moved to shudder and thrill and
exclaim aghast, I will tell it for what
it is worth. It seems that a black
beche-de-mer boy, swimming, naked
and abstracted, close to th ge;e;f in
$3arch of slugs, awoke all’ a% once to
an amazing situation: It Wés fot that
the shark was near—not that it had
turned and was darting; but that his
head was actually in the shark’s wide-
open mouth.. The black boy acted
sharply; he withdrew his head in a
flash, having at the same time
‘punched’ the shark (as they put it)
to distract attention from the matter
in hand; and he rescued himself after
a brisk tussle, and lived to prove the
adventure with a scarred cheek.”

Mexico Land of Cathedrals.

The distinctive characteristic of
Mexico is a land of cathedrals, which
like the scattered beads from the ros-
ary of some Franciscan monk, are
strewn from the Bravo del Norte to
where the winds from the tropics waft
the palms. Previous to disestablish-
ment of church and state, the treasures
and wealth of these old monasteries
were fabulous; and though Juarez,
the full-blooded Indian who is looked
upon as the emancipator of Mexico,
seizgd church property and confiscated
much, yet the buildings still stand
as monuments to a colonization that
was ardently Catholic, and are won-
derful types of the Spanish renais-
sance. With huge domes, half-orange
shape (so designated in Mexican archi-
tecture, “Media Naranja”), these stu-
pendous buildings are decorated with
wonderful specimens of wood carv-
ing, where solid mahogany beams
form the joist in many cases. Mexico
lavished the interior of these edifices
with onyx columns, marble altars, sil-
ver chancel rails and gold taber-
nacles.

The woman worshipers in their man-
tillas and rebozas are in keeping with
