CROSS OVER

Over in 1Mkahsas a few days'j§
lago a well known secret order

had an installation of a new chief
by the name of Watkins, who
succeeded to the office by reason
of the sudden death of his prede-
cessor, whereupon the editor of a
local paper wrote a headline:
“Watkins Takes Obligation.”’ The
erudite printer set this headline
so that when it appeared in the
paper it read: ‘‘Wa tkins Tends
Alligators.”’

It so happened that Mr. Wat
kins did not have any alligators
to tend and judging by the edi-
torial apology which that Arkan-
sas editor made in his next issue,
Mr. Watkins was not especially
pleased with the manner in which
the paper handled the report of
his 1nstallation.

All of which brings to mind
the fact that type in the hands
of the printer who works me-
chanically without having his
mind on the copy before him, is
likely to bring most ludicrous
results.

For instance, a few vears ago
an Omaha society editor in de-
scribing a function given in one
of the exclusive homes of that
city, wrote: ‘‘The participants
were then regaled with dainty
ices, ete.”” The compositor, how-
ever, caused her to say: ‘‘The
party’s pants were repainted
with dirty ink.”

When the editor of the auto-
mobile section herein Amarillo,
a few days ago wrote a headline:
““Carload of Buicks Coming,”’
the typo set it toread: ‘‘Carload
of Bricks Coming.”’

The late Edward Rosewater,
editor of the Omaha Bee, was ex-
ceptionally critical, it 1s related,
as to the nature of every utter-
ance entering into the editorial
page. Mr. Rosewater frequently
wrote his own editorial leaders,
despite that it was his practice
to employ two or more high-sal-
aried editorial writers.

Mr. Rosewater was detamed
from the office (which was most
unusual, by the way) when one
of his editorial writers gave ex-
ceptional treatment to a local
topic and pending the arrival of
Mr. Rosewater, the foreman of
the composing room demanded
editorial copy and got it. The
writer by way of precaution pen-
ciled across the top corner of the
copy, just above the caption:
