2.3 INCHES RAIN ADDED
TO 30-DAY TOTAL

Great Part of West Texas Covered 
by Rain Within Last 

Week.

Last Monday Hog Market was 
the highest it has been at Fort 
Worth this year. Ten carloads 
of hogs sold on the market at 
$8.20. Bulk sold around $7.90.

Six carloads from south plains 
points were on the market that 
day. Of these six loads six 
brought top prices.

South Plains hogs are invaria­
bly fattened on a ration 
consisting principally of maize. 
G. S. Fraps. state chemist, of 
the A, &. M. College, says that 
maize is very little under corn in 
matter of feeding value. It is 
radically lower than corn in 
price- Hence its relative feed­
ing value is much higher than 
corn.

Teachers' Certificate Building
Process Made More Liberal.

Under a new ruling of the 
State Department of Education, 
Division of Examinations, the 
“Building Process" for raising 
the grade of certificates of 
teachers, comes under a more 
liberal construction of the law 
than has heretofore obtained.

Hereafter teachers need not 
serve notice when taking ex­
aminations, of the cancellation 
of former grades. For the pur* 
pose of building the applicant 
may take any of the first or per­
manent grade subject^ as many 
times as he desires and the 
highest grade will be counted in 
the compiled or final report. 
When the applicanthas complet­
ed to his satisfactionrthe build­
ing process he serves notice to 
the department, mailing all ex­
amination reports and the cer­
tificate on which he has based 
the building process, making the 
request tor the higher grade 
certificate.

This liberal construction of 
the law gives the applicant op- 1 
portunity to become more pro- j 
ficient in the subjects where the1 
gradp reports indicate a lack of j 
sufficient preparation.

Two and three tenths inches 
of ram was added to the thirty- 
day total of rainfall at Floydada 
last Thursday and Saturday 
nights. Two inches fell Thurs­
day night. Three-tenths Satur­
day. Close foggy weather pre- 
ceeded and followed the rains.

Beginning the 14th of Sep­
tember rains fell intermittently 
tor more than a week. Ten and 
one tenth inches fell during the 
spell. Two weeks of good 
weather followed and within the 
thirty-day limit more than twelve 
inches fell. The total since Sep­
tember 14th has been 12.4 in­
ches.

The last rain was general over 
the entire western portion of 
the state. Whether or not there 
is a great deal of damage de­
pends largely on the weather 
which may ensue-

Feeders Taking Big Supply
o f Cattle at K. C. Market.

Kansas City Stock Yards, Oct. 
18, 1915. Range beef cattle
closed last week 10 to 20 cents 
lower for the week, stockers and 
feeders, about steady, tat cows 
10 to 15 higher. Country de­
mand is exceptionally heavy, 
43,000 stockers and feeders 
bought here and shipped out 
last week, 75 per cent of the 
total cattle supply. Receipts 
today are 31000 head, containing 
a fairly liberal number of range 
cattle. Total supply at the lead­
ing markets is smaller^ today 
than last Monday, and the mark­
et on beef cattle is 10 to 15 high­
er in sonffe* cases. Country de­
mand is stronger, if anything, 
than last week, as prospective 
buyers begin to appsaeiate' the 
fact that heavy runs wili soon 
be over for this year. Choice 
panhandle yearlings sold up to 
$8.25 today, New Mexico yearl­
ings $7.75 to $8,00. and Colorado 
yearlings and twos at $7.70 and 
$7.75. These prices were paid 
for the best cattle, middle grades 
dropping down a dollar or more 
per hundred below these figures. 
Fat cows sold at* $5 50 to $6.50. 
some heifers $6.75. Colorado 
beef steers sold at $6.75 to $8.40. 
Receipts today contained nothing 
from points beyond Colorado, but 
good Idaho and Oregon beef 
steers are quotable up to $7.65, 
Sheep and lamb supply was 
12600, market steady. No good 
fat lambs were included, medium 
Colorados selling at $8.50, and 
some heavy Arizona lambs, 85 
lbs average, at $8.15. Fat ewes 
are worth $5.40 to $6.00, best 
fat weathers $6.50, yearlings 
around $7.00. Feeding lanbs are 
selling steady, the demand hav­
ing switched from heavy feed­
ing lambs to lighter weights, 
Some 51 lb Mexican lambs sold 
at $8.25 today, heavier feeding 
lambs $8 to $8.20. Feeding and 
breeding ewes continue in strong 
demand. Wyoming breeding 
ewes today at $6. to $6.50, and 
feeding ewes at $4.80 to $5,50, 
Moderate receipts are expected 
here, and stronger prices, buy­
ers particularly appreciating good 
to choice fat lambs.

With 28 points to 
grade, and 100 per cent as perfect 
the highest grade was 96 The 
lowest grade need not he men­
tioned. It was below 50. Some 
of the answers showed their 
authors to be much distressed at 
being disengaged from their x 
plus y and third year Latin.

If he 
does he will probably find that 
the knowledge of local affairs 
will have grown considerably 
In the interim judging from 
questions and comment from 
some of the student body.

Public Health
Chart Lecture

Floyd Co. School Children 
Learn more of Disease 

Prevention.

Through the co-operation of 
the State Board of Health with 
the State Board of Education 
charts covering a months course 
in the discussion of Preventable 
Diseases and methods of com-, 
batting them, have been for­
warded to County Superintend­
ent E. P. Thompson for distri^ 
bution among the schools of 
Floyd County. The apportion­
ment to this county is ten charts. 
These will be passed among the 
schools until each one will have 
had an opportunity fo the mon­
ths course in the study of Pre­
ventable Diseases.

Especial interest attaches to 
these charts from the fact that 
the message they carry is graph­
ically shown and the accom­
panying explanation is stripped 
of technical and scientific terms.

There are tengroupi or lessons. 
Each lesson is to have a period 
one day for study and a lecture 
by the teacher. The following 
day quizzes on the previous 
days’ lesson will be used.

BOLL WEEVIL DISPERSION and burned as sòòn as dry*

Northwest Texas and Oklahoma 
Farmers Urged by Department 

, to Take Precautions.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 11— 
The unusual storms of August 
and the very rapid multiplication 
of the boll weevil in Texas haye 
resulted in a tremendous move­
ment into northwestern Texas 
and Oklahoma. This movement 
is probably not yet completed, 
nor has it been entirely mapped 
out. The indications are that 
over half of the State of Okla 
homa is now (Oct. 11) infested. 
Information has just been 
received that the boll weevil is 
at Vernon in Wilbarger Countv 
Texas, and at Cache in Comman- 
che County and Minco in the 
extreme northern part of Grady 
County, Oklahoma. Unless im­
mediate measures are. taken by 
the planters throughout Okla­
homa and northwestern Texas 
it can be expected th a t the boll 
weevil will do some damage 
next year.

The Bureau of Entomology 
advises that the planters through 
out Oklahoma and the supposed­
ly infested sections of Texas 
begin immediately to pick their 
cotton and destroy the plants. 
By destroying the plants the 
developing weevils will be killed. 
Two methods of destruction are 

-available. If the plants can be 
plowed under to 4 or five inches 
this is the most desirable meth 
od of procedure, otherwise they

After destroying the plants 
preparation should be made for 
a winter cover crop and for a 
rotation of crops next year.

The weevil has maintained its 
position in Arkansas and has 
probably extended its area a 
little farther north in the west­
ern portions. The entire State 
of Missippi is infested, and the 
weevil is now known to be in 
McNalay and Hardin counties, 
Tenn.

This is the second time this 
court was hsld constitutional 
this law, while the supreme 
court, in the case of ex parte 
Mitchel, declared the law uncon­
stitutional at the last term.

The court ot criminal appeals 
today in a forty-seven page o- 
pinion held this law neither 
delegates the power to enact a 
law, nor the authority to sus­
pend a law, as was contended 
and held by the supreme court 
Judge Harper holds that this is 
a criminal and not a civil case, 
and in the event the supreme 
court again considers this ques­
tion, he hopes it will not adhere 
to its opinion in the ca^e of ex  
parte Mitchell.

“If the opinion rendered by 
them in ex parte Mitchell is to 
be adhered by that court," says 
Judge Harper, “ then many of 
the laws on our statute books 
must fail,"

stock raisers whose herds of hogs have been struck by cholera and 
their owner* profits Shrunk oyer night from ..profit to loss. In 
Collin County drastic action is threatened by the State Livestock 
Sanitary Board. Hog cholera prevention has been neglected thefe. 
The board threatens a quarantine from all markets. Other sec­
tions have been hit by cholera. i It has made its first appearance 
in sections as close as Cottle County, two counties to the east. No 
cases have yet been reported on the plains. The States Board 
says, however, that it sees no reason why hog cholera should not 
flourish m the plains climate.

Live stock men of Floyn County should be on the alert. Hog 
cholera should not be allowed to come to this county, Thorough 
activity to prevent its introduction should be exercised; available 
means should be at hand to fight it should it apnear.

Because we do not fear the danger of the financial loss from 
cholera in this section, is no reason we should fail to be alert to 
stamp it out if the unexpected does happen. Seventy miles is a 
short distance. Hog cholera is in striking distance of the plains.

JUST HOW TO CURE A COLD
A ll Depends, Some Physicians De­

clare, on How the Patient Ac­
quired the Complaint.

The proper treatment of a cold, 
according to many physicians, de­
pends in some degree upon the way 
the person has taken the cold. I t  is 
necessary to go back to the beginning 
of the illness,—to begin where the 
cold began.

F o i'‘instance, if one catches cold 
by getting the feet cold, say by going 
out with thip shoes, and getting wet 
and chilled, it is not Jhe cold but the 
long chilling that does the harm. 
TJhe best measure is to take a hot 
foot bath. The cold got in through 
the feet, so it should be driven out 
through the feet.

If one gets cold by exposing the 
back of the neck to a draft, resulting 

. in a lame back, soreness, cold and 
stiffness in the neck, then‘hot appli­
cations should be made to the beck of 
the neck.

If  the cold' is the result of general 
exposure and a lowering of the gen­
eral bodily temperature then a gen- 
erg] hot bath is good. This should 
be taken at night. (Drink a couple 
of glasses of hot water, get into the 
hot bath and stay there about half 
an hour.

Have'the bath hot enough to set 
up perspiration. I t may be as hot as 
one likes in the beginning, but when 
perspiration begins, lower the tem­
perature to about 100 degrees, and 
keep it there for about half an hour 
'more. Then lower it to about 95 de­
grees and stay in the bath another 
Lour. ' One may safely remain in 
;the bath two hours if suffering with 
¡a really bad cold.

Drink some more water at the 
close of the bath and go to bed. I t  
is well to drink just as much water 

' as one can.

GRAIN DOCKS AT ANTWERP
Plan Contemplates Concentration ®f

A ll C ity's Business of T h a t P a r­
ticu lar Description.

The “dock of the concentration” 
it Antwerp was, by the action of the 
city authorities just prior to the 
declaration of war, to have been a 
reality in 1916. The plan, conceived 
ten years ago, is to concentrate at 
one great dock all the grain barges 
which serve as warehouses and the 
floating elevators which furnish the 
business to Antwerp’s 300 grain 
houses. These elevators, with eight 
new ones voted last year, are twelve 
in number and are owned by the mu­
nicipality. They are pneumatic, 
With a lift of 100 feet, and one cares 
for a cargo of 5,000 tons in about 
three days, which formerly detained 
a vessel there for fourteen days when 
hand labor was employed. While 
hostilities may perhaps set the work 
back another decade, hope may he 
derived by Antwerp and other strick­
en cities by remembering how calam­
ity often has a most stimulating ef­
fect upon industry—as in such cases 
as San Francisco, Baltimore, etc.— 
Scientific American.

C. G Green, of Rockdale, Texas 
shows the plan that' has been 
worked out in one county:

“ 'Just a note about the int­
erest that we have in Milam 
County concerning spelling.

Valuab'e work in the control 
of orchard insects pests may be 
accomplished during Lie fab, 
winter, and early spring. Cer­
tain destructive insects are held 
in check only by spraving dur­
ing the dormant oeriod of trees 
when stronger washes may be 
used than when the trees are 
in foliage. Many insects of the 
orchard spend the winter on the 
trees in the egg, larval, or pupal 
stage, and their destruction in 
the course of pruning or other 
orchard work is practicable and 
is of much importance in keep­
ing them reduced.
Spray Dormant Trees for 
Scale insects and Plant Lice.

Orchard scale insects as a class 
are best treated after the foliage 
has dropped from the trees. 
This v;ork may be done in late 
fall, during the-Winter !when the 
temperature is abov« freezing, 
or in the spring beforeHhe buds 
swell to any extent: Spraying 
of apple, peach, pear, and other 
trees for the San Jose scale with 
strong lime sulphur or other 
suitable wash is now very gener­
ally practiced by orchardists,

and many persons owning but 
small number of fruit trees in 
the yard also regularly spray the 
trees for the control of this ser 
ious insect pest. Lime sulphur 
concentrate is used in spraying 
for the San Jose scale, and may 
be purchased of manufacturers 
or made at home, The com­
mercial article usually has a 
density 32 degrees to 34 degrees 
as registered on a Baume dydro- 
meter, and in preparing the con­
centrate at home effort should 
be made to secure a wash of 
about this density. Such a con­
centrate used at the rate of 1 
part to 8 or 9 parts of water. 
Only one treatment each winter 
is necessary to hold this pest in 
subjection, but the application 
must be very thorough, coating 
all parts of the twigs, limbs, and 
branches. This work requires a 
spray pump, and these mi>y now 
be obtained for wTork on almost 
any scale, and range in sizes 
from the so called bucket pump 
suitable for work on a few trees 
in the yard to the large gasoline 
power outfits employed in ex­
tensive orchards. More specific 
information on the San Jose 
scale and tfrfTpreparation at home 
of lime-sulphur concentrate will 
be found in Farmers’ Bulletin 
650.

Certain other scale-insect pests 
which mav be present on the 
trees, as the cherry scale, oyster - 
shell scale, etc., are also pretty 
well held in check by this an­
nual treatment with lime-sul­
phur wash. The treatment is 
also effective against the pear- 
leaf blister mite, which is usually 

jpresent on pears and in some 
localities is a very serious apple 
pest. Certain destructive apple 
plant lice winter in the egg stage 
on the apple, especially on the 
newer growth, and thorough 
lime sulphur spraying for the 
San Jose scale undoubtedly re­
sult in the destruction of many 
of these eggs, though the treat­
ment is not always sufficient to 
obviate spraying after the insects 
have hatched and the foliage is 
putting out. In the Middle and 
Southern States, where the win­
ters are not too rigorous, the 
wooly apple aphis often main­
tains itself in colonies here and 
there on apple trees, occuring 
more especially around wounds 
where the thinner bark is expos­
ed. The spraying for the San 
Jose scale aid in destroying these 
colonies. Spring spraying of 
peach as the buds are swelling, 
in addition to its destructive 
action on the scale insects men­
tioned, is also a very effective 
check to the so-called peach twig- 
borer, or peach worm, which is 
very destructive in California 
and numerous arid valleys in the 
West This spring application

leaf curl. In some sections of 
the country the pear Psyiia is a 
very serious pest to pears. The 
adults hibernate in crevices and 
cracks on the tree?, resuming 
activity with the first warm days 
in the spring. Spring spraying 
of pears for the San Jose scale 
has in addition a very marked 
value in checking the pear Psylla 

The so-called terrapin scale 
of peach, as well as Lecanium 
scales in general, are not satis­
factorily controlled by the lime- 
sulphur spray, but should be 
treated with strong kerosene 
emulsion, or with a miscrible 
(mixable) oil. This latter is a 
general term applied to several 
commercial preparations which 
are used at the rate of 1 part to 
18 or 20 parts of water. : 
Destroy Wintering Stages of 

Codling Moth and Leaf- 
Feeding Caterpillars.

In addition to routine dormant- 
tree spraying much eood work 
may be done in the control of 
orchard insects by operations 
during the leafless period. The 
codling moth, the cause of 
wormy apples, passes the winter 
in silken cocoons under scales: of 
bark, in crevices and in knot 
holes on the trunks and large 
limbs of the apple. Old trees 
especially should be thoroughly 
scraped with a dull hoe or similar 
instrument to destroy the hiber­
nating coddling-moth larvae.

The apple-tree tent caterpillar 
winters in the egg stage on var­
ious orchard trees, as the apple 
and peach, and especially on 
wild cherries growing along 
fences or on waste land. The 
eggs are placed in rather con- 
spicious dark-colored belts or 
bands around the smaller twigs. 
These are readily observed and 
may be collected and destroyed 
without much trouble during the 
work of pruning or at other 
times. Very effective work in 
the collection of egg masses has 
already been accomplished in 
regions where this insect has 
been exclusively abundant. In 
some instances it will be possible 
to enlist the- interest of school 
children, as was done in Michigan 
during the winter of 1913-14. 
Prizes were offered for greatest 
number of egg masses obtained, 
and the total collected in this 
work amounted to several mil 
ion.

The fall web worm winters in 
the pupal stage on apple and 
various other trees. The flimsy 
cocoon is easily recognized from 
the hanes of the caterpillar mix­
ed in with the loose silk. The 
cocoons occur in all sorts of 
sheltered places, as in crevices, 
knot holes, under bark scales, 
etc. They should also be search­
ed for in trash on the ground, 
under boards, in rail fences, and 
in similar situations.

Another insect of general feed­
ing habits is the white-marked 
tussock moth, which winters on 
fruit trees in the egg stage. The 
eggs appear as a frothy mass 
and are usually deposited beside 
the grayish silken cocoon from 
which the tireless parent moth 
escaped. It will be easy to col­
lect and destroy these pupae and 
egg masses.

Throughout the Middle West, 
and to a less extent elsewhere, 
the winter nets of the leaf 
crumpler are suspicious objects 
on fruit trees, especially quince, 
pear, and apple. The larvae 
winter in tough, horn-shaped 
cases to which are usually attach­
ed several dead leaves. These 
nests should be removed and 
burned to destroy the caterpillars 
within.

Goethals has just gone to Pana­
ma to tackle.

That is why he has withdrawn 
his resignation as governor of 
the Panama canal zone and be­
come "for an indefinite period 
simply Gen. Goethals engineer 
for Uncle Sam.

He is going to stay in the 
*‘Big Ditch,’’ until once and for 
all he has conquered the slides 
which time and again have 
blocked the Panama Canal both 
before and since its opening.

Practically single handed he 
is going to pit his knowledge and 
dogged determination against 
nature and the elements in one 
of the most troublesome spots, 
geographically speaking, per­
haps to be found in the world.

He has been brought to his 
decision by the iate slide one 
of the most serious experienced 
in the canal, which has tied up 
more than 100 ships and will 
keep the canal closed until Nov. 
1—and even longer unless Gce- 
thals adopts heroic methods to 
clear away the thousands upon 
thousands of tons of earth and 
rock.

From the time that the work 
of cutting a continent in two got 
well under way ‘"slides” have 
given untold trouble to the engi­
neers. The irregularity of the 
geological formation of the isth­
mus is the reason, for the “Big 
Ditch” is cut through “moun­
tains” consisting largely of 
sedimentary volcanic ash.

It is of varying degrees of 
hardness but only in a few sec­
tions is of the hardness that can 
really be called rock, in many 
places huge deposits of earth 
and rock of various consistency

Iresf on foundations of harder 
material. These deposits, as 
the excavating progressed, have 
simply skidded into the canal. 
In many cases surface water 
leaking in along the line where 
the varying formations meet act 
as a lubricant and thus “speed 
up” the slides.

The great nine-mile cut at 
Culebra where the canal plows 
through to the very bone of che 
continental divide has given the 
greatest trouble.

In 1911 engineers had to fight 
21 slides and at irregular inter­
vals up to the present one these 
have continued, whole mountain 
sides simply slipping into the 
waterway. Sometimes from a 
height of more than 500 feet 
above sea level.

The cut at Cucaracha in the 
Culebra district has giver; 'the 
engineers their greatest trouble. 
Night after night when the men 

> were racing to finish the canal 
| on time, as much debris would 
slide into the canal as could be 
shoveled out by thousands of 
men during the day.

In this one cut alone some 
2,722,164 cubic yards of mater­
ial had slipped into canal up to 
July of 1913 and all this had to 
be shoveled out again.

, writes an article entitled “The Mon­
ey Side of the War,” in which he 

; reveals many surprising facts. In 
1 tiie course of his article he tells as 
follows how international credit 

i “went to pot” overnight: 
i “On July 27, 1914, in the midst 
of the crash of security values on our 
stock exchange, $12,000,000 of our 
gold was exported. The next day 
Austria declared war on Serbia and 
in the ten days thereafter we sent 
$45,000,000 more gold out of this 
country. The war became general. 
Great Britain and most of the con­
tinental countries declared morato- 
ria. That meant internationally 
that these nations stopped paying 
their debtfc, but they could ask the 
other fellow to pay what he owed 
them. America, which did not de­
clare any moratorium, thus became 
the target for everything. We were 
the only people that declared them­
selves ready to pay cash.

“Sterling exchange continued to 
rise, and at one time soon after the 
outbreak of the war touched $7. 
This meant that, whereas ordinarily 
it costs us $4.865, we will say, to buy 
the equivalent of what £1 will buy, it 
then cost us $7. And if we owed 
£1,000 in London and had to pay it 
at once, it cost us $7,000 to do it, 
instead of, as ordinarily, $4,865.‘ 
Even at that it was almost impos­
sible to get any amount of exchange. 
Our vaunted international credit 
system, built up over a series of gen- 
srations, ‘went to pot’ overnight. 
Ocean transportation was violently 
disarranged. It was impossible to 
get bottoms wherein to ship; and the 
rates for marine and war insurance 
ran so high that manufacturers 
xmld no longer afford to ship.”

IM PERATIVE NEED FOR SISAL

Not a Soda Fountain Gas. but the 
Stuff Necessary to Make  

Binder Twine.

If the United States had not sent 
¡everal warships to Progreso, Y’uca- 
tan, to force the free exportation of 
sisal, which had been forbidden by 
Carranza, the American farmers 
¡vould now be in terrible straits.

Sisal hemp is .used to make the 
under twine for harvesting wheat 
and the farmers will need a lot of it 
this year for the bumper crop. Sisal 
is also grown in Java, East Africa, 
the Bahamas and the Hawaiian 
islands, but little has been exported 
from those places since the war be­
gan. It was therefore necessary that 
Carranza’s prohibition be brushed 
aside and that the free exportation 
of sisal be allowed. As soon as this 
began the exports for June, 1915, 
¡umped to 123,350 bales as com­
pared with 80,208 bales for the same 
uonth in 1914. In June, 1914, sisal 
vas bought for 29 cents (Mexican) 
per kilo, á kilo being about 2 1-5 
pounds, while in Juríé, 1915, the 
price paid for sisal was 104 cents 
(Mexican) per kilo. The tremen­
dous increase in price is due to the 
heavy demand for it, which is in­
creased by the fact that it is impos­
sible to import from Europe prod­
ucts that might replace sisal in mak­
ing binding twine.
