On the other hand, if you
were a manufacturer of a medio-
cre or inferior line of goods, it
is not likely that you would mark
your products in any way that
would enable consumers to trace
to your factory the responsibility
for their lack of merit.

Ration for Cattle.

The most profitable ration used
for fattening cattle at the A. &
M. College of Texas was compos-
ed of cottonseed meal and silage.
Builetins Nos. 153 and 159 issued
by the College treat of experi-
ments along this line, and are
of value and interest to all
stockmen and farmers. They can
be had by addressing, J. C.
Burns, protessor of Animal Hus-
bandry, College Station, Texas.

Balanced Ration For Hogs.

Prof. J. C. Burns, in charge of
the Animal Husbandry Depart-
ment at the A. & M. College of
Texas says ‘‘Molasses fed in lim-
ited quanity in a balanced ration
can be used with good results on
hogs.”’

‘“The proportions by weight
should be 5 parts rice polish, 1
part black strap molasses and 1
part cotton seed meal makes an
excellent fattening ration for
hogs. The meal should be soak-
ed in water about 24 hours in
order to sour it, then mix the
polish and molasses with it
affording a thick slop at the time
of feeding,

Hogs should receive as much
of the mixture as they will read-
ily clean up twice or tiree times
daily.

There is some risk in feeding
cotton seed meal, but the pro-
portions stated will not cause any
bad effects in the length of time
that will be required to finish a
bunch of hogs. Hogs do well on
limited quantity of meal up to
the point at which to prove in-
jurous to them.”’

The A. and M. College has
issued a pamphlet summarizing
the results of an extensive
experiment in feeding meal
to hogs which will be sent on ap-
plication to this department.’’

Kansas City, March 23, 1914,
‘Cattle receipts. here last week
showéd the customary shortage
of 5000 head from correspond-
ing week last y’ear, but the mar-
ket failed to act in azcordance
with this shortage, closing with
a small net loss. Fat grades
made up a fair share of the sup-
ply, and outside of some show of
strength Wednesday, killers act-
ed in line with tkeir statements

" that beef channels are clogged.
- Importations of Argentine beef
are considerable, and word came
Friday that the equivaient of
15000 cattle was being loaded
for New York, to arrive three
weeks hence. This and other
shipments promise to affect April
- beef markets adversely. Argen-
tine beef that sold in Chicago
last week corresponds to the
beef from native steers that sell
at $8 to $8 40. Prospects are
therefore better for steers that
sell above $8.50. Receipts to-
day were 8000 head, a consider-
able reduction from recent Mon-
days, and sales wezre largely
steady, cows higher in some
cases. Native steers have not
exceeded $8.80 in the last week,

Oklahoma steers 8.70, Colorados |¢
860. Bulk of the natives sell

at 7.75 to 8.60. Colorados today
_7.50 to 8.35, quarantine receipts
~ today only 19 cars, consisting
mostly of meal fed Texas steers
at $7 to 7.40. : Nothing is here
to compare with the $8.30 Okla-
homa quarantine steers here a
‘week ago. Stockers and feed-
ers sold some lower at the close
last week, and trade lacks dash.
Sales® are largely at $7 to 38,
‘with some cattle on either side
‘* .of that range, and the greatest
call is for stock grades. Hogs
are fluctuating on a slightly
higher plane thay a few weeks
_ago, several loads selling at 8.80
Friday, which is the high figure
for this year. The market to-
day is 5 lower than Friday, top
8.75, bulk 8.50 to 8.70.. Light
hogs are selling hetter than-a
short time ago, and occasionally
reach the top figure. Hogs ap-
parently have more latent
strength at this time than either

cattle or sheep.The sheep

market remains strong, but
lambs exhibit oceasional weak-
ness. Receipts have been run-

ning very light, but there is a

fair supplv today, 12000 head,
market steady on both sheep and
lambs. Heavy and . middle
weight lambs sold at the top to-
day, 7.70, medium lambs 7.35 to
7.65, five cars feeding lambs
