According to the Texas Farm
and Ranch Safety Council,
motor - vehicle accidents ac-
count for almost half of the fa-
tal, but only a fifth of the non-
fatal injuries to farm people
in the United Stateseach year.
In 1960, 11,300 farm residents
died from accidentsand 950,000
suffered disabling injuries. Of
the tota fatalities, result-
ed from traffic, and 3,300 from
work accidents..

A Job Well Done

This month, National Guard units from all over the nation
will be returning to their home communities following ten months
of active duty. We believe they deservea hearty "well done"
from all of us.

They were called, In the words of President Kennedy, "to
prevent a war, not to fight a war." The fact that Premier
Khrushchev's"deadline" over Berlin came and went without a
major incident is testimony not only to our overall military
strength but to the effectiveness of these Guardsmenas well.
In fact. Chancellor Adenauerhas said that, In his opinion, the
prime factor influencing the Soviet slowdown on Berlin was the
swift, decisive buildup of American forces.

It is difficult to recapture the emotions and tensions of last
fall, when the threat of war was a desperatereality. It seems
clear, however, that we were confronted with the gravest crisis
s.nce Korea.

It Is also diwicult to put ourselves in the shoes of the 66,000

Army and Air Guaidsmenwho were suddenly called; all of
them experiencedsome form of personal hardship, and for many
of them it was the second or third callup since 1940. Some had
t) sell their cars and homes or businesses. Some had to leave
their families behind Somehad to diop out of school. Thereare
no small saciifices when you are involved in them.

There were some complaints, to be sure. But they came
from a small, vocal minority and in no way reflect on the Guard
as a whole. The fact is that the Army National Guard units which
were mobilized brought 98.3 percent of their assigned strength
on active duty and the Air National Guard. 99 percent. In each,
case, this representeda sharp increase over the Korean mo--'

lization. Thus the vast majority of Guardsmen neither asked
n be releasednor complained aftei they were called up.

For ten months these Guardsmen provided essential strength
in being for both the Army and Air Force. Now, even if the crisis
hasn't entirely disappeared,the active forces have had time to
build up to more realistic levels and the immediate need for the
Guardsmenis, past.

And so they are returning home.

Tfyey have served America well and we salute them.
j
