“Floating’’ Teeth of Horses.

In reply to an inquiry concern-
ing horses teeth Prof. J. C.
Burns, Profssor of Animal Hus-
bandry A. & M. College of
Texas, says: ‘It often happens
that, even though horses are
getting a sufficient quantity of
the right kind of feed, they -do
not do well on account of-*bad
teeth. Theteeth should be ex-
amined at least twice a year.
Any sharp projections on -the
grinders should be removed by
the means of a rasp made for
this purpose. Many horses suff-
er a great deal due to sharp pro-
jections on the teeth. The re-
moval of the same by file or rasp
is called ‘‘floating’’. Unless these
rough projections are removed,
horses cannot masticate their
food properly, and therefore of-
ten remain thin and .fail to do
well. I would suggest therefore
that you examine your horses
teeth and and if they need float-
ing, it woule be well to call in
a vetermarlan, if you haven’t
it yourself.

Senate Joint Resolution,

To amend Section 7 of Article XI of
the Constitution of the State of
Texas, authorizing counties border-
ing on the Gulf of Mexico to build
sea-walls by adding Section 7a, so
as to authorize such counties to
build sea-walls and designate sea-
wall reclamation districts for the
protection of life and property from
storm overflow, and to build or con-
demn land for sea-wall and reclama-
tion districts, the county to have
State’s title to the roads and bay
shore line to low tide within the dis-
trict, and the right to issue district
bonds for acquiring and developing
the district and building the sea-
walls, and when district is devel-
oped as townsite to sell such por-
tions of the land as not not reserved
for public use by the county.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of the
State of Texas:

That the following amendment to
the Constitution of the State of Texas
be proposed to the voters of the State
of Texas for their adoption in accord-
ance with law, and that the Constitu-
tion of the State of Texas be amended
so as to add Section 7a of Article XI,
and that Section 7a of Article XI shall
read as follows, to-wit:

Section 7a. Where protection against
the waters of the Gulf of Mexico is
needed for protection of life, health,
property or the sea-wall, any county
bordering on the Gulf of Mexico may
acquire title to the land for said sea-
wall or sea-wall reclamation district
as designated by the County Commis-
sioners’ court by purchase or condem-
nation of all the land desired for sea-
wall and land for the sea-wall re-
clamation district from the sea-wall to
bay shore tide line boundary of the
property abutting on the bay, and the
State hereby cedes to the county, for
such district, for reclamation and gen-
eral uses of the district, the title to
bay shore lands in the district be-
tween the property tide line boundary
and the low tide line of the bay shore,
and any land in the reclamation dis-
trict that may have been retained by
the Republic of Texas of (or) the State
for roads when the lands adjacent were
platted and sold, and the county is
given the right to dredge in the bay or
in the gulf for fill for the district, and
right to sell the land when reclaimed
and laid off as townsite or otherwise,
and where condemnation is used to ac-
quire the land the proceedings to be as
under the Statutes for condemnation
for railroads, provided that the con-
demnation shall vest title in fee in the
county, and county may issue bonds
or other evidence of district indebted-
ness for acquiring the property, build-
ing the sea-wall, reclamation develop-
ments and all incidents thereto as ex-
penses of sea-wall and reclamation
district, with lien on land and such
terms -and conditions as county,
through its commissioners’ court may
deem best, and the county commis-
sioners’ court shall appoint two per-
sons who are owners of dand within
the district, and who desire to sell for
reclamratien and buy back from the
county )yhen reclaimed, who, with the
county “judge as chairman, shall con-
tinue a sea-wall reclamation district
commission, whose compensation shall
“be fixed by the court, and this com-
mission -has power to ke~all rules
and regulations for aﬁﬁal:ing the land
of district sea-wall building, reclaim-
in® and platting land of district, is-
suing bonds or other evidence of in-
debtedness for same, subject, however,
to all such rules, regulations and acts
of the commission being authorized
and approved and ratified by county
commissioners’ court. The district
must bear all expenses of sea-wall and
purchase of the land and expenses of
filing (filling) same and other ex-
penses, and the same shall not in any
way involve.the credit of the county
or be a basis for a tax by the county
on general lamds of the county unless
authorized by a vote of two-thirds of
the property taxpayers of the county
voting at a special election therefor.
It is further provided that any owner
of Tand in a proposed district may sub-
seribe and pay for the district commis-
sion, when organized, as a pro rata of
his land of thé expense of the wall,
reclamation, platting as town lots on a
basis of such area of land is to be the
whole land of the reclamation district
and sea-wall, and at any time before
the completion of the district may sur-
render the bonds and receive from the

Legislature.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of the

State of Texas:

That Section 1, of Article 3, of the
Constitution of the State of Texas be
amended to read:

Section 1. The legislative power of
this State shall be vested in a Senate
and House of REPRESENTATIVES,
which, together, shall be styled “The
Legislature of the State of Texas,” but
the people reserve to themselves
power, as herein provided, to propose
laws and to enact or reject the same
at the polls, and to approve or reject at
the polls any law, or any part of any
law,_enacted by the Legislature. The
Legislature shall provide by law for
submitting to the vote of the people,
upon the petition of 20 per cent. of the
qualified voters of the State the enact-
ment of laws and the approval or re-
jection of any law enacted by the Leg-
islature.

Be it further resolved, by the Legis-
lature of the State of Texas: That
the above and foregoing is proposed
as an amendment to the Constitution
of this State, and shall be submitted
to the qualified electors of the State of
Texas for members of the Legislature,
for their adoption or rejection as
a part of the Constitution of this
State, and shall be voted on by
such~ electors at the<regular elec-
tion for the election of officers to
be held throughout the State, on the
second Tuesday in November, A. D.
1914, and those voting for the adoption
of said amendment shal have written
or printed on their ballots the words:
“For the amendment to Section 1, of
Article 3, of the Constitution of the
State of Texas, providing for the initi-
ative and referendum,” and those vot-
ing against the adoption of said
amendment shall have written or
printed on their ballots the words:
“Against the amendment to Section 1,
Article 3, of the Constitution of the
State of Texas, providing for the initi-
ative and referendum.” And the fore-
going proposed amendment shall be
duly published once a week for four
consecutive weeks, commencing at
least three months before the election
at which it is to be voted upon, in one
weekly newspaper in each county in
this State, in which such a newspaper
may be published. The Governor shall
make proclamation of such election
upon said proposed amendment by
publication as aforesaid, and as re-
quired by the Constitution' and laws,
and the sum of five thousand dollars
($5,000.00) is now appropriated out of
any fund in the Treasury not otherwise
appropriated, to pay the expense of
making sueh proclamation and publi-
cation and holding said election.

We have been
complacent in the knowledge of
having the largest permanent
school fund of any state in the
Union.
facts calculated ‘‘to jar’’ our self
satisfaction and assumption of
excellence.

There are thirty-four states
which spend more per capita of
tolal population on their public
schools than does Texas: The
average for the United States is
$4.79; Texas spends only $2.99.
Forty-two states derive a great-
er per cent of their public school
revenues from local taxation than
does Texas. The average for
the United States is 74 per cent,
for Texas 49 per cent. The En-
cyclopedia Britannica says, ‘‘Tex-
as has the largest school fund
and the poorest school system.’’
Only one out of every five of
our rural school teachers have
had so much as a high school
training.

Let us faece the facts and ac-
knowledge that so far as educa-
tion is concerned we have not
yet emerged from the pioneer
stage. For instance, consider
this fact that above two-thirds
of our children have absolutely
no opportunity to attend a high

in the cities and towns.

5. A constitutional provision
for a2 minimum mill tax for the
support and maintainence of our
higher schools, including the
State Nurmal Schools, the College
of industrial Arts, the Agricul-
turial and Mechanical College and
the University of Texas,

The Conference for Education
in Texas recognizes these things
as fundamental and believes they
should be enacted into law or in-
corporated in the Constitution be-
fore much needed reform can be
secured.

A vigorous effort will be made
to hold an educational conference
or rally in every school dis-
trict in the state in October of
which fuller details will be given
later, to awaken and crystalize
public sentiment on these sub-
jects and select delegates to the
annual general conference to be
held later. )

The members of the governing
board and many of the teachers
of Texas have given for years
freely of their time, labor and
means to this great work. The
time has come for all to take part
in it.

These facts and this program
we believe will appeal to the for-
ward looking citizens of Texas.
