27 Per Cent of Tillable Land Un­
der Cultivation.

Only 27 per cent of the tillable 
land of the United States is act­
ually cultivated, according to esti­
mates of department of Agricul­
ture, based upon reports of 35,- 
000 correspondents. These re­
ports were obtained in order to 
gain information as to tillable 
area of the United States, the 
amount of land that can not be 
used for crops that have to be 
plowed but available for pasture 
or fruits, and the total number 
of acres that never can be used 
for agricultural purposes. From 
the returns, which were gener­
ally very consistent, preliminary 
estimates have been made for 
each State and for the United 
States. Further investigation 
in the Far Western States may 
modify somewhat the present 
estimate for those States.

The entire United States, ex ­
cluding foreign possessions, con­
tains about 1,900,080,000 acres. 
Of this area about 60 per cent, 
or 1,140,000,000 acres, is esti­
mated to be tillable; that is. 
capable of being brought under 
cultivation by means of the 
plow. This includes land al­
ready under such cultivation and 
that which in the future may be 
brought under cultivation by 
clearing, drainage, irrigation, 
etc.

Three hundred and sixty one 
million acres, or 19 par cent, are 
estimated to ba nontiliable but 
valuable for pasture or fruits. 
Only 21 per cent, or 399,000,000 
acres, was estimated to be of no 
use for agriculture, present or 
future.

According to the census of 
1909, the land area in crops 
where acreage was given was 
311,000,000 acres. This is about 
16 per cent of the total land 
area, or about 27 per cent of the 
estimated potential tillable area, 
of the United States, excluding 
foreign possessions.

In other words, for every 100 
acres that are now tilled, about 
375 acres may be tilled when the 
country is fully developed. In 
the development of the agricul­
ture of the country the land 
which was most easily brought 
into a state of cultivation, as 
the great Mississippi Valley, was 
the first to be brought into such 
use. Extension of tilled area 
will be at greater expense for 
clearing, drainage, irrigation, 
etc. The increased production 
of the future will be the result 
of increased yields per acre as 
well as extension of area.

While stopping in a small Tex­
as town not long ago, I over­
heard a remark, the significance 
of which impressed me very 
much. A prosperous-looking, 
middle-aged man casually state d 
to a local “ merchant: “ No, I 
am not in the market this year 
for any farm implements, as I 
am preparing to lease or sell my 
place and move to the city. My 
children are getting along, you 
know, and I feel that I should 
locate where educational facili­
ties are better than here.”  To 
the ordinary person this incident 
would seem most commonplace; 
in fact, similar conditions, no 
doubt, exist in many Southern 
small-town communities, but 
the cause for same should not be 
allowed to exist, and the reme. 
dy is to a large extent in the 
hands of those people residing 
in and around the towns.

It stands to reason that the 
town whose merchants are pros­
perous will afford a good mar­
ket for the products of its vicin­
ity, and the town whose buying 
and selling activities will natur­
ally afford ample educational 
facilities, thereby not only hold­
ing its qld residents, but offering 
strong inducements to contem­
plative newcomers.

The number of stores (and the 
financial condition of same) in a 
town depends entirely on the 
amount of patronage accorded 
the local merchants, and where 
all wants are supplied by these 
local mercantile establishments, 
the condition is governed by the 
law of ^supply and demand. 
Every dollar spent in your local 
stores benefits you as well as 
every other individual residing 
in your community, as a portion 
of that dollar will find its way

to some municipal development. 
It should require no argument to 
convince the most skeptical per­
sons that they are doing their 
community a serious injury 
every time they make a purchase 
elsewhere.

If a resident of some distant 
city should ask you for a dona­
tion to a fund to be used for the 
development of his city, you 
would, no doubt, refuse to com­
ply with his* request, with the 
explanation that you are inter­
ested only in the upbuilding of 
your own town and community 
and that he should confine his 
solicitations to his particular 
locality alone. You would be 
absolutely right in so doing, and 
your action in the matter would 
receive the endorsement of 
every light-thinking person in 
your neighborhood. In the very 
face of these facts, a certain per 
cent of small-town people accede 
to identically the same request 
above mentioned, but a little 
differently put; in fact, they 
make donations of this kind 
every time they make a purchase 
away from home, and when the 
articles wanted can be had to as 
good advantage in their local 
markets, there is absolutely no 
plausible excuse for sending or 
going away for them.

Every small-town merchant 
can, and should, offer merchan­
dise in his particular line as good 
as can be obtained elsewhere, 
and his prices should be the 
same.

There are many people living 
in our smaller cities and towns 
who prefer to shop in the larger 
city stores. Their impression 
seems to be that their local 
stores, being less pretentious, 
cannot give them as good values,

Huge Mud Lumps At Mouth of 
Mississippi,

The territory within a mile o£ 
two of each of the mouths of the 
Mississippi is characterized by 
large swellings or up heavals of 
tough bluish-gray clay, to which 
has been applied the name “ mud 
lumps.”  Many of these mud 
lumps rise just offshore and 
form islands having a surfadh 
extent of an acre or more and a 
height of 5 or 10 feet, but some 
do not reach the water surface. 
These mud lumps, in addition to 
being of importance because 
their effects on the channels 
Mississippi River, are also 
considerable purely scientific 
terest, for their development 
not included in the usual con­
ception of delta growth, and al­
though several theories have 
been advanced, their cause must 
still be regarded'as uncertain.

To an observer at the mouth of 
the river the idea that the re­
gion is a great dumping ground 
for a large part cf the United 
States is most impressive. The 
land is being built out into the 
sea at an estimated average rate 
of about 300 feet a year; in some 
places the rate is much more 
rapid than in others. In one 
place in Garden Island Bay the 
land appears to have advanced 
2,000 feet in the spring of 1912,

The mud lumps are commonly 
20 to 30 rods broad and stand 20 
or 30 feet above" the adjacent 
bottom. Their growth occupies 
from a few hours to several 
years and is usually irregular. 
Generally a mud lump rises in a 
few weeks or months to a height 
of 4 or 5 feet above the surface 
of the water. Then it remains 
quiet and is beaten down by the 
waves in the course of a few 
years. Many of them subside, 
however, and some disappear 
over night. Those that rise 
slowly are considerably worn be­
fore they stop growing, while 
those that rise more rapidly and 
i Protected places are capped by

laminated silt having a maximum 
thickness of 10 feet.

The stories » related by sailors 
and pilots concerning the mode 
of growth of the mud lumps are 
fairly consistent. One man, 
however, states that the growth 
of a mud lump was accompanied 
by a rather loud roar as it rose 
above the water, and another 
states that he once saw flashes 
of light rising from a mud lump, 
but these statements are very 
different from the great mass of 
testimony concerning the lumps, 
and it seems probable that they 
are not based on fact.

Among the most conspicuous 
and impressive features of the 
mud lumps are the mud springs 
that are active on many if not

all of them. The discharge from 
these springs consists of salt, 
watery mud, and gas—in fact, 
gas escapes at many places on 
the surface of the Delta of the 
Mississippi, the vents appearing 
to be most numerous and largest 
on and near the mud lumps, 
though the rate of flow rarely, 
if ever, exceeds a few cubic 
feet an hour. Gas rises in bub­
bles in all the mud springs, 
though its rate of issue varies.

It is considered by some scien­
tists that the mud lumps are 
produced by a gentle seaward 
flow of layers of semifluid clay 
under the land and the shallow 
water near the ends of the 
passes. The mud lumps appear 
to be the product of flow, be-

Controlling Hookworm in The 
South.

The annual report of The 
Rockefeller Sanitary Commis­
sion, with headquarters at Wash­
ington, indicates that as a re­
sult of the work done under the 
direction of the boards of health 
of eleven Southern states, 480,- 
651 persons were microscopical­
ly examined during 1913. This 
means that more than 1,573 per­
sons were microscopically ex­
amined for each work day dur­
ing the year; an increase of 60 
per cent, over the record of any 
previous years. In the central 
and field laboratories there have 
been examined to date 858,377 
persons. The number of per­
sons treated during the year is 
given as 186,277, an average of

616 persons treated f< 
working day; a reduction 
per cent, from the rect 
1912- Considering that 
number of persons exa 
shows an increase of 60 pe; 
and that the number of pc 
requiring treatment a redi 
of 14 per cent, these figure: 
significant. Of the 186,277 
sons treated during 1913, 6 
were treated and repprte 
practicing physicians, and 
960 persons were treats 
members of the staff. The 1 
number of persons treated 
date is 539,107. Infection • 
veys, based on the examina 
of a minimum of two hundred 
country children taken at random 
between the ages of 6 and 18 
years, have been made in 413 
counties. A total of 415,250 
rural children have been examin­
ed,1 an average of 1,005 per 
county. The percentage of in­
fection found among them was, 
for those examined prior to 1913, 
55 per eept; for those examined 
up to Dec. 31, 1913, 43 per cent. 
— a reduction of 12 per cent, in 
the degree of .infiction recorded. 
Sanitary surveys have been com­
pleted in 501 counties, based on 
the inspection of an average of 
478 homes to the county, a total 
of 189,586 homes inspected. Of 
these, 95,988, or 50 per cent, 
had no kind of a privy. Pro­
gress in sanitary reform is not 
as rapid as one might like to see 
it. It is encouraging to note, 
however, that although the cost 
of installing sanitary closets 
means a considerable item to 
the poorer families, improved 
closets are being built at homes 
and at schools.

Industrial Congress and Memor­
ial For Colonel Exall.

February 21 is Industrial Con­
gress Day at the National Corn 
Exposition in Dallas, when the 
annual convention, deferred 
from December 13, last, will be 
held, and the prize award of 
$10,000 for the best profits in 
the 1913 crop contest distributed 
to the winners. A program of 
interest to farmers and those 
concerned in better farming 
will be carried out during the 
day, consisting of addresses as 
follows: “ Some Things the In­
dustrial Congress May Do, ”  by 
Prof. C. P. Bull, of St. Paul, 
Minn., Secretary-Manager of 
the National Corn Exposition; 
•‘The Marketing of Agricultural 
Products,”  by Prof. Chas. B. 
Austin, of the University of 
Texas; “ Use of Silo in Saving- 
Drought Stricken Crcps,”  by 
Prdf. C. M. Evans, of A. & M. 
College; “ Boys’ and Girls’ Hog 
Clubs,”  by Messsrs C. C French 
and John A, Sia#or(R of Fort 
Worth; “ Baby Beef Clubs,”  by 

1 Hon. Ed R. Kone, Commission­
er of Agriculture, and Mr. J. 
Roog-Scott, of Coleman; “ The 
Elimination of Waste in Mar­
keting,”  by Hon, Clarence Ous- 
iey, of Fort Worth.

The memorial service at night, 
in the Fair park Coliseum, in 
charge of Hon, John H. Kirby, 
of Houston, will consist of the 
distribution,' by Governor Col­
quitt, of ¿he prize awards, fol­
lowed by a~serie§ of one, five, 
ten, and fifteen minute tributes 
to Colonel' Exall by prominent 
citizens.

Some suggestions have been 
made as to continuing the work 
of the Congress; one of these is 
to raise an endowment of $500,- 
000, the interest being used for 
prizes and expenses. Another 
suggestion is to charge contest­
ants an entrance fee to provide 
the prize fund, and still another 
is to have a great Henry Exall 
Memorial Society, with a mem­
bership fee of $2 open to every 
citizen in Texas, and to give the 
members in return for their 
subscription in 1914 a copy of 
the Henry Exall Farm Book and 
a memorial medallion; and in 
ensuing years the yearbooks 
and other publications cf the 
Congress. The difference be­
tween the cost of the farm book 
and medallion and the member­
ship fee will carry on the work if 
enough men ean be found who 
love the memory of Colonel Ex- 
all and desire to perpetute it in 
the way he would have chosen. 
Other plans, also, have been sug­
gested and will be considered in 
connection with Col. Exall’s work

Church Notes
Japan’s Largest Ship.

On December 14 the 1 attle- 
ship Haruna, a ship of 27,000 
tons, was launched from the 
Kawasaki dockyard in Kobe. A 
large gathering of representa­
tive men, including one mem­
ber of the imperial family, mem­
bers of the cabinet and leading 
officers of the army and navy, 
were present at the launching 
Count Matsukata, the president 
of the dock yard company, said 
in his address that this was a 
notable event in the history of 
Japan for several reasons. For 
one thing this is the largest 
battleship ever built and launch­
ed in Japan. For another thing, 
99 per cent of the materials used 
in its construction were from 
Japan. This latter statement 
must be taken doubtless in a 
somewhat qualified sense, but 
even so it is one that commands 
our attention as an illustration of 
the progress of Japan in the 
material arts.

Only a few years ago Japan 
ordered all her warships, locomo­
tives and other machinery from 
abroad. Later she began con­
structing from imported mater­
ials, and now she has entered on 
a third stage in which she plans 
to make her own ships and loco­
motives.

Sewing Circle in the Jungle.
Sixty native women of Untas- 

sa, Africa, have acquired the 
mysterious art of using a needle, 
reports Miss Mullikin. They re­
gard it as a great achievement. 
Many more tried to learn and 
failed, for their patient, willing 
fimrers were old and long stiffen­
ed by toil.

These women with many young 
girls have actually made gar­
ments for themselves and their 
children. They have also been 
initiated into the mysteries of 
the modern laundry, so that they 
not only make and mend their j 
clothes, but also keep them 
washed and ironed.

Ft. Worth, Texac, Feb. 12.— 

A telegram was received to-day 
by the Cattle Raises Association 
of Texas, from its attorney, S. 
H Cowan, who is now in Wash­
ington, announcing that the pro­
posed increases of freight rates 
on shipments to Northwestern 
States from Texas and New 
Mexico were ordered suspended 
by the Interstate Commerce 
commission. These rates would 
have gone into effect at midnight 
and would have meant an in­
crease of from $10.00 to $15.00 
per car on spring shipments from 
Panhandle a n d  New Mexico 
points. The protest of the Cat­
tle Raisers Association of Texas 
was filed by Judge S. H. Cowan 
and means a great saving to the 
cattlemen of Texas and New 
Mexico as the Northen buyers al- 
vrays consider the cost of trans­
portation before mi mg pur­
chases.
