Judge Browning
On Pool Hall Law

Holds Law Valid and Denied
Injuriction Writ in Clar-
endon Suit.

Clarendon, Tex., Aug. 29.—
An interesting phase to a test
fight on the pool hall law was in-
jected by opinion of Judge J. N.
Browning of tke Korty-seventh
District Court here, when writ
of injunction was denied plain-
tiffs in the case of P. Lyle &
Eiker vs. Pat Logan. et. al.

Lyle & Eiker were operatore
of a pool hall here, and were
rut out of business-by the result
of an election held in Donley
county August 14 to determine
whether or not pool halls should
be prohibited such being author-
ized under a law enacted during
the regular session of thirty-third
legislature. The proposition to
prohibit carried by a vote of
practically three to one.

Lyle & Eiker bad paid their
city, county and  state tax as
pool hall owners prior to the
election. They at once brought
petition for injunction -against
Commissioners court, to restain
them from canvassing election
returns announcing result, alleg-
ing in their petition that the law
was unconstitutional and void on
several grounds.,

Judge Browning heard the pe-
tition and decided - that while
there was some doubt as to the

validity of the law, it did not sof

clearly appear as to authorize
the injunction writ demanded.

The plaintiffs appealed, and
the case will be heard before the
Court of Civil Appeals, which
oppens its session the first Mon-
day in October.

The plaintiffs were represent-
ed by Attorney H. B. White,
while County Attorney W. T.
Link appeared for the bommlss-
ioners court.

The result of the appeal will
be awaited with keen interest.—
Amarillo News.

The coals of Texas oceur in
three of the gelogic systems, the
Carboniferous the Cretaceous,
The Carbon-
iferous coals are bituminous in
character and are tound in the
north central part of the State,
in an area covering approximates-
ly 11,000 square miles. The pro-
ductive portion is confined to the
central part of the field. The
principal mining operations are
in Eastland, Palo Pinto, Erath,

Wise, and Young counties, The
Cretaceous coals occur in the
southern part of the State and
are mined near Eagle Pass, in
Maverick County. These are
also classed as bituminous coals.
Lignite beds of Tertiary age ex-
tended entirely across the State
from the eastern boundary at
Sabine River in a south-westerly
direction to the Rio Grande. In
the southwestern extremity,
near Laredo, in Webb County,
the jignite merges into a coal of
higher grade, and the Webb
County production is classed as
bituminous. The development
jof the lignite resources of Texas
began in the last decade of the
last century, and the sdvent of
gas producer, in which lignite is
found to serve excellently, is
giving a future impetus to pro-
duction. The output of lignite

in 1912 reached nearly 1,000,000
tons.

Men skilled
in trading may feel ecapable of
instricting the farmer in the art
of cheating nature, but the far-
mer knows that Mother Earth
will not be deceived. The pro-
blems of agriculture are as
serious as the multiplication
table and they cannot be solved
by agricultural magicians making
miracles to order or by seek
ing marketing through faith,
hope and charity. Itis a cold
business proposition,

The farmer can only be helped
through common sense and co-
operation. - The farmer is able
to get about on the farm, but he
ioses his way ‘in the market
places and it is there he needs
assistance.

Too MANY ORGANIZATIONS.

There are too many agricuitu-
ral associations. The mania for
organization is causing confusion
of effort and a wasting of energy.
Everybody, including ths govern-
ment, wants to organize the
farmers, and if the farmers join-

ed all the associations, read their
literature and attended their
ordinances, he would have no
time to plow. It is passing
strange that our state legisla-
tures will appropriate thcusands
of dollars, much of it to be used
in organizing agricultural associa-
tions in localities where the far-
mers are already thoroughly
organized, and ofttimes business
men’s associations send out
emissaries to organize the farmer
and at best they can only hope
to duplicate existing organiza-
tions. The farmer does not
need organization as much as co-
operation and plans should be
formulated by which the govern-
ment can effectively co-operate
with associations which the far-
mers have organized, and busi-
ness men should co cperate in
their efforts with regular far-
mers’ organizations.

GOVERNMENTAL CO-OPERATION,

The recent appropriation of
$50,000 by the Federal govern-
ment for marketing, followed by
an appropriation of $15,000 by
the Texas Legislature, and with
other states giving consideration
to marketing problems, renders

‘book,

governmental agencies in solv-
ing the market problems.

The farmer is always inclined
to look a gift horse in the mouth,
but the government is his, and
in accepting the good offices of
government he is taking his own
money and utilizing his own
agencies. Every voter who gets
garden sced from his Congress-
man knows there is power in
government and can realize how
important it is to find a market
for the products.

In taking hold ot marketmg
the goverument is tackling the
blggest business proposition of

any age or nation and one that
will require the combined efforts
f all the powerful agencies of
civilization. The producer must
thoroughly orgzaniz:, the rail
roads, express agenczies, parcel
post and all gigantic forces in
commerce must be swung around
the proposition in an orderly and
harmonious manner, and govern-
mental assistance is necessary in
order to develop working plans.
THE TrxAs WAY.

The nation can learn many
lessons of importance in co-oper-
ation from the people of Texas.
We are the first state in the
Union to appropriate money ex-
clusively for the study of mark-
eting plans, We are the only
state where the bankers are
financing the distress cotton at a
low rate of interest; our Legis-
lature has passed a warehouse
bill making cotton certificates
negotiable and as good as gov-
ernment bonds, the first of its
kind to be placed «n any Statute
We are the first to ar-
range touse the express com-
panies as a medium of distribu-
tion between the producer and
consumer.

We have organized co-opera-
tive gin companies, owned ex-
clusively by farmers and operat-
ed-in their interests; we have
established a Central Selling=-
Agency for cotton with facili-
ties for handling the 1913 crop,
and otherwise afforded assistance
to the producer in the sale of
his products.

These results have been
brought about, in the main, by
the business interests co-operat-
ing with the Farmers’ Union in
their work. The farmer ecannot
be helped until he organizes,
and the goverrment cannot help
the farmer except through or-
ganization.
