The Menace Of Wood Alcohol.
The wide-spread discussion 

which followed the series of 
deaths in Berlin as a consequence 
of the drinking of liquors con­
taminated with wood alcohol has 
again attracted attention to its 
poisonous character. There has 
been considerable difference of 
opinion as to whether the poi­
sonous effect of this substance 
is actually due to the alcohol it­
self or to some impurities, which 
are almost invariably present in 
all except the most refined pro­
ducts. There is a scarcity of 
facts regarding the actual be­
havior of wood alcohol in the 
animal body, so tha t the under­
lying causes of its extremely 
poisonous character are by no 
means clearly understood.

Vv ith respect to ordinary grain 
alcohol, the component of our 
alcoholic beverages, the facts 
are better understood. Ordinary 
alcohol is, when taken in mode­
rate quantities, rapidly burned 
up in the body, This fact has 
been demonstrated by numer­
ous experiments. With wood 
alcohol, however, the case seems 
to be different, according to the 
recent investigations in the In­
stitute for the Fermentation In­
dustries at Berlin. It has been 
shown that when wood alcohol 
is administered to animals it 
may not be eliminated complete­
ly even at the end of two days. 
The repeated ingestion of con­
siderable doses of wood alcohol 
may lead to a dangerous accumu­
lation thereof in the body. 
This factor has heretofore not 
been duly appreciated. These 
subtle dangers associated with 
the use of wood alcohol deserve 
wide-spread notice because of 
the increasing danger of its un­
suspected entrance as an adulte­
rant of the cheaper grades of 
distilled liquors and certain 
medicinal products. The insati­
able demand tor cheap liquors 
among certain of the degraded 
classes, says the Journal of the 
American Medical Association, 
and the difficulty with which the 
admixture of the inexpensive 
wood alcohol is detected provide 
a constant temptation to the 
unscrupulous dealer and a 
menace to the health of certain 
classes. However objectionable 
adulteration may be on general 
principles, it becomes far worse 
when some subtle danger is 
harbored therein.

Element Of Personal Injury 
Claims.

Consideration should be given 
rnd an effectual remedy applied 
co the present practices with 
respect to the payments made 
for the settlement of personal 
injury claims, which imposes 
unequal burdens on Texas rail­
roads as compared with rail­
roads of other states of the Un­
ion. On any basis of compari­
son the amounts so expended by 
the railroads of Texas exceed 
by two or three times, similar 
payments made by lines outside 
of the state. As illustrative of 
the existence of such condition, 
Table No. 7 shows that for the 
year ending June 30th, ¿910, 
the railroads in Texas were re­
quired to pay out of - every ope 
hundred dollars earned, two dol­
lars and forty-nine cents, as 
against only eighty cents by the 
lines outside of the state, or, to 
more indelibly impress you with 
this unequal tax on your rail­
roads, we state that if the same 
conditions outside of Texas had 
prevailed within Texas during 
the fiscal year 1910, the pay­
ments made by the Texas roads 
would have amounted to only  ̂
seven hundred sixty thousand’ 
dollars, as against the actual 
payment of two million three 
hundred sixty thousand dollars, 
In other words an excess pay­
ment of over one million six 
hundred thousand dollars.

It has never been charged, so 
far as we know, that payments 
for personal injuries in other ; 
states were not adequate or fair. 
If they are adequate and fair in 
other states, it necessarily fol­
lows that they are excessive and 
unfair in this state, because 
statistics show that the railroads 
of Texas are operated with as 
much safety and efficiency as in 
other portions of the Union.

1 — ^xcess payments for per­
sonal injuries in Texas, as com* 
pared with the other states of 
the Union, can only be'-account­
ed for upon the theory that the 
juries and courts in this state, 
heretofore, have been disposed 
to award and sustain large 
judgments on alleged causes of 
action which would be totally 
rejected in other states. To 
illustrate, a person may receive 
an injury in Texas, and in a 
suite for damages for such in­
jury, the issue may be as to the 
liability of the railroad, and a 
jury will award large damages 
to the complainant upon his un­
supported testimony against an 
overwhelming array of witness 
from the same class ot people 
as the complainant and of equal 
credibility. Whereas, Mf the 
suit was between sueh complain­
ant and the county, or some oth­
er individual, the same jury 
would deny a recovery to the 
complainant upon the |theory 
that the great weight of the 
testimony, of witnesses of equal 
credibility, was against him. 
This is unfair, and is not as it 
should be. The people in the 
end pay the judgment against 
the railroad, and they should not 
be forced to pay it unless the 
same jury, on the same charac­
ter and amount of testimony, 
would be willing to award a 
judgment against their neigh­
bor. It is now conceded by the 
most thoughful person, that 
reasonable compensation should 
be made to all employees suffer­
ing serious injury, and to the 
families of those killed while 
engaged in railroad worx.

The employes of a railroad, 
while primarily engaged and 
paid by the railroad company, 
are in fact engaged in a service 
for and are paid by the public. 
Compensation to the injured and 
to his family, if his injuries re­
sults in death, is somewhat in 
the nature of a pension, not al­
together unlike a pension paid 
by the government to a soldier, 
or to the family of a • deceased 
soldier for injuries or death oc- 

irring while in the discharge 
his duty.
In the case of a pension paid

by the government, the actual 
payment is made by the United 
States Treasury, but the money 
from which the payment is made 
is contributed and furnished by 
the people who pay the taxes 
and tariff duties. The payment 
to a railroad employee, or his 
family, for injuries or death oc­
curring while in the discharge 
ofihis duty, is primarily made 
by the Treasurer of the railroad 
company, the money from 
which the payment is made is 
contributed and furnished by 
the people who pay freight and 
passenger rates.

It is the purpose of the gov­
ernment to be fair with the men, 
and the families of the men, 
who suffer loss or damages 
while engaged in defending the 
honor and existence of the gov­
ernment; and it is generally 
conceded that these purposes 
are fairly and adequately ac­
complished.

We submit that it would not 
be unfair to railroad employees 
for the railroads to give to them 
the same consideration and 
treatment that are conceded to 
the men engaged in the hazard­
ous duties of defending the hon­
or and integrity of our govern­
ment. Exorbitant pensions are 
not paid, because to do so would 
be placing an unjust burden 
upon the people who furnish 
the money to make such pay­
ments. Likewise, exorbitant 
compensation should not be 
made to employees or their fam­
ilies, because the money for 
making such payments is al­
ways furnished by the people at 
large.

We think, therefore, that this 
fact should be constantly kept 
in mind in framing and passing 
a law, providing for compensa­
tion to injured employees. 
Otherwise, the burdens on traf­
fic will grow to be unbearable.

It is generally conceded that 
the enactment of a railroad em­
ployee's compensation law will 
result in an incraase in the gross 
amount paid out by the roads 
in the entire United Statesr. It 
is thought, however, that it will 
have an opposite effect in Tex­
as, where such payments are 
already abnormally large, and 
that so far as the Texas roads 
are concerned, the gross pay­
ments under such a law will be 
less than at present. However, 
under the operation of such a 
law, injured employees ought to 
receive a greater net sum than 
at present, as the entire amount 
would then be paid to the em­
ployee, and not divided between 
such employee and his attorney. 
While payments on account of 
personal injuries in this state, 
have been abnormally large, it 
is thought that not much' more 
than one-half of the amounts 
paid are actually received by the 
injured employee, or the families 
of employees who are killed 
while in the discharge of their 
duties; the balance going to 
lawyers and to expenses.

We favor a national instead of 
a state compensation act, but 
whether sueh a law is provided 
by national or state authority, 
the utmost care and the govern­
ment’s best ability should be 
employed in the enactment 
thereof.—Address Prepared by 
the General Managers Associa­
tion of Texas, and Delivered at 
a meeting of the Texas Welfare 
Commission.
