Fourth class mail is extended
to include anything and every-
thing that is not now included
in the first, second, or third
classes; provided the packages
do not weigh more than eleven
pounds, nor measure more than
seventy-two inches in Iength
and girth combined; and provid-
ed they arenot of a shape or
character to injure other mail
matter or to become spoiled be-
fore delivery in a reasonable
time. This is practically the
whole substance of the bill ex-
cept as to rates, which will be
discussed presently. It can be
readily seen that it is an -easy
matter to regulate the size and
weight of packages to be ad-
mitted; but to decide just what

is perishable within the reason-
able period required for delivery
and what is likely to injure oth-

Additional pounds start at three
cents and increases one cent for
each additional zone, except the
sixth and eighth, where the in-
‘crease is two cents. For small
packages and short distances
these rates are much cheaper
than present express rates and
cheaper than the present rates
for fourth class mail. But, for
parcels of ovet five pounds, and
distances over 1000 miles, they
closely approximate the usual
express charges, and for the
larger parcel and longer dis-
tances exceed them.

Express companies do not
seem to be worried over the
matter, as it will probably de-
prive them of but a small part
of their most undesirable busi-
ness.

Present express rates, too, are
now being considered by the
Interstate Commerce Commis-
siop and may be materially re-
duced on the smaller packages.
The Post Office Department also
has power to modify the propos-
ed Parcel Post rates, and it is
not unlikely that a gradual re-
duction will be made just as
was done with general postage-

The Foraminifera.

A little piece of chalk tells an
interesting history. To the un-)
assisted eye it looks simply like}
a very looseand open kind of
stone, but if it is ground down
so thin that one can see through
it—until it is thin enough to be
examined with a magnifying
glass—it will be found to be
made up of very minute granules,
embedded in which are innu-
merable bodies, some smaller
and some larger, but on a rough
average not more than a hund-
redth of an inch in diameter,
having well-defined shape and
structure. A cubic inch of some
specimens of chalk may contain
hundreds of thousands of these
bodies. Each of the rounded
bodies is made up of a number
of chambers, communicating
freely with one another. These
oddly shaped bodies are of vari-
ous forms, but one of the com-
monest issomething like a badly
grown raspberry, being formed
of a number of nearly globular
chambers of different sizes con-
gregated together. They are
the calcareous shells of Foram-
inifera.

The beds of the oceans are
covered to a great extent with
mud, embedded 1n which are
millions upon millions of skele-
tons of Foraminifera—animals
of the simplest imaginable des-
cription. A foraminifer is, in
fact, a mere particle of living
jelly, without defined parts of
any kind—without mouth, ner-

arms and legs. Yet this crea-
ture is capable of feeding, grow-
lng, and multiplying; of separat-
ing the small proportion of car-
bonate of lime which is dissolv-
ed in sea water; and of build-
ing up’ that substance into a
ac-
c,ording“to a pattern which even
the skilled artisan of the present

day would find difficult to imi-

‘tate.

-Some of the Foraminifera are
known to exist only in the great-
est depths; others that float on
the surfacee shower the bottom
with their minute shells as death
comes. Most of the Foramini-
fera of the present day are mi-
croscopice, but in a few species
the shell attains a diameter of
an inch or more.

In the study of geology the
Foraminifera are of great inter-
est, as they are found in all the
formations, from the oldest to
the newest, and in many places
they make up the chief part of
great rock masses. Examples
may be cited in the Chalk Cliffs
of England, the nummulitic
limestones of Egypt, and the

Silurian beds of Russia.—U. S.

A New York Market For Bonds :

Of Texas Cities.
The law governing the 1nvest-
ments of the savings banks of the

State of New York forbids invest-

ment in bonds of a city in a
State which since Januerj;l,
1861, has.repudiated any of its
debts or defaulted in th8 inter-
est thereon. In the administra-

tion of this law up to September
of this year the bonds of Texas
cities have been excluded as ine-
ligible, the New York officials
assuming that Texas has since
the outbreak of the Civil War
repudiated some portion of her
State debt. In order to disprove
this assumption a history of the
State debt since 1860 was _need-
ed. A New York bond house
which was seeking a market for

'the bonds recently issued by the

city of Dallas turned to the Uni-
versity of Texas for the needed
history, after efforts to secure it

|elsewhere had failed. Dr. E. T.

Miller of the University- was
able to furnish an account of

the financial history of Texas,
and the results of his study were
such as to show that the only
repudiation by Texas was of
debt authorixed during the period

of secession and which was made

compulsory by the amendment
to the Constitution of the United
State adopted in 1868.
