The second extreme view
that must be ruled out is that
men are totally free. This Is an
abrupt denial of God. It denies
His Providence, His love, His

..Kingship, His authority. There
is no God if He has no control
over the destinies of His uni-
verse and His creatures. Any
Christian will testify that God
works in his life, exercising a
determining influence. All of
His desires for men are good.
We are saved by God's grace
. . . which means that we arc
savedbecause of God's attitude
toward us, His concern and
love for us. Without a doctrine
of predestination, there would
be no salvation. It is because
of His plan and purpose for
men that they should be saved,
that JesusChrist was sent into
the world

The only way that a Christian
can view his condition in the
world is the biblical one: that
God has determinedwhat shall
happen In the world, but in
such a way that man is left a
moral agent with freedom of
choice, responsible for his acts
This has always been the po-

sition of our church. There Is
no possible deviation from this
view within the realm of Chri-

stian thought.
John Calvin, one of the great

teachersof our church, is often
quoted by persons who have
abvlously never studied him, as
teachingthat man has no free-
dom. Vet, one of the prominent
chapters of his famous "Insti-
tutes of The Christian Reli-
gion" (Chapter XIX) is en-

titled "Christian Freedom." He
refers to It as a consideration
of prime necessityfor all Chris-
tians. Many sect groups have
been formed becauseof ignor-
ance qf what this great theo-

logian had to say; even today
I hearhim irresponsiblyquoted
erroneously by men who should
know better. '

Every Christian Church holds
a doctrine of Predestination,
whether they come to know It
or not.
