Damage Suit Industry Flourish, 
ing.

Austin Texas, Nov., Three 
million dollars in personal injury 
claims were paid out by Texas 
railroads during the twelve 
month period ending June 30, 
1912, according to the reports 
of thirty two of the leading 
Texas lines. This breaks all 
records for any single previous 
year and brings the total up to 
$28,425,000.00 for personal in j ury 
payments during the past twenty 
one years or since the creatipn 
of the Railroad Commission. The 
amount of claims per mile of 
line operated has increased from 
$25.00 in 1891 to $180.00 in 1912, 
which is equivalent to 620 per 
cent. The gross earnings dur­
ing this period show an 'increase 
160 per cent and the total mile­
age has increased only 75 per 
cent. Personal injury claims in 
1912 represented 2.60 per cent of 
the gross earnings of that year

and the average for the 21 year 
period is 2.05 per cent. The 
personal injury payments for 
1912 exceed the total claims paid 
during the first six years exist­
ence of the Railroad Commission 
by $438,000.

Ohio, New Jersey, Washington 
Oregon and other states have 
paid heed to the damage suit 
industry in a practical manner 
and a recent investigation of a 
Wisconsin legislature revealed 
the fact that only $18.00 out of 
every $100.00 paid for personal 
injuries in that state, reached 
the pocket of the injured.

J. T. Bynum of near Wake,

River Water Used Eight Times.
Power can be developed upon 

many surface streams and ap­
plied to the recovery of the 
water of the streams after it 
has sunk into the earth in the 
lower lands of the valleys. An 
instance of this character ac­
cording to the United States 
Geological Survey is to be found 
along Santa Ana River in south­
ern California. A part of the 
water of this river is stored in a 
reservoir in the San Bernardino 
Mountains and the flow of the 
stream is thereby regulated. 
After it escapes from the res­
ervoir it is diverted through a 
power plant and electric power 
is generated. Below this power 
plant it is rediverted and pass­
ed through a second power 
plant. Below this it is all dis­
tributed and used for municipal 
purposes and irrigation about 
Redlands and Highlands. The 
waters that return from the 
irrigation are recovered in 
springs and flowing wells and 
by pumping plants, a portion of 
the power developed higher up 
on the stream being used for 
the pumping. This recovered 
water is used for irrigation 
about San Bernardino and River 
side. A part of it reappears in 
the river above Riverside Nar­
rows, where it is again taken 
out into a power ditch whose 
waters are returned to the river 
above Corona. A few miles be­
low it is picked up by canals and 
distributed to the orange and 
deciduous groves about Anaheim 
and Santa Ana. The portion of 
it that returns there, by irriga­
tion, to the ground is once 
more recovered by the many 
pumping plants and flowing- 
wells west of Santa Ana.

A single drop of water m its 
progress from the mountains to 
the sea, a distance of only 100 
miles, may thus be used as 
many as eight times for power 
and irrigation.

The custom of merchants de­
corating places of business for 
the holiday trade is a most 
hazardous one from a stand­
point of fire. The decorating 
of churches and school houses 
for Christmas trees and other 
means of entertainment is also 
dangerous. The promiscuous 
use of fire works is at all times 
a menace to life and property.

For the purpose of trying to 
impress upon the public the 
need for care throughout the 
last two weeks of December, 
the Department calls attention 
to the following important sug­
gestions contained m the Holi-' 
day Fire Bulletin issued by the 
National Fire Protection Asso­
ciation:

Stores, Churches and Bazaars: 
Holiday fires in these while fill­
ed with people are usually holo­
causts, Light, inflammable de­
corations make fires easy to 
start and easy to spread, A 
match, a gas flame or an electri­
cal defect may do it.

Watch cigar, cigarette and 
pipe smokers. Do not permit 
them to “ light up”  inside 
buildings. Do not make the 
slightest change in electrical 
wiring without consulting elec­
trical inspector.

Warnings For The Home: 
Every year in America many 
children are burned to death by 
fire from Christmas candles. 
Do not decorate your Christmas 
tree with paper, cotton, or any 
other inflammable material. 
Use metallic tinsel and other 
non-inflammable decoration's 
only, and set the tree securely 
so that the children in reaching 
for things cannot tip it over. ! 
Do not use cotton to represent 
snow. If you must have snow 
use asbestos fibre.

Trees on Highways.
The Texas Lanb & Develop­

ment company, as agent for the 
owner, has ordered 25,000 sale 
cedar trees, which will be plant­
ed along the highways border­
ing their properties. This tree 
is very successful in Arizona 

where it is 
said to grow from six to ten 
feet the first year without irri­
gation. There are no trees in 
the plains except those that 
have been planted. This move 
will stimulate a general tree 
planting on the part of all pro­
gressive citizens of this section.

Perhaps the most advantage­
ous action taken by these big 
capitalists to this part of Texas 
is the installation of a 640-acre 
experiment farm within a mile 
of Plainview. Here the most 
efficient and modern irrigated 
truck, fruit and general farm­
ing will be demonstrated and 
new crops suited to this section 
propagated. While this experi­
ment farm will be primarily for 
the interests of the company, 
still much needed knowledge 
will be disseminated from it 
throughout the plains country. 
A. M. Kruger, an expert horti­
culturist and truck grower, will 
have charge of the fruit farm­
ing and trucking department. 
The general superintendent of 
agriculture, J. W. Longstreth, 
was for many years in the ser­
vice of the United States depart­
ment of agriculture, where he 
had charge of irrigation investi­
gations, his territory being 
mainly Kansas and Oklahoma. 
He will have charge of the ex­
periment farm. Mr. Longstretin 
will also be the general superin­
tendent of all the farms being 
developed by the Pearson inter­
ests, and his advice and super­
vision will be free to the pur­
chasers of this land from the 
Texas Land & Development com­
pany or its tenants.

Factories and Railways.
There are also plans contem­

plated for a beet sugar factory 
for Plainview in the near future, 
it having been demonstratod 
that sugar beets do exception­
ally well here and yield 18 par 
cent sugar. As a result of the 
coming of these big developing 
interests, other railroads and 
factories are headed this way. 
Five million dollars worth of 
land has been bought in the 
plains country within the past 
twelve months, the majority of 
this capital coming from out­
side states.

It ' possible to realize the

immense advantage obtained by 
having Dr. Pearson and his 
associates manifest their confi­
dence in the vast Plainview 
country. There was a time, 
only a few years ago, when ten 
acres of grass were required for 
the sustenance of a steer, in 
this section. When the farmers 
came to the plains, from 100 
acres upward were needed to 
support him under dry farming 
methods. Since the 60,000 acres 
owned by these capitalists alone 
is siated to support 30,000 peo­
ple, it will be seen how the in­
coming of modern irrigation 
methods will increase the popu­
lation of this country. While 
in some portions of the great 
plains the water supply is too 
deep to be economically handled, 
still there are more than 600,000 
acres in Hale county alone where 
the lift of the centrifugal pump 
will not range beyond seventy 
feet, and it is much beyond that 
figure on the company’s holdings. 
The cost of pumping this water 
is less than $1 per acre foot. 
It is usually estimated that one 
acre of irrigated land is worth 
three or four acres in the rain­
fall belt, and thus the real val­
ue of the impetus to irrigation 
furnished by the Pearson inter­
ests may be readily recognized.
