The Forth Worth & Denver South
Plains Railway has completed not

only the largest railroad construction |

in Texas the past 10 years but also
set a new record for fast construction.

Stretching out over 204 miles of
practically all virgin territory insofar
as contact for railroad is concerned,
the new line affords this section ef
West Texas an opportunity to grow
and develop into one of the richest of
all the Southwest. 3

Through its parent companies, the
Burlington System, the Colorado and
Southern, and its clogely associated
relative, the Fort Worth and Denver
City Railway, the new line has a con-
tact with the outside transportaion
world which affords Texas and this
new territory unlimited expansion op-
portunities.

The Burlington System, to which
the Fort Worth and Denver City
Railway, the Colorado and Souphern,
the Wichita Valley Railway and the
new line belong covers the richest
traffic fields of the United States,
with over 11,000 miles of steel rails.

While completing the work in rec-
ord time, the Fort Worth and Denver
South Plains Railroad has had to deal
with difficulties heretofore mnot en-
countered in railroad construction in
Texas.

Two of the three tunnels in Texas
have been built by the new line. From
an elevation of slightly more than
1.800 feet at the Estelline end, the
_ road eliuihs to an elevation of more
than 3000 to 3600 feet at points South
Plains, Texas and west located on top
of the “Cap Rock.” The construction
was completed in less than two years

from the time it was started, Decem-'

ber 20, 1926.
History of Growth

Looking backward for a moment
we find that the Fort Worth and Den-
ver City Railway, from which the new
line has grewn, was chartered bv a
special act of the legislature in May,
1873, but it was nine vears later be-
fore the first link—35 miles—from
Fort Worth to Decatur was complet-
ed.

Slowly but steadily the road pushed
forward—62 miles to Bowie was com-
pleted in July, 1882, Wichita Falls,
114 miles was reached in September.
T883. to Harrold. 144 miles. in 1885, to
Vernon. 163 miles, in 1886, to Claren-
don. 276 miles, in October 1887, and
to tha state line »t Texline, 453 miles.

* on January 26, 1888.

Throuch service from Fort Worth
to Denver was inaugurated March 1.
1888. Thus it is seen - that modern
methods marking for speed  can ac-
complish far better construction in far

- better time.

The Wichita Valley Railroad., from
Wichita Falls to Sevmour. was built
in the @arly 90’s. Later followed con-
struection of the line from Sevmonr to
Stamford and from Abilene to Stam-
ford. Still later the line was extend-
ed from Stamford to Sour. Dickens
Countv. Tt was not until 1923 that
the Wichita Vallev was ¢ evtended
norhward from Wichita Falls to
Waurika. Oklahoma, which is just
acrnss Red River from Texas. In
1925 the Fort Worth and Denver Citv
Jine was extended eastward from Fort
Worth to Dallas. :

The groun of roads in Colorado and
Texas comvosing the Colorado and
Southern Svstem has an aceresate
mileage of abont 2.000. of which ahout
onz-half is in Texas alone. Consolida-
tion of lines comvposing the Colorado
and Southern System was effected in
1890.

Originally the lines were known as
the Union Pacific, Denver and Gulf,

which was but an arm of the Union
Pacific, one of the first transcontinen-
tal trunk lines. :

The Union Pacific was reorganized
and the Colorado and Southern was
formed as the parent company, with
the Fort Worth and Denver its arm
in Texas. Later the Wichita Valley
was added to the group.

Through purchase still later the
Colorado and Southern .obtained / an
dlitlet to the Gulf of Mexico. This
was effected by joint purchase with
the Rock Island of the Trinity ' and
Brazos Valley Railroad.

Burlington Its Parent Road

Watching over all these various
roads and branches is the Burlington
System. And through an alliance the
Texas and Colorado lines are afforded
uninterrupted service to and from
the Northwest over the Great North-
ern and Norhern Pacific, two great
roads within themselves.

It was through the efforts of the
Burlington System that consruction
of the Fort Worth and Denver South
Plains Railroad was made possible.
The Burlington System saw the pos-
sibilities of this territory heretofore
untouched to a large extent by a rail-

road.

the Fort Worth and Denver City at
Estelline in Hall county the new line
extends southwest 69 miles through
Parnell, Tampico and Turkey in Hall
County; through Quitaque in Briscoe

County; throngh South Plains and
Sterley in Floyd County; thence
southwest 54 miles to Lockney and

Petersburg to Lubbock. &

From Sterley another main line of
the new road runs west through
Plainview in Hale County and thence
northwesterly to Dimmitt in Gastro
County. A branch line ‘extends 20
miles northward from Sterley to Sil-
verton in Briscoe County.

First business over any part of the
new road was handled November 1,
1927, when a full line of carload
freight rates to and from all points

noticeable on every hand, and to the
foundation that we are laying for the
development of the best and most re-
liable farming section of Texas to-
day.

The development of the South
Plains, and the Shallow Water Belt,
has been hampered in the past be-
cause of the inadequate transporta-
tion facilities in this part of the coun-
try, and Floyd county in particular
has been isolated from the world by
reason of only a short spur-line of
railway was available for trnsporta-
tion facilities, and it was necessary to

farmers are now paying their living
expenses from the sale of cream, eges,
and poultry, and every day more pure-
bred milch stock are being brought in-
to the county and placed on the farms
of the county. The abundance of feed
raised here each year makes it *vorth
while for the farmers to disve. .iry,
raise chickens and turkeys, milk pure-
bred cows and raise more hogs and
sheep, and the farmer has woke to re-
alize that the profit derived from this
kind of farming is far greater than
any profit that can be had from rais-
ing the major crops like cotton and
wheat. When the acreage in this
county is cut so that farms will be
of smaller size then truly this coun-
try will come into its own, and all
crops wil be sure things everv year.
In the Lockney country we are blessed

gets its products off of the Llano Es-
tacado or Staked Plains, yet this
county is today the most advanced di-
versified farming county in the entire
Western part of the state, and with
the added railway facilities brought
to us by the Fort Worth & Denver
South Plains Railway and the Quanah,
Acme and Pacific Railway, and the
serveie we are getting from the
branch line of the Panhandle & Santa
Fe, we can now reach the world’s
markets with our production at a
much lower freight rate, . in much
better time, and can compete with the
sections of the country in the agricul-
ural line that we have never been able
to cope with before.

We say truthfully, but not boasting-
ly, that there is no country known to
us in the whole werld that surpasses
tural purposes. In the section of
which Lockney is one of the chief
cities the soil is from three to six
feet deep, and is. of the very richest
texture that is to be found on the
globe; to this rich soil is added an
abundant supply of the very best
water that can be found, testing 99.6
per cent pure, and the supply is suf-
ficient to irrigate every acre of land in
the county at 'a mnominal cost for
pumping and is to be found for irri-
gation purposes from 60 to 80 feet
below the service. The climate is
such that practically all crops that
can be grown in the Temperate Zone
are abundantly grown in this section
of the country.’ Lockney is in the
belt of country where cotton and
wheat overlap, and small grains of all
kinds are grown. This means that
every farmer has three chances ‘to
make a crop every year. As is well
known by the visitors on the Special
Trains, as they are Texans, we have
lean years and good years in all parts
of Texas owning to rainfall received
and that is ju_st where this particular
section of the country proves it is
the best agricultural section of the
state—here if we have insufficient
rain fall in the fall and winter months
to raise a good wheat crop, in the
spring the farmer can plant his cot-
ton and feed crops and make a good
turn off his lands, if the season is
sufficient to raise both wheat and
cotton crops in one year, he has a
double crop for revenue, there are
very few sections of Texas that can
boast of the fact that they can raise

pos In the Lockney country a
vegetables, truck crops, strawberries,
fruits, etec., that can be grown in this .
kind of climate can be raised in an
abundance, and in most cases out pro-
duce the famous truck farming sec-
tions such as the Rio Grande Valley
and Southern California. With small
tracts of land under truck farming
and under irrigation this county will
grow by leaps and bounds, and as
the biggest item in this development
has been accomplished, when we re-
ceived adequate transportation faeili-
ties, we look for the country to quick-
ly become one of the leading truck
farming countries of this nation.

Land values in the Lockney coun-
try have never been high, and plenty
of good farming land is still available
at a reasonable price. Land can still
be bought in this section at a price
ranging from $40 to $100 per acre,
according to location, and every acre
is good land and will produce the very
best of crops. Floyd county has not
overlooked the important items that
oo to make a good citizenship, and
today we have twenty-five of the best
brick school buildings to be found in
any county in Tewas, and of this num-
ber twenty-one of these brick build-
ings are in the rural communities of
the county. Most any place in Floyd
county is within a mile or two of one
of these mice brick school buildings,
where the children of the farming
population can receive first class
rural educational instructions, and
where community centers are estab-
lished that tend to make of the pop-
ulation of our rural communities the
very highest type of civilization that
can be found.

THE GRAIN SORGHUMS—A GIFT
: To the Pioneer

‘To milo maize, kaffir and the re-
lated grain sorghums crgp may be
attributed the fact that they are the
surest erop that can be planted upon
the South Plains of Texas.

Because of this sureness together
with their wonderful food value to
cattle, hogs, and poultry, milo maize
was one of the first crops to be plant-
ed on the Llano Estacado.

Even though the average cattleman
did not welcome the farming industry,
hardly a ranch could be found that
did not have-its “pacth of feed.”

Since the advent of the farmer, the
culture of the grain sorghum crop has

" increased year by year. The product
is now shipped to the feeding centers
of the nation, thus

establishing a;
steady market at all times, and plans’

are underway to place the grain sorg-
hum market on an international basis.

Dairying, hog raising, cattle feeding
and the production of poultry and
poultry products are the factors that
have made the grain sorghum ecrop of
prime importance. Already, many
mills throughout the state are using a
large amount of the grain in the prep
aration of balanced feeds for the
above mentioned industries. The
Plains farmey, takes a lesson from the
professional féeders and is now pre-
paring his own product for his own
use and the result is clearly seen in
the increased production of both dairy
and poultry products.

Every Ytar G<.)od Crops of Feed are Raised in this Country

THE LOCKVIEW DEMONSTRA-
TION FARM

Situated exactely halfway between
I :kney and Plainview, in the heart
of the Shallow Water Belt, the Lock-

view Demonstration Farm was estab-
lished in the Spring of 1928 by the
Lockney and Plainview Cotton Oil
Mills.

Due to the location, it is the aim of
the management of the farm to dem-

onstrate the practicability of'irriga-
tion in the culture of = staple crops,
the profitable production of dairy and
poultry products, together with the
economical feedir}' ‘of livestock, con-
suming the native grown feeds supple-
mented with the cotton seed products
from the mills.
Two inefficient irrigation plants
were-on the 240 acre tract when pur-
chased and it is the plan of the man-
agement to equip the pumps with
modern engines using natural {gas,

supplied from the Amarillo fields, as

fuel. 3
Practically the entire acreage will
be planted in staple crops, however,
experiments will be made on small
plats of untried crops. Cattle feed-
ing will be one of the major features
in the farm program, thus necessitat-
ing ample pasturage at -all times.
About 25 acres of temporary pasture

will be planted each year.- Sudan
and wheat comprise this crop in the
summer and winter respectively.

In an effort to produce the most
economical results from the farm, the
crops will be rotated year after year
to prevent the deterioration of the
soil. Small grain land will be sowed
with a cover crop immediately after
harvest, this crop to be plowed under
while green. The following year, this
land will be planted to cotton follow-
ed the next year with grain sorghums.
The alfalfa will be left for five years,
then plowed under and this soil will
be given a place in the regular rota-
tion.

This program produces a three
year rotation of wheat, cotton, and
grain sorghums, with a cover crop
plowed under one time during each
three year period. A large number
of different crops make up the diver-
sified program.

Modern buildings, both for the man-
ager and necessary laborers will be
built. Ample facilities will be ar-
ranged for caring for the
used on the farm.

Sufficient machinery and work stock
will be provided for the production of
the various crops. Great care will be
taken, however, to keep the invest-
ment and expenses of operation at a
minimum figure consistent with ef-
ficieney of operation. In short, it is
the aim to establish such a plant as
can be duplicated by any fairly well-
to-do farmer, and which over a period
of years will pay a fair dividend on
the investment.

A unique arrangement of plans is
that the mills expect the manager of
the farm to spend a large portion of
his time in constructive demonstra-
tion work among the farmers, co-op-

Foreign capital invested in perma-
nent improvements in Floyd county
during 1927 and 1928 will give the
needed momentum to start the great-
est era of development ever under-
gone by a West Texas county, accord-
ing to financiers of this section.

Among the major investments, the
construction of 88 miles new rail line
in the county giving two outlets to
eastern markets is probably the most
outstanding. Besides the savings in
freight rates, the new rail line inter-
sects the territory in such a manner
as to make the average haul from the
farm to market only six miles.

The development of an efficient
system of transportation paves the
way for other utilities and indus-
tries. Public utilities companys have
been eager to install a net work of
gas, electric and phone lines in this
section. Every city of consequence in
the county now have efficient power
and telephone connections while two
of the cities of the county have ac-
cess to natural gas. Besides the do-

mestic consumption, the gas com-

pany expects to furnish their product
as .fuel for irrigation in the Shallow
Water Belt.

Private capital has followed the
public servants into the territory.
One of the most modern cotton oil
mills in the South is now in operation
at Lockney. A cotton compress of
large dimensions is now under con-
struction at Floydada. A large sand
and gravel plant is nearing comple-
tion in northwest Floyd county. Sev-
eral gins and elevators have been
built during the past year.

Keeping pace with the rapid indus-
trial development, citizens of the
county are progressive in their at-
titude. Five modern rural schools
have been erected during the past
two years. Modern church buildings
are the order of the day. Citizens of
the county expect to vote bonds for
paving the Lee Highway on Dec. 1st,
of this year.

Business leaders say that the agri-
cultural prosperity is the basis of the
development completed and underway.

ALFALFA

Alfalfa culture in the Shallow
Water Belt of Floyd county dates
back to the inauguration of the large
irrigation project during the year
of 1912. The adopting of a diversified
farm program also lent impetus to
alfalfa growing and the crop was
soon considered as a major money
producer. Practically every farm in
the irrigated district had a small acre-
age in alfalfa and the shipments in-
creased very rapidly. Hog raising
and cattle feeding soon came into its
own and the farmers fed the crop in
the field, thus saving the harvest;
costs. Floyd county was generally |
known as a large producer of alfalfa!
but the condition changed. Many of
the irrigation wells were abandoned
due to the high cost of fuel oil and
price conditions were unfavorable
after the war. .The only proven fact

be successfully grown in Floyd coun-
ty if irrigated. The conditions
changed again: a gas line is laid
through the heart of the shallow wat-
er belt, and several farmers are now
preparing to irrigate their soil as
experiments have proven that irriga-
tion will be successful with the utili-
ization of cheap fuel.

The increase in the number of dairy
cattle, hogs, beef cattle, sheep, and
poultry bids fair to cause a very
large acreage of alfalfa to be planted
within the next five years. As many
as five cuttings have been harvested
by farmers in this county.

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Cotton Scene in Lockney

FLOYD COUNTY A COTTON
PRODUCER
24,901 Bales In 1926

Floyd county has taken the lead in
the cotton culture of the South Plains.
One of the first gins erected:on the
caprock was built in Lockney. Each
year there has been an increased
acreage planted in the “fleecy staple”
even though prospects were good for
a large acreage all over the south.
The climax of Floyd county cotton
production was reached in 1926. 24,-
901 bales were produced for a very
low market. New methods of har-
vesting were devised and as a result,
the leading cotton men of the county
say that a profit can now be realized

on ten cent cotton grown on the
plains. Since 1926, the farmers of
this section have decreased their cot-
ton acreage in proportion to the
amount planted in other crops. Like
wheat, cotton is still regarded as a
major part of the program of diver-
sified farming, however, the Floyd
county farmer is not dependent upon
this erop for his livelihood. It is now
regarded as a cash profit crop, as
the other factors in his farming pro-
gram produce the living for he and
his family. Besides the cotton pro-
duced on Floyd county soil, Lockney
is now a large shipper of first and
sccond cut linters.

Developm‘ent of Irrigation in Shallow
Water Belt Will Cause'This Sec-
tion to Rival ¢he Rio Grande
Valey in the Production of
Garden Truck

Judging from reports of success
along poultry raising, dairying, hog
raising and other similar achieve-
ments, Floyd county will soon be the
mecca of farmers from all parts ™ of
the United States.” However, there

is still another industry that is_not so
much advertised, but shows even a
greater profit than those above men-
tioned. That industry is best illus-
trated on the farm of L. P. Cox, nine
miles west of Lockney, in the shallow
water belt.

Mr. Cox has a three-fourth acre of
land upon which he has a vineyard
that nets him an average of $400 per
year. This vineyard is watered by

two small wells pumped by use of a

walking beam operated by a small\
gasoline engine. Cox states that
there is very little expense attached
to his pumping plant and that the|
land upon which his vineyard is lo-
cated is the best paying portion of
his farm, taking into consideration
the small amount ofi money he has in-
vested. :

There is also a ten-acre garden lo-
cated one mile south of Lockney that
is irrigated from one large windmill.

Upon ' this plat, the owner, M. S.
Lusby, plants practically everything
that 1is usually termed as garden

truck. His strawberry pateh is the
retreat for all of the hungry people
of Lockney and his garden is famous
for the quality of vegetables grown
there. g

His “ranch” as he callg it, is an il-
lustration of the wonderful prdouctiv-
ity of which this section is cavable.

These two instances are the mere
starting point of a great vegetable
and canning industry, according to
the most progressive people of the
county. There is now an urgent need
for a canning plant at Lockney.

Many people are of the opinion
that as soon as the farmer further
diversifies his crops, just that soon
will a greater change take place than
th- one that has already placed the
farmers of the Lockney section on &
sound financial basis.

While professional feeders of live-
stock continae to prosper by utilizing
native grown grain sorghums, the
average South Plains farmer takes a
lesson and is now seeking to become

a manufacturer in the sense that they ||

will utilize their own raw products,
and the section once ruled by the cat-
tle baron may again be termed the
“feed lot” of the south.

The latest experiment is presented
by E. W. Thomas, manager of the
Lockview Farm, located nine miles
northwest of Lockney. Thomas has
purchased four hundred wether lambs
that he will fatten out on the products
of his farm. Besides saleable feed
that will be used, Thomas hopes to
convert the stalk fields and weeds in-
to cash and at the same time graze
his wheat so short that freeze damage
will be improbable. At the time of
the purchase, the lambs weighed an
average of 72 and 4-10 pounds. For
the first forty days they will be pas-
tured on the stalk fields and winter
wheat. The pasturage will be supple-
mented with 1-4 pound of cotton seed
cake per day, per head. At the end of
the forty days the lambs will be plac-
ed in a feed lot where they will l?e
fattened on ground hegari and kaffir
bundles together with a small ration
of cotton seed meal until the average
weight equal 100 pounds.

All feed is to be charged for at the
market price and an effort will be
made to determine the value of the
stalk fields that are usually a total
Joss to the average farmer.

that are ¢ -idenced on every hand. In
the Lockiy country today the sur-
face has ‘ust been scratched in the
developmeant of this vast. territory
along the lines of agriculture and
manufacturing.

Less than sixty per cent of the land
in Floyd county is under cultivation
today, yet this county produces more
crops than any other county on the
Plains. The farms in Floyd county
are still large, and the farmers to a
great extent farm bodies of land in a
‘kaphazzard way, using big ' machin-
ery, planting tremendous acreages to
wheat, cotton and feed crops, and as
the: saying goes. “Farm all the land
they can ride over.” This means poor
cultivation, and the letting of the rich
soil they are blessed with take care
of the production of the crop. Each
vear from 100,000t0120,000 acres of
wheat are planted in the county, 60,-
000 to 100,000 acres of cotton, and a
like acreage to feed crops. These
crops as a general rule are merely
planted and gathered, and very little
cultivation is used in making the
crops, as each farm acreage is large
and the attention along the lines of
cultivation is very light in order for
the farmer to look after the vast
amount of land he has under cultiva-
tion. When the acreage is cut into
smaller farms, and there are more
farm houses, accupied by good farm-
ers in the county the production per
acre will be double what it is at the
present time. The cutting up of the
large farms into smaller ones is be-
coming more pronounced each year
and the production of the county is
growing each year accordingly. The
past five years has witnessed quite a
change in the farming system of

_ Floyd county, and today the farmers

are in a far better shape financially
and have less money borrowed’'from
the banks than ever in the history of
the county, and this reason is contrib-
uted to the fact that today Floyd
County is selling more poultry and
dairy products than ever before in
its history, and the farmer is becom-
ing aware of the fact that there is
more money to be made on smaller
diversified farming than there is to be
made on large acreages. The wheat
crop has been in the past the predomi-
nating crop of the Plains, but in re-

cent years the cotton acreage has
grown to a point where it is a con-
tender for firstplace, however, the

crop that makes the farmer the most
money, and is always a sure crop on
the Plains is the feed crop. As the
country is cut into smaller farms the
‘wheat and cotton crops will decrease
in acreage, but by proper cultivation
will probably be just as large in bush-

els and bales each year, but the feed
crop will continue to remain large,
and will be the dominating crop for
diversified farming. The smaller
crops such as alfalfa, truck patches,
and vegetables of all kinds, will grow
rapidly with the reduction of the sizes

tarm, and the country will be-
come more prosperous and the devel-
opment be speeded up, as with smaller
and diversified crops the poultry and
dairy industry will grow by leaps
and bounds, as this is a natural cli-
mated country for this industry. The
South Plains of Texas are destined to
become the greatest dairying section
of the United States because of its
climate, soil, and water for here the

| season is open to the dairy farmer 12

months out of the year, where in the
intensive dairying section - of the
United States—Wisconsin—the sea-
son is open only five months out of
the year, and dairy stock must be
sheltered’ and stall fed the other sev-
en months of the,year; here grazing
is good the year round and feed is
raised on the farm sufficient to take
care of the feeding needs of the dairy
herd. The same applies to poultry, as
there is no place that offers healthier
conditions and better feeding and
grazing for poultry than does the
South Plains, of which Floyd county
today leads all this section in the pro-
duction of poultry products.

Irrigation on the Plains

The section of country around
Locknew is blessed with being situated
in what is known as the Shallow Wat-
er Belt of the Plains. Here the water
tests 99.6 per cent pure and there is no
limit to the supply, . and it can be
found ot a depth, for irrigation pur-
poses, from 60 to 80 feet benefith
every foot of land in the western half
of Floyd county, and it is only a mat-
ter of time until this entire section
will be cut to small acreages and be
farmed intensively along the lines of
dairy, poultry, and truck farming,
where small acreages stch as from
twenty to forty acres, will be put
under irrigation and families will
make good money from the production
received from such farms. Today
there are many 160 acre and larger
places, irrigated in this section, but
the crops raised- at this time are
wheat, cotton, and feed crops, which
have proven the value of irrigation en
the Plains, in most all cases the irri-
gation land producing from twice to
three times as much as the dry farm-
ed land.

Deep Rich Soil

Possibly there is not a country in
the whole world that can boast of a
deeper or richer soil than the Plains
country. The soil in Floyd -county
ranges from three to six feet in depth,
and is underlaid with a eclay sub-soil
or ‘“hard-pan” that makes the ground
retain moisture longer than most any
other section of the country. Time

has proven that it does not reciuire a
very heavy rainfall in this section of
the country to raise a good crop.

The rainfall here over an average of
20 years has been a little more than
twenty-six inches per annum, and this
is sufficient to take care of all the
farming needs, when it:is distributed
out during the planting and growing
seasons. Irrigation is generally used
in this country as a crop insurance,
as it is not necessary to irrigate very
often in order to raise the very best
of crops, but the fact that the water
is here, and can be used when needed,
is one item that should appeal to
every farmer and business man inter-
ested in locating in_Texas. As a gen-
eral rule the most of the rainfall re-
~ceived oh the Plains comes; in  the
fall, when the wheat planting season
s on, and in the spring and summer
when the planting and growing sea-
son for cotton and feed crops is on.
‘This i not a one crop country, here
‘we have two distinctive planting and
harvesting seasons. Wheat is planted
in the spring-and harvested in the
fall; this means that we have two
separate harvest seasons each year
from which the farmers reap a bene-
fit, as well as the merchants have two
real business seasons of the year, and
as a general rule this proves that

these two harvest seasons overlap
each other. This is one feature that
is true in the Lockney country, where
wheat and cotton overlap, that cannot
be saidsof many states in the Union,
and makes this one of the most pro-
fitahle farming sections, as to the
south a few miles the country can de-
pend oh cotton and generally raises
that one crop, and to the north the
country depends on wheat and raises
only wheat.

The soil of the Plains country is
deep and rich, no such a thing as
using fertilizers here is necessary,
and the depth of the soil is such that
no such thing as a farm being worn
out is' known or will be known for
years to come.

All crops that can be raised in the
temperate zone thrive in the Lockney
country. Grapes, as fine as those
from Southern California and with a
better flavor are grown on the Plains,
and in time this crop will take its
place in the markets as a product
from the Llano Estacado of Texas, all
over the shallow water belt grapes
produce in an abundance. Tht finest
celery produced in the United States,
surpassing California and ' Southern
Texas celery, is raised in this immed-
iate section of the Plains. All such
carden crops as asparagus, sweet and
Trish potatoes, lettuce, spinach, to-
matoes, ete., growe very prolific here,

i and compare in flavor and size with

the cream of the output from the Rio
Grande Vallev or Southern California.
Nbo country in the world can boast of

“+rawberries than those raised

home of the strawberry, and while it
has not to any extent been grown for
market purposes on the Plains, yet
every home has its own strawberry

Alfalfa
As far becak as 1912 Col. Joe Wing,
of Chicago, Ill., acknowledged as the

greatest authority on alfalfa in the
world, and a’ man that has traveled
all over the world enlightening him-

| self ‘upon the production of alfalfa,

told” the writer of this article, that
there was no place on earth that com-
pared with the shallow water belt
when it came to raising alfalfa, as all
the necessary ingredients for the
proper development of alfalfa were
in the soil that -made up the land in
Flovd and Hale counties. g

Where .the farmers have planted
small acreages of alfalfa and grazed
their cattle and hogs on same, they
have found it very profitable, or where
raised for market
purposes it has been found exception-
ally profitable. Under dry farming
methods alfalfa returns two'to three
cuttings per year, under irrigation
from four to five cuttings per year,
and as a rule from a ton to a ton and
one-fourth is the average yield per
cutting.

What Lockney Has

Lockney is located at the crossing
of the Panhandle & Santa Fe and Fort,
Worth & Denver Railways, about five
miles west of the center of Floyd
county and is 2960 feet above the sea
level. The town has been here more
than thirty years, but has did most
of its growing since the coming of
the Santa Fe, which was in 1910.
There has never been any special rea-
son for the town to take on unusual
growth, other than the Tfact that it
was surrounded by a farming. section
that had no equal on:the . Plains of
Texas, hence the town has.grown as
the farming country developed and
has never - advanced ahead of the
development. The town has received
no boom nor special growth due to
the coming of the Denver Road, but
its growth has been steady and stable,
there being a demand for each and
every business that has located here.

In 1927 The Clayton-Anderson Co.
decided to erect an Oil Mill Plant here
on account of the town being situated
in the best farming country in this
part of the. state and was centrally
located to serve their purposes, and as
an evidence as to the future they saw
for this country they placed the best
oil mill in all West Texas at this
place, which mill is now busy ecrush-
ing seed for the second season since
its establishment.

The grain business has been one of
the biggest businesses of this section
for many years, and Lockney has
been one of the main buying and ship-
ping centers for this industry, and as
an evidence there is five nice elevator
plants in the city today: The South
Plains Grain Co., The Farmers Grain
Co., The Lockney Coal and Grain,’
Shurbet and Meriwether, and Buster
Armstrong. In the last year there
has been several new elevators built
on the railroads near Lockney: One at
Muncy Switech on the Santa Fe, one
at Sterley, one at Whitley, one at
South Plains, and -one at Cereal. Aik-
en six miles west of Lockney on the
Santa Fe, has been a_ buying and
shipping station with a good elevator
since the Santa Fe built in 1910.

age of more than 1,000,000 bushels of
wheat per year, besides handle thous-
ands of tons of feed, and take care of
the coal business in this district.. The
wheat crop in Floyd ecounty ranges
from 1,500,000 to 2,000,000 bushels
per year.

Cotton is one crop that is coming in
to prominence on the Plains. The
cotton crop has been hampered in
acreage on the Plains in past years
because of the fact that wheat is
planted in the fall, and if the wheat
farmer gets a good stand, the -acreage
to cotton is cut, but due to the fact
that the cotton men of the nation
have come to realize that the Plains
of Texas is the surest cotton country
in the South, their attention is being
turned in this direction, and the peo-
ple of this country are being induced
to give more attention to he raising
of cotton, and as a consequence in
this section of the state the average
vield has jumped in the last few years
from a few hundred bales of cotton
annually to nearly a half-million bales
each year. The cotton business in the
Lockney country has a history, as
Lockney was the first town on the
Plains to have a gin, and ginned the
first cotton every raised on the Plains.
Mr. R. C. McCollum, at present a resi-
dent of Lockney, bought the first cot-
ton gin, hauled same by wagon from
Canyon, Texas, which was the near-
est railroad town, and placed the gin
in operation in Lockney in the year
of 1904, and since that date there has
been cotton raised and ginned in
Floyd county. Some years a fair
acreage was planted to cotton, other
years a small acreage, but every year
some cotton has been grown and gin-
ned here. For the last ten years the
cotton industry in Floyd county has
been looking up, the acreage getting
larger, and this will continue as the
large acreage in the county are cut
into smaller farms. The crop in 1926
was the largest ever raised in the
county, during that year the weather
was favorable and something like a
bale to the acre was gathered off the
entire acreage of the county, yet
thousands of bales of cotton were
wasted on account of the mode used in
gathering the staple, which was in the
way of gathering it with slides, and
the price of cotton was so low the
farmer was not particular to pick the
cotton knocked out by the slides up off
the ground, however, 55,000 bales of
cotton went on the market in this
county, which was possibly 2-3 of the
actual crop raised. This year the
crop is fairly good, and somewhere
between 20,000 and 30,000 bales will
go on the market from the county,
however, the -acreage is just about 3-5
of that of 1926. Locknev has three
first class gins within the ctiy, they
are Patterson & Thornton’s Gin, with
bath round and square bale press, the
Lockney Gin Co., and West Texas Gin
Co. with'square bale presses. = There
are gins at Aiken, South Plains, Me-
Coy, Floydada, Joebailey, all in Floyd
county. ‘

Hours in City

Today (Wednesday) at noon the
citizens of Lockney will entertain the
Special Trains from the cities of
Childress, Wichita Falls, Fort Worth,
Dallas, and Amarillo, and the Official
Train of the Fort Worth & Denver
Railway Company.

"n the business district of Lockney
will be found five dry goods and cloth-
ing stories, eight groceries, five hard-
ware stores, two furniture stores, two
drug stores, one implement store,
four produce and cream stations, two
confectioneries, one variety store,
three cafes, four barber shops, two
Jjewelry stores, three tailor shops,
two electrical businesses, one picture
show, eight filling stations, five ga-
rages, one bakery, one camp ground,
one exclusive feed store, two banks,
one sheet metal works, three black-
smith and machine shops, three lum-
one printing and publishing business,
be ryards, one sanitarium, two laun-
dries, and a lot of small businesses
along the professional lines. There is
room in the town for new businesses
in most every line, as the town has
nut - yet reached the stage where it
has sufficient places of business .to
supply the demands made - upon . it
from agricultural development, and
any one looking for a location will do
well to investigate Lockney’s claims
before locating.

Schools and Churches

Lockney has as good school system
as can be found in this part of Texas.
Lockney High School affiliated with
the State Department of Education
with 22 1-2 units, which entitles the
graduates from our schools to enter
any college in the South without tak-
ing extra examinations. The schools
at present has more than six hundred
students, and a corps of teachers cap-
able of taking care of the high school
education. ;

Lockney has four church buildings,
three modern brick church buildings,
and one stucco church building. The"
denominations represented here are
the Baptist, Methodist, and two
Churches of Christ. All these church-
es have large congregations. &

Lee Highway Election
Called for Dec. 18th

Re-Called Election for Dee. 1st, and
Set New Election Date for
Dec. 18th

At the meeting of the Commission-
ers Court last week, the election for
voting $400,000 worth of * Highway
Bonds, with which to pave the Lee
Highway across Floyd County, was
re-called on account of a mistake
made in posting the election notices,
‘and re-ordered by the court to be held
in Floyd County on the 18th day of
December. 2

There is no change in the amount

| or otherwise, except the date, and ths

election will be held for the purpose of
paving the Lee highway, no other
roads in the county being entertained
at this time. >

Floyd county at present is the ga
in the paving program of the Lee
Highway between Hale County, which
has already voted bonds for paving
the road, and the eastern line of Tex-
the counties to the east have veted
as on the Lee Highway Route. All
their bonds, the bonds have been ap-
proved and sold, and construction is
now starting on the paving program
from the Oklahoma line to the east
line of Floyd county, and Hale coun-
ty is ready to begin work on the west
line of Floyd county and pave the
Lee Highway across that county.

The bonds must be voted at this
election to pave the Lee Highway
‘across Floyd County, or the chance
for voting on the project alone in the
future is very uncertain, as any fu-
ture bond election will carry several
additional roads in the county and
will be for several times the amount
of this bond issue.

UNFAVORABLE REPORT
ON SANTA FE CUT-OFF

Proposed Santa Fe Line Parmerton
to Hale Center Not Practical,
1, CxC: Told

The Fort Worth & Denver has won
the first” round in its fight t
vent the Santa Fe from builc |
branch line from Parmerton a few
miles east of Texico to Hale Center
in Hale County, the sixty mile cut-
off being declared not practical by the
Interstate Commerce Commission Ex-
aminer H. C. Davis in a report made
public November 15.

The commission was advised in the
report to deny the Santa Fe’s appli-
cation because the proposed cut-off,
to be built at a cost of some $2,000,000
would paralel the Denver’s new line
much of the distance at the average
of 13 miles and would divert from. it
much of the tonnage it would other-
wise obtain.

The hearing was held last May at
Lubbock and hundreds of Hale coun-
ty and Lamb county residents were
present and testified in favor of the
proposed cut-off, which would. give
Olton and a large section in Lamb
and Castro counties an outlet not
now enjoyed. Practically all cities
and towns along the route favore
the Santa Fe’s contention. 5

It was the contention of the Den-
ver road that the potential resources
of the section would not create a suf-
ficient tonnage to justify two limes
so close together.

The proposed line would bisect the
big triangle formed by the two main
lines of the Santa Fe, covering at
Clovis, and extending southeast and
northeast to Slaton and Amarillo re-
spectively.

One of the fastest and most thrill-
ing football games of the season was
witnessed by a small crowd at Wilton
Park, Friday, November 16, when the
Lockney Longhorns won from Little-

From beginning
to end the game was almost a dupli-
which took place earlier in the sea-
son. Lockney received the first kick-
cation of the Tulia-Longhorn game
off and on the first play Brotherton
went around right end for fifteen
yards. During the game both elevens
confined their offensive almost entirely
to a running and passing game, with
the Longhorns having a decided ad-
vantage.

The First Thanksgiving

The Pilgrims, who came to America
in 1620, were the people who started
Thanksgiving as one of our greatest
holidays. They arrived in the winter
when it was very cold and the ground
was covered with snow. * They came
over to America because they wanted
religious freedom. After leaving
England, they first went to Holland
and stayed there several years. They
did not want their children to learn
the Dutch language so they got an
old ship called the Mayflower and
came to a town in Massachusetts call-
ed Plymouth. There they were free
to worship as they wished.

The first winter in Plymouth was
very cold and many of the Pilgrims
died of consumption, cold, and starva-
tion. About half of the group who
came over died the first winter.

The Indians treated the Pilgrims
rather badly the first few months, but
sonn they changed; they gave them
furs, skins, and corn, and helped them
fix their houses; ‘they showed them
how to plant corn, to - fish : without
hook or net and to make land fertile
by putting a fish in every hill of corn.

The Pilgrims had been in America
almost a year when they decided they
should set aside a day of thanksgiving
to God for their bountiful crops, their
friendship with the Indians, and for
all the other things He had done for
them. The Indians helped them and
they had a big feast one day in Novem
ber with the Indians in 1621. From
then on the Pilgrims had Thanksgiv-
;ng Day the last Thursday in Novem-

er.
