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Officials search for more cult victims
MATAMOROS, Mexico (AP) — 

Satanic drug smugglers sacrific­
ed a University of Texas student 
and at least 11 other people just 
south of the Mexican border in 
rites designed to bring demonic 
protection to their contraband ac­
tivities, say officials who found 
the victims’ bodies.

Police planned to continue dig­
ging today, searching for two 
more bodies at the Santa Elena 
Ranch 20 miles west of the border 
city of Matamoros.

Cameron County Sheriff Alex 
Perez said the scene was “ like a

1988.

Snyder Savings and Loan 
Association reported  total 
dep>osits of $28.8 million, a drop of 
$100,000 when compared to the 
end of 1988 and an increase of $1.2 
million since the first quarter of 
last year.

Total loans at Snyder National 
were $49.9 million compared to 
$48.3 million at year’s end, an in­
crease of $1.6 million. When com­
pared to the same time last year, 
when SNB loans were $51.4 
million, the decrease was $1.5 
million.

West Texas State Bank loans 
were $31.6 million, compared to 
$33.1 million at the close of 1988, a 
drop of $1.5 million. When com- 
p>ared to the March 31 figure of 
$33.9 in 1988, the loan number 
dropp)ed $2.3 million.

ASB loans totaled $4.1 million, 
an increase of $300,000 when com- 
pjared to the final quarter of 1988. 
The current loan figure was up 
$300,000 when compared to the 
1988 first-quarter tally of $3.8 
million.

Loans at Snyder Savings were 
$21.5 million, a decrease of 
$500,000 when compared to the
1988 year-end loan number. When 
evaluated against the same 
quarter of last year, the initial
1989 loan figure was down $1.8 
million.

Olney Savings, which op>erates 
a branch office in Snyder, does 
not report individual branch 
depM)sit and loan figures.

The ritual “has overtones of a 
religious cult that has been ex­
ported out of Cuba and Haiti as

‘Santeria,’ ’’ Neck said, based on

rituals at the ranch and the 
Matamoros home of a woman 
soi^ht by police.

‘ Wery clearly they believed the 
human sacrifices and the animal 
sacrifices put a magical shield 
around them that protected them 
from evil or harm, even up to 
bullets,’’ said Texas Attorney 
General Jim  Mattox.

Mexican federal officials said 
five men have been arrested in 
the case, but the American of­
ficials listed only four.

In addition, Perez said, U.S. ar-

for Constanzo and a Matamoros 
woman whose home contained an 
altar, splattered blood and cult 
paraphernalia.

In addition, Mexican officials 
have issued two or three arrest 
warrants for p>eople who remain 
at large, Perez said.

Among the victims was Mark 
Kilroy, 21, a University of Texas 
pre-m ^ical student who disap>- 
p>eared March 14 while on a late-

ODESSA. Texas (AP) — A 36- 
year-old rape victim says she 
hopes landlords get the message 
t h ^  must provide secure sur­
roundings after she was awarded 
nearly $1 million in damages 
from an Odessa apartm ent 
management firm.

An all-male jury  in 70th 
District Judge Gene Ater’s court 
heard four days of testimony and 
deliberated more than nine hours 
before awarding the victim 
$956,000 in damages Monday.

“ I really think (the jurors) sent 
a m essag e  to  a p a r t m e n t  
managers,” she said. “Hopeful­
ly, this will prevent someone else 
from getting raped. ”

In a 10-2 verdict, jurors ruled 
that Benchmark Properties Inc.

Syphilis linked  to d ru g  trade
DALLAS (AP) — State health 

officials say a resurgence, of 
syphilis can be U n l^ . MjjtiftJllit: 
crease Tn th e^se  oTcocaine and 
crack.

In the past, public health 
workers have tried to track down 
the sexual contacts of people in­
fected with syphilis. But with 
drug users who may not know 
anything more about their part­
ners than the location of a crack 
house they frequent, that job 
becomes nearly impossible.

Texas’ major cities appear to 
be following national trends in

which years of declines in 
syphilis infections have been 

jw w M d . The digeMBomfeetcd-lfr 
percent more people in 1988 than 
1987, according to the Centers for 
Disease Control in Atlanta. In 
cities whose names have become 
closely associated with illegal 
drug use, the increases were far 
higher — nearly 75 percent in 
Washington, D.C., for example.

In Texas, where for several 
years the number of syphilis 
cases has been declining, there 
was a 15 percent increase in 
cases in 1988 and it may increase

by another 20 to 25 percent by the 
end of 1989, said Joe Pair, who 
heatfs thr-sexualfy transmitted 
disease control division at the 
Texas Department of Health. 
And the reason is expensive, il­
legal drugs, he said.

“These people don’t even (con­
sider themselves prostitutes, 
because no money is changing 
hands. But they are exchanging 
sex for drugs,” said Lois Kantor, 
who m anages the sexually 
transmitted disease program for 
the T arran t County Health 
Department. “They don’t look on 
it as a pleasurable activity. It’s 
usually a transaction more than 
anything.”

Researchers and health profes­
sionals say crack, a smokable 
derivative of cocaine, is the il­
legal drug cdusing most of the 
problem. It is cheap — about $20 
per dosage — easy to get and 
quickly addictive.

Crack is highly addictive and 
increases sexual appetites, 
health officials say. To t ^ t  end, 
people who crave the drug often 
end up trading sex for drugs — 
despite the low price.

Sex “just kind of goes hand in 
hand with the drugs,” Hugh 
Ramsey of the Houston Health 
Department told the Dallas 
Times Herald.

DEAR DR. GOTT I have arthritis 
of the spine and other joints. I take 
Motrin but this does not help the pain­
ful muscle spasms in my back Noth­
ing my doctors have tried works.

DEAR READER Spinal arthritis is 
often characterized by back pain, es­
pecially because of muscle spasms, as 
tired muscles attempt to compensate 
for the arthritic changes Thus, treat­
ment is sometimes more successful if 
it is directed toward relieving spasm 
rather than simply controlling pain.

For example, you might be helped 
by massage or chiropractic manipu­
lation. Or, if you wish, ask your dtxrtor 
for a referral to a physiatrist, an M.D. 
trained in rehabilitation medicine.

In addition, physical therapy — in­
cluding special stretching exercises, 
ultrasound treatments and applica­
tion of heat — may relieve your 
spasms

Finally, muscle-relaxing prescrip­
tion drugs, such as Robaxin or Flex- 
eril, can help.

DEAR DR GOTT My adrenal 
glands were removed because they 
were producing three times the 
amount of cortisone needed. Now I 
must take steroids for the rest of my 
life. What’s my life expectancy?

DEAR READER: The adrenal 
glands produce substances that are 
necessary for life If the adrenal 
glands are removed, the patient will

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not survive unless these substances 
are administered to make up the defi­
cit.

Fortunately, adrenal steroids are 
readily available by prescription. Un­
der proper medical supervision, your 
longevity will not be affected, as long 
as you take the required amounts of 
synthetic steroids.

Of course, you will have to be 
checked regularly to make sure that 
your body has the proper amount and 
that the doses of medicine are agree­
ing with you. With appropriate re­
placement of steroids, your life ex­
pectancy should remain materially 
the same as it was before your 
surgery.

DEAR DR GOTT: Two months ago 
I had a very bad case of strep throat. 
Since then I've noticed eruptions of 
tiny blisters on my palms and legs. 
They scale over, then reappear. Are 
they somehow related to the strep?

DEAR READER: Strep throat is 
associated with an array of diseases, 
including rheumatic fever, nephritis 
(kidney inflammation) and skin 
disorders.

The blisters you describe should be 
cultured. This means that the fluid 
from them should be tested in the lab 
for the presence of strep bacteria. If 
bacteria are present, you should be 
given an appropriate course of antibi­
otics to eradicate the infection. If the 
blisters/scabs are sterile, your doctor 
will want to look for a cause that is 
probably not related to the 
streptococcus.

Tammy Shead, who went to 
Santa Fe H ij^  School with 
Kilroy, said Kilroy was always 
trying to be the best.

“He was very intelligent, a 
supersm art guy,” said Shead, a 
psychology junior.

Ronald Brown, UT vice presi­
dent for student affairs, said the 
U n i v e r s i t y  w ou ld  o f f e r  
counseling to Kilroy’s family and 
friends to help deal with the 
tragedy.

“Our sympathy goes to the 
family along with our concern for 
ariyisuciety uiai nas descended to 
these depths,” Brown told the 
Texan.

In Houston, Kilroy was mourn­
ed by boyhood friend Eddie 
delaHoussaye, who grew up with 
him in Galveston County.

SANTA FE, Texas (AP) — 
Dwindling hope turned to horror 
in a small Texas town where 
residents had been raising money 
to help a family find their miss­
ing 21-year-old son.

The shocking discovery of the 
body of Mark Kilroy, along with 
at least 11 others slain in ap­
parent Satanic rituals on a ranch
irv «s**r^H**

through the town about 30 miles 
south of Houston.

“ It’s like a nightmare,” said 
Mary Delahouseey, a close friend 
of Mark Kilroy’s mother, Helen^ 
Kilroy. “ I really can’t believe it.’ 
Helen and I said it over and over 
that we just want to wake up and 
not believe that it’s true.”

Doris Williams, a clerk a t a 
local convenience store, said the 
entire community had gotten 
behind the search.

“Even though it had been 
almost a month, everyone was 
really hoping he'd still be alive. 
Everybody’s heart is going out to 
that family,” Ms. Williams said.

Authorities in M atam oros, 
Mexico, across the border from 
Brownsville discovered a dozen 
bodies found buried on a ranch 
Tuesday morning. One of the 
bodies was Kilroy’s. He was last 
seen March 14 during his spring 
break vacation from the Univer­
sity of Texas a t Austin.

'I'hey apparently were sacrific­
ed by drug smugglers who believ­
ed Satanic rituals would protect 
them from authorities, said 
Cameron County Sheriff’s Lt. 
George Gavito said.

“Most people felt that when 
they found him, he’d be dead,” 
said Cheryl Gautier, who was 
dining Tuesday a t the Busy Bee 
Cafe. “But I didn’t want to 
discourage anyone from thinking 
otherwise. I thought he’d be 
dead, probably shot, but the man­
ner in which he was killed is 
unreal.”

“ I didn’t know him but when I 
found out my stomach tighten.”

Victor LaPoint, a cashier at the 
Busy Bee, was one who hoped 
Kilroy would return to Santa Fe 
safe. ,■

“Everybody was hoping he’d 
still be alive. I didn’t want to see 
him end up dead,” he said. 
“Everyone has been hoping.”

“Everyone felt like he was still 
alive,” added Joe Nichols, a 
guard a nearby Texas Depart­
ment of Corrections unit.

Santa Fe residents have been 
donating their time and money to 
help Mark’s parents, Jam es and 
Helen Kilroy, with their search 
for him.

Last weekend, proceeds from a 
city-wide garage sale and car 
wash went towards a fund set up 
for the Kilroys. A yellow ribbon 
ceremony had been scheduled for 
today to draw attention to 
Kilroy’s disappearance. The 
cerem ony now will be a 
memorial service.

“This little town is real suppor­
tive. We’re like a big family,” 
Nichols said of the community of 
5,413. “They may not know you, 
but they support you.”

“ It’s nice to see Santa Fe help 
each other, to get money for his 
parents to go down there and try 
to find him. It’ nice,” LaPoint 
said.

Mrs. Gautier said the Kilroys’ 
persistence in trying to find Mark 
helped authorities find him.-

“ If the family hadn’t put all 
that publicity and work in trying 
to find him, they probably would 
never have found him.”

Since Mark’s disai^)earance 
the family has distributed about 
20,000 flyers in Brownsville and

Matamoros as well as appealing 
to state lawmakers to help with 
the search.

Law officers on both sides of 
the border had been stumped by 
the Kilroy case, with no clues 
despite an intensive search, the 
questioning of nearly 100 people 
and a $15,000 reward.

Satanic ritu a ls , 
hum an  sacrifices 
ra re  in  M exico

MEXICO CITY (AP) — Wit­
chcraft is not unconxmon in Mex­
ico, where open air markets sell 
magic amulets and powders and 
where one can easily hire a witch 
to cast a spell on a rival.

But an anthropologist con­
sulted Tuesday said that satanic 
rituals are rare, although police 
believe such rituals were per­
formed in the killings of 12 people 
in the northern border city of 
Matamoros.

The bodies, including that of a 
21-year-old University of Texas 
student, were discovered in a 
mass grave Tuesday on a ranch 
just south of U.S.-Mexico border. 
Police said a satanic cult of drug 
smugglers killed them in hopes 
that human sacrifice would pro­
tect them.

“The whole world agrees, this 
is the most horrible thing ever 
seen in the city’s history,” said 
Enriqueta Hernandez, a reporter 
covering the story for the 
Matamoros daily El Bravo,

“This is more like something 
you would hear about in Veracruz 
or Oaxaca,” she said.

The so u th e rn  s t a t e s  of 
Veracruz and Oaxaca are  known 
for their large numberk of “bru- 
jos” , or witches, and their occult 
rites.

But even in those areas, the 
r i t e s  a r e  not c o n s id e red  
“satanic” because they have no 
connection with the devil of 
Christianity. The Mexican wit­
ches  so m et im es  s a c r i f i c e  
animals such as black-feathered 
roosters, but ritual killings of 
human beings a re  alm ost 
unheard of.

American anthropologists 
William and Claudia Medsen dif­
ferentiate between Mexico’s 
traditional Indian witches and 
what they call “satanic witches” 
in their 1969 book “The American 
Guide to Mexican Witchcraft.”

“The satanic witchcraft prac­
ticed in cities and towns is a far 
cry from Indian witchcraft, 
although this distinction has been

ignored by anthropologists,” 
they wrote. “ Indian witchcraft 
has little or no connection with 
the  C h r i s t i a n  devil ,  who 
dominates the suburban S O T cery  
scene.

“The most feared witches in 
urban Mexico are those who 
make pacts with the devil. A 
satanic witch voluntarily sells his 
soul to the devil in exchange for 
wealth and power.”

An anthropologist at the Na-> 
tional Anthropology and History 
Institute said satanic cults are 
rare in Mexico because they are 
elitist and expensive, in part 
because of drugs used in the 
ceremonies.

“From colonial times, it never 
was successful” in Mexico, said 
the anthropologist, who asked 
that her name not be used.

On the other hand, herbal 
medicine and use of witch­
doctors, called “curanderos,” 
are common in Mexico. Most 
markets have stalls where herbs 
are sold for cures, to cast or 
remove good or bad spells or to 
cleanse a home of evil.

Human sacrifice was common 
in the country’s pre-Columbian 
Indian cultures; the Aztecs killed 
thousands every year, usually 
captured enemy soldiers, and 
practiced cannibalism.

However, it is little known now, 
although not unheard of. It is said 
to be used occasionally in rituals 
in which one person is killed as 
part of the process of curing 
another.

Tomas Rojas, a police reporter 
for the Mexico City tabloid La 
Prensa, said one of the few cases 
he ever heard of involved the 
slaying of an unidentifed man 
whose headless body was 
discovered about three months 
ago next to a hill in the northern 
part of the city.

Rojas said officials found the 
body near a circle of stones 
enclosing a triangle. The head 
was found on the other side of the 
hill.

R esiden ts w orry abou t cu lt stigm a
MATAMOROS, Mexico (AP) — 

Residents of this border city said 
today they hope they can ward 
off a stigma that could be attach­
ed to their community after the 
cult slayings of a t least 12 pe<^le, 
including an American college 
student who disappeared in Mar­
ch.

Five men have been arrested in 
connection with the slayings, 
Mexican authorities say. .

“ It is not fair if people in the 
United States try to judge all of 
us just because a few people com­
mitted these atrocities,” said Ig­

nacio Garcia, a shift supervisor 
a t Pancho Villa’s restaurant. 
“Those people may not even be 
from Matamoros.

“We don’t really know what the 
reaction of the American people 
will be, but we are very concern­
ed and we will tell the tourists 
that 99.9 percent of the people 
here are  good and that it only 
takes one or two to give the 
others the bad name,” Garcia 
said this morning.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Broad­
casters told Congress today that 
the cable television industry has 
grown into a  multibillion-doUar 
numopoly in the absence of 
federal cmitrote and should be re­
regulated to ensure the survival 
at free. ovor-the-airTV.

The broadcasters said the 1984 
C a b l e  A c t  e s s e n t i a l l y  
deregulated the cable industry 
and said cable con^Muiies that 
once were poor cousins to tradi- 
Uonal  b ro a d c a s te rs  now 
d o m i n a t e  t h e  l o c a l  TV 
m arke^lace.

“ In 1964 when Congress passed 
the Cable Act, cable characteriz­
ed itself as a  struggling, infant in­
dustry,” said Edward O. Fritts, 
p resident of the N ational 
Association of Broadcasters.

“That act, which in essence 
removed all regulatory over­
sight, has become the com­
m unications equivalent of 
anabcdic steroids. Today, cable 
television operatcH^ enjoy an 
unregulated monopoly. A ^ z in g -  
ly, <^y 32'of more than 8,000 
cable systems have any d u ^ t  
competitimi,” Fritts said.

Fritts said cable TV now is a 
$14 billion industry th a t is 
available to nearly 80 million 
U.S. homes. He said the five 
largest cable companies account 
fm- more than 40 percent of cur­
rent subscribers.

He said cable rates going 
up and cable companies are 
siphoning otf sports programs 
that once were broadcast free.

“ We ask Congress to lift the 
thumb that has caused the im­
balance in the com petitive 
scale,” Fritts said.

F ritts testified before the 
Senate Judiciary subconunittee 
on antitrust, m on<^lies and 
business rights.

The subrammittee is studying 
the cable industry and the an­
titrust implications of the propos­
ed m erger of Time Inc. and

Warner Ckmununications. n m e  
already has the nation’s second 
largest cable system, American 
Television k  Communications 
Corp., while W;imer has Warner 
Cable C(Hnmunications.

Oppooetils fear the “uOi'Lu>aial 
concentration” of cable interests 
that the merger wouio create, 
and the “vortical integration” of 
giving the nation’s l a t e s t  pay- 
cable programmer. Time Inc.’s 
Home Box Office, direct access 
to cable systems.

Subcommittee chairman Soi. 
Howard Metzenbaum, D-CNiio, 
has expressed reservations about 
the prt^osed $18 billion mergor, 
saying H<»ne Box Office could be 
inclined to withhold its programs 
from non-Time-Wamer cable 
systems.

However, the Justice Depart­
ment last week gave the merger 
its blessing.

Sen. Dennis DeConcini', D- 
Ariz., has in tro d u c e d  le ^ la -  
tion that would require cable 
systems to carry all local broad­
casters (known as “must carry 
rules” ) and keep cable operators 
from changing the channel 
assignments for the local broad­
casters.

The courts have struck down 
the Federal Communications 
Commission’s must carry rules 
twice.

National Cable Television 
Association President Jam es 
Mooney has said the cable in­
dustry is willing to work with 
broadcasters to adopt new must
r a r r - u  m l a e  t h a t  w i l l  e a t i a t v  th«»

courts.
But Preston R. Padden, presi­

dent of the Association of In­
dependent Television Stations, 
said that “despite the best of in­
tentions by cable trade associa­
tion executives and industry 
leaders ... local independent 
television stations continue to 
suffer anti-competitive conduct 
a t the hands of cable system 
operators.”

Mothers of murdered kids 
advo^te the death penalty

AUSTIN (AP) — People w L. 
kill children should be charged 
with capital murder, say two 
mothers whose young children 
were slain — one by a babysit­
te r’s boyfriend and the other by 
the child’s father. '

The women testified before a 
Senate panel considering a bill 
that would make killing a child 
younger than 6 years old a 
capital offense.

“I ask you to please give this 
bill all of your consideration,” 
said Theresa Ward of Victoria, 
whose 3-year-old son Daniel was 
shot to death by her ex-husband.

“As gut-wrenching as this is, I 
cannot do anything more for my 
son,” Ms. Ward said. “But what I 
can do is come here and ask you 
to make it a capital offense to 
murder a child.

“Children are being killed 
every day by cold-hearted peo­
ple, people who show no remorse 
at all,” Ms. Ward told the Senate 
Criminal Justice  Committee 
Tuesday.

Ms. Ward and Diana McManus 
of Austin testified on a bill by 
Sen. J . E. “Buster” Brown, R- 
Lake Jackson.

Ms. McManus said her 15- 
month-old daughter Casey was 
beaten, bitten, slammed to the 
ground and placed on an anthill 
by the boyfriend of her babysitter 
last August.

Hugh Jam es Gallagher was 
sentenced to life for the killing, 
but could be eligible for parole in 
five years under current law, Ms. 
McManus said.

Ms. Ward played a taped phone 
conversation with her ex- 
husband during which the man

DALLAS (AP) — Sun Explora­
tion and Production Co. went 
looking for a unique new name 
a n c i  i t fU r t t i  o  i i n t  w *
homonyms, but Only after choos­
ing an antelope for its new sym­
bol.

Sun E&P announced with some 
fanfare on March 21 it was 
changing its name to Oryx 
Energy Corp. because it believed 
the qualities of the namesake 
antelope reflected the company.

Two weeks later. Sun ex­
ecutives were stunned to open up 
the Wall Street Journal and find 
ye t  a n o th e r  Orix in the 
marketplace as Orient Leasing 
Co. Ltd. announced its own new 
handle.

“ 1 guess everybody would have 
been really concerned if it had 
been spelled the sam e,” said Sun 
spokesman Tom Sullivan, who 
said the company nevertheless 
has no plans to abandon Oryx, 
even though shareholders have

LA W N S G A R D E N S  
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yet to give it their OK.
There is another Oryx out 

there, however, lurking on page 
368 of the Dallas phone-bookr - - 

This one is Oryx Development 
Corp. of Austin, and spokesman 
William Mina said, ‘‘We’re get­
ting a lot of calls for Oryx 
Energy. That’s all I can say.”

Out of more than half a million 
English words, the selection of 
such an unusual sound-a-like 
name “ is an incredible coin­
cidence,” said Lee Ballard, 
director of the naming center at 
The Richards Group, the Dallas 
agency that came up with the 
name for Sun E&P.

Ballard, who headed up the 
two-month project, said “oryx” 
was chosen out of an initial list of 
about 3,500 names. “Some of 
them were the very traditional 
type of dictionary word; some of

them were the coined word a la 
Unisys and those types of names 
that are rather trendy,” he said. 

“ The Sun leadership took to the
name of oryx immediately, part­
ly because of the symbol, partly 
b ^ a u se  of the international con­
notation (and) partly because the 
shape of the word was attractive 
— the y and the x,” he said.

Orix “ is obviously a madeup 
word,” Sullivan said. “Ours is an 
animal, a noun.”

But Orix USA Corp. Vice Presi­
dent Reuben Babner said the 
name, developed by a California 
ad agency, is also intended to 
reflect corporate strengths;  
“ORIginality and flexibility,” 

Babner said the company look­
ed for other “oryxes,” but found 
none. “We searched it in New 
York, California and Delaware,” 
but not the whole country, he

said.
Babner said he was unconcern­

ed about the homonymous 
names. “We’re going to. make 
(Orix) as well known as Exxon,” 
he predicted.

(jrien t L easing’s 23 sub­
sidiaries in leasing, real estate 
and financing, generated $1.7 
billion in sales last fiscal year.

Sun E&P, spun off last year 
from Sun Co., is North America’s 
largest independent oil and gas 
pr()ducer and had revenues of 
$1.29 billion last year.

Sun’s Sullivan said his com­
pany doesn’t care about the other 
h rm s  with similar-sounding 
names.

“They’re not in the energy 
business and that’s the business 
we’re in,” he said. “We look for­
ward to operating under the new 
name after May.^
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
