Senator Bob Price, R-Pam-
pa, cast one of two ‘‘no’’ votes
against Senate Bill No. 312,
designed to take aways all
local utility rate making power
from local municipalities
Monday in the Senate
Economic Development Com-
mittee.

Senator O.H. (Ike) Harris,
R-Dallas, also voted ‘‘no’’ on
S.B. 312. However, the bill
was voted out of committee
S5-2.

Senator Price told the
committee that there was no
way he could ignore the
wishes of the majority of the
people in the municipalities of
the 31st Senatorial District
who want to maintain at least
some checks and balances in
the rate making process.

‘‘Utility companies argue
that it is a waste of taxpayers
money to have our city
councils involved in the
process,’’ said Senator Price.
‘“‘The utilities say the case is
appealed to the Public Utility
Commission anyway. How-
ever, the record shows that
cities have been able to
effectively reduce rate in-

crease requests by utilities. I
still feel that the locally
elected people who run city
government should have input
in the process.”

Testifying against the bill
was Mayor R.D.Wilderson of
Pampa. Wilderson, speaking
for the mayors of the 31st
Senatorial District, told the
committee that if local
governments were left out of
the process, they might just as
well ‘“‘throw in the towel.”

Place 1 cake
layer on serving plate, spread
with vanilla pudding mixture
and top with second layer.
Beat chilled chocolate-flavor-
ed pudding until smooth and
creamy. Spread over cake.
Chill at least 1 hour. Makes
6-8 servings.

Set By
King Eq.

The abundance and techno-
logy of agriculture today
overshadows the basics of
man’s oldest yet most modern
occupation according to Lloyd
King of King Equipment Co.
of Stratford. ‘It highlights

‘American agriculture, the

most productive food factory
in the world”’, King said.

‘“‘Ag Day salutes the
farmers, ranchers, growers,
food processors, all those in
the food and fiber chain of
agribusiness. Its primary
purpose is to make non-farm-
ing consumers more aware of
American agriculture, its
achievements, and even more
importantly, the challenges it
faces in continuing to meet the
world’s food and fiber
requirements,”’ he said.

“‘Since only 4 percent of the
American population now
farm (the number was 85
percent in colonial days), it’s
easy to see why farm problems
or issues generate little
consumer interest. Food is
simply taken for granted, and
the farmer is not visible in the
market.

‘“‘However, while only 4

percent of Americans are still
farming, 4 out of every 10
non-farmer workers in the US
are employed by agribusiness.
Agriculture, the total industry
of food and fiber, involves
millions, and is the nation’s
largest single employer,”’ said
King.

““We must get across that
the farmer, to stay in
business, must see the
potential for profit. This gives
him incentive to produce

more. More production acts to
drive prices down at the retail
level. If there is no profit
potential at forecasted prices,
production will be reduced.
This creates a shortage which
drives prices up, then both the
farmer and the consumer
lose.”’ the IH dealer said.

Cattle
Buildup
Possible

The liquidation phase of the
current cattle cycle may be
ending and some herd buildup
may begin during 1979.
believes a livestock marketing
specialist for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice.

Dr. Ed Uvacek foresees this
possibility after analyzing the
latest US cattle and calf
inventory report released by
the US Department of
Agriculture.

““The most surprising sta-
tistic in the report was the five
percent drop in the 1978 calf
crop compared to 1977,”” notes
Uvacek.

He says this lower calf crop
accounted for the large drop in
numbers of calves held over
on Jan. 1. When compared to
the number of cows and
heifers that have calved on
Jan. 1, the calving percentage
is as bad as that reported in
1975 and is only slightly better
than the 1977 level.

“‘Overall, the decrease in
cattle and calf numbers during
1978 was much less than in
1977,”’ says Uvacek. “‘In fact,

seven states actually recorded
gains.”’

While total numbers of beef
cows were reported down five
percent, there were 13 states
which had just as many or
more beef cows than a year
ago. Similarly, even though
beef replacement heifers were
down six percent nationally,
15 different states reported
gains.

Uvacek points out that a
substantial proportion of
‘‘other heifers’’ can be shifted
into the replacement category

. if producers so choose. Also,

many heifer calves under 500
pounds could find their way
into breeding programs dur-
ing 1979.

““The possibi’ity of a
nationwide gain in cattle
numbers during this year
looks quite likely,”” contends
Uvacek.
