That the peat year has not been an 
eaay one tor the American Red Cross Is 
ahown In s  recent report llatinf dla> 
aatera neceaattatisK Red Cross relief 
throughout the United Slstea during 
the past tweire months.

The report rereala that 129 dometUc 
dlaastera called tor Red Cross aid in 
247 counties of 41 states, and that 
assistance was glren to 420,000 persons 
who were disaster rictlms.

“That this has been a very active 
year la obrious when one compares 
this year’s operations with the arerage 
of 92 disasters requiring Red Croes aid 
annually for the past 19 years,** Chair­
man Norman H. Daria said In com- 
menting on tho Red Cross DIsastor 
Relief Service report.

These catastrophes Included clond- 
bnrsta, cyclones, epidemics. Ires, 
floods, forest flres, hailstorms, mine es- 
ploslons, a achool bus accident, a ship  
wrack, lomadoea, typhoons, and wind 
storms.

"DIssster relief was tha flrst humani­
tarian work of the American Rod Cross 
after Us organisation In 1891,** Mr. 
Darts said. “In the ensuing 87 year* 
tha flag of the Red Cross has flown 
upon every scene of major disaster in 
the United Ktates. The Red Cross has 
carried relief—food, clothing, shelter, 
medical aid. rehabilitation of homes 
and families—to more than 2.200 scenes 
of disaster at home and abroad, apd 
haa espeoded over f t 40.000.000 eon* 
iribnted by tho American public in thta 
work of mercy."

Tha Red Crosa policies of relief, the 
national chairman pointed out. hare 
been established over a period of years 
through actual eiperience of Its work­
ers in the Held. Relief Is given on 
tha basis of netfd of sufferors—not of 
losses. Loans, ho pointed out. are never 
made, bet relief is a gift from the Red 
Crosa in the name of Its members and 
contiibutora to its work.
>“It wonid not be possible for the Red 

Cross to carry out such widespread 
relief actirltlea without the help of 
thousands of volunteer workers,’* Mr. 
Darts saiii. “Volunteers are tha main* 
stay of tl e organisation, and In tho 
past year'., work assistance from many 
cooperatlr r agonclee has made It poo- 
sible for us to answer tha many calla 
for help.“

While ri'lief waa being given to rle- 
Urns of nbtnral catsslrophas, the Red 
Cross was not unmindful of tho neces* 
stty for preparedness plans to meot 
emargrncios that may siiso  In any 
American community. Red Cross chap­
ters la hundreds of coontlos hsvo or­
ganised disaster preparednaaa commit­
tees charged with respoaslhUlty to 
map relief plans ia ndmnee of aood. 
sad to orgsalao resourcos of coaamani- 
tloa to prevent dapllratioa of effort end 
waste of matarisls when calls for help 
are recelvtd.

These plana are proving especially 
advantageous in localities subject to 
frequent floods, tomadoea, or hnrrl- 
caneo, and actual tests of such plsn- 
Blag bars demonstrated the necessity 
for such mossures.

*Tho administration of such relief 
for disaster rictlms la made possible by 
annual membenhipe of millions of 
Americans in all walks of life," Mr. 
Davis pointed out. “The extent of Red 
Cross aid to such sufferers is entirely 
dependent upon unselQsh sharing on 
the part of all of ns."

Rod Cross public health nurses made 
more than one million visits to or on j | 
behalf of the sick during tho Oscal year 
1937-38.

The patients live in mountain com- 
muaitlos, on islands off tha coast, in 
isolated swamp regions, and In crowd­
ed industrial sections.

Since 1910

Cogntiant of Iremt-udou* losMa In 
human live* and of permanent injuries 
resulting from arcidenta la homea, on 
farms and highways, and around Indus­
trial plants a* well as in the basement 
workshop, oOlclals of the American 
Red Cross hara been directing a sys­
tematic fight against what they term 
“thia economic waato.”

As part of this natiun-wids effort 
to reduce deaths and permanent In­
juries from accidents, a recent state- 
ment from Red Cross beadquartera In 
Washington reports that during the 
past 13 months rertiflestes bare been 
granted to 3S&.028 persons completing 
courses in the administration of Red 
Cross first aid.

Holdsrs af tbesa certifleatea bars 
followed detailed courses of study and 
hay* been taught how to splint frac­
tured limbs, atop flow of blood, treat 
poison sufferers, rare fur victims of 
heat, electric shock, and handle other 
common emergency situations. Ths 
courses emphasise methods of caring 
for palients until professional medical 
aid can be summoned to scenes of nccl- 
dents.

Sinew 1910, the report rereals, 1,72S,- 
400 persons have rveeired this training 
from qualified Red Cross instructors, 
and at tbs present time 30,429 persons 
are qualified to glre such instruction.

Brinring help nearer scenes of pos­
sible accident, 2.4S4 emergency first 
aid stations have been established In 
strategic liscatlons on principal high­
ways throughout the nation, operators 
of the stations rerelring the preecribed 
Red Cross InstmeUont and maintain­
ing full first aid equipment on the spoL
Conveniently placed, they also n-.atn- 
laln up-to-date lists of svsllabls doctors 
•ud smbulancu services pledged in ad­
vance to cooperate with Red Cross first 
aiders ia preventing deaths and perma­
nent injnrins that so frequently reanll 
from automobile acrldeuts.

Mobile first aid units also have been 
estsbllibed In coo|>enition with state 
highway and police departments, oper 
store of public utility vehicles and 
others frequentlnx high wavs, operators 
of such units also recelvlug the pre­
scribed R< d Cross courses in first aid.

To cut the number of persons losing 
their lives through drowning while 
swlmmlsg, the Red Cross has re­
doubled efforts to train as many per­
sons as possible In Ilfs saving methods. 
During the past year SS.UO persons 
received certificates upon completion 
of courses. Since 1914, 384.449 persons 
hare been trained In K<-d Cross life 
saving methods, Inclnding thousands 
of persons In CCC camps, beach patrol­
men, ramp Inatmctors. and school boys 
and glrla.

Carrying ths fight onto farms and 
Into homes, a campaign to allmlaate 
accidents canssd by careless habiu and 
faulty equipment last year resulted In 
self-rhecks being made la 10.000,000 
American homes through cooperation 
of children In school, women's clubs, 
farm organisations, and other groops. 
The 1,700 Red Cross chapters and their 
branches In every rounly are cooperat­
ing In tbit national effort to end need­
less pain and snffering resulting from 
such accidents.

These efforts to |eei«n such appall- 
tng tolls of human lives and usefulness 
are made possible through mcrnbei  ̂
ship* In the Hod Cros.t. The annual Roll 
Call will be held betw, en Novcm'„cr 
11 and Thanksgiving Day, when all 
Americans are asked to Join or renew 
their afflllntlun to ensure continuation 
of nccldont prevention measures.
