2. The amount of crude moving below Humble's 
poating* was greativ increased when on August 10 the 
Siaclair-Prairie Company potted a reduction of 20c 
per barrel adecting the oil produced and purchased by 
« in Teaas, New Meaico, Oklahotna and Kansas, which 
action was followed immediately by reductions in the 
price made bv a number of smaller purchasers. These 
sed**ctioru applied to more than 190,000 barrels of oil. 
Thia, added to that mentioned in the preceding para­
graph. equals 168,000 barrels. In the three States in 
wrhich HumbI* operates, Tsass, New Mexico, and 
Lo«*i*iana, the aggregate volume of oil mo ing below 
Humble's price* approximated 17'^*'r of the total cur­
rent production in those State*.

Our refineries consume something near the amouiM 
of oil which we produce. As a consequence, with re­
spect to our purchase* we are in the *ame position as 
a merchant dealing in any commodity. To cootinuc in 
buaineaa, we can not over a long period of time pay 
higher price* than our competitor*. We arc compelled 
to meet competition. The price of oil, like that of other 
commodkie*. is subject to change witk market condi­
tions. These ate simple and fundamental buaineaa ptin 
ciples. We were reluctant to rut the price of crude, 
not alone because of its adverse effect on our owra earn­
ing*, but also because of k* effect on our cuatotaet* 
and upon the induatry and the statt at large. Under 
these circiintataaces, «sr could not continue to pay the 
prices we had been paying.

\ 1. The movement of constantly increasing quantitir* 
over the past year or more of crude produced in the 
new Illinois fields, reaching a total of 100.000 barrel* 
daily on August 1, on a price basis substantially lower 
than Humble's postings in it* territory, exerted a pro­
gressively depressing effect on the crude oil market. 
The effect was felt in Texas: and actually since April 
I Humble has lost 10,000 barrel* per day of buvines* 
absorbed by Illinois crude. This loss of business was 
in aildition to that lost by Humble a* a result of the 
movement of crude at low prices in the territory where 
sre operate.

7. A* a matter of policy the Humble Company 
maintains stocks of crude oil very slightly in excess of 
the amount required a* working stock* to carry on 
‘’peration*. ^ e  do not believe in storage of oil above 
ground but in production of oil currently a* required 
foe market. Vl’e do not speculate in oil. Wr have no 
desire to buy oil at any price to accumulate for storage.

4. On August 11, therefore, the total volume of oil 
moviag at price* below thoae of the Humble w-as ap- 
pswaimately 668.000 barrel*.

8. 'K e think the price for oil brought about by the 
competitive conditions above mentioned is lower than 
should be realized. In our opinion the flood of oil 
from Illinois and Louisiana, most of which is being 
produced wastefully, in violation of conservation prin­
ciples, is primarily responsible for the market condi­
tion* wrhich necessitated our price reductions. It is our 
hope that these condkion* will be corrected and that 
the market wrill improve.

TRAVELERSSEE 
YOSEMITE PARK
By .MAKY ALICE W(M)DARD 

At I'ublithsd in Big SprisR 
Daily Herald

Oakland, Calif.—With Yose- 
mite National park already be­
hind us, it is no longer “Califor­
nia, here we come,” but "Califor­
nia, here we are.” We are in OaJt 
land now, ju st across the bay 
from San Francisco.

Wednesday night, driving out 
from SaR Lake, we came on west 
to I.ake Tahoe before stopping 
for a "nap” before dawn. The 
lake la a perfect example of pic­
tures we have all seen hundreds 
of times—of mountain lakea, 
with the forest coming right to 
the water’s edge, and hardly a 
rinpU* diaturbing the mirror­
like surface of the lake. Tahoe ia 
rather large, some 60 miles 
around.

We arrived at the  east gate  of 
Yosemite Thursday, after a 
“hair-raising” drive through 
Tioga Pass, on the ea.st side of 
the park. The pass, though not 
so high (9,900) feet is bv far 
the worst one we have driven 
over yet. The scenery, however, 
is so awe-in.spiring that it is 
well worth the diixy sensations 
(hat we experienced

If we ever had any notion of 
“.swing Yo.semite” in just a lit­
tle while and going on our wav, 
we would have been ilisappoint- 
e«l. As it was we nad decided to 
svend the entire day in the park, 
a thing which one is almost 
forced to do anyway. Fmm the 
ea.st gate to the floor of the val­
ley is 58 miles, over the most 
scenic and spectacular route it 
has been my pleasure to see. 
The mountains in the park— 
and then* are lots of them—are 
solid rock, some of them tower­
ing 3 000 feet abo\e us. the face 
of them .sheer and smooth.

It took us exactly four and a 
half hours to reach the floor of 
the valley from the entrance. 
Coming down, quite bv accident, 
we took a “one way’ ro«»d Iea<ling 
to the valley, down the almost 
sheer side of a .3,000 foot cliff. 
We probably obtained the best 
views of the valley possible, but 
how we managed to  escjipe heart 
failure on that drive i-s some- ■ 
thing I do not kno*v.

The floor of the valley Is ex- j 
actlv what it is called, because it ' 
is perfectly flat. l>etweenthe' 
sheer granite walls. The valley W 
never over a mile wide, and In ■ 
mo.xt places narrower. To see the 
top of tho.si* cliffs we almost had 
to lie down on our hacks and look 
up. The highest. El Capitan. is a 
huge dome-like mass of granite 
towering 2.998 feet with hardly ; 
a break in its smooth sides. I

Dtie to the lack of rain, all the | 
falls in the park were dr>t Yose- : 
mite Falls, the most famous, 
come off the very tofp of one of 
the cliffs, and fall to the valley 
floor. We were di.sappointed at 
not getting to see them.

I Leaving the park, we drove to 
[Merced, through the fig and 
peach orchard country and Into 
Ookland. Today w*e s ta rt a “rest” 
in San Francisco, taking in the 
Fair.
