tion and subscribe for his
son-in-law, 0. F. Davis, of
the same neighborhood.

Ho!comb said that one
Sunday not long ago he and
his two brothers, E. B. and
F. E. Holcomb, were kick-
ing over rocks and explor-
ing miniature caves on
their Sulfur Draw place
and routed out from their
den and killed 67 rattle-
snakes.

Holcomb reported that
in the past year he and his
brothers have killed about
250 of the reptiles and it
wasn't a good year for
rattlesnakes, either.
