Decision of Court of Appeals, Sitting
as Circuit Court, Involves Parent
Organization of Standard Oll.

St. Paul, Minn, Nov, 22.~In an
spinion written by Judge Walter H.
Sanborn of 8t. Paul and concurred in
oy Judges Vandeventer, Hook and
Adams, with a special concurring
spinfon by Judge Hooks, the United
States Clreuit Court, Eastern District
of Missouri, Saturday handed down
in opinlon declaring the Standard Ol
Company of New Jersey an [llegal
sombination, operating in restraint of
trade, and ordering its dissolution.
The opinion of the court was filed
simultaneously in 8t. Louls and in St
Paul,

Excerpts from Judges' Opinion.

“Corgress has power, under the
sommercial clause of the Constitution,
‘0 regulate and restrict the use in
sommerce, among the several States
ind wjth foreign Nations, of contracts,
» the method of holding titles to
property and of every other [nstru
nentality employed in that commerce,
1o far as it may be necessary to do
10 in order to prevent the restraint
shereof denounced by the antitrust
wet of July 2, 1800, 26 Btat. 200,

“If its (the corporation’'s) necessary
sffect is to stifle, or, directly and sub-
itantially, to restrict free competition
m commerce among the States or with
forelgn Natlons, it Is {legal within
the meaning of that statute,

“The combination in a single cor
poration or person, by the exchange ot
stock and the power of many stock
holders holding the same proportions,
respectively, of the majority of the
stock of each of the several corpo
rations engaged in a commerce in the
game articles among the States, o1
which foreign Natlons, to restrict com-
petition therein, renders the power
thus vested in the former greater,
more easily exerciged, more durable
and more effective than that previous:
ly held by the stockholders and it is
{llegal.

“The transaction constitutes a com-
bination and conspiracy in restraint
of and to monopolize commerce among
the States and with foreign Nations
In violation of Secs. 1 and 2 of the antl
trust act of July 2, 1800, and the Gov-
ernment is entitled to an injunction
agailnst the further continuance and
operation thereof."

In this decision the Government of
the United States wins a sweeping vie
tory, and, according to Frank B. Kel-
Wogg of this city, who was the Govern
ment's special prosecuting officer, the
Government has won every point for
which it contended.

The case will be appealed to the
United States Supreme Court direct
as soon a8 the Judges' decree I8 In el
fect, These are the Judges of the
United States Circuit Court' of Ap
peals, although Lhey were sitting for
the purpose of trying this case as the
Cireuit Court for the Eastern District
of Missourl,

The decree of the court dissolving
the Standard Oi]l Company becomes ef
fective in thirty days, when, no doubt
a stay will be granted for the purposa
of an appeal. When the decree takes
effect, unless a stay Is granted, an In
Junction will be issued restraining the
Standard Oll Company from a furthe:
continuance of its business under fta
present formation,

It appears from the concurring
spinlon written by Judge Hook that
the company can not do business un
fer any other form with the object ol
stifling competition. For, says Judge
Hook on this subject, it {s thought
that, with the end of the combination
the monopoly will naturally disappear
But should it not do so, and the mem
pers of the combination retire from it
except one, who might perpetuate the
monopoly by the aggregation of the
physical properties dnd instrumental
Ities, it would constitute a viclation ol
the decree of the court.

In the trial of the case the poini
wias made that the Standard O1l Com
pany was a beneflcent corporation in
that, by reason of economy in operatior
it reduced the price of Its product
This, Judge Hook says, can have n¢
welght. !

The Standard Oil's legal talent was
@d by John G. Milburn of New York
Its defense was that the present organi
eatlion of the Standard OIl eorporation
was the result of natural growth of a
great industry, and that no statuts
had been violated.
