First frost in Hnskcll county
undoubtedly is not far away,
and this wenthcrvano usually
forecasts an Imminent sifihting
of the Vnrmlnt, othenvise known
as "The Thang," or Haskell
Rascal.

Why the notorious, beef-eati- ng

quadruped bestirs himself
more in the cool, cool, cool, of
winter Is another of the myst-rl- cs

surrounding the pattern of
Its prowls.

But oldtlmers here say the
Varmint, believed to bo a hugo
mountain lion, or cougar-typ-e,

will be getting hungry again
soon. Thoy opino "Tho Thnng,"
glimpsed Infrequently since
calf-killi- ng incidents cropped
up in this aiea back in 1058,
spendsIts summersin the Kio-
wa Peak vicinity west of here.

There are those who don't
believe the varmlnt-sighttn- g

stories "null." "No sleh ani-

mal," they declare. But this
always has been game country,
nnd big gnmo has liad its day
right here, too, especially since
Haskell County was the scene
of several of the largest buff-
alo slaughtrs in West Texan in
the 1870's and 1880's Killing
for buffalo hides was big busi-

ness here In those days, and
tho meat and bones left behind
lured strange,and wild animals
from hundreds of miles away

A glanceat one section of the
History of Haskell County writ-

ten by the late It. E. Shernll,
respected citizen and historian
here, furnishes ample stippoit
for Varmlnt-belicvcr-s.

Mr. Sherrlll. discussing ioi-gar- s,

mountain lions and p i --

thers, relates an incident on
September15, 1888:

"T. A. Cnpertn and William
Callends found a
mnro killed across the breaks,
and rolled a big stone down in
tho canyon, or gulch, where
thoy supposed nn animal might
bo lurking. When one ran out,
thoy shot and killed It. It guvc
a most frightful scream It
measuredeight feet from tip to
tip and weighed about 300

pounds."
"On anotheroccasion in Nov-

ember, 1891, Mr. Jim Fields,
Mn father and .brothers wore
hunting on tho Clear Fork (of

the Braxos, in rugged country
southeast of here), when tne
dogs treed something, The boys

called to Jim. While ho was
under tho tree looking, the
others shot, and the animal
jumped down almost upon
Fields, so close that he punched
it oft with his gun, and then
hot It. Stepping buck, Fields

Uiot again and killed It, Tho
animal proved to be n "large
ciur," measuring nine feet
fronTtip to tip.

A third Incident on Taint
Creek, south of town, on the
August Klelter place, Is vividly
described, climaxing with a
commentary on the habits of

the huge prowlers, "They make
a nolso at night that is very
much like a child crying, and
this sometimesdeceives the un-

guarded."
