FREE WOOL INDORSED.

The caucus that indorsed the
Underwood Lill adopted the fol-
lowing resolution:

The estimated value of the 1810
erap, the most valuable ever produced
In the United States, is $063,180,000,
rompared with $812,000,000 for 1900;
$651,230,000 for 1008; $800,960,000 for
1807, and $721,650,000 for 1906,

The value of the crop of 1910 is
£151,000,000, or 1866 per cent more
than that of 1509, notwithstanding the
fact that the quantity of lint is only
1,603,667 bales, or 16 per cent greater.

The value of the cotton crops of
the five-year period ending with 1810
Is $3,879,11C,000, while the value of
the five-yea) period ending with 1899
s $1,529,50%000,

During the last five years the price
of lint cotton has averaged about 12¢
per pound, or about $60 per bale, and
the value of tha notton seed has In-
creased from $13.80 per ton In 1006
to $27.40 per ton in 1910.

The value of a 500-pound bale of
cotton, including the value of the seed
was $87.15 in 1910, compared with
$50.27 for 1904 and with $30.22 in
1898,

The quantity of cotton reported for
the crop of 1910, with linters included
and round bales counted as half bales,
{8 11,965,962 running bales; express-
ed In gross 500-pound bales the crop
amounted to 12,005,688 bales, which ls
1,690,300 bales, or 16.4 per cent great-
er than the crop of 1909, but 1,551,618
bales, or 11.6 per cent, less than the
erop of 1908,

The Texas crop in 1910 was more
than 500,000 bales larger than in 1908,
but did not reach the dimensions at-
tained In 1908 and 1906, or 1904, The
unstable condition of cotton produc-
tion in Texas ls disclosed by the fact
that the State showed a decline of
449 per cent in 1907 compared with
1906, when the largest crop that It
ever produced was grown, and an in-
crease In 1908 of 65.8 per cent over
the crop of 1507, while in 1809 the
crop decreased 334 per cent from
that of the preceding year and In
1910 increansed over that of 1308 by
21.7 per cent.

DRAINAGE SITUATION

COMMISSIONER STILES SECURES
PROMISE OF AID.

——

TWO STATIYNS ESTABLISHED

Government Engineera WIll Be Estab
lished at Houston and
Brownsville,

Washington. D. C.: As a result
ot conference held by State Drainage
OCommissioner Arthur A. Btiles of Tex-
a8, with Secretary Wilson of the De-
partment of Agriculture, and varlous
division chiefs, the dopartment has or-
dered the drainage division to co-oper-
ate on dralnage work in Texas with
the Texas Leveo and Dralnage Board
Stations will be established at Hous-
ion and Brownsville, from which
points the two supervisors designated
0 carry on this work In Texas will
organize their forces for operations in
coastal plans, H. A. Kipp, dralnage
engincer, will be in charge of the
headquarters at Houston, and W, H.
Hall, drainage engineer 4n charge of
the headquarters at Brownsville. Their
forces will Investigate the dralnage
problems of those sections, and will
transmit all of the resuits of those
investigations to the State Leves and
Dralnage Board, the State board re-
clprocating the favor in the sections
where It is at work, The Department
of Agriculture will Increase the allott:
ments for the work, and as a courte-
8y to the Texas board will place {ts
surveys in areas where the State Le-
vee Board is most deslrous of having
surveys made.

Discussing the scope and character
of this cowperation, Chlet Engineer
Wright says:

“This work will consist first of the
general examination of certain valleys
and countles where there is interest
among the land owners in the reclaim-
jng of lands for agriculture, In the
course of these examinations all of
the information regarding the physi-
cal conditions which relate to the land
from lack of adequate drainage will
be obtalned and arranged in the form
of reports. This information will in
olude the area of land injured, the
condition which produces injury, eith.
er from overflow or, 1in the case of
the level coast lands, from the lack
of dralpage channels to remove the
purplus water. All facts of this char-
acter, which can be gathered without
an Instrumental survey, will be care
fully arranged, and conclusions drawn
as to what preliminary steps should
be taken In securing the betterment
of the land which has been exammed.

“When such surveys are made the
oftice will co-operate with the people
on the local drainage commission, pro-
vided the local authorities contribute
approximately one-half of the cost of
the survey., Where surveys are made,
the object is to assist the people In
handling the local problem in such a
way that they do the work efficlently
and economically, Where plans and
surveys are made It will be expected
that the owners will proceed with the
work in accordance with the instruc-
tions of the office, and In doing so,
will furnish an example of good man-
agement and construction to other lo-
calities where the sama mothods of

Hon. T. H. Ball, Fr. Murphy, Senator
Sturgeon and Cone Johnson Make
Addresses.

Dallas, Texas: An audience of some
2,500 men and women enthusiastically
applauded and cheered the stellar
orators of the Btate-wide prohibition
cause who appeared Thursday nigh!
upon the platform of the State Fah
Collseum In the first series of ralllet
to be held over Texas In favor of the
adoption of the constitutional amend
ment on July 22. The speakers wers
Hon, Cullen T. Thomas of Dallas, whe
presided; Hon. Thomas H. Ball, chalr
man of the State-wide prohibition or
gnnization; Rev. Patrick J. Murphy
the Cathollc priest of Dalhart; Hon
B. B. Sturgeon, State SBenator, of Par
is, and Hon. Cone Johnson of Tyler
The fact that aside from the priest
two of these speakers have beer
prominent supporters and two prom
inent opponents of United States Ben
ator Balley gave emphasis of divis
fon upon political questions.

The speechkes were largely contro
versial, analyzing the rally held by
the anti-Btate-widers at Fort Wortl
Monday, and answering certain of the
charges there made, For example, Mr
Thomas observed: “They say the are
opposed to the union of Church and
State,” and he added, “So are we, buf
I would rather see the State the bridy
of the Church than to see it the con
sort of the saloon.”

Mr, Thomas, Mr. Ball and Benator
Sturgeon each took notice of the
charge made by Chalrman Wolters of
the antis that Rockefeller had contri
buted to the antl-saloon work, and
had started this campalgn in Texas
to divert attention from the prosecwu
tion of Btandard OIl. The truth of
this was denited, Mr. Thomas declar-
ing that Standard Oil had already
been put out of the State. Benator
Sturgeon, however, declared that
Standard OIll is still interested in the
brewerles of Texas and is fighting for
them. Mr. Ball caustically commented
upon the fact that the rallroad rates
to the antl convention were less than
half the rates made to the prohibi-
tion conventions, notwithstanding
which, he declared, the attendance
was not as large as had been ex-
pected. He struck fire when he at-
tacked Gov. Colquitt, declaring that
he would not criticlse the Governor
for attending the Fort Worth meeting,
as he owed It ot the men who had
elected him to be there, nor would he
criticlse him for vetoing the elght-
hour law, ror having vetoed the day-.
light bill, making long hours for the
saloon, it naturally followed that there
should be long hours for labor.

Father Murphy's speech was very
much along the line of that which
he made at Waco, His short, inclsive
sentences brought wrequent applause.
This was particularly true of his em-
phatic statement that every Roman
Catholic in Texas ias free to work and
vote for State-wide prohibition, and
his’ declaration that the church of
Jesus Christ is supposed to stand for
something more than the dirty sa-
loon business; also his assertion that
the picture printed in “Facts” purs
porting to be a likeness of Cardinal
Gibbons was a fake, and not the plc-
ture of the great man.

Senator Sturgeon ocontrasted the
criminal records of Paris and Dallas,
and In that connection sald that when
he was working for the adoption of
the race track bill he was told that
the Texas State Fair would be ruined
it betting on races was prohibited.
He bad sald, however, that If the Falr
was based upon a wrong it ought to
go down. Time has proven that the
dire prediction was Iill-founded, for
the Fair ls prospering. From this he
argued that the closing of saloons in
Dallas would not kill' the city, for
Dallas Is not based upon the saloons.

Hon. Cone Johnson was the Ilast

FARMERS’ SOCIETY IS UNIQUE

Development of Co-operative Idea at
Dassel, Minn.,, Belng Watched
With Much Interest.

(By C. . BARNS, Minnesota University
Farm.)

The division of agricultural exten-
sion s watching with much interest
the development of the co-operative
idea among the farmers in the vicinity
of Dassel, Minn. Begloning as an ord-
inary farmers' club, it bas become an
unique farmers' corporation, with an
authorized capital stock of $50,000, and
operating three special departments—
& cow-testing association, a stock-
shipping business and an egg-selling
department, It has also made a be-
ginning in the co-operative shipment
of produce; having marketed, up to &
recent date, slx car loads of hay; and
it 18 lonking forward L0 aiTangeinenis
for supplying its stockholderas with
pelected seed corn and other seeds.

Bome pecullar features of the organ-
ization—which render it unique so Iar
as our Iinformation goes, and which
make i unusually attractive to lnde-
pendent farmers, who object to assocl-
ations likely to be dominated by oune
or two men making a larger Invest-
ment than the others—are these:

1. No stockhuiders, whatever the
number of shares he may own, can
have more than one vote; and no per-
son can hold more than 100 shares
($500) of stock.

2. Instead of dividends, the stock
draws interest at the rate of eix per
cent. per annum; but the payment ol
such Interest may be annulled by a
vote at the annual meeting following
its accruing.

8. Dividends, instead of belng ap-

according to the amount of
stock held, are apportioned according
to the amount of business each stock-
bolder has done with the department
from which the dividends are derived.

4. Operating expenses are defrayed
by a tax of a certaln percentage on
the amount of business done In any
department,

These provisions are gupplemented
by eothers in the by-laws, and in a
very Just and well-drawn code of regu-
lations concerning the shipping of
stook, etc.; the whole giving the im-
presaion that the spirit of fraterniy
sod mutual good will so domipates
the organization as to make certaln
its steady growth and prosperity,

Today the world aska less for
rhetoric and more for results. This
Is a very slight summary of what we
have sccomplished; together with &
statement of what we ye' hope, with
the ald of the Almighty and our own
courage, to accomplish.

And the same force wlill
develop in a thousand unexpected
directions to solve the problems of
the American farmer,

When the
meeting closed, they arranged for a clinlc at the
Southern Pacific Hospital, where Dr. Behafer, in
the presence of the chlef surgeons of the biggest
hospitals, agreed to cure every case that was
brought before him. He accepted them as they
came and the worst was reported cured In eight
days. In other words, he was given a trial before
a4 competent jury, and proved his case,

At the February meeting of the Ban Franoisco
Medical Soclety Dr. Schafer was to speak at length
and the ball was crowded, but there were many
physiclans present who had not had a first hand
opportunity to study Dr. Schafer's methods and,
although he was supported by men whose medical
reputations were above reproach, they refused to
permit the soclety to endorse him.
