Senator Burne of Oregon made
a speech in the Senate the other
day, in whichhe made a very
severe attact on the president
for the use he has made of the
appointingpower. We think his
strictures are timely, for the
reason that it has become the
custom to use the appointing
power in a way that amounts to
intimidation or bribery. Mr.
Burne said. ‘“The use of the
Presidentia! appointing power to
coerce members of congress
would be either bribery or in-
timidation, ‘‘bribery if patronage
was used as a reward and intim-
idat ion if withheld as a punish-
ment.”” In this connection he
read section 5450 of the Revised
Statutes, making it a crime for
any person to offer or give any-
thing of value to any member of
either house of congress with
intent to influence, his vote or
decision upon any matter pend-
ing in either house.

““The natural inference from
the Norton letter is that the
President of the United States
used Federal patronage to influ-
ence the actions of members of
congress.” * “The undenied state-
ment indi catés a deplorable and
despicable subsgervience on the
part of the ligislative branch and
a dangersous and demoralizing
asurpation on the part of the
Executive.

Most common and
probably the most edstructive is the
bore or tree worm. He galns entrance
wherever the bark is broken and eats
to the heart of the tree. These worms
multiply rapidly and soon the tree
they are eating begins to look um
healthy, The leaves become brown
and some of the branches dle.

Whenever there is a hole that holds
water the rot will start and eat out
the heart and a hole where water can
accumulate is (llustrated by one fine
old apple tree. Water gathered; win:
ter came on; it froze and burst the en-
tire bark of the tree. As a result, &
grand old family tree which had fur
nished lusclous russets to three gen-
erations of little folk was lost, Then
there Is the winged ant, which also
enters through an unbarked wound
and flourishes In colonles fatal to the
life of a tree. : ’

Beventy-five per cent. of the trees In
the avenues and streets of our Amert
can citles and villages are suffering
from one or the other of these evils, If
not all. And yet that is not so seri-
ous as it sounds, for the growth of a
tree is of such a nature that all of
these troubles can be overcome. How-
over, the best way to keep your trees
healthy Is to protect them from In-
jurles. Careless bumps from a lawn
mower at the base of a young tree
often gives entrance to the bores and
result in its death. Keep nalls and
splkes out of them., Do not allow rope

and do not burn off the grass where
you expect young trees to flourish.

A tree grows only on the outside—
the Interlor or heart contributes noth-
ing to its life. If there is a hole, big
or little in your tree, spend a half
holiday In tree surgery and save the
years of walting which a new tree ne
cessitates,
