mighty glad to get off on July 10th and go for my vacation in the

mountains. You will remember that [ went to Colorado Springs
and Denver two years ago and although I had intended taking a
trip to Chicago this summer, when I heard of the heat prostrations
there I gave 1t up and went where I knew it would be cool and de-
lightful. As I had spent most of the time at Colorado Springs be-
fore, although that is the most delightful summering place there,
I decided to spend more time in Denver this trip, as [ did not know
anyone at the Springs, and one of my old friends, Lee Haynes, is
working at Denver for the Interstate Fair Association. [ was at
Denver about five days, and saw Lee every night after working
hours, making it much pleasanter than it would have been other-
wise. Denver certainly is a beautiful city, with miles of the fin-
est paved streets in the residence section as well as the business
part of town.

Immediately after my arrival at Denver, while I was crossing
the street at the Union Depot, I met Mr. D. Black, formerly Asst.
Supt, here and under whom I served as stenograf:her.
Lee are about the only people I met that I knew. 1 employed my
time enjoying the parks of the city, of which there are several of
the very finest. At the City Park is a museum recently built, con-
taining one of the finest mineral collections in the world. One ex-
hibit consists of the gift of a millionaire mine owner, consisting of
hundreds of thousands of dollars worth of pure gold, wire gold,
leaf gold and nugget gold, absolutely pure but just as it came from
the earth. On another floor of the same building is one of the
finest collections of stuffed buffaloes in the world, the gift of a
veteran hunter.

The State Capitol at Denveér is also a very fine building. I had
always had an idea that Denver was in the mountaing, however it
is forty or fifty miles from the mountains proper, and although it
was cool and fine when I arrived there, the last day I was there it
became pretty warm. Ome of the side trips I took from Denver
was on the Moffatt Road, built by a millionaire mine owner, Mr.
Moffatt, who discovered gold mines at Cripple Creek. Most of the
roads through the mountains in Colorado follow the river canyons;
however, this road winds around until it gets on top of the moun-
tains, in one place making a double horseshoe loop where you can
see four or five tracks beneath you. ‘There are 28 tunnels on this
road in a distance of about ten miles, some of the tunnels very
long. The road attains a very high elevation in some of the moun-
tain passes, where it is necessary to construct snow sneds miles in
length, and perpetual snow is banked up against the sheds, and at
one of the stops the train made, we all got out and played snow
ball, and gathered pretty wild flowers growing in the snow.
Among them is the columbine, the state flower of Colorado, a
mighty pretty little white flower, but very fragile. As I left Den-
ver on this trip [ met a young man from Joliet, Ill,, who was trav-
eling alone, and we had a very jolly time of it, taking each other’s
photograph, ete. The Moffatt Road is considered the most scenic
road in that part of the country, as well as the most expensive per
mile. You can look away out on the plains, see small towns, and
rivers that look like silver ribbons,

Leaving Denver for Salt Lake, on the D, & R. G, R, R. | came
south as far as Pueblo and followed the canyon of the Arkansas
river for hundreds of miles and after crossing the Continental
Divide, followed the Canyon of the Grande river for a long dis-
tance, thence across the Utah Desert. The road from Pueblo to
Leadville is very scenic, as you are within fifteen feet of the river
all the time, with the sides of the eanyon towering thousands of
feet high on either side. One time I made the trip [ left Denver
at 9:00 a. m. and crossed the Royal Gorge that afternocon. The
whole valley is irrigated, and blossoms like a garden, a great con-
trast with the bleak, treeless sides and tops of the mountains in
sight. Great quantities of all kinds of vegetables and fruits, par-
ticularly cherries are grown. Just before passing the Royal Gorge,
an open observation car was attached to our train and as we stop-

ved at the small towns boys with cherries came along and liked to

ave made everybody sick with the cherries. 1 met another young
fellow on this trip who resides and worked in Denver and was off
on his vacation and was going to Salt Lake, Portland and San
Francisco. Our sleeper was fitted up as an observation car on the
rear half with broad glass windows as well as seats on the rear
platform, and as the moon was full and the air deliciously cool we
sat on the observation end of the car until 10 p. m. taking in the
scenery by moonlight, and I never had a more exhilerating trip in
my life, The trip across the Utah Desert is fierce, not a sign of
vegetation for miles and miles, and the hot dust sifted in the win-
dows, which were kept closed part of the time. We arrived at Salt
Lake City about 2 p. m. the following day, very nearly worn out,
but soon rested up and took in the city. It is a beautiful city but
it was pretty warm while we were there and we didn't enjoy it so
much. I visited the Mormon tabernacle and cathedtral (temple as
they call it). The tabernacle is a building 250 feet by 150 feet,
with ceiling ninety feet high and seats eleven thousand Reople.
The accustic properties are marvelous. A guideshowed us through
and he stood at one end of the building and dropped a pin on the
railing and it sounded like a hammer fall where we were. He also
whispered and we could understand every word. There is an im-
mense and very fine pipe orian in this building, and every day at
noon the grganist or one of his two assistants gives public recitals,
We heard one recital and it was perfectly grand. The organ has
five different sets of tonal properties, and one of them is a perfect
imitation of a choir with a man soloist. A choir of six hundred
trained voices sings every Sunday in this tabernacle. The seats in
the main floor of the tabernacle are on an inclined floor, and there
is a balcony nearly all around. The balcony is supported by a few
posts, which are the only posts in the auditorium, as the dome-roof
of the tabernacle rests upon sixty stone pillars on the outside of
the building, and there is not a single nail or piece of iron in the
whole roof as at the time it was built iron was so expensive on ac-
count of there being no railroads to haul it. The gallery does not

reach of the walting fishermen,

From Indlan times until the great eateh of
last season the method of fishing has been the
same. A boat or a canoce to fish from, and a dip
pet with a long handle for fishing teckls, are sil

Hterally allve with ou-
lachan and cliildren oft-
en bail them out of the
water with tin cans, get-
ting half fish and half
water. Where the wa-
ter {s shallow enough
they can even be caught
with the bare hands, as
thelr skin s not slimy
when in the water.

The run Is always
heralded far down the
Columbia by flocks of
gulls and hawks, following In the wake

eagles,
of the living rope of fish and picking up the
dead as they come to the surface, Then the fish.
ermen gather by hundreds in their boats along
the fishing grounds and feel along the bottom

with the pole ends of their dip nets,. When the
pole strikes the small, wriggling bodles swim-
ming along the river bottom In solld phalanx,
it is simply dip and fll, empty the net into the
boat, dip and fill again, untll the boat can hold
no more, There 1s not much sport about it. It
I3 just about as exciting as clam digging and
requires no more sklll. Quantity caught, and
quickness in dipping one's boat full to the gun-
wales of flapplug little dsh are the smelt fisher-
man’'s ldeals of sport. And during the runs fish-
ermen, fish eaters and even the eternally gob-
Lling seagulls allke become sated. When the
gulls are at all hungry the fishermen amuse
themselves by tossing up smelt for the gulls to
catch In the alr. A seagull on the wing will grab
a fish by the middle or tall, toss and reverse it
in alr, and gulp 1t down head first in the wink
of an eaye

Mosgt of the fishing s done at night. Daylight
seems o scatter the fish, but even In daytime
during the helght of the season the flshermen
keep at thelr work with good results. As a rule,
there are two men to each boat and the craft
are filled In an loeredibly short time. One night
last season two Kelso men filled a power launch
to its capacity of 2,250 pounds in 45 minutes, or
at the rate of 50 pounds a minute, and catches
of 10,000 pounds fn one day and nlght were fre
quent,

While the Cowlitz river is the only constant
spawning ground, the oulachan has been knbwn
to run up the Lewis and the Sandy. At the time
of the run up the Lewls, 14 years ago, there was
only a emall run of male fish In the Cowlitz, and
the fishermen made thelr season's catch in the
Lewis. About once in elght years there is a run
up the BSandy, apparently Independent of the
Cowlitz run, ns the number in that river is not
ledsened. At the time of the last run in the
Sandy a party of Portland men went out with dip
pets. One man lost his dip net but found an
old, rusty, discarded bird cage. He tled It to
the end of a pole and scored an equal eateh with
the others, During the same run farmers drove
thelr wagons Into the stream, dipped them full
of fish and hauled load after load to thelr on
chards to use as fertllizer. Pork sold in the
Portland market some months later bhad s dis-
tinetly fishy flavor and revealed the fact that
gome of the thrifty agriculturists had fed smelt
to thelr hogs,

Last season the Cowlitzs river was the spawn-
fng ground of the greatest run of smelt ever
known by fishermen who have been in the busk
ness over twenty years. At the season's close
the river had ylelded over 10,000,000 pounds, gr
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_ [ CATCHING THE OULACHAN

6,000 tong of oulachan, and as the fish average
about elght to the pound 80,000,000 of them went
the way of the market and the frying pan.

The fishing grounds of the Cowlitz are prae-
tically the only ones where the oulachan can be
caught in paying quantities, On the Columbia
some few are caught by gill netters. But the
river is deep and for the most part the fish swim
beyond the reach of the widest net, Even when
caught they have to be picked one by one out
of the meshes, go putting the glll netter out of
competition with the Cowlitz man and his greedy,
long-handled dipper.
eight or ten miles in the Cowlitz. Before Kelso
wase on the map the best location Is sald to have
been directly opposite where the Northern Pa
cific depot now stands, but the growth of the
town has driven the fish farther up and the best
catches are now made two miles above this point,
Detween the small floating docks of the town
and the fishing grounds boats ply day and night
during the runs, going upstream empty and re
turning laden with filsh. Over 500 boats are em-

ployed in the Industry, about 75 of them power

boats.
It seems strange that the oulachan, so far

superior to the eastern smelt, has never reached |

the enstern markets. The fish are packed in
60-pound boxes f{or shipment and the earlier
catches sell in the wholesale market at from
2.00 to $5.00 the box:
seqgon the ordinary fisherman gets only about
$50 for 200 boxes—10,000 pounds. On the river
are several men who buy at these prices from
other fishermen, maintain boats of thelr own
and ship direct to retall markets, Portland has
wholesale buyers on the ground, and probably
the greater part of the retall trade Is supplied
through them, At Kelso smelt have been shipped |
as far east as Wisconsin. The fishermen say |
that with cold storage facllitles the output could
be greatly increased.
sardines has never been 1tried, though in the
opinion of experts the fish so treated would dis-
count the lmported sardine. The market s usu
ally demoralized early in the five months' rea-
son by schoolboys, who go out, load up a few
boats with fish and become an easy mark for
buyers. Often, too, Greeks and Italians come up
the river in boats, stay a day or two and sell
thelr fish for whatever they can get, and the men
regularly engaged in the trade want to make it
& licensed one, on this account,

The growing output of the oulachan would
seem, on the face of It, to demand a Gifford Pin-
chot on the fish commission. But the supply
increases year after year with the demand and
apparently knows no limil. Last vear's run
broke all records and the Cowlitz smelt fisher
Is looking forward in happy confidence to the
coming winter, when the deeps and shallows of
the streams will agaln be filled with oulachan.

The conference committee's substi-
tute Insurance bill struck a snag of
some proportions in the Senate and is
now in the air on one proposition;
and, as usual with this speclal ses
slon, it Is political In its nature. It
I8 the old story of conflicts between
the outgoing and the incoming Ad
ministrations,

The bill provides that the term of
one member of the State Insurance
Board shall end in February, 1911,
and the other on Feb, 1, 1812, which
would mean that one of Gov. Camp-
bell's appointees would hold during
the first year of Mr. Colquitt's in.
cumbency. That was the sole stumb-
ling block to an insurance law, and
there Is much dlsgust in some quar
ters, particularly in the House. Es.
peclally is this true when it 1s con-
sldered that the incoming Governor
will appoint two members of the
bhoard at the start, out of the three,
giving a majority and control of its
affalrs. The next Governor will ap
point one member at once and the
ex-officlo member, the Commissioner
of Insurance, The hesitaney then, on
the part of Senators, created a  sur
prise, particularly after the FHouse
had conceded everything, maximum
rate provision and all. The adverse
action of the Senators has caused
glee uhmng those who want no law
at all, and has resulted in outsiders
saylng that It appears as If the Sen-
ate 18 trying to find some excuse for
oot enacting a law.

Prison Reform BIillL

The Senate finally passed the pris:
on reform bill and the House made
conslderable progress by disposing of
a number of amendments. However,
the House authorized the use of the
strap, following a half day of debate,
by & vote of 49 to 47. The House
amendment {8 similar to the amend-
ment voted down in the Benate, and
was offered by Mr. Stamps, a member
of the Penltentiary Investigating Com-
mittee. 1t restricts the use of the
“bat" to prisoners of the third class
and limits the number of blows to
twenty. There were many amend
ments offered during the day and
some of these adopted amplify and
broaden the reform bill.

The Senate, by a vote of 22 to T,
Friday finally passed the penl
tentiary reform bill, carrylng the
emergency cialuse, As passed by the
Senate the bill will go into immediate
gffect and allow Gov. Campbell the
mppointment of the first three Com-
missloners, whose terms shall expire
colncldentally with his administra-
tion. The politlcal issue Involved,
while at all times dominant, was fin-
ally settled satiafactorily through con-
cessiong made on both sides,

The Senate has done its pare now,

the question of penitentiary re-
form is up to the House for final met
tlement,

Austin: Taking the floor in the
committes of the whole, Lieut., Gov.
Davidson spoke In support of an
amendment offered by himself, which

ed a protest, which resulted in the
bill remaining unchanged in {18 pro-
hibitlon of corporal punishment,

The redrafted bill was finally adopt-
ed by the committee and was Intro-
duced In the House, It provides that
the act shall take effect at once,
which means that Gov,* Campbell
would get to appoint the first commis.
sloners should the bill pass, The bill
wag at once favorably reported by the
House Penitentlary Committee, which
trusted to the work of the joint com-
mitiee. The House has ordered 500
coples printed. The vote |n the
House Committee was 13 to 4. Re-
presentatives Cox, Terrell of Chero-
kee, Luce and Fant protested against
summary action. All members of the
committee reserved the right to offer
amendments,

The Senate members of the commit.
tee introduced the bill in the upper
body after changing it so as to pro-
vide that the act shall take effect
Jan, 20, which means that Gov, Col-
quitt would get to appoint the first
commissioner. So this Important is-
sue 18 openly made from the start as
between the two houses. The Senate
Committee on Internal Improvements
met to consider the bill Monday.

In all other respects that as above
noted, the House and Senate Dbills
are identleal. They start out by de-
claring that it shall be the policy of
the State to operate the prison system
with the view of reforming prisoners
and that all prisoners shall be worked
within the prison walls and upon
farms owned by the State; that the
lease system shall be abolished as
speedily as possible and not later than
Jan. 1, 1014,

Penitentlary Reform BIll.

Representatives Wilson and Bell had
published In the journal an amend-
ment to the penltentiary reform bill,
which they will offer when that meas-
ure comes before the House for con-
slderation, The amendment shears the
executive office of tne power to ap-
point the commigsioners and vests
that authority in the State Supreme
Court, which will be authorized under
the amendment to remove the commis-
sloners for malfeasance In office or
for willful fallure to comply with the
provisions of thelr bonds. The reform
bill as drawn provides for the removal
of the commissioners through quo
warranto proceedings in the Distriot
Court instituted by the Governor,
Members of the Legislature to whose
attention this amendment has. been
called express doubt as to the Legisla-
ture's authority to {mpose upon the
Supreme Court the duty of appointing
the officers of a State department, in.
as much as the Constitution defines the
powers and jurisdiction of that tribu-
nal, and does not provide for its ap-
polnting such officers.

Substitute Bill Prepared,

Senator Cofer has prepared a sub-
stitute bill of lading bill, It is de-
signed to take the place of the House
and Senate bills on that subject. The
House bill as passed was not satisfac:
tory to ita authors and the Senate
measure s the lengthy uniform bill of
lading bill. Benator Cofer does not
think sufficient time is left to thrash
out measures of such length. His
substitute bill is to be brief and sim-
ply provide that when shippers re-
quest rallroad agents must go before
a notary public and have thelr signa-
tures to the bills of lading attested by
the notary. At the shipper's Instance
the bills of lading can be made nego-
tiable or non-negotfable. The substi-
tute Is to apply to all common carriers
which would Include express com-
panles and pipe lines. The House
commlittee struck out express compan-
les and pipe line. The substitute will
be offered when the bill of lading bill
Is consldered in the Senate. If adopt-
ed it would have to be returned to the
House for concurrence. If not agree-
able to thal hody a conference com-
mittee will be appointed, (

Wrapped in the flames
of the burning oil, the oldest
girl put out the burning build.
ing. Bhe attempted to run to

a tank of water at the lot.

It is possible the oldest
girl could have abandoned the
house to the flames and saved
herself, but she gave np her life
to save the family home,

While lnying on the bed wait-
ing for death, she looked at her
charred fingers with the bones
protruding and asked “Who
will pick the ecotton?” It iv sad
that this noble, brave girl
should go this way. We cannot
beleive this noble soul perished
with the body. May God com-

MEANS CENTRAL BANK

GUARDIAN OF TREASURY ISSUES
ORDER TO HAVE TREMEND-
OUSs EFFECT.

INSURES  AGAINST  PANICS

Provides for Using Commercial Paper
With Proper Indorsement and
Will Help Business.

—

Washington, Sept. 8.—Secretary
MacVeagh's order making sound come
mercial paper with one name and the
bank's Indorsement avallable to guar-
antee elrculation under the Aldrich-
Vreelund net I8 regarded here as one
of the most important notices ever
put out by the head of the Treasury
Department.

Officials in the office of the Comp-
troller of the Currency who have to
do  with Dbanking and currency
regard Mr. MacVeagh's move as
equivalent to legislation for the estab-
lishment of a central bank without
waiting for Congress to act.

Secretary MacVeagh, in thus pro-
viding for the use of commercial pa-
per as security for emergency cur-
reney, it 12 believed, comes as near
frecing legitimate business from the
speculative Wall street influence as
possible without further action by

| Congress.

The fact s recognized that an indi-
vidual bank might yield to the temp-
tation to ask for an issue of emer
geney currency secured by the de-
posit of commercial paper by the pre-
valence of a high rate for call money
in Wall street, but without the con-
gent of the other banks jolned with it
in an emergency eurrency association.

A bank can get no bank notes se-
cured by the paper of its customers.
It would be possible, it is believed, for
a number of banks desirous of supply-
ing a speculative demand in Wall
girect to band together for that pur
pose, Into a currency assoclation, but
the Secretary of the Treasury has the
last say as to whether such an asso-
elation could have the notes. The
option of Issuing emergency mnotes
rests with him, Only by depositing
United States bonds can a bank com-
pel an issue of notes to it.

Secretary MacVeagh, having spent
all his life in a mercantile establish-
ment knows by personal experlence
the horror of a panic caused by over-
speculation In Wall street, when the
gilt-edged paper of the commercial
world lles a sodden mass in the vaults
of banks, not available as security for
the bank notes which legitimate busi-
ness needs at such a time. He also
knows that every other clvilized Na-
tion has a central bank system that
is ahle at a time of panic among spe-
culators to protect straight business.

What he (s able by this order te
do I8 looked upon as the best that can
be done with the hybrid Aldrich-Vree-
land emergency currency law. It has
been a dead letter thus far, utterly
useless, a delusjon, but not a snare,
because it has been so obviously un
workable,

Secretary MacVeagh during hils
whole time in office has turned a cold
shoulder to the desires of the Wall
street financiers, When Senator Ald-
rich did not put through a blll to
equalize the 2 and 3 per cent bonds,
when used ae security for circulation,
Secretary MacVeagh diected that no
more rallroad bonds be accepted as
security for bank note issues. Now he
lessens the influence of the 'Wall
street element by glving commercial
paper a standing higher than it has
ever had in America, thereby increas-
ing the independence from Wall
street

Grover Cleveland's Estate.

AUGUST CLOSED AT 18 CENTS

Cotton Was Rushed from Mills to Fill
Engagements at Fancy Closing
Figure.

New York City: When the Iast
of the heavy speculative Interests in
the August option was cloged out on
the New York Cotton Ezchange Wed-
nesday the finlsh was much quleter
than the trade had been expecting
after the excitement and violent ad-
vance to 20¢ in Monday's covering
movement among the shorts,

Trading in the option was quiet,
with tne price closing at 10.40¢, Al
ter the close of the market it was re.
ported that the short interest had
been well covered in Monday's flurry,
and that as a consequence and owing
to the disposition of the bull leaders
to ease up the market conditions on
the scattered short interest remain-
ing outstanding, the price would be
lower.

After these reports and the final
tenders from spot dealers on their
contracts the price opened off 0
points in the initianl trading.

This was followed by a further
slump of 40 more to 18.50¢, on the
next trade.

Between

700 and 1,000 Dbales
changed hands In the decline. From
11 oclock to 12 o'clock about 4,000

bales more were sold at 18c,

That was the price which the bull
clique had apparently fixed for set-
tlement by the remaining shorts.
There were no other fluctuations
from that quotation and the option ex-
pired at 18c.

There was a large attendance of
brokers on the floor and in brokerage
houses In the expectation of a repet-
tion of the excitement on Monday,
but when it was seen that nothing of
the kind was to come about, interest
in the market ceased, and after the
option had expired at noon the trade
experienced o feeling of relief, that
the settlement was concluded so sat-
Isfactorily.

The rest of the option list, for de-
liverieg from September to next May,
were glightly easler after a moderate
decline at Liverpool, the decline ex-
tended to 14 points on September and
about 10 points on the later months
before the end of the hour,

Action In Regard to New 8cheme May
Be Taken at London Session
Soon,

New York: Rallroads which carry
cotton have begun the new plan of at
taching to all orders motify bills of
lading for export cotton a certificate
of validation certitying that the rall
road agent signing_the bill Is the
properly authorized representative of
the company, The revision of the
former method of accepting a bill of
lading entirely on its face value withe
out Inquiry came as a result of
fraudulent operations earlier in the
vear which caused heavy losses (O
foreign buyers of the commodity,
which were accompanied by the ol
lapse of several Southern cotton come
mission houses. With a few excep-
tions the common carrlers of the
Southeastern and Sonthwestern Rall-
way Assoclations promptly assented
to a proposition advanced by a come-
mittee of the Amerlean Bankers' As-
soclation to destroy so flagrant &
species of fraud, and the valldation
certificate was evolved, to be used
beginning on Sept, 1,

The arrangement has not met with
the approval of the British bankers,
but action in regard to the new
scheme fg expected at & meeting to
be held in London.

The English banks have persists
ently demanded in place of a rallroad
guarantee of cotton bills a compre-
hensive valldation of such paper by
the Amerfcan banks handling it

In answer, New York bankers have
taken the lead, owing te their pecu-
Har and particular relations to lLone
don financial matters, have maintaine
ed that the responsibility for square
dealing in ecotton transactions does
not rest with them. For them to ex-
amine into the value of every Dbill
of thousands passing through their
hands would be an impossibility,
they assert, and London has been
notlfied of their decision to leave the
matter strictly In charge of the rail-
roade.

The State banks and trust compan-
ies have likewlse refused to comply
with the demand, following the lead
of Natlonul institutions. A single in-
ternational express company s at
present the only purchaser of cotton
bills which has agreed to vouch for
thelr genuineness,

A committee of New York bankers
| was appointed some weeks ago by
the Bankers' Assoclation to confer
| with the English bankers in regard
to cotton bills, They mude known
their declsion to Insist on raflroad
validation and it {s expecied that a
sixty-day trial of the plan will satis-
fy the bankers abroad that a feasible
and safe arrangement has been made.

LEADS IN THE SOUTH

NEARLY BILLION DOLLARS 18
VALUE OF STAPLE AND SEED
COMBINED.

SOUTHERN MILLS ARE AHEAD

;I:c'rlhry Hester of New Orleans Cot-
ton Exchange Publishes His
Beoason-End Statiatics.

—

New Orleans, Sept 7: In spite of
a short crop year, the South obtain-
ed more money for Is eotton during
the past geason than ever before in
its history according to the season-
statlstics put out by Col. Henry G,
Hester, secretary and statlsticlan of
the New Orleans Cotton Exchange.

The money value of the crop, not
Including  cotton seed products,
amounted to $775,804,005, showing
that while the quantity of cotton mur-
keted was In round figures 2,215,000
bales less than last year, better prices
for cotton resulted In Its bringing $95,-
099,601 more. The nearest approach
to this record was made in the sea-
som of 1906-7, when the total value of
the commercial crop was $716,852,265,

When the value of the cotton seed,
$124,000.000, {8 added, the actual
wealth producing capacity of the
Southern cotton lands is shown to
been $502,894,000 durlug the past sea-
€on,

During the previous season, that
of 1908-9, the value of all cotton pro-
duced was $683,794,494 and the cot-
ton seed was valued at $92,000,000,
making a total of §775,704.494,

Thus during the past season the
value of the cotton and cotton seed
<combined surpassed the previous sea-
s0n by more than $125,000,000.

According to complete reports from
both Northern and Southern milling
<enters, the Jouth for the third con-
seculive season manufactured more
<otton than the North and increased
the lead which it held last season,

Mr. Hester's report forms a detail-
ed supplement to the report on the
crop which was put out at the close
of business August 31. That report
placed the crop under that of 1908.09
of 3,215,784 and under that of 1907.08
of 962,298, These, Col, Hester says,
considering the falling off In welght,
which averaged 6 68-100 poupds per
bale, there ig the equivalent of 138,
000 bales, or a crop equal to only
10,472,000 bales of last year's weight.

According to the report the grade
©f the crop was good, averaging praoc-
tieally “strict middling,” a bare shade
under last year, but not up to the
latter in body and strength and length
of staple. The average price of mid-
dling cotton for the year 18 placed
at 14.37¢ per pound, and the average
commereclal value of the bales at
$73.41 against $4946 last year and
$68 for the year before.

The report places the actual growth
at 10,380,000 bales and says that as
the result of the h'zh prices the in-
terlor has practically been swept clean
farmers having little or no oid cot-
ton left over and Southern mill stocks
baving been materially decreased,

LEON RIVER TAKES EIGHT LIVES

While thera ¢ -a simple home reme-
dles for stains that are apt to be suc-
cessful It |s the wisest and most eco-
nomical plan in the end to take the
solled garment at once to a profes-
slonal. In some cases the experiment-
Ing at home results In the ruin of the
entire gorment. Thia Is especlally
true In rogard to colored fabries,
White goods may be safely treated
at home, but In tke case of colored
materials one has not only to consid.
er the nature of the stain, but also
the color of the goods. The staln may
be obliterated by certain applications,
but frequently the color comes away
aleo or changes to another tone. The
original color may be restored by an
application of a solution of one part
of ammonia in twenty parts of water,
Should this fail try ether or chloro-
form, keeping away from the fire
during the process. If the stain re-
fuses to respond there s nothing to
do but to cousult a professional. but
he will charge more than he would

had the fresh staln been brought to
him,

NEW IDEA IN BAKING BREAD

May Be Bciter Than the Old Methods,
and Anyway la Well Worth
Tryling.

Bake two cakes of compressed yeast
in a cupful of blood-warm water, with
two teaspoonfuls of granulated sugar.
Iet it stand about fAfteen minutes.
Now sift a bowl full of flour, about
two wquarts, make hollow in ecenter,
into which place one tableapoonful of
salt, one-quarter cupful of sugar, and
a tablespoonful of lard. Melt the lard
If you llke. Now two cupfuls of milk
and one of water, heat milk in water
until blood warm, and if you use less
milk just add more warm water:
place this in the bowl with the yeast
added and mix gradually with the
flour (1 use a wood paddle for this.
A paint paddle which comes with a
fresh can of paint with holes In It s
excellent for this and costs nothing, as
¥ou can get one for the asking at any
department store) until it can be
handled. Place back In the bowl,
cover with the bread hoard, and let it
stand 156 minutes. This Is neceesary,

Now butter ralsing bowl, place dough
In and turn over to butter top: let
ralse again and bake This reecipe
makes four medlum-sized loaves,—Chl

Apple Kucken.

One quart of bread flour, 1 cup ot
sugar, 1 teaspoon salt; sift into a
large bowl and rub In % cup of but-
teh; add 1§ cup ralsins washed and
cut In halves, grated rind and half
the juice of 1 lemon; beat 2 eggs and
add to a cup of warm milk and 1 yeast
cake dissolved In warm water: mix all
together and cover and ralse over
night; in the morning turn out onto
floured board and divide Into 5 pleces,
ehape each plece and roll out with
rolling pin to fit efther an oblong or
round tin; brush the tops with melted
butter and cover with sliced apples,
with cinnamon and sugar sprinkled
on top; let rise light and bake a nice
brown; when done sprinkle top with
powdered sugar.

Wild Grape Marmalade.

Take the wild green grapes, cut
open with a small knife and remove
the seeds. Aljow a pound of sugar to
each pound of Prult. Cut the grapes In
the preserving kettle with a little wa-
ter and boil twenty minutes, Add the
sugar and cook until a drop poured in
a cold saucer will hold its shape. Re-
move at once and pour in cups or
glasses, In putting up the winter
stora of Jellies it Is always a good plan
to fill some small cheese pots or egg

cups for use in the children's lunch
baskets.

Baked Caylifiower Caper Sauce.

After bolling the cauliflower until
tender in salted water, drain well
and mash into a smooth paste.

PATRIOTIC. DUTY

Roosevelt at St. Paul Advocates
New Methods.

WASTE AND MONOPOLY WRONG

Waterways and Forests Discussed—
8tate and Federal Control—Coun-
try Life Institute ls
Favored.

8t. Paul, Minn,, Bept, 6.—Theodore
Roosevelt waas the central figure In
the conservation congress today, and
delivered an address that called forth
the warmest prajise of those who
were fortunate enough to hear it, The
fact that the former president was to
speak attracted to the convention hall
a tremendous crowd, and the man
who has made conservation one of
the chief issues In the United States
was given the heartlest kind of a
greeting.

Taking “National Efficiency” for his
general subject. Mr. Roosevelt sald:

Ameriea’s  reputation for  efflelency
stands deservedy high throughout the
world, Wa are eMeclent probably to the
full-imit that any nation can attaln by
the methods hitherto used, There (s great
reason to be proud of our achievements,
and yet no reason to belleve that we can-
not excel our past. Through a practically
unrestrained Individualiam, wes have
reached a pitch of litarary unexampled
material prosperity: although the distri-
bution of this prosperity leaves much to
be desired from the standpoint of justice
and falr dealing. But we have not only
allowed the individual a free hand, which
was in the main right; we have also al-
lowed great corporations te act as though
they wera Individuals, and to exercise the
rights of Individuals, In addition to using
the vast combined power of high organi-
gation and enormous wealth for their own
advantage. This development of corpo-
rate actlon, It Is true, Is doubtless In
| Iarge part responaibla for the gigantic Ae-
| valopment of our natural resources. but It
in not less responsible for wasts, destrue.
tion, and monopoly on an equally glgantie
scale,

The method of reckleas and  uncon-
| trolled privata usa and wastsa has dons
| for us all tha good it ever can, and It Is

time to put an end to it hefore It doss all
| the evil it enslly may. We have passed
llhs tims when heedless waste and de-

struction, and arrogant monopnly, #Are
any longer permissible.  Tenceforth we
must seek Natlonal eMelency by o new
and a better way, by the way of the ar-
di:rlv development and use, couplad with
the preservation, of our natural resources
by making the most of what we have for
the beneft of all of us, Instead of leaving
the mourcea of material proaperity apen
to Indiscriminate explolitation. Thess ara
some of the reasona why 1t s wiss that
we should abardon the old polnt of view,
and why conservation has become a pa«
triotle duty.

Waterways Development.

One of the greateat of our conservation
problems ia the wise and prampt develop-
ment and usa of the waterwavs of thia
Nation. The Twin Cltles, lyine as they
do at the headwaters of the Missisaippl,
are not upon the direst lina of the pro-
poned Inkea to the mulf Asep waterway.
