Dumas Man Killed 
In Accident Friday

One man was killed and 
another injured in a hunting 
accident late Friday afternoon 
in the southeast part of 
Sherman County.

Killed instantly was Randy 
Duane Buller, 23, of Dumas, 
who was pronounced dead at 
the scene by Sherman County 
Judge W.S. Frizzell Jr., as a 
result of accidently touching a 
piece of irrigation pipe to a 
power line while hunting 
rabbits.

A companion, Eddie Luce­
ro, 22, also of Dumas, was 
treated in Dumas, then rushed 
on to High Plains Baptist 
Hospital in Amarillo for 
injuries he received while 
trying to help his friend when 
the mishap took place.

The two men had been 
rabbit hunting about 2Vi miles 
north of the intersection of FM 
1573 and FM 119 in the 
southeast part of Sherman 
County when one of them saw 
a rabbit run into an irrigation

pipe, reported Sherman 
County Sheriff Clois Vaughn.

Buller apparently stood the 
pipe on end to flush the rabbit 
and the metal pipe came in 
contact wit’h an overhead REA 
electric line.

Lucero, who was injured 
while trying to free Buller, 
drove about 1V« miles for 
help, Sheriff Vaughn said.

The fatal accident occurred 
about 4:10 p.m. Friday.

Lucero sustained electrical 
burns on his right leg in the 
accident.

Buller was employed by 
Lewis Construction Company 
as an operator supervisor on 
road paving jobs. He was a 
veteran and a member of the 
Catholic Church.

HOW CHILDREN LEARN 
TO SPEAK

Children listen-and imi- 
tate-to learn to speak.

Therefore, one of the 
requirements of human 
speech, besides the physical 
and mental equipment for 
making and understanding 
sounds, is a model-someone 
to imitate.

Babies start to develop 
language skills from early 
infancy. The first time they 
cry, they’ve begun to 
communicate - they’ve suc­
cessfully “spoken” .

By the time babies are three 
months old, they usually 
recognize familiar voices and 
experiment on their own. 
Researchers believe that 
babies can understand lan­
guage and formulate fairly 
complex thoughts before they 
can speak words.

The reasons they don’t 
speak sooner are physical- 
their tongue is too large in 
proportion to their mouth, 
their voice box or larynx 
hasn’t matured and their brain 
hasn’t developed sufficiently. 
Because of the physical 
maturity necessary for lan­
guage, children rarely speak 
in sentences before age two. 
By the time children are three, 
they understand most of the 
language they’ll use in 
ordianary conversation the 
rest of their lives.

Therefore, equally as im­
portant as physical readiness 
to speak, experts say, is 
interaction with speakers of 
the language.

Imitation is a vital part of 
language development.
