FIREBOYS MADE 119 RUNS WITH
5 GENERAL ALARMS PAST YEAR

Haske!l's 82-member volun-
teer Fire Department made 119
runs during 1084, five of which
were general alarm blazes, Fire
Chief Tom Watson and  Flovd
(Satchy Lusk, supervigor of the
department, reported Monday,

Lusk said 19 of the fire calls
could be consldered hlazes of
consequence, while an even 100
were of the grass and trash va-
riety, contained before they
constituted major hazards, or
caused property destruction.

Twenty-three of the runs
were out of the city limits of
Haskell to rural fire sites.

January, 1084, was the bus-
fest month for Haskell volun-
teer firemen who answered 28
calls in the 31-day period, eight
of them in one day, Jan. 18,

The fewest fires occurred in
October and November, when
onlyv two runs were made in
each month, according to Chief
Watson

The Fire Department here
went o full three weeks, 21
days, in November without re-
ceiving a fire call. This was
from Nov. 7 to Nov. 28.

The largest loss of the year
just ended was a spectacular
blaze that broke out at dusk on
July 6 in the Cahill Building,
which housed a second floor
hotel, on the east side of the
Square here, The loss was ap-
proximately $15,000, Lusk re-
ported,

Total fire losses in Haskell
during 1964 were approximately
$30,000, the annual report said.

Commended in the report for
their dedication to their respon-
sibilities as volunteer firemen
were Olen Bartley, E. J. Stew-
art, Earl Correll and Sonny
Reynolds, who made all general
alarm fires, and each missed
but two of all the 119 runs made
during the entire year. All at-
tended all 25 Fire Department
stated meetings and 25 fire
drills called during 1964.

Every old piece of lumber or
stick of wood harbors insects,
walting for spring 1o lay eggs,
and ravage our gardens. We
moved some boards last week,
and many squash bugs and cut
worms nestled on the ground
beneath them. It is wise to pick
up all loose lumber or old
limbg, so the bugs will have no
place to hide. They soon frecze
when robbed of their warm
cover,

Dusting the bulb Yed with a
good insecticide will prevent
grub damage to prized bulb:
CGirub worms especially like a
diet of amarvllis bulbs

When planting, don’t forget
give trees plenty of room to
feed. Thelr roots reach out as
faur as the tree casts its shndow
at noon. Picture the tree's size
nt maturity and plant accord-
ingly.

Don't forge! to water trees
and shrubs often during the dry
months of winter. This practice
cannot be stressed too much,
for severe cold heaves dry soll,
