WHEREAS, the Sherman County Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances present 
in all or part of the unincorporated area of the county create a public safety hazard that 
would be exacerbated by outdoor burning;

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED by the Commissioners' Court of Sherman County, pursuant 
to Local Government Code §352.081, and other applicable statutes, as follows:

1. All outdoor burning is prohibited in the unincorporated area of the county for 90 days 
from the effective date of this Order, unless the restrictions are terminated earlier based 
on a determination made by the Texas Forest Service or this Court.

2. This Court may terminate the prohibition on outdoor burning prior to the expiration of 
90 days if this Court determines that drought conditions no longer exist The County 
Judge is also hereby designated, pursuant to Local Government Code 352.081(e) to 
terminate the prohibition on outdoor burning prior to the expiration of 90 days if the 
Judge determines that drought conditions no longer exist
3. This Order does not prohibit outdoor burning activities related to public health and 

safety that are authorized by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality for:
1. Firefighter training;
2. Public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining operations;
3. Planting or harvesting of agricultural crops; or
4. Bums that are conducted by a prescribed bum manager certified under National 

Resources Code 153.048, and meet the standards of Natural Resources Code 153.047

4. In accordance with local Government Code §352.081(h), a violation of this Order is a 
Class C misdemeanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.01

How You Can Make 
Shift Happen

(NU) - In business, there is a 
new m antra-“Shift happens.” For 
example, what would you do with 
a railroad boxcar full of Chef 
Boyardee pasta sauce?

“You just spent $5,000, which 
you did not have, to purchase 
something you did not need, in a 
boxcar you could not move. And 
you think you have problems?” re­
counts Jim Feldman, keynote 
speaker, ongoing entrepreneur and 
author of “Shift Happens: No Job, 
No Money, Now What?”

This is one of many unpre­
dictable “You did what?” kinds of 
scenarios you can expect from the 
book by Feldman, a person who 
turned his first profit at the tender 
age of seven, realizing that critical 
thinking and problem solving 
weren’t just for grade school.

“One of the first things I tell an 
audience at my speaking engage­
ments is, if you want off-the- 
shelf training, I’m not your guy. 
I’m going to shake things up and 
make you uncomfortable,” says 
Feldman.

Feldman believes this same 
concept of pushing the envelope, 
overcoming challenges and em­
bracing reinvention also applies to 
personal growth -  and this is re­
flected in his book.

“This book is written as a kick- 
starter, a mind-stretcher, a sweaty 
palms and high colonic for your 
business and personal life. It is not 
for the faint of heart or those who 
won’t step out of their comfort 
zones or get off of their pity porch­
es,” Feldman writes early on, not­
ing that his no-nonsense approach 
may have you cursing him one 
page and admiring him the next.

Regardless, you’ll step out of 
the narrow box telling you what

you think you should do, and you’ll 
grow. Take this kick-in-the-butt ad­
vice, for example:
• Shift your attitude. Stop whin­
ing. Stop complaining. Stop mak­
ing excuses. Stop “should-ing.”
• Let go of uncertainty. Fear 
makes for lousy decisions.
• Act like a child. That means 
stop doing what you don’t like, and 
make yourself happy.
• Constantly re-evaluate relation­
ships, priorities and goals.

Feldman likens his book to 
buying a hammer at a hardware 
store; he’ll give you the tools, but 
what you do about it is up to you.

Business moguls like James 
Dyson and Steve Jobs make 
change look easy. Dyson took the 
bag out of the vacuum and the 
blade out of the fan, creating two 
markets that can’t live without 
Dyson as a brand or product. Jobs 
founded a tech dynasty on sheer 
foresight. Feldman knows that 
change can be as hard as a box of 
nails. But he makes it accessible.

Remember the boxcar of pasta 
sauce? Feldman sold it back to the 
manufacturer for eight times his in­
vestment.

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Stratford Independent School District has announced its policy for providing free and reduced-price meals for children served under 
the National School Lunch Program and / or School Breakfast Program. Each school and the central office has a copy .of the policy, 
which may be reviewed by any interested party.

Application forms are being distributed to all households with the following letter.

Dear Parent/Guardian:
Children need healthy meals to learn. Stratford ISD offers healthy meals every school day. Breakfast costs $ 1.00; lunch costs PK-4 $1.35; 5-8 
$1.50; 9*12 $1.75. Your child(ren) may qualify for free meals or fo r reduced-price meals. Reduced price is $.30 fo r breakfast and $.40 fo r lunch.
1. Do 1 need to fill out an application for each child? No. Complete one application to apply for free or reduced-price meals. Use one Free and 
Reduced-Price School Meals Application for all students in your household. We cannot approve an application that is not complete, so be sure to fill 
out all required information. Return the completed application Stratford ISD Attn. Lanette Nordyke, PO Box 108 Stratford, Tx 79084.
2. Who can get free meals? Children in households receiving Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) benefits (formerly the Food 
Stamp Program) or TANF can get free meals regardless of your income. Your benefit letter from the Texas Health and Human Services Commission 
(HHSC) is your documentation for free meals. If you have not already received a letter from your school stating that your household is eligible for 
free meals, you may take your HHSC benefit letter to the school nutrition office to be certified for free meals. If a child in your household is directly 
certified due to receiving SNAP or TANF benefits, all children of your household are eligible for free meals. If a child in your household is not 
included on the Letter of Direct Certification, sent to you by the LEA, or if you have questions, call the school at (806) 366-3310.
3. Should I fill out an application if I got a letter this school year sayihg my children are approved for free or reduced-price meals? In most 
cases no, however, read the letter you got carefully and follow the instructions. Call the school at (806) 366-3310 if you have questions or a member 
of your household is not listed on the letter. If your household does not receive SNAP or TANF, your children may still be eligible to receive free 
meals if your household income is less than the amounts listed on the federal Income Eligibility Guidelines. Please complete the application and 
■submit it to the school nutrition office. Head Start/Early Head Start students, Even Start children, and certain foster children also qualify for free 
meals.
4. Can foster children get free meals? Yes, foster children that are under the legal responsibility of a foster care agency or court, are eligible for free 
meals. Any foster child in the household is eligible for free meals regardless of income.
5. Can homeless, runaway, and migrant children get free meals? Yes, children who meet the definition of homeless, runaway, or migrant quality 
for free meals. If you haven’t been told your children will get free meals, please call or e-mail Elida Gonzalez (806) 366-3325 to see if your 
child(ren) qualify.
6. Who can get reduced-price meals? Your children can get low cost meals if your household income is within the limits on the Federal Income 
Chart, shown on this letter.
7. My child’s application was approved last year. Do I need to fill out another one? Yes, your child’s application is only good for the school year 
and for the first 30 operating days of the new school year. You must send in a new application unless the school told you that your child is eligible 
for the new school year.
8 .1 get WIC. Can my child(ren) get free meals? Children in households participating in WIC may be eligible for free or reduced-price meals. 
Please fill out an application.
9. Will the information I give be checked? Yes, we may ask you to send written proof.
10. If I don’t qualify now, may I apply later? Yes. You may apply at any time during the school year if your household size goes up, income goes 
down, or if you start receiving SNAP, TANF or other benefits (such as unemployment benefits).
11. What if I disagree with the school’s decision about my application? You should talk to school officials. You also may ask for a hearing by 
calling or writing to Jerry Birdsong, PO Box 108 Stratford, Tx 79084 (806) 366-3300.
12. May I apply if someone in my household is not a U.S. citizen? Yes. You or your child(ren) do not have to be a U.S. citizen to qualify for free 
or reduced-price meals.
13 Who should I include as members of my household? You must include all people living in your household, related or not (such as grandparents, 
other relatives, or friends) who share income and expenses. You must include yourself and all children living with you. If you live with other people 
who are economically independent (for example, people who you do not support, who do not share income with you or your children, and who pay a 
pro-rated share of expenses), do not include them.
14. What if my income is not always the same? List the amount that you normally receive. For example, if you normally get $1000 each month, but 
you missed some work last month and only got $900, put down that you get $1000 per month. If you normally get overtime pay, include that amount 
as income. If you do not normally get overtime pay, do not include it as income. If you have had your hours or wages reduced, use your current 
income.
15. We are in the military; do we include our housing allowance as income? If you get an off-base housing allowance, it must be included as 
income. However, if your housing is part of the Military House Privatization Initiative, do not include your housing allowance.
16. My spouse is deployed to a combat zone; is her combat pay counted as income? No, if the combat pay is received in addition to her basic pay 
because of her deployment, and it wasn’t received before she was deployed, combat pay is not counted as income. Contact your school for more 
information.
17. My family needs more help. Are there other programs we might apply for? To find out how to apply for other assistance benefits, dial 2-1-1.

These guidelines are based on 185% of the federal poverty guidelines and are effective July 1, 2012 -  June 30, 2013.

Applications also are available at the principal’s office in each school and at the cafeteria. Applications may be submitted anytime 
during the school year. The information households provide on the application will be used for the purpose of determining eligibility 
and verification of data. Applications may be verified by the school officials at any time during the school year.

For school officials to determine eligibility for free and reduced-price benefits. Households receiving food stamps or TANF only have 
to list their child’s name, food stamp or TANF case number, and an adult household member must sign the application. Households 
who do not list a food stamp or AFCD case number must list the names of all household members, the amount and source of the 
income received by each household member, and the social security number of the adult household member who signs the application. 
If the adult who signs the application does not have a social security number, the household member must indicate that a social security 
number is not available by writing the word “NONE.” The application must be signed by an adult household member.

Under the provisions of the free and reduced-price meal policy the food service director will review applications and determine 
eligibility. Parent or guardians dissatisfied with the ruling of the official may wish to discuss the decision with the reviewing official 
on an informal basis. Parents wishing to make a formal appeal for a hearing on the decision may make a request either orally or in 
writing to Jerry Birdsong, Superintendent, at PO Box 108 Stratford, TX 79084 Phone 366-3300.

Households that list a food stamp or TANF case number must report when the household no longer receives these benefits. Other 
households approved for benefits based on income information must report increases in household income of over $50 per month or 
$600 per year and decreases in household size. Also, if a household member becomes unemployed or if the household size increases, 
the household should contact the school. Such changes may make the children of the household eligible for benefits if the household’s 
income falls at or below the levels shown above.
