Protect Migrating Birds
(NAPS)—Fall migration is here, 

which could mean some surprise 
visits from out-of-town birds to 
your backyard. To survive the jour­
ney and any adverse weather con­
ditions, these winged travelers 
could use a little help from their 
earthbound friends. One way to 
help is to start feeding the birds in 
the fall.
