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Highway 84 
section set 
for project

A 13.7-miIe section of U.S. 
Highway 84 from northwest of 
FM 1611 in Scurry County to the 
Garza County line has been 
chosen to be rehabilitated as part 
of a pilot project, the highway 
commission determined in its Oc­
tober meeting.

The highway has deteriorated 
because of excessive moisture 
under the roadbed. Rehabilita­
tion will include installing ver­
tical moisture barriers, a new 
technology that researchers hope 
will alleviate the problem.

Contracts for the work are ex­
pected to be awarded in March or 
April of 1990.

The barriers are trenches 
seven feet deep and one foot 
wide, dug along the edge of jhe 
roadbed. The trenches are lined 
with an impervious fabric, filled 
with gravel, and capped with a 
foot of cement. Sensitive in­
struments are installed to 
monitor moisture levels along 
and underneath the road surface.

Researchers from Texas Tech 
University, Texas A&M Universi­
ty and the Umversity of Texas at 
El Paso chose the highway as 
part of a pilot project ^cause of 
the presence of underground 
w a te r and the a r e a ’s 
climatological extremes.

“This project is especially im­
portant because it helps to keep 
Texas at the leading edge of 
design technology innovation. 
What we learn can result in safer 
and more cost-effective road­
ways, said Arnold Oliver, 
highway department engineer- 
director.

Estimated cost of the project is 
$3,763,000.

U.S. Highway 84 is part of the 
proposed Texas Highway Trunk 
System; a long-range plan to 
develop a rural network of four- 
lane or better divided roadways. 
The system will link urban areas 
in the state, as well as major 
ports and points of entry from 
surrounding states and Mexico.

A public meeting to discuss the 
proposed trunk system is being 
held today in San Angelo with 
Snyder City Manager John 
Gayle, Mayor Troy Williamson, 
and City Engineer Don Osborn in 
attendance.

The meeting to discuss the pro­
posed trunk system is unrelated 
to the rehabilitation project, 
however, other than the fact that 
both involve U.S. 84.

Unemployment drops to 5.6%
Unemployment figures for 

Scurry County have dropped 
markedly, according to the 
Texas Employment Commis­
sion’s estimates for August.

Much of the drop can be at­
tributed to the fact that many 
students and unsuccessful sum­
mer jobseekers withdrew from 
the labor force and jobs were ad­
ded as schools and the college 
began fall semesters.

Unemployment dropped from 
7.6 percent in August to 5.6 in 
S ep tem b er. S ta tew id e , 
unemployment was listed at 6.3 
percent, a noticeable increase 
from a year ago, when the TEC 
released a figure of 7.1 percent 
for September.

Unemployment across the 
United States was figured at 5.1 
percent for September, the same 
as in August.

Scurry County’s 5.6 percent is 
the lowest figure for the county so 
far in 1989. In March, the figure 
was 5.9 percent and in January it

was at 8.9 percent highest for 
the year.

The county’s 5.6 percent rate is 
based on TEC estimates of 8,589 
employed and 506 unemployed 
but seeking employment. Those 
figures combined equal a civilian 
labor force of 9.095, of which 506

is 5.6 percent.
Borden County had a 

September unemployment rate 
of 7.5 percent, down slightly from 
7.6 in August. According to TEC 
estimates, there were 420 
employed in the county out of a

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
White House and congressional 
leaders today appeared near 
agreement on a plan to raise the 
hourly minimum wage to $4.25 by 
1992.

Such an agreement would end a 
lengthy political stalem ate and 
bring the first boost in the base 
wage since 1981.

“This is not a done deal yet but 
in principle there is an agree- 
ment,” said Rep. Vincent Penny, 
D-Minn. “There is a chance that 
things could fall apart. But given

that there is agreement on the 
major items I would expect that 
the remaining issues would not 
stand in the way ”

President Bush told a news 
conference the Democratic Con­
g ress  . ’’ought to move 
now....We’ve told them what we 
want and I wish they’d get some 
action going. I think the 
American people are entitled to 
that.”

Bush said he would “take a 
look at” changes proposed by the 
Democrats but if their proposal

contained elements “that I can’t 
take...I’ll send it right back.”

The movement came a day 
a f te r  D em ocrats  and 
Republicans alike complained 
that the Bush administration was 
showing no willingness to com­
promise and that another veto- 
override battle was likely.

A Democratic minimum-wage

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Explosion victims...

22 Phillips workers mourned
PASADENA, Texas (AP) — 

Thousands of people gathered to 
mourn the 22 workers who died in 
fiery explosions at the Phillips 
Petroleum Co. plastics plant last 
week, as crews continued the 
search for five other bodies.

“Tragedies happen every day 
somewhere, someplace in our 
world. We read about it in our 
papers. We hear about it on our 
radios. We see them on our televi­
sions and we are sad,” S.R. 
“Buddy” Jones Jr., chairman 
emeritus of Bank One of Texas in 
Pasadena, told the 2,500 who at­
tended the memorial service at 
the John Ray Harrison Conven­
tion Center Monday night.

“But this tragedy occurring in 
one of our finest industries and to 
our own dear friends and families 
such as you is a tragedy that 
strikes us in our very hearts.”

Among those attending the 45- 
minute service Monday evening 
p  . ■■ .COUPON

were. 259 family members of 
those who died in the Oct. 23 acci­
dent.
 ̂ The confirmed death toll from 

the explosions, which leveled a 
large portion of the plant, reach­
ed 17 Monday with the recovery 
of three more bodies.

Despite thunderstorms and 
heavy rain, work crews con­
tinued mqving the tons of steel 
and concrete in hopes of recover­
ing the last of the victims. 
Phillips officials said some of the 
rain actually aided in the search 
by washing dust from the rubble.

Much of the search has been 
concentrating on the plant’s con­
trol and finishing rooms, where 
debris is stacked as high as 40 
feet, officials said.

UJS. Rep. Mike Andrews, D- 
Texas, whose district includes 
the plant, toured the facility Mon­
day and met with authorities to 
be briefed.

Andrews said he does not want 
a House Government Operations 
Subcommittee to move too quick­
ly in hearings on the explosion. 
The committee has scheduled 
hearings for Nov. 6 in 
Washington.

“I think it’s a good idea to 1^ 
this investigation work its will 
and give the OSHA people who 
are experts the opportunity to sift 
through the facts and get the 
facts and then draw some conclu­
sions,” Andrews said.

“I have no reason to believe the 
hearings will not be responsible

and not lead to productrve recom­
mendations, but it’s awfully ear­
ly right now for Congress to be in 
Pasadena talking a l ^ t  this.”

The polyethylene plant produc­
ed almost 20 percent of the na­
tion’s production of plastic 
pellets used in the manufacture 
of milk jugs and grocery bags.

Phillips officials believe flam­
mable hydrocarbon vapor from 
ethylene and isobutane gases 
escaped from a leaking chemical 
reactor, triggerii^ the explosion. 
But company officials have said 
they don’t know how the gases 
were ignited and won’t concen­
trate on finding a cause until all 
the missing victims have been 
found.
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PLYMOUTH, N.H. (AP) — A 
closed courtroom in rural New 
Hampshire has become a bat­
tleground for deciding when 
parental discipline becomes so 
harsh that the state must in­
tervene.

The state has asserted a right 
to protect the children of Stephen 
and JoAnn DeCosta by filing 
felony assault charges against 
them and by taking their four 
children, ages 3 to 14, on grounds 
that the parents abused the two 
youngest in beatings ad­
ministered with a stick and a 
paddle.

But the DeCostas and their sup­
porters, many of them fellow 
parishioners at a fundamentalist 
church that advocates strict 
child-rearing, say the state has 
no business intruding into a mat­
ter as private as disciplining 
children.

“It comes down to this; Who 
owns the kids, the state or the 
parents?” asked Bill Taylor, a 
friend of the DeCostas.

Taylor and others have sat for 
many hours this fall outside 
Plymouth District Court as 
Judge Edwin Kelly hears 
testimony on whether the state 
Division for Children and Youth 
Services was justified in taking 
the children.

Character witnesses for the 
DeCostas have included friends 
such as former Gov. Meldrim 
Thomson and State Police Lt. 
David McCarthy, whose children 
attend a church-run school with 
the three oldest DeCosta 
children.

In Rumney, a small town in the 
southern White Mountains where

the DeCostas live, rumors have 
circulated about the case for 
weeks, frustrating the family and 
supporters who say they want to 
talk but cannot because state law 
prohibits it. The law makes it a 
misdemeanor to discuss what 
goes on at a civil child abuse or 
neglect hearing.

No such restrictions apply to a 
criminal indictment issu^  Oct. 
19 by a Grafton County grand 
jury. The indictment accused 
each parent of second-degree 
assault. Court papers do not say 
who brought the matter to police 
or indicate what prom pt^ the 
DeCostas’ actions.

Visitors tour 11 stations star­
ting with a courtroom starring a 
real-life judge and ending with a 
graveyard, where actors in black 
costumes and white makeup beg 
for help from their tombs.

When there is a choice between 
[laying a game contract in three no- 
tmmp or in four of a major with a 5-3 
fit, how do yon decide? UsuUy the 5-3 
major is superior, particnlarly if at 
Jeast one hand has shortness, but ex­
ceptions do exist. In today’s deal. 
Sooth made a two-diamond response, 
when opener North raised to three dia­

monds, South had to make a choice. 
Despite the strong possibility that 
North might have shortness in a black 
suit. South elected to bid three no- 
trump. He thought nine tricks might 
be easier than 10 with his completely 
balanced hand.

With a normal club lead, declarer 
would have a little work to do. He 
could make his contract in a variety of 
ways, but it would probably be best to 
just lead the jack of spades out of his 
hand and hope that the opponents 
would give him his ninth trick in clubs. 

.The actual opening lead of the spade 
nine provided declarer with a real bo­
nanza. It was covered with dummy’s 
queen and Blast’s king, and was taken 
bv the ace. Declarer now boldly led a 
diamond to dummy’s king. East won 
the ace and switched to a club. When 
West took the ace and returned the 
suit, declarer won East’s jack with his 
king, led K-Q of hearts (overtaking 
with the ace in dummy), and played 
the eight spades throu^ Blast. When 
that suit behaved, declarer won 11 
tricks for a top score.

Four hearts would have short shrift. 
A club would be won by West with the 
ace, and the queen (rf diamonds back 
would quickly give the defendm the 
first four tricks.

NEW YORK (AP) -  The 10th 
edition of familiar red plaid Bet­
ter Homes and Gardens Books 
“NEW COOK BOOK ” is com­
pletely revised, to include more 
“fast” and “easy” recipes and 
new nutritional analysis charts.

Each of the recipes included in 
the new edition was revised, 
tested and retested “to reflect the 
way consumers cook today and 
will be cooking in the 1990s,” said 
Linda Henry, a senior food writer 
and food editor for Better Homes 
and Gardens Books, in an inter­
view here.

The recipes were tested by 
home economists in Better 
Homes and Gardens’ test kit­
chens in Des Moines. The recipes 
were judged for practicality and 
reliability, as well as taste ap­
peal.

Home products and hand mix­
ers were used in developing the 
recipes to make sure the recipes 
and ingredients would not be “too 
exotic” for consumers, Henry 
said.

The new cookbook ($19.95) in­
cludes 1,400 recipes, including 200 
microwave recipes, and 440 full- 
color photograpfis, including 194 
“how-to” photos that show how to 
do important recipe steps.

Many of the recipes require on­
ly a handful of ingredients, either 
basics found in most pantries, or 
fresh from the market.

Since the first edition, “My 
Better Homes and Gardens Cook 
Bo<4[,” was published in 1930, 
more than 26 million copies of the 
cookbook have been sold.

The latest edition reflects con­
sumer interest in lighter and 
healthier foods and preparing 
“home-coMied food in take-out 
time,” Henry said. Henry was 
one of the eiditors to write the 
cookbook’s 10th edition.

Many of today’s consumers are 
interested in preparing healthy, 
delicious recipes but lack the 
basic skills and time to do so. The 
“NEW COOK BOOK” no longer 
assumes that the cook knows how 
to fold, blend, chop, dice or saute. 
Nor is it taken for granted that 
cooks will recognize when a 
sauce is thickeni^ and not d u l l­
ing, or when a fish fillet is done 
but not overcooked.

While nutrition and conve­
nience are emphasized, the new 
cookbook is not a “health” 
cookbook, Henry says. “We 
never sacrificed quality or 
flavor. A cookie is still a cookie, 
although ours are just a slightly

New logos identify “fast” and 

“easy” recipes. The “ fast” 
recipes take 30 minutes or less to 
prepare a main dish or dessert; 
20 minutes or less for a snack, 
beverage or side dish. The 
“ e a s y ”  rec ipes  f e a tu re  
simplified preparation techni­
ques.

The cookbook also features 
Better Homes and Gardens' new 
one-bowl method of preparation 
for many cakes and cookies. “We 
are the first to develop a method 
of preparing cakes that are 
almost as easy as cake mixes — 
without sacrificing honte-baked 
flavor,” Henry said.

The levels of sugar and fat 
have been reduced in many of the 
recipes, and the salt has been 
taken out from almost every 
cookie recipe. “We found that 
salt was something Grandmother 
put in, but it really isn’t 
necessary for the taste or the 
chemistry of most cookie 
recipes,” Henry explained. °

Among the other changes: 
many of the recipes are designed 
to serve two to four persons, in­
stead M six to eight; more flavor 
variations have b ^  added to 
basic recipes; many ethnic 
dishes are included.

The new nutritional analysis 
charts include cholesterol con­
tent.

B ush will hold  unexpected 
sum m it with Soviet leader

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­
dent Bush announced today he 
would hold an unexpected, early 
sum m it with Soviet Leader 
Mikhail Gorbachev on Dec. 2 and 
3 aboard American and Soviet 
naval vessels in the Mediterra­
nean. An announcement was also 
under way in Moscow.

“ It’s a chance to put our feet up 
and talk,’’ the president said.

Bush said, “ I made the pro­
posal,’’ for the meeting. He said 
an arm s control summit with 
Gorbachev will take place as 
scheduled next year, “separate 
and apart’’ from the two days of 
talks next month.

Bush said the Mediterranean 
meeting would be to permit the 
two men “ to deepen our

understanding.’’ He said neither 
he nor Gorbachev expected 
“substantial decisions’’ to be 
made in the two days of talks.

“ In this time change, I didn’t 
want to miss something,’’ Bush 
said. “ I don’t want to tove two 
gigantic ships pass in the night 
b ^ u s e  of failed communica­
tions.’’

He spoke a t a hastily arranged 
news conference a t the White 
Hous§. Soviet Foreign Minister 
Eduard Shevardnadze was mak­
ing a simultaneous announce­
ment in Moscow.

The unusual midwater summit 
was to be held one day on an 
American ship a t sea, and the 
other day on a Soviet vessel.

DEAR DR. GOTT: My 44-year-old 
wife has chronic allergic rhinitii and 
is a borderline asthmatic. Her cough­
ing spells have been severe. Finally, 
Qur doctor put her on Tussionex tab­
lets, and a miracle occurred. The 
cough totally ceased. Now we find the 
drug has hem removed from the mar­
ket because of its addictive tenden­
cies. Without the drug, her cough has 
returned to its original severe state. 
Can you tell me why they removed the 
drug from the nuirket?

DEAR READER: *russionex has 
not been removed from the market; it 
is listed in the 1989 Physicians’ Desk 
Reference.

The mediciiie, in capsule or liquid, 
contains hydrocodone, a derivative of 
morphine; therefore, there is a poten­
tial for abuse or addiction. It is mar­
keted as a cough preventative, not for 
asthma or rhinitis. The medicine 
should not be used for more than a 
few days.

If your wife’s cough triggers an 
asthma attack, she nUrtt be helped 
by a decongestant, which is safer than 
TW ionex. Several of these com­
pounds are available without pre­
scription. In addition, several pre­
scription drugs are available in s ^ y  
form and can be used to prevent asth­
ma attacks. She can check with her
doctor about these treatments.

Let me remind you that coughing 
spells are often the only sign of low- 
grade asthma. Therefore, your wife 
may want to investigate the possibili­
ty that asthma, not cough, is her un­
derlying problem.

Bwause her dpetor appears not to 
have diagnosed her condition satisfac­
torily and suggested new treatment, I 
recommend you have her examined 
by an internist. Such a specialist 
s ^ l d  be able to prescribe appropri­
ate therapy. Tussionex contains a nar­
cotic, so your wife is better off (W ith­
out it. Equally effective treatment is 
available, without the hazards of 
Tussionex.

DEIAR DR. GOTT: I’m concerned 
about the effects of asbestos to the hw- 
man body. Can you enlighten me? 

---------------------- 1: AsbesiDEAR READER: 08 causes
a major reaction in the body, often 
lea d i^  to lung disease.

When asbestos fibers are inhaled 
into the lungs, as can occur with peo­
ple who work with it, they penetrate 
pulmonary tissue and cause low- 
grade inflammation. This eventually 
produces chronic lung scarring (fibro­
sis). leading to emphysema and, in se­
vere cases, respiraU ^ insufficiency.

In addition, asbestos fibers are as­
sociated with pulmonary cancers, 
such as carcinoma and the more un­
usual mraothelioma. Mesotheliomas

from asbestos may also appepr in ar­
eas outside the lunp , such as the peri­
toneum (abdominal lining).

Asbestos is particularly damaging 
because the fibers persist indefinitely 
in the lunp; they are not (Ugested or 
broken down by the body. Therefore, 
t ^  cause chronic Irritation and 
disease.

Although it is a good insulator, as­
bestos is so h a za rd ^  to humans ex­
posed to the fibers that recent federal 
law has put a virtual halt to its mining 
and com mercial use.
