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Hobby asks 
for state 
income tax

AUSTIN TAP) — Lawmakers 
owe it to future generations of 
Texans to consider establishment 
of a state income tax, Lt. Gov. 
Bill Hobby said in touting the 
politically unpopular levy as the 
answer to school finance pro­
blems.

“ If the idea of an income tax is 
not put fairly and accurately into 
the debate of this state’s future, 
we are letting our children and 
grandchildren down,” Hobby told 
the Texas Association of Tax­
payers on Thursday.

“ It would, I suggest to you, be a 
considerable improvement for 
the education system , the 
business community and the tax 
system of this state,” he said.

An income tax would address a 
Texas Supreme Court ruling that 
the current school finance 
system, with its funding ine­
quities among school districts, is 
unconstitutional. Hobby said. 
The school funding system relies 
on a combination of local proper­
ty taxes and state money.

Legislators face a May 1 
deadline to come up with a solu­
tion for the funding inequities 
among school districts.

“A personal income tax of 4 
percent on a broad measure of in­
come, even with generous ex­
emptions and deductions, would 
raise enough money to replace 
every dollar of school property 
taxes, and add almost another $1 
billion per year to fund educa­
tion,” he said.

A state income tax should be 
coupled with relief from other 
taxes tha t unfairly burden the 
poor and discourage business in­
vestment, Hobby said.

“If I’m the father of the Texas 
income tax, can I also be the guy 
who abolished the franchise tax, 
lowered property taxes and 
lowered the sales tax?” he asked 
after his speech to the business- 
based association.

Hobby, a Democrat who is not 
seeking election after heading 
the state Senate since 1973, 
acknowledged that the proposed 
levy is a political hot potato in 
Texas, which has heither a per­
sonal nor corporate income tax.

Republican gubernatorial can­
didate Kent Hance launched his 
campaign for the 1990 GOP 
nomination by pledging to pro­
hibit an income tax. Democratic 
gubernatorial hopeful Jim Mat­
tox is pushing a lotterv for school 
funding, calling it the only alter­
native to an income tax.

“Most statewide candidates 
will be forced to oppose it,” Hob­
by said, but he called current 
taxes less fair.

The property tax hits poor tax- 
paydt^ harder than the wealthy, 
and it has been an unreliable fun­
ding source as property values 
have fallen this decade, he said.

SENATE JOINT RESOLU­
TION 74: proposing a con­
stitutional amendment pro­
viding for the issuance of 
general obligation bonds as 
college savings bonds by the 
Texas Higher Education Coor­
dinating Board to provide 
educational loans to students 
and to encourage the public to 
save for a college education.

Additional Information 
The proposed amendment 

would permit the legislature to 
authorize the Texas Higher 
Education Coordinating Board

or its successor to provide for, 
issue and sell general obliga­
tion bonds in an amount not to 
exceed $75 million in addition 
to bonds issued under other 
sections of Article III. These 
college savings bonds would 
be zero coupon bonds or a 
similar type bond that will en­
courage the purchaser to hold 
the bond until maturity. Bonds 
would be issued in small 
denominations at a price that 
would make them attractive 
for the purpose of using them

Icy weather could pose 
threat to LP-gas users

AUSTIN-With the arrival of 
winter heating season, Texas 
homeowners who fuel furnaces 
and appliances with liquified 
petroleum gas should double­
check to make sure the regulator 
on their LP-gas tank is properly 
installed and protected from 
snow and ice, say safety officials 
of the Railroad Commission’s Li­
quified Petroleum Gas Division.

If the regulator vent ices over, 
high pressure gas can be releas­
ed directly to home appliances. A 
normal =V4 -inch blue flame on an 
appliance could suddenly shoot 
up, becoming a dangerous torch. 
Over the past few winters, 
several homes and business fires 
have been caused by such 
regulator freeze-ups, officials 
say.

Regulators on many home 
tanks are located under a protec­
tive metal dome on the top of the 
tank, shielding them from

w e a th e r  an d  in s e c ts . 
Homeowners with tanks where 
the circular regulator has been 
installed outside the dome cover 
should check to make sure that 
the regulator vent is pointing 
down toward the ground, away 
from the weather.

If homeowners are concerned 
about whether or not their 
regulator is properly installed, 
they should contact the local LP- 
gas dealer that fills or services 
the tank.

LP-gas, mor^ commonly 
known as propane or butane, is 
used as a residential and com­
mercial fuel in areas where 
natural gas utility service is not 
available.

not return a t lunch time.”

The archbishop said the nun 
probably had been watched and 
then was kidnapped from the

DEAR DR. GOTT; I’ve had a chron- 
ic sore throat for 2‘/i years. A special­
ist recommended having my vocal 
cords stripped. Another specialist dis­
couraged this kind of surgery. I live

cause, and what can be done?

DEAR READER; The cause of 
chronic pharyngitis (sore throat) can 
be a problem to diagnose. It can be 
caused by virus infection, allergies 
and air pollution. For example, chron­
ic mononucleosis is characterized by 
throat redness and svrpllen glands in 
the neck, with or without tonsillitis; it 
is diagnosed by a blood test.

Postnasal drip from allergies, such 
as allergic rhinitis, can cause long­
standing throat irritation, because the 
tissues of the throat are inflamed by 
the constant drainage. Cigarette 
smoke and other air pollutants, such 
as smog, also cause chronic sore 
throat.

I agree with your second doctor' 
that a vocal-cord operation would npt 
solve your problem. I think you should 
see an otolaryngologist, a specialist in 
disorders of the ears, nose and throat. 
After a careful examination and test­
ing, such a doctor should be able to 
discover the cause of your symptoms 
and suggest treatment. In the mean­
time, if you smoke tobacco or any oth­
er drug, stop.

DEAR DR. OOTT: Is there any po­
tential harm in taking niacin 500 mil­
ligrams with each meal, as I have 
done since last September? My cho­
lesterol dropped from 278 to 223. Be­
cause of this-success, I’m willing to 
endure the discomfort of itching, yet I 
have concern regarding the effect 
niacin might have on my cancer- 
prone skin.

DEAR READER: I am not aware 
of any harm in taking 1,500 milli- 

■ grams of niacin to lower cholesterol, 
in doses of 500 milligrams with each 
meal. Niacin will not predispose you 
to developing skin cancers. Rarely,
Ktients may experience low-grade 

er inflammation from niacin; this 
can be diagnosed by a routine blood 
test and disappears when the dose is 
reduced or adjusted. Flushing and 
itching are the major side effects of 
niacin therapy. These symptoms^can 
usually be relieved if you Udee an as­
pirin tablet bhfore each dose df. 
niacin.

DEIAR DR. (SOTT: I’m 62 years old 
and underwent surgery for a hydro­
cele. Can you tell me what this is, 
what causes it and the best treat­
ment? I had a similar problem two 
years ago, which the doctor drained, 
and wonder why it returned.

DEAR READER: A hydrocele is a 
benign cyst, containing fluid, next to a 
testicle. It occurs from an excessive 
accumulation of lynriph fluid beneath 
the testicular covering and does not 
require therapy, unless it enlarges 
and causes discomfort.

Treatment consists of surgical ex­
cision; the fluid and the tissue around 
it are removed. In the past, doctors 
chose simply to drain the cyst and 
leave the covering. This was not a sat­
isfactory solution, as the fluid re-ac­
cumulated with time. 0>mplete surgi­
cal excision is the preferred 
treatment, because it is permanent.

Eastland forfeits loop 
games as UIL penalty

EASTLAND, Texas (AP) - The 
Elastland Mavericks, unbeaten 
and ranked fourth in The 
Associated Press poll of Class 2A 
football teams, have had to 
forfeit four games because they 
used an ineligible player.

The Mavericks were 8-0 this 
season and 3-0 in District 8-2A 
before the forfeits. The forfeits 
mathematically eliminate them 
from fh^ playoffs.

De Leon Superintendent Dwain 
Bills, chairman of the district ex­
ecutive committee said Thursday 
the student dropped out of 
Eastland High School last spring 
to join the Army.

The student, a backup lineman 
who was not named, earned his 
general equivalency diploma 
(GED) last June, but was told he 
needed to be a high school 
graduate to join the Army. So he 
returned to school to get his 
diploma and went out for foot- 
baU.

“He’d had a lot of problems in

graduate, and you can’t get into a 
major college unless you’re a 
high school graduate,” Sander­
son sa id . “So here’s these people 
saying he’s not a high school 
graduate, and now the UIL is tell­
ing him he is a  high school 
graduate.”

The committee announced the 
forfeits following a meeting 
Thursday.

“It was a very hard decision,” 
Bills said. “We’re all friends, and 
we live close to each other out 
here. Eastland has the best ball 
club in the district and probably 
in West Texas.”

“It doesn’t seem fair. It wasn’t 
something they knowingly did,”

“They will also stack their 
safeties behind the backers to 
add a Ittle pressure,” said 
Baugh.

Defensively, Pecos is allowing 
almost 300 yards per game. They 
have given up almost 1600 yards 
of rushing offense in seven games 
en route to their current 3-4 
season record.

“ T heir m ain defensive 
weakness is their lack of techni­
que,” Baugh reported.

“'That’s why they move aremnd 
so much on defense, to cover the 
fact that they’re just not strong in 
that area.”

On the offensive side of the ball 
the Eagles are averaging just 223 
yards each game. Last week 
against Big Spring Pecos gained 
just 93 yards. Almost half of their 
total offensive output came on 
one pass play in which the Eagles 
picked up 44 yards.

Pecos notched only four first 
downs and had a measly 12 yards 
rushing a week ago.

Voters w ill fe iec t pay h ik e ♦ ■ ary
AUSTIN (AP) — A proposed 

constitutional amendment that 
would raise Texas lawmakers’ 
annual salary to about $23,000 
will be domgjwell to get 40 per­
cent ai the vote on ^Kctlwrday, 
said House Speaker Gib Lewis.

“1 think it’s dead,” Lewis said 
after a ’Thursday speech to the 
Texas Association of Taxpayers.

Proposition ^  on Tuesday's 
ballot, which would raise 
lawmakers’ annual pay from 
$7,200 by linking it to the gover­
nor’s salary, didn’t receive 
enough backing from the news 
media to pass muster with 
voters, Lewis argued.

‘T m  not blaming the media. 
I’m just saying it did not receive 
the support from the media that 
it would have taken to pass a pay

raise,” he said.
Nineteen House members have 

indicated they will leave the 
Legislature, a higher-than-usual 
number, Lewis said.

‘‘If you want to know why we’re 
losing good people. I’ll tell you 
why. We just can’t afford to keep 
thisiri in state government,** he 
said.

Dne consumer group, Public 
Citizen of Tekas, has advocated 
tying a pay raise to ethics 
reform, after news reports detail­
ed large lobbyist expenditures on 
lawmakers and legislators’ use 
contributions for personal ex­
penses.

‘‘I’ll assure you, there’s no one 
being overpaid. 'There’s no one 
that has received any fringe 
benefits that would compensate

for the time that they take away 
from their jobs and from their 
fam ilies , and from  th e ir  
businesses,” Lewis said.

If Proposition 1 dies, that 
shouldn’t be the end of efforts to 
raise lawmdkeiRs pkj^.'Ke’saM.

‘‘I ’d certainly like to propose 
that we try itagain. I think it (the 
salary level) is having a drastic 
impact on legislators, I think 
you’re all witnessing that right 
now,” he said. ‘‘Look at the quali­
ty of people who are leaving.”

Among lawmakers who have 
announced their retirement are 
Reps. Stan Schlueter, D-Killeen; 
Mike McKinney, D-Centerville; 
and Juan Hinojosa, D-McAllen; 
and Sens. Kent Claperton, D- 
Bryan; and Bob McFarland, R- 
Arlington.
