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Deep Creek residents express 
concern over treatment plant

Two dozen residents of the 
Deep Creek area south of Snyder 
attended a Monday night city 
council meeting to express con­
cerns about the effectiveness of 
the new sewage treatment plant 
the council is planning to build.

The 6:30 p.m. public meeting 
was held to discuss expanding 
the eity^ water treatment plant, 
building a sewer plant and settl­
ing on a method of financing both 
projects, which could have a total 
price tag of as much as $4 
million.

Deep Creek area landowner 
Lawson Stiff urged the council 
either to have a plant constructed 
that would purify the effluent 
back to near the level of clear 
water or build a “ land applica­
tion’’ system that would put the 
plant on several hundred enclos­
ed acres and end the sewer 
drainage down Deep Creek.

Stiff said he had contacted an 
Environmental Protection Agen­
cy representative who said the 
city’s EPA permit expires in 
August 1991 and that the city 
must substantially upgrade its 
sewage treatment plant to get 
another permit.

“They told me it was going to 
cost a tubful of money before 
they issue another one,’’ he said. 
“We’re very concerned and anx­
ious to get the thing because 
we’ve got three miles of stink 
creek running through us.’’

Other Deep Creek residents ex­
pressed similar concerns during 
the ZMe-hour meeting, and 
engineer John Kelly of Lubbock 
said the plant he envisions would 
produce an effluent with two- 
thirds less organic matter in it 
than the existing plant produces.

The Parkhill, Smith & Cooper 
representative outlined several 
options, including a land applica­
tion that would cost $5.7 million to 
build and re-vamping the current 
plant for $2 9 million.

Kelly appeared to favor the 
third option, abandoning the ex­
isting plant, which was built in 
the 1950s, and constructing a new 
one for $3.1 million south of the 
current plant and south of the ci­
ty off Ave. M.

He said installing an ultra­
violet treatment system would 
cost an additional $405,600, as op­
posed to a chlorination system 
that would run $502,000.

Mayor Troy Williamson and 
council members Joe Coronado, 
Ralph Williamson and Mike 
Thornton sat with the audience 
during Kelly’s presentation, and 
Mayor WiHiamson said after­
wards that the public will be 
notified when the council nears a

decision.
Earlier, Abilene financial con­

sultant Joe Smith had said he 
favors a bond issue, rather 
than applying for loans through 
the State Revolving Fund, 
because of the recently improved 
bond market.

“We would recommend you go 
the public market route,”  Smith 
said.

Terry Bilderback of the Lub­

bock engineering firm said in a 
presentation prior to Kelly's that 
a computer analysis of the 
municipal water line system is in 
progress and has already reveal­
ed some “bottlenecks” in the 
system.

“The problem is getting the ex­
tent of it defined so it’s not just 
out oTsIghf," Bilderback said.

PS&C is analyzing the water 
distribution system so that the

council may decide on the possi 
ble addition of a $200,000 turbine 
pump to increase water pressure, 
in addition to the construction of 
a $750,000 solids contact clarifier 
to expand the capacity of the 
water treatment plant.

Bilderback said in a recent 
meeting that adding the pumo 
without repairing lines would on­
ly cause leaks.

balance of $1,943,426.

Unrestricted funds are able to 
be used at the discretion of the 
college board. The $91,701 
restricted fund balance at year’s 
end is restricted by external 
sources such as the federal 
government and other providers.

The fund balance represents 
approximately four months of 
current fund expenditures.

Of the to ta l revenues, 
unrestricted and restricted, some 
$648,448 involved tuition and 
fees; $169,440 in federal grants; 
$2,174,036 in state grants; and 
$1,966,583 in local appropriations 
to include $1,739,558 in property 
tax. Others included $77,684 from 
the sales and service of educa­

tional departments such as 
welding and auto mechanics; 
$.594,935 from sales and service 
of auxiliary enterprises such as 
the bookstore and cafeteria, 
$404,992 in student aid, and 
$263,785 in other rescources to in­
clude interest earnings. The total 
current revenue, unrestricted 
and restricted, is $6,259,903

Trustee Roy Baze noted con­
cern over some expenditures, 
primarily a loss of $66,621 at the 
pro shop and golf course, and 
mentioned that the board might 
review those areas at a future 
meeting.

Auxiliary enterprises lost 
$331,646. The largest of these was 
athletics, which received $27,329

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) — 
Federal and state authorities say 
they are expanding an investiga­
tion to Southwest Texas State and 
Texas A&M universities after 
breaking a ring of Texas Tech 
freshmen who made dozens of 
counterfeit driver’s licenses.

At least 48 underage students, 
mostly freshmen, agreed to pay 
$50 to $60 each for the fake IDs so 
they could enter nightclubs and 
buy alcohol at^bars and package 
stores, officialk said Monday. 
Police impounded about half the 
licenses before they wer^ 
distributed.

Four male Tech freshmen, all 
from the same unidentified 
Dallas-area high school, made 
the high-quality fake licenses in 
their dormitory rooms. Secret 
Service resident agent David 
Freriks said.

The four are expected to be in­
dicted on federal counterfeiting 
charges next month, Freriks 
said. He declined to identify the 
suspects pending the filing of for­
mal charges.

Lawmakers
to court: 
hurry up

AUSTIN (AP) — Death Row in­
mate Clarence Brandley, who re­
mains in prison more than two 
years after a judge recommend­
ed a new trial for him, deserves a 
decision from the Texas Court of 
C rim in a l A p p e a ls , s t a t e  
lawmakers say.

A group of legislators on Mon­
day asked the court to hand down 
a ruling quickly.

“Today we’re going to ask 
them to forget their lunch hours, 
get to work on time, work beyond 
5 o’clock, because we believe 
they can resolve this issue,’’ said 
Rep. Harold Dutton, D-Houston.

“We’re asking them to get off 
their rear ends and move and act 
and do their jobs,’’ added Rep. 
Lloyd Criss, D-LaMarque.

Brandley, a black janitor at 
Conroe High School, was con­
victed in the 1980 rape-slaying of 
Cheryl Fergeson, a 16-year-old 
white girl, at the school. His first 
trial ended with a hung jury. An 
all-white jury found him guilty in 
a second trial.

On Oct. 9, 1987, after a 10-day 
evidentiary hearing moved from 
Conroe to Galveston, retired 
State D istrict Judge Perry  
P ickett recommended that 
Brandley get a new trial because 
the previous two had been tainted 
with racism.

Brandley has said he believes 
that a third trial would clear him.

Defense attorney Paul Nugent 
of Houston argued before the 
Coiu’t of Criminal Appeals last 
January that the investigations 
and judicial proceedings leading 
to Brandley’s capital murder 
conviction were tainted by racial 
discrimination.

Hinojosa said the fake licenses 
v?ere wHl-»r*ade, and ^hat .the 
telltale signs were that the blue 
background in the students’ 
snapshots was too dark, and the 
picture appeared too large on the 
bogus licenses. .

Most of the students who 
ordered the fake IDs were 
freshmen, Freriks said. Most did 
not receive their licenses and will 
not be prosecuted, Hinojosa said. 
Neither would speculate about 
how many licenses were sold or 
how m uch  m oney th e  
counterfeiters made.

Can you measure your bridge skills? 
It’s not easy. But I can give you a sure­
fire way of judging if you are getting 
better. The key word is instinct. If, be­

fore making the instinctive play, you 
look for a tetter alternative, you are 
progressing. ^

IMav’s declarer TOt to the fine con­
tract of six spades. When the opening 
lead was made, he instinctively won 
dummy's heart ace. taw ing  ^ club 
away, U^luiiig that ne was lii the 
dummy for the last time, he led the 
club jack and finessed. West won the 
queen and later took the setting trietr' 
with the ..spade ^ack. Wfhati. wuwt- 
wrong?

Declarer missed the tetter alterna­
tive. He should ruff the opening lead 
and tlicn play A-K of spades. If the de­
fenders  ̂trumps divide evenly, he wilt 
have sharply curtailed his chances of 
making all the tricks, since he will 
have to play the dub ace and then a 
low club to dummy’s J-10 to guard 
against either defender starting with 
Q-9-X-X of clubs. But look how well 
placed he is when West has the long 
spade. He can cash the diamond ace 
and then throw West on lead with a 
trump. If West plays a heart or a dia­
mond, declarer can throw his losing 
clubs away.

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Denver beats Skins 
minus John Elway

WASHINGTON (AP) — Just 
when Quarterback Gary Kubiak 
figured he was destined to spend 
the season on the bench, he ended 
up being John Elway for a^iight.

Kubiak, inserted as the starter 
Monday night in place of an ail­
ing Elway, played the role 
magnificently. ‘ He threw two 
short touchdown passes in the 
first half, then played ball- 
c(Hitrol in the final M ininutes to 
lead the Denver Broncos to a 14- 
10 victory oyer the Washington 
Redskins.

The triumph all but wrapped 
up the AFC West title for the 
Bwiiecis (P^),-wfta own a four- 
game lead over the Los Angeles 
Raiders with five games left. 
Denver, San Francisco and the 
N ^  York Giants share the best 
record in the NFL.

Kubiak, who has made a career 
out of backing up Elway, had 
thrown only two passes this 
season prior to Monday night. He 
learned four hours before the 
game that he was about to get his 
second start in the last five years 
because Elway was side with a 
stomach virus.

‘*It’s kind of ironic,” Kubiak 
said. “I told my wife last week... 
I think it-may be one of those 
years where John plays every 
game. But as long as we win, it’s 
OK.”

Kubiak got off to a rough start, 
fumbling on the third play from 
scrimmage to set up the Red­
skins’ lone touchdown, an 8-yard 
run by Jamie Morris. But Kubiak 
rebounded to lead the Broncos to 
victory in much the same fashion 
Elway has done this season — by 
throwing short, conservative 
passes and frequently handing 
off to Bobby Humphrey, who 
finished with 110 y a r^  in 31 car­
ries.

Kubiak completed 13 of 27 
passes for 123 yards, including a 
1-yard TD pass to Melvin Bratton 
and a S-yard scoring strike to 
Ricky Nattiel. Kubiak also had 16 
rushing vards, punted twice and 
guided the Broncos in a 14-play 
drive that enabled them to hold 
the ball for the final 6:45.

‘T wasn’t concerned about the

job Gary would do because Gary 
is a great quarterback,” Denver 
coach Dan Reeves said. ” I was 
just worried about going into the 
game with just one iquarter- 
back.”

‘"There’s so many people who 
did a great job,” Reeves said. 
“Our defense really played 
super.

Peter Gott, M .D . Quick resolution said needed

DEAR DR. GOTT: My 26-year-old

tells him research is still being done, 
and as yet there is no cure. Is Uiis he­
reditary, and can you provide any 
information?

DEAR READER: Reiter’s syn­
drome is a poorly understood ailment 
marked by inflammation of the ure­
thra ^..the tube leading from the 
bladder — or the cervii (the mouth of 
the uterus in women), associated with 
conjunctivitis (eye inflammation), ar­
thritis and sores in the mouth.

In many patients, especially men, 
the disease a p ^ r s  to be senially 
transmitted and may be caused by a 
microorganism called chlamydia. In 
other patients, the condition seems to 
follow various forms of bowel infec­
tion — for example, those caused by 
shigella and salmonella.

Patients with Reiter’s syndrome 
have a high level of a blood protein 
called HLA-B27, indicating that a ge­
netic factor may predispose to this 
infection.

Although about 50 percent of Rei­
ter’s patients improve without treat­
ment, the remainder progress to a 
chronic stage of the  disease, Charat~ 
terized by recurring arthritis and ure­
thral discharge.

’Treatment consists of antibiotics to 
eradicate the infection. This therapy 
is usually quite successful.

DEAR DR. GOTT: My mother has a 
series of problems. Her teeth are sore, 
her gums ace receding, and she feels 
there is an infection from two of 
them. She’s been to a dental school for 
over a year, and they have found noth­
ing wrong but did root canals to save 
one tooth. She suffers from fatigue 
and rapid weight loss. One doctor 
found a problem with 'her liver 
through a blood test, yet says the liver 
itself is fine. A neurologist says she is 
losing sensitivity in her nerves and 
doesn’t know why, unless there is a tu­
mor he’s been unable to find. Her doc­
tors can’t find the problem. Can you 
help?

DEAR READER: I don’t know the 
cause of your mother’s problems, 
which I will summarize as fatigue, 
weight loss, mild liver abnormalities 
and neuropathy (nerve malfunction). I 
do not believe her dental symptoms 
are a factor in her condition.

I would like to know more about her 
liver and the state of her abdominal 
organs. Could she have low-grade 
hepatitis, a tumor of Giepanoreas or a  ̂
severe nutritional deficiency? These 
possibilities should be investigated 
with specific blood tests and X-ra.ys.

Because, your mother’s illness puz­
zles her doctors, I suggest she ask for 
a referral to the diagnostic clinic at a 
teaching hospital. In this setting, spe­
cialists are trained to diagnose unusu­
al diseases. The doctors have special 
equipment and diagnostic resources 
not available to physicians engaged 
primarily in office practice.
