Should bé ready Monday...
Clean-up efforts continuing

at Western Texas dormitory

With a hand from faculty, aa-
ministration and private citizens,
Western Texas College is quickly
restoring order following last
Friday’s dormitory fire which
forced an early start to the
Thanksgiving holidays.

Leeon Pettitt, maintenance
director, told the college board of
trustees this week that efforts by
department heads and faculty in
the clean-up effort of the dor-
mitory has been ‘‘greatly ap-
preciated”’ and by midweek most
of the debris had been cleared
away.

“It looks like there is only a
fairly small amount of conduit
and wiring that has been af-
fected,” he told the board. ‘‘“The
structure itself and the way it
was built enhanced the confine-
ment of the fire. I think we’ll just
need a few contracts for
sheetrock and things like that.”

The major problem could be
the odor of the smoke. Workers
are replacing sheetrock as need-
ed and are using a chemical
spray where applicable to help
get rid of the odor.

The fire broke out about noon
Friday in a third-floor room of

slaying of burglary suspect

MALONE, Texas (AP) — The
mother of James Oliver King Jr.
sits at the foot of her son’s month-
old grave, smoothing away peb-
bles and marking what would
have been his 25th birthday.

Shesexplaias kow she can-hear
him wailing and crying for his
continues to run
desperately, caught now between
heaven and hell.

And many who live in this
small central Texas town where
King died say they, too, are in a
netherworld of sorts. They are
trapped between a lost innocence
and--what--they-~fear—is ~the
hopeless task of convincing out-
siders they are not racists who
killed a burglary suspect merely
because he was black.

“This is never going to go
away,”  said James Lucko,
mayor of the Hill County town of
about 300 and one of King’s pur-
suers. ‘“You may put it aside and
forget about it for awhile, but it’s
never going to goaway.”

A few have promised as much,
including one former mayor who
plans to organize-a-protest- mareh
against the racism he contends
struck down King.

He and a handful of others por-
tray the burglary suspect’s death
in ghastly black and white terms,
saying he was chased down like
an animal and smothered
because of the color of his skin.

But others say those charges
are fueled by a merchant’s
grudge against the city and some
business he has lost.

“It ain’t right,”” said Martin
Degner, a former mayor and
former city judge. ‘“‘Please, let us
get back to our little ol’ country
life.”

The words choke in his throat
and tears are welling up in his
eyes.

“lI don’'t want Malone to
become famous for this,”” he
says, blinking hard and looking
away.

About 30 miles south, near the
small community of Perry, a
hawk circles aimlessly overhead
and Pearlie Mae King is crying,
too. This is her son’s birthday,
and he had promised her he was
changing his life. He was going to
be a preacher and was going to
help others get to heaven.

“I'm going to say words over
your grave,’’ he had told her.

But like other things in King'’s
young, wasted life, plans went
awry.

life as he

King, by his own mother’s ad-
mission, had been a rogue, but
she believed he had changed his
ways.

He had quit school in Marlin in
1982 .to- become -a construction
worker: He#tsobetdaime an inept
criminal. Four times he was jail-
ed for theft and burglary charges
in Falls County and in 1983 was
finally sentenced to serve three
years in the Texas Department of
Corrections for burglary.

‘““The day he got in trouble that
put him in the TDC, he came to
me and said he had heen-caught
in a house with some other boys
and he was sorry,” Mrs. King
recalled. “I wanted to get some
money to get him out of jail, but
he told me to let him stay. He
said, ‘I did wrong and I'm going
to pay for it.” And he went and
served his time.”’

He had been living in Waco
with his mother and outwardly
appeared to be trying to make
good on his life. He constantly
warned three younger brothers

and three younger sisters to stay

clear of the trouble he had found.

‘“‘He said he had better not
catch me doing any of the things
he did,”’ said Bobby King, 18. ‘“‘He
said he was going to set a good
example for us.”

It may have been his own impa-
tience that killed King on Oct. 9.

Hill County Sheriff Brent But-
ton believes the young man
wanted money to buy drugs. His
mother says King needed $200 to
go with $180 he already had so he
could buy some wood trim for a
house remodeling job.

No matter who was right, the
money could have been his.

Mrs. King said she had cashed
her welfare check and had the
money King wanted. Only he
never came home. :

“Whenever he would get in a
tight (jam), I would try to help
him,”” she said, shaking her head
slowly. ‘““‘He was my baby.”

Emma Piel, who lives a short
block off Malone’s main street,
said she came home shortly after
2 p.m. that Monday and
discovered King standing in her
bedroom.

She had asked him what he
wanted and he replied that he
needed something to eat. When
she said food is usually found in a
kitchen, he bolted and ran from
the house.

Mrs. Piel hurried to a nearby

grocery store where she found
Lucko.

“I was walking outside to get a
guy some bait and she told me
some guy had just broken into
her house,” recalled Lucko, who
owns the store.

Soon, several men were chas-
ing King, who authorities believe
had been abandoned by his
common-law wife. He had left

Jher with their car a short time

earlier, saying he wanted to visit
a friend and would be right back.

The chase wound furiously
around: oW a5 Uie T suspect
jumped over "gates, ran down
alleyways and slid through
fences. Somewhere along the
way, he picked up a brick and he
waved it menacingly whenever
pursuers drew close.

“When we had him trapped for
a time inside a goatpen, I told
him to put the brick down,”
Lucko recalled. ‘I said, ‘Just talk
tome.’

“But he said, ‘No, touch me
and you're going to get hurt.’ ”’

Another time, Lucko was
within 6 feet of the man when
King suddenly stopped and
wheeled around, startling and
scaring the older man.

‘“‘He looked desperate. He look-
ed like he had nothing to lose,”
Lucko said. ‘“‘He said, ‘Hey man,
you’re not taking me in alive. The
only way you’re taking me in is
dead.”” ;

Ray Watson said he had his
own chance to make that happen.
King was being chased down an
alley straight toward Watson,
who was carrying his .22-caliber
pistol. He lifted it up and pointed
it squarely at King's head.

King froze for a moment, then
snarled: “You’re not going to
take me.”’

The gun grew unbearably
heavy, Watson recalled. ‘

“I thought, ‘I can shoot that
sucker,’ ”’ said Watson.

“Then I said, ‘Bullcrap.’ I just
put the pistol back in my truck. I
can’t take a man’s life. I could no
more have shot that man than I
could fly.”

The man ran right past Wat-
son, 59, and the chase continued.

Eventually, King began
stumbling south toward open
fields and a creek. But even for a
former high school football
player who had stayed in good
shape, the decision to flee across
the freshly plowed ground was a
bad one. He lost traction and was

quickly surrounded and over-
come by three men.

“It took a lot of pressure to
make him let go of the brick,”
said Lucko, who. was sitting
across King’s  legs. while. two
other men held his arms. ‘“After
five or seven minutes, he let go of
the brick and we quit restraining
him as hard. At that point, I got
up and went to the highway to get
help.” ‘ I

Lucko said all three mefni who
captured King thought he was
still alive and were stunned when
the Hill County deputy who had
just arrived told them the man
was dead. Attempts torevive him
failed.

“Everybody was just happy
that we had caught us a
criminal,”’ said Watson, who had
followed the chase’s last
moments in his truck on a nearby
farm road. ‘“All we wanted to do
is retain him. Nobody wanted to
kill him. We were stunned. We
could have shot him three dif-
ferent times if we had wanted to
kill him, but-nebedy did it."’

John Parker, a medical ex-
aminer in Dallas, ruled King's
death a homicide, saying it was
caused by sustained pressure on
his chest and abdomen and
strangulation. Tests for drugs
and alcohol were negative.

“It was not a classic accident.
That's why we called it a
homicide. It was very unusual,”
Parker said.

But a grand jury Tuesday
declined to issue any indictments
in the case.

““I think all of these men were
doing what they thought was
right and what they thought was
their civic duty, and I don’t think
that can be said of everybody
these days,” said Hill County
District Attorney Dan Dent.

Mrs. King is convinced she
knows the exact instant her son
died.

She was doing her weekly wash
on Monday afternoon, squeezing
water from some of her family’s
clothing with an old wringer-type
hand washer, when she heard a
loud call.

‘“‘Mudd-oohhh. Mudd-oohhh.”

Only her oldest son, James,
called her name that way, and
she ran out of the small shed
behind their Waco home to see
what kind of trouble he was in.

But he was nowhere to be seen.

New math at nation’s food banks:
deposits down, but withdrawals up

Deposits of surplus food at the
nation’s food banks have declined
this year as the ranks of bank
patrons — the poor and hungry —
continue to grow.

The federal government and
private corporations are
donating less food to private
charities than in the past, accor-
ding to food bank officials in
several cities.

At the same time, said Kevin
Fagan, director of development
for the Greater Philadelphia
Food Bank, ‘“There’s no question
that demand is just flying
through the ceiling.”’

Food bankers blame the
decline, in part, on a frenzied
pace of corporate takeovers that
have left food industry ex-
ecutives glued to the bottom line
and less concerned about the
needy.

“I think corporations are not as
generous as they have been in the
past,” said Rodney Bivens, ex-
ecutive director of the Oklahoma
City Food Bank, where contribu-
tions were down 41 percent by the
end of September.

Donations have picked up
slightly since then, Bivens said,
but are far from meeting the ris-
ing demand for food.

Once, a poor family might have
been able to count on a loaf of
bread with sandwich meat in its
weekly food bag from a
charitable organization. Now,
Bivens said, the bag may contain
two loaves of bread — but no
meat.

Donations to the Philadelphia
organization are down at least 15
percent from last year.

“The ultimate loser is, obvious-
ly, the most needy of us all,” said
Fagan.

The organization is fairly
typical of the 200 food banks that
have sprung up around the nation

since the first one was establish-
ed in Phoenix in 1967.

About half its food comes from
Second Harvest, a Chicago-based
distributor of surplus food that is
the largest single supplier for
most food banks. Second Harvest
collects products that are con-
sidered unmarketable by major
corporations because they are
mislabeled, underweight or
overweight, too close to an ex-
piration date, discontinued or
repackaged.

The rest of the bank’s dona-
tions come from local sources:

supermarkets, manufacturers,
charitable organizations or
private individuals.

The food is distributed to a net-
work of local organizations that
are involved, in one way or
another, with feeding the needy.

Although some food banks say
their local contributions remain
steady, all have been hurt by the
first year of decline at Second
Harvest since the organization
was founded more than 10 years
ago. Corporate contributions are
expected to be down 16 percent
this year from last.

New judge to resign
amid abuse charges

AUSTIN (AP) — Amid allegations he beat and harassed a former
girlfriend, state District Judge Randall Isenberg said he will step
down from the bench to which he recently was appointed by Gov. Bill
Clements rather than face Senate confirmation hearings.

‘““The individual involved, Annie Schriver, ...has picked her time to
level these accusations at me at a time where I’m unable to respond
in the time frame necessary to put my name in nomination,”
Isenberg said Tuesday outside the state Capitol after meeting with
Clements’ appointments secretary, James Huffines.

“I just can’t get the matters cleared up (right now), although I'm
quite confident I will be able to get the matters cleared up, and I'm

confident I'll file for election in January,”’

said.

Friday, his 36th birthday. Huffines said Clements expects to name a
new appointee sometime next week.

Second
Harvest officials say they receiv-
ed 172 million pounds of surplus
government food in 1987, but half
that amount in 1988 and this year.

The U.S. Department of
Agriculture estimates it will
distribute 239 million pounds of
food to charitable organizations
this year, down from 272 million
pounds the previous year.

The main reason for the
decline, USDA spokesman Phil
Shanholtzer said, is a sharp drop
in the amount of surplus dairy
products, in part because of a
change in federal price support
payments.

The president of Second
Harvest, Philip R. Warth Jr.,
said the change hit food banks
hard.

Warth said the slowdown in the
corporate spigot is partially due
to the merger mania _that has

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Lebanese president killed by bomb

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP)
President Rene Mouawad was
killed today when a bomb.explod-
ed on a street in Moslem west
Beirut as his motorcade passed
by. He had been president for on-
ly 17 days.

A police spokesman said
Mouawad. died instantly in-.the
blast, which came minutes after
the president held a reception
marking Lebanon’s 46th year of
independence. The spokesman
refused to say why police initially
reported Mouawad was not hurt.

At least 18 other people were
reported killed by what police
first described as a car bomb: -

There was no immediate claim
of responsibility. The bomb went
off at 1:45 p.m. in the Sanayeh
district.

Mouawad’s top aides, Prime
Minister-designate Salim Hoss, a
Sunni Moslem, and Parliament
Speaker Hussein Husseini, a
Shiite Moslem, also were in the
10-car convoy, in the vehicle
behind the president’s. Police
said they were not hurt.

The bomb exploded outside a
shop about 500 feet from the
‘Government House and 1,600 feet
from Hoss’ home.

Mouawad, 64, a Maronite
Catholic, had long advocated
Christian-Moslem reconciliation
in his country. He was elected
Nov. 5 at a special Parliament
session as part of an Arab

Deficit, health care bring

WASHINGTON (AP) — Con-
gress came together early today
to complete work on catastrophic
health care and the budget deficit
and adjourn for the year, leaving
behind a record notable as much
for its own internal business as
for public policy.

As they headed for the exits,
the House and Senate adopted a
$14.7 billion deficit-cutting bill
that relied heavily on accounting
gimmicks to make the required
savings, and voted to cancel a
program that covers
catastrophic health care costs for
the elderly.

Both bills were forwarded to
President Bush for his signature,
and the Senate adjourned at 4:07
a.m., with the House following
suit 24 minutes later.

Before leaving, the House and
Senate also managed to complete
work on all 13 money bills needed
to run the federal government for
the coming year. But as’ they
looked back on 1989, they saw lit-
‘tle to brag about.

“We made no new bold in-
itiatives in public policy,” said

Thompson, a lifelong Dallas
resident, said this was his first
visit to Dealey Plaza. He was in
third grade when Kennedy died.

The police spokesman, speak-
ing on. condition of anonymity in
line with standing regulations,
said 18 people, including 10 of
Mouawad’s bodyguards, were
also killed today. He identified
the dead bodyguards as six
Syrian army soldiers and four
Lebanese soldiers.

The spokesman also said 25
people, including many civilians,
were injured.

Hundreds of Syrian soldiers
and Lebanese army troops and
policemen converged on the
scene. The Syrians fired their
rifles and several rocket-
propelled grenades in the air to
clear the way for ambulances.

Shotgun used to shoot 2 children

BIDDEFORD, Maine (AP) —
A Texas man who kidnapped his
two young sons and killed them
with a .12-gauge shotgun nearly
three months later had a history
of violence, according to police
trying to piece together the
tragedy.

Authorities had known since
mid-October that Roy Irwin Ab-
bott Sr., 52, may have brought his
sons to Maine. But they were
unable to find him after checking
in Eliot, Augusta, Kittery and
Portsmouth, N.H., state police
Sgt. Michael Harriman said.

‘“Each time we checked these
locations, there was another
move on his part, indicating he
was aware he was being hunted,”’
Harriman said after Abbott was
arraigned Tuesday afternoon in
District Court.

Abbott had turned up at the
York County sheriff’'s office a
day earlier, according to a police

detective’s affidavit that said Ab-
bott told a receptionist: “I need
to see a police officer. I've killed
my kids.”’

Police then went to a dirt road
in a wooded area of Shapleigh in
southwestern Maine and found
the bodies of the boys, each shot
twice at close range with a .12-
gauge shotgun, Harriman said.

Spokesman Stephen Mec-
Causland of the Maine Depart-
ment of Public Safety identified
the older boy as Roy Irwin Abbott
Jr., 6. Maine officials identified
the younger boy as Ronney Ab-
bott, 4, but Texas authorities
were identifying the younger boy
as Rooney Abbott.

Neither agency was able to ex-
plain the discrepancy.

Abbott, who made no comment
to reporters as he arrived in
court wearing blue jeans, a light
blue T-shirt and dark blue jacket,
did not have to enter a plea Tues-

day. Judge Robert Crowley
ordered Abbott returned to the
York County Jail pending a bail
hearing Nov. 29 in Springvale
District Court.

Abbott’s court-appointed
lawyer, Stephen J. Schwartz of
Portland, had little to say about
the case.

‘““This just happened. It’s really
new,” Schwartz told the judge. “‘I
haven’t even had the opportunity
to discuss the full set of facts with
my client.”

Police in Texas said Abbott told
Maine officials he shot his sons
because he was planning to turn
them all in and they began crying
because they did not want to go
home. Maine authorities, as a
matter of policy, would not tell
reporters what Abbott had told
them.

‘“He turned himself in and said
he had killed his sons,’’ said Den-
ton Police Capt. Bill Cummings.

DEAR DR. GOTT: My husband has
been diagnosed with polymyalgia
rheumatica and is being treated with
prednisone. It helps some, but his pro-
gress is very slow. How long can he
remain on the medication, and is
there something better he can take
for it?

DEAR READER: Polymyalgia
rheumatica is a common disease that
causes muscular pain and stiffness
leading to muscle atrophy (wasting).
It is often associated with fever, loss
of appetite, malaise, apathy, anemia
and temporal arteritis (inflammation
of the arteries over the skull’s tem-
ples). The cause is unknown

The diagnosis is usually confirmed
by the sudden and dramatic improve-
ment brought about by prednisone
(cortisone) therapy. The medicine re-
lieves symptoms within 24 hours.
Once the patient is symptom-free, the
dose of prednisone is gradually ta-
pered. Flare-ups may require repeat-
ed courses of treatment. Prednisone
is the most effective drug to treat

pomyalgu to prednisone
suggests that m of polymyalgia

may be an immune disorder in which
the body inappropriately attacks its

own normal tissues. Because long-
term prednisone therapy is fraught
with complications — such as diabe-
tes, bone softening and cataracts —
patients with polymyalgia should be
carefully monitored by their doctors,
and every effort should be made to re-
duce or eliminate the dose of predni-
sone as soon as possible.

With rest, the disc material may re-
turn to its original position and symp-
toms can disappear: However, sur-
gery is often necessary to repair or
remove the disc, if it is badly dam-
aged.

Per capita spending
on EMS only 16 cents

WASHINGTON (AP) — Dozens
of hospital failures across rural
Texas are forcing many com-
munities’ ambulances to spend
hours on the road transporting
patients and away from town,
where they may be needed to
help others who are critically in-
jured or ill.

While a new congressional
study says emergency medical
services in many rural areas suf-
fer {rom personnel shortages, an-
tiquated equipment or a lack of
financial and medical resources,
a Texas EMS official say the
state’s greatest problem has
been collapsing hospitals.

The state has led the country in
hospital failures over the past
three -years, losing 19 in 1988
alone, congressional officials
say.

Gene Weatherall, chief of the
Bureau of Emergency Manage-
ment at the Texas Department of
Health, said some communities
that have lost their hospital now
are sending their ambulances on
60 to 100-mile round trips, carry-
ing critically injured or ill pa-
tients to the nearest available
facility.

And in some of those towns,
there is only one ambulance,
Weatherall said.

‘“We have had cases when the
ambulance has gone on a

transport, and you have another
accident, another heart attack,
and there is no one in the com-
munity to provide that emergen-
cy assistance,’’ Weatherall said.

In those cases, ambulances are
called —in from - other —com-
munities, but victims must still
wait precious minutes for
assistance.

‘““Having to wait 30 minutes or
so to get an ambulance really
hurts — 30 minutes really makes
a difference,”” Weatherall said
Tuesday.

The Office of Technology
Assessment, a congressional
research service, said in a draft
report Monday that rural
residents needing emergency
medical care are three to four

times as likely to die from lack of
ready access than wurban
residents.

The study said rural emergen-
cy medical services, in addition
to shortages of manpower and
state-of-the art equipment, have
inadequate advanced training
opportunities for EMS providers,
a lack of medical supervision of
local operations, poor public ac-
cess to EMS, and an absence of
regionalized systems of EMS
care,
