Murder suspect taken 
into custody Sunday

Frank Limones Jr. of Sweet­
water was arrested Sunday in 
Sweetwater in connection with 
the early Thanksgiving Day 
murder of Oscar Garza Jr. of 
Snyder.

City policemen went to the 
Nolan County Jail Sunday night 
and returned Limones to Snyder, 
and he is being held in the county 
jail under $100,000 bond.

Sweetwater police said they 
received a tip Sunday afternoon 
that the 22-year-old suspect was 
hiding in a friend’s house, and 
they went to the residence and 
took Limones into custody 
without incident.

An officer said the residents of 
the house let officers inside and 
that Limones was found trying to 
hide himself under some covers 
on a bunk bed.

Limones had been sought since 
Friday, when a murder warrant 
was issued by Snyder police who 
had interviewed “at least” three 
witnesses to the shooting.

Garza was shot once in the 
right center of his forehead about 
3 a.m. last Thursday, police 
believe, in Apartment No. 4 at 
1900 Coleman Ave. in nor­
theastern Snyder.

The witnesses, including a 15- 
year-old girl, said Garza and 
Limones had argued prior to the 
sh(X)ting, police said.

Garza’s body, clad only in 
green military-type fatigue pants 
and white running shoes, was 
then carried to a nearby trash 
dumpster, where it lay until a ci­
ty trash truck making its 
regularly scheduled run picked it 
up late Friday morning.

Police subsequently discovered 
it after spreading out the con­
tents of the truck at the city land­
fill east of town.

A spokesman for the city 
streets department said today 
that the truck normally runs on 
Friday mornings and that the 
pick-up had not been delayed

Colombian 
jet crash
kills 107

BOGOTA, Colombia (AP) — A 
Colombian passenger jet with 107 
people aboard crashed in flames 
today outside Bogota, and 
everyone on board was killed, 
aviation officials said. Witnesses 
said the jet blew apart in the air.

The chief of the Civil Aviation 
Authority, Col. Jorge Gonzalez, 
said the crew of a Colombian air 
force jet flying in the area saw 
two explosions on the Avianca 
Airlines Boeing 727-100. He spoke 
to the Colombian radio networks 
RCN and Caracol.

Witnesses also reported seeing 
the plane explode before it plum­
meted to the ground at about 7; 15 
a.m.

A v ianca  sp o k esw o m an  
Patricia Duarte said the plane 
crashed into a hilly area just 
south of Bogota, the capital. The 
airline refused comments on 
reports the plane exploded.

No one on the ground appeared 
to have been hurt, (Gonzalez said.

RCN quoted officials at the con­
trol tower at El Dorado Airport in 
Bogota as saying the jet crashed 
three minutes after taking off for 
the city at Cali, 190 miles to the 
southwest.

“The plane exploded in the air 
and then fell to the ground and 
caused a huge explosion,” said 
Jairo Alba, who witnessed the 
crash.

Alba, interviewed by the RCN 
radio network, said the jet was 
destroyed.

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Soviet children due surgery
DALLAS (AP) - Soviet 

surgeons will get their first look 
at advanced craniofacial surgery 
next month when they observe 
operations here on 11 Soviet 
children with severely deformed 
heads and faces.

The children and doctors arriv 
ed in Dallas over the weekend for 
the unprecedented program to in­
troduce the advanced surgical 
techniques to the Soviet Union, 
said Deb Keck, nursing super 
visor at Humana Hospital in 
Dallas.

The children, between 2 and 18 
years old, will undergo surgery 
by craniofacial and pediatric 
neurosurgical teams of the 
Humana Advanced Surgical Tn 
stitutes at Humana beginning the 
week of Dec. 4.

Dr. Kenneth E. Salyer, 
recognized internationally for his 
advanced craniofacial surgical 
techniques, arranged for the 
children to come to the United 
States through a year of cor­
respondence with Soviet officials.

Salyer, Dr. Ian Munro and Dr. 
Edward Joganic will perform the 
craniofacial surgery, hospital of­
ficials said.

“This type of surgery simply 
isn’t available (in the Soviet 
Union),’’ Salyer said. “Most of 
the children we will see have nor­
mal mental capacities but have 
no chance at a normal life

without this surgical interven­
tion.

“Some 
however.

of the deformities, 
may cause retardation 

or even death without correc­
tion,’’ he said. “So, we’re very 
happy that in the spirit of 
glasnost such an exchange can 
take place between America and 
Russia.’’

Professors A.N. Konovalov, 
director of the Soviet Union’s 
B ur de nk o  ' I n s t i t u t e  of 
Neurosurgery, and V.P. Ip- 
politov, head”of emergency care 
at the All-union Research

DALLAS (AP) — While the

John Langridge, 16, built the 
particle accelerators in the 
garage of his suburban home.

“To be able to put one together 
from scratch shows that the kid 
is obviously clever,’’ said Dr. 
Wendell Chen, director of the 
center for accelerator services 
and technology at the University

heard of kids putting something 
together from a kit — but this is 
something that requires a lot of 
motivation.’’

But, curiously, others were less 
impressed; he finished third in 
two science fairs with the pro­
jects.

Somet imes cal led a tom 
smashers, the accelerators pro­
pel atoms together at great 
speeds and the tiny^iieces of mat­
ter scattered by theii' collisions 
are studied by scientists trying to 
unlock secrets about nature’s 
basic building blocks.

While the planned 53-mile-long 
super collider to be complete 
near Waxahachie by 1998 will use 
huge magnets to drive atoms 
around its oval path, elec­
trostatic charges do the job on 
Langridge’s 4-foot model.

Langridge, who plans a career 
as a nuclear physicist, obtained 
much of his mini-collider parts

from small scientific companies, 
but had to improvise on occasion.

The teen-ager estimates he has 
spent $1,000 to build both of his 
mini-colliders. That’s about $5 
billion less than it should cost to 
build the federal government’s 
underground complex near Wax­
ahachie.

Langridge’s parents were con­
cerned when they discovered he 
would be using radioactive 
materials in some of his ex­
periments in the family garage. 
Some of the chemicals he works 
with, such as Cesium 137, emit 
radiation and must be handled 
with protective equipment.

Every time he walks into the 
garage to work with the ac­
celerator, the youth wears a 
radiation-level monitoring device 
called a dosimeter to avoid pro­
longed exposure.

A chance to try 
an unusual play
By James Jacoby

Four spades was a really tough con­
tract to make. West could have easily 
defeated it by leading anything but a 
trump. But be had read somewhere 
that the 10 was a fine lead from 10-9- 
8-4, giving away nothing. If he had 
read further, he might ^ v e  learned 
that when that suit is trumps, the lead 
usually gains nothing.

Declarer still mangled the hand, 
missing an unusual play that we all 
can now add to our repertoire. Declar­
er played the K-(}-J of spades from 
dummy, noting the unfortunate split in 
the 9uit. He could not play ace and ruff 
a heart and then pick up the last trump 
before forcing out the ace of clubs (the 
defenders would then cash several 
heart tricks), so he played the king of 
clubs. Alas, East held off. When de­
clarer played another club, E)ast took 
the ace and gave his partner a club 
ruff. Because of the unfortunate lie of 
the K-Q of diamonds, the defenders 
still had to make two more tricks, so 
down one was the unfortunate result.

The unusual winning play rdissed by 
declarer was to play a low heart from 
dummy after playing dummy's three 
trumps. Whatever the defenders do, 
declarer can then play a second low 
heart from dummy, ruffing. Then the 
ace of spades pulls West's trump 
tooth, and South can safely play on 
clubs. He makes five trump tricks, 
three clubs and the two red aces for 
his contract. It's a nice play, but I hope 
everyone can work out that any lead 
other than a trump makes it impossi­
ble for the game to make.

Man convicted of parents’ 
murders* faces new charges

MINNEAPOLIS (AP) — Peo­
ple in Danny Hittle’s hometown 
may not be surprised to learn he 
faces death by lethal injection if 
convicted of five slayings in Tex-“ 
as.

They...were dismayed that he 
spent less than 12 years in prison 
for his parents’ 1973 deaths on 
their farm near Motley in north- 
central Minnesota. Most still 
remember Hittle’s rough-and- 
tumble days in the early 1970s,
drinking, fighting^__making
Oiif(^ts and running from the 
police.

“ I suppose there are some peo­
ple who would say they should 
have hanged him, but that’s 
human nature,” said Gary Went­
worth, a high school buddy who 
served in the Marines with Hittle.

“I don’t approve <rf some of the 
things he did. But I feel sorry for 
him. He wrecked his life and 
some other people’s, too. He 
always wanted people to respect 
him, to lookup to him. And he felt 
they didn’t.” —------- v .

After 17 years, people are still 
trying to figure out the deaths of 
Henry and Margaret Hittle, to 
which Danny Hittle tearfully con­
fessed but could hardly explain.

“Are my folks both dead?” was 
the first thing Hittle asked tlie 
Cass County sheriff. He had been 
too drunk and in too blind a rage 
to remember much, he said.

So far, the shootings Nov. 15 in 
Dallas hardly can to  explained, 
either. Detectives say they have 
no motive.

Norris, guns liked  
by slain suspect

HOUSTON (AP) — A drifter 
who was killed by police as he at­
tempted to rob a Houston bank 
was described by investigators 
as a survivalist-styled weapon 
collector who idolized actor 
Chuck Norris and had a penchant 
for violence.

John Wayne Young, 42, was 
shot in the head as he attempted 
to leave a TeamBank with a 
hostage Friday, firing two pistols 
and wounding an officer, police 
said.

Homicide Sgt. Waymon Allen 
said Young regarded Norris as 
his hero and armed himself ac­
cordingly. He was dressed in 
khaki fatigues and packed 
several guns, a knife and more 
than 100 rounds of ammunition.

“This is not your normal ad­
miration fcH* things military,” 
said homicide Lt. Greg Neely. 
“It’s more like an admiration for 
things violent.”

Investigators said Young 
listened to a stereo headset play­
ing a homemade self-hypnosis 
recording which interspersed the 
words “alert,” “aware,” “co<rf,” 
and “calm” with his own humm­
ing and announcements of each 
15-second interval during the a t­

tempted robbery.
. While trying to escape with 
bank employee Donna Robbison 
as a hostage. Young fired more 
than 50 shots at officers, woun­
ding Policeman Mike Glasco.

Ms. Robbison, 25, suffered 
wounds to the hand and chest in 
the gunfire. Glasco, 34, was shot 
in the foot, hip and neck as his 
father, who was visiting from 
Florida and accompanying the 
officer on a ride-along, watched. 
Both Ms. Robbison a Ad Glasco 
remained hospitalized in fair con­
dition Sunday a t Hermann 
Hospital.

In Clute where Young lived un­
til October, officers searched his 
storage locker and found a bag 
that contained three large 
knives, a laser sighting scope, 
and books on survival and how to 
make a silencer. They also found

“He always wanted to go to 
Vietnam, just to do his duty, but 
they wouldn’t send him,” said 
Wentworth, who exchanged let­
ters with Hittle a fte r^ ittle  was 
sent to the Stillwater prison. “He 
used to ask me what it was like to 
kill somebody.”

Hittle didn’t plead insanity in 
his parents’ deaths, and it’s not 
known whether he will enter that 
plea now, a prospect that Texas 
police dread. “We don’t want_him 
to get out of it that way,” said 
Allan Peck, a police spokesman 
in Garland, the Dallas suburb 
where a police officer was shot to 
death.

What Texas police know is that 
Hittle was at a drinking party in 
the east side Dallas residence 
where four bodies were found. 
Witnesses said he had had an 
argument with the people there 
and had left.

Charities hoping for 
year-around support
HOUSTON (AP) — HoUday 

s^so n  donations are a drop iQ 
the bucket for charities like the 
Salvation Army that rely on the 
Christmas Spirit to kick off their 
fundraising campaigns.

While charities say they need 
more than Christmas tithing to 
keep their operations flowing 
year round, it’s , the holiday 
season that captivates donors.

“There are a number of 
reasons for that,’’ said Jerry Col­
lins, spokesman fcr the new 
Maratiatha Family Shelter. “We 
get in a giving spirit. It-begins 
getting cold. People know how 
much they can give away 
because of their taxes.’’

Maj. Rolan Chambless, Salva­
tion Army area commander, said 
only about 40 red kettles will be 
placed at Houston area shopping 
centers this year to pick up small 
change for the charity — and the 
bell-ringers won’t be volunteers, 
but m inim um -w age paid  
employees.

“The kettle program still is a 
very vital part of our Christmas 
collection program,’’ Chambless 
said. “ It’s a tradition and it keeps 
the Army before the puMic.’’

But the kettle opera ti^  barely 
breaks even and serves mostly to 
remind donors of the Salvation 
Army’s charitable needs.

The Houston-area shelters in­
cluding the Salvation Army plan 
to raise and spend more than $6.5 
million through the coming year 
— much of it acquired during the 
holiday season.

Collins is trying to raise 
$226,000 for M a r a n a ^ ’s opening 
year budget. But a newspaper ad 
soliciting gifts to “help f e ^  the 
battered homeless on 'Thanksgiv­
ing’’ could be the first defeat. The 
ad, which ran for five days, cost 
$1,760 and was expected to bring 
in $50,000 in donations. Instead, it 
will barely pay for itself, Collins 
said.

Open Door, anot.her shelter, 
also is using a holiday newspaper 
ad campaign to raise its $300,000
annual budget. The ads, featur­
ing worn-looking men and asking 
readers to “Help Feed Them a

Hearty Thanksgiving Dinner,” 
began running b^ore  Thankagiv- 
ing. Agency directors hope tl^y 
will raise nearly twice what is 
needed.

“Our plan is to increase our 
lodging capacity, to at least 200 
beds,” said Open'Door director 
Kent Gassaway said. “Our se­
cond goal i s ... a new building.”

Many of the shelters must app­
ly for government grants to keep 
their programs running. Star of 
Hope mission recently reported a 
$4.1 million 1989-bu<^et that in­
cluded $768,000 from United Way, 
$665,000 from government 
sources, $560,000 from sales of 
goods and services, $121,000 from 
program fees, and $1.99 million 
from individuals, businesses, 
churches or foundations.

The Salvation Army, another 
United Way agency, has a special 
exemption from United Way to 
allow them to make its own direct

mailings soliciting donations dur- 
mg the Christmaaseesen.

“The Christmas mailing is one 
of our big fund-raisers,” said 
Chambless, adding the mailing 
netted $468,000 last year. “It’s a 
time we can raise sufficient funds 
to take care of our Christmas ex­
pense, because  from  the  
Christmas funds, we purchase 
toys, and we purchase food for
needy families. _

“We give a lot of Christmas 
baskets,” Chambless said. “I 
believe last year we helped about 
3,000 families with Christmas 
baskets, and I don’t really know 
how many children we helped 
with our Christmas toys. ”

In addition to individual food 
and money donations, the Salva­
tion Army also collects toys from 
U.S. Marine Cwrps’ Toys for Tots 
campaign, gift donations from 
Wish Tree locations, and change 
from its kettles.

Don  Y qualify...
Computers can’t 
help all students f '

HYATTSVILLE, Md. (AP) — 
Delonte Washington plopped on 
his headphones, deftly fingered 
the computer keyboard and 
gleefully watched as the screen 
exploded into brightly colored 
pictures and the machine “ talk­
ed” about the day’s reading 
lesson.

For third-grader Washington 
and many other students, the 
time spent in the computer 
laboratory is a favorite part of 
the school day. Yet regulations 
for the federal Chapter One pro- 
g ra m  b a r  so m e of h is  
schoolmates from using the same 
lab because their families aren’t 
poor enough or there’s not 
enough federal money to serve 
all t te  eligible children.

Barring such use of computer 
equipment is “ a w aste of 
m a te r ia l and  com m unity

resources and it doesn’t help 
education in general,” said War­
ren Simmons, director of in- 
structionaljsupport programs fm 
Prince George’s County, Md.

The frustration felt by Sim­
mons and other educators made 
the Chapter One program a 
prime topic of discussion at this 
fall’s national education summit.

“Several states report that 
large numbers of computers pur­
chased by federal funds are idUe 
a t night, while adult education 
classes that need them either do 
without or use scarce tax dollars 
to buy other equipment,” said a 
statement signed by President 
Bush and representatives of the 
governors who attended the two- 
day event.

East Texas firm  ignored safety, critics say
JACKSONVILLE, Texas (AP) 

— For years, Wesley Ray’s bat­
tery recycling company has bat­
tled environmental officials who 
accused his Cherokee County 
plant of spewing acid, lead dust 
and other toxic wastes.

State and federal authorities 
who documented Poly-Cyde’s 
damage declared the plant one of 
the state’s 10 worst polluters in 
1986.

But until the East Texas plant 
was shut down last month, Poly- 
Cycle operated with what 
authorities concede was total 
disregard for environmental and 
safety laws. And in the end, it 
wasn’t a regulator that forced the 
plant to close.

“It took the electric company 
not getting their bill paid to shut 
that place down,” said former 
plant manager Jerry Jemagin.

Ray, 54, who terms himself an 
environmentalist, denies wrong­
doing. “We don’t have any hazar­
dous waste. That’s a myth,” he 
said.

Poly-<^cle, located in the tiny 
Tecula community five miles 
nwtheast of Jacksonville and 125 

 ̂ miles southeast of Dallas, now 
faces court action for everything 
from hot checks to the mishandl­
ing of toxic wastes. Ray was in­
dicted Nov. 15 in (Cherokee Coun­
ty^ fra* dumping poisons into 
neighboring water and land.

Authorities from state and 
federal agencies say they didn’t 
begin legal action against Poly- 
Cycle until last spring because 
they hoped to restive the com­
p an y ’s p rob lem s th rough  
neg<^tion.

But former workers and plant 
neighbors are angry that nothing 
was done sooner. They say they 
will suffer the consequences of 
regulatory inaction for years.

“They’re all jumping now to 
say, ‘Yeah, look hqw w e ^  taking 
on Poly-Cycla.’ But for years, 
nothing was done,” said Jer- 
nagin, whose case of lead poison­
ing has been attributed by his 
doctor to exposure at Poly-C^cle.

“ If somebody had done 
something, my doctor wouldn’t 
be telling me I might die,” said 
Jemagin, 40, who has kidney and 
liver damage, memory and vi­
sion loss and other ailments.

“Someone wasn’t doing thsir

job.”

The com pany’s problems 
began only months after Ray 
founded it as Custom Engineer­
ing in 1978 to recycle plastic and 
lead sludge. Within a year, he 
said, he processed millions oS. 
pounds of batteries monthly at 
his small plant south of Jackson­
ville.

Within a year, court documents 
show, employees were getting 
sick.

In October 1979, Lawrence W. 
Foshee and Elmer T. Hart went 
to doctors reporting vomiting, 
swollen limbs and chest pains. 
Blood tests showed both had 
“acute lead intoxication,” accor­
ding to hospital records.

Both employees said “there 
was no adequate protection for 
the workers from the exposure to 
... lead products,” a hospital 
report stated.

Even in small doses, lead can 
cause gastrointestinal problems 
and perm anent nerve and 
reproductive damage, said Dr. 
Daniel Teitelbaum, a Denver tox­
icology expert hired in 1989 by the 
Occupational Safety and Health 
Administration to evaluate 
workers at Poly-(Jycle.

Ingested through breathing 
lead vapor or swallowing lead 
dust, it can remain in bones and 
tissue and cause ailments for 
years, said Teitelbaum, a pro­
fessor a t the Colorado ^hotri of 
Mines and associate professor at

the University of Colorado 
Medical Center.

Although Ray still term s 
Foshee’s and Hart’s maladies “a 
hoax,” the two men sued Ray’s 
company in state district court in 
1980 and won a judgment of 
$113,875.

But before the suit, Ray had 
transferred the plant to an entity 
called New Rocky Point Founda­
tion, and the two men collected 
only a small part of the judg­
ment, according to their at­
torney, Ricky Richards.

In 1983, Ray formed Poly-Cycle 
with a new partner, Sheila Put­
nam of nearby ’Tyler, Texas. 
They moved the plant five miles 
northeast of Jacksonville to a 
four-acre site a t Tecula. The 
company opened a second plant 
in Palmer, Texas, south of 
Dallas.

Soon, Ray said, business was 
booming.

But so were complaints from 
state and federal au&cxities.

That year, OSHA inspectcx^ 
found employees weren’t pro­
tected from lirad contaminaUon. 
They documented 17 instances of 
K fe-threat^ng exposure, said, 
OSHA spokeswoman Sherrie 
Moran. The company paid an 
$810 fine, she said.

OSHA officials raised virtually 
identical criticisms after in­
spections in 1988 and 1989, Ms. 
Moran said. Earlier this month, 
OSHA threatened Poly-Cycle 
with a $218,000 fine for 11 serious

or life-threatening violaticms and 
27 willful violations uncovered in 
an inspection last summer.

The violations included allow­
ing lead levels in the plant as 
much as 35 times the maximum 
considered safe, and failing to 
give workers proper safety 
equipment. The company also 
didn’t regularly test employees 
for contamination, and when it 
did, hid test results from those 
with heavy contaminatim, the 
OSHA report stated.

The company also provided no 
showers or place to change 
clothes, so the plant’s 50 or 60 
other employees also carried 
lead dust home to contaminate 
their families, employees and 
OSHA investigators say.

“They would come home black 
all over from the dust,” said Jer- 
nagin’s wife, Nancy.

Texas Department of Health 
blood tests conducted last month 
on 86 farmer employees, their 
families or plant nei^bors show 
that Poly-Cyde poses a serious 
health th rea t, said Jan e t 
Pichette, a staff epidemiology 
technician.

The results showed that almost 
half of the 23 children who w«*e 
tested had lead levels known to 
cause behavioral problems, and 
six had levels h i ^  enough to 
cause nerve damage« learning 
disabilities and other ailments, 
she said.

Ms. P ichette  said more 
children may have been affected.

noting that some families of 
former employees didn’t come in 
for testing because they have 
moved from the area.

Jemagin and other workers 
said they weren’t told about 
possible health hazards before 
OSHA authorities came in last 
summer. Although they heard 
rumors of illness among former 
employees and saw stray dogs 
die after spending a few w e ^  at 
the plant, he said, the dangers 
“were something nobody ever 
talked about.”

“We should have noticed that 
around there, you didn’t have no 
mice, no bugs, no birds,” he said. 
“T h ^  was nothing living there 
— (mly the people that cone 
through that ^ t e .  It should have 
told us somethmg.”

Paul Hanson, acting regional 
director for OSHA, said federal 
officials didn’t act or levy larger 
fines sooner because “no one fil­
ed complaints, and no one realiz­
ed the complaints that were 
there. We’re limited in the job we 
can do.”

Cholesterol tests can be inaccurate
WASHINGTON (A P) — 

Cholestend screenings in shopp­
ing malls and other public set­
tings often can be inaccurate, 
pose hygiene risks and fre(|uent- 
ly fail to provide counseling or 
^ysic ian  referral, a  government 
report said today.

The rraort by the Department 
of Health and Human Services’ 
inspector general recommends 
fed e ra l reg u la tio n  of a ll 
clKdesterol screening that are 
not conducted by health care pro- 
feesionals.

An investigation by the in­
spector general found that basic 
rules of hygiene were often ig­

nored, qjualifications and train­
ing of testers varied widely and 
public screening often lacked 
the optimal conmtions needed to 
produce accurate results with 
portable analirzers.

“The Dublic in general is not 
aware of these shortcomings, and 
does not know what to look for in 
safe, higlH]uality public screen- 
ingiKTograms,” said the report.

The report was being discussed 
a t a  hearing today by a House 
Small Business subcommittee on 
regulation and business oppor­
tunities, chaired by Rep. Ron 
Wyden, D-Ore., who requested

the study.
CT tlesterol screenings are con­

ducted a t shopping malls, phar­
macies, health clubs, vUlage 
halls and a variety of other public 
settings.

“At a time when over 60 million 
adult Americans may currently 
have high blood cholesterol, plac­
ing them at risk of heart disease, 
it defies common sense to allow 
unregulated public screening to 
continue,’* Wyden said.

His subctmmittee has been 
studying medical testing, and its 
finding that a (]uarter of all such 
testing was being done in 
unregulated settiags led to a 1988

law that brings all clinical 
laboratories under federal 
regulation. The Health Care 
Financing Administration is 
drafting regulations to imple­
ment the law.

The law provides that some 
medical testing may be exempt 
from its provisions, but the in­
spector general reconunended 
public screening be included in 
the regulations because “federal 
regulation ... is clearly called for 
in o rd ^  to safeguard the public.”

Sixteen states regulate public 
cholesterol screening, but regula­
tions in four of them have not yet 
been implemented.

Texas Wato* Conunission of­
ficials found that the dirt was 
highly contaminated, but they 
allowed Ray to st<H% it at the 
Tecula plant.

It is still there, in a 30-foot-high 
mound that is partially covered 
with a tarp and unprotected from 
runoff during rains. Tests show 
the dirt has 35 times more lead 
than the maximum allowed by 
federal law. Officials say the 
Jacksonville site — now occupied 
by a feed mill — is still con­
taminated.

In September 1985, the Texas 
Water Conmission was authoriz­
ed to regulate Poly-^cle. Within 
a year, cennmission officials 
documented soil contamination 
and repeated illegal discharges 
from open storage pits filled with 
highly acidic, lead-tainted water. 
In August 1986, they asked the 
Environmental Protection Agen­
cy to investigate.

EPA  spokesm an R oger 
Meacham acknowledged that the 
agency waited almost three 
years to act. In April 1988, the 
EPA issued an admiidstrative 
order calling company owners to 
shearing.

M illions observe general strike
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PR'AGUE, Czechoslovakia 
(AP) — Sirens howled and 
church bells rang today as 
millions of people observed a 
symbolic general strike and filled

largest Jwnonsti^tion so far 
against Cdmmunist rule.

Wenceslas Square iif central 
Prague was jammed with hun­
d re d  of thousands of flag- 
waving workers marphing 
beneath the banners of their fac­
tories, firms and offices. 
‘■’'•WSTlOuT want you anymore!”” 
the crowd roared in^a chant that 
Mhoied (tff the high^l9th-century 
buildings surrounding the 
sq u a re , a ha lf-m ile  long 
boulevard.

Trying to head off the two-hour 
strike, seen as a referendum on 
demands for their ouster, the 
country’s Communist leaders 
earlier today dumped three more 
hard-liners from the ruling Polit­
buro.

T hey a lso  e n d o rs e d  a 
“dialogue” with the opposition 
and agreed to a parliamentary 
inquiry of the brutal police 
crackdown on a peaceful student 
rally Nov. 17 that touched (rff the 
East bloc’s latest popular revolt.

The concessions followed un­
precedented talks Sunday 
between opposition leaders and 
Communist premier Ladislav 
Adamec, who la te r joined 
reformer Alexander Dubcek at 
the head of a rally and told about 
300,000 dem onstrators that 
authorities were ready to listen to 
their demands.

Demands for free elections and 
an end to one-party rule were 
plastered over the windows of 
shops, hotels and restaurants 
that shut down for the strike, 
which began at noon.

State-run television, which has 
played a key role in the dizzying- 
ly rapid popular revolt here, 
broadcast footage from in­
dustrial centers around the coun­
try, showing crowds of hundreds 
of thousands attending strike 
rallies.

At the largest enterprise in the 
Slovak capital, Bratislava, the

Huge crowds of strikers were 
seen in Bratislava, the east 
Slovak industrial center of 
Kosice, the mining center of 
Ostrava on the Polish border, and
in  tTsti haH
industrial north Bohemia. .

There was no estimate of how 
many workers went on strike, but 
the television footage and the 
crowds in Prague suggested the 
strike was a major success for 
the opposition.

State radio said all enterprises 
'were affdt;ted, although most had 
skeleton crews on jlu ty  so that 
production would lid t t>e com­
pletely disrupted.

“It has to go to the very end,” 
said Jana Cervenkova, one of 
those protesting on Wenceslas 
Square. “As long as the Com­
munists rule, it is going to be as 
messed up as it was for the last 40 
years.”

“Look Gustav, how thick the 
crowd is!” the masses chanted, 
referring to President Gustav 
H u sak , who h e a d e d  th e  
crackdow n on d em o cra tic  
reforms that Dubcek tried to in­
stitute in 1968.

“Dubcek to the Castle!” they 
yelled. Husak replaced Dubcek in 
1969.

Sirens wailed and church bells 
pealed across the land at noon to 
signal the start of the strike.

People jangled keys and rang 
little bells of their own in a sym­
bolic signal to the Communists 
that their time in power is up.

“The last bell is ringing, the 
fairy tale is over! ” they chanted.

Later, a representative of the 
Student Strike Committee that in­
itiated the protest proclaimed on 
the radio that protests, which 
began 11 days ago, would con­
tinue until a clause enshrining 
the Communists’ leading role is 
struck fr(Nn the constitution.

Drug tax in Kansas said 
more like prosecutor’s tool
TOPEKA, Kan. (AP) — Drug 

dealers oiwe the state $33.3 
million in unpaid taxes and 
penalties on their pot, cocaine 
and other illegal uppers and 
downers, and the Revenue 
Department has collected only 
$23,392.%.

Bui officials say the tax on il­
legal drug sales does more than 
bring in revenue. It gives pro­
secutors an easy-to-prove charge 
that can mean a longer prison 
sentence or a better bargaining 
position when defendants want to 
plea bargain.

Revenue chief Ed Rolfs, whose 
office made the estimate of how 
much is owed, said his agency 
became more active in trying to 
collect taxes on illegal drugs 
earlier this year, after the 1987 
law survived a legal challenge. 
He said it may collect $500,000 
next year.

“The prosecutors are using it,” 
said David Johnson, director of 
the Kansas Bureau of Investiga­
tion. “Prosecutors, I think, take 
it very seriously, and I know law 
enforcem ent takes it very 
seriously.”

harm to my body — the kidney stones 
or the low blood count? Please 
explain.

DEAR READER: On occasion, peo­
ple taking allopurinol for gout and 
kidney stones have allergic reactions 
to the drug. This can be seen as slug­
gish production of blood cells by the 
bone marrow, resulting in inadequate 
numbers of infection-fighting white 
blood corpuscles. Such an a ller^  can 
be serious, even life-threatening, if 
the drug is not stopped immediately. 
A low white blood cell count is far 
more dangerous than kidney stones, 
because without the blood cells you 
may be unable to combat infection.

However, you do not have to make 
a draconian decision between a blood 
problem and kidney stones. Probene­
cid, an anti-gout medicine that in­
creases urinary excretion of uric acid, 
might be a good option for your doctor 
to consider. You could then avoid a se­
rious reaction to allopurinol. while 
still treating your kidney stones. Ask 
your doctor about this.

Could this be related 
to Raynaud’s disease?

DEAR READER: Varicose veins 
often develop during pregnancy as the 
enlarging fetus presses against the 
pelvic veins and causes a pressure 
buildup in the leg veins. When these 
veins balloon out, they stretch and 
form permanent varicosities, even af­
ter delivery. Treatment consists of 
leg elevation and the use of elastic 
support stocking.: that exert external 
pressure on the veins, thereby pre­
venting further venous dilation when 
you stand.

make them shrink (sclerosis).

Varicose veins are not related to 
Raynaud’s disease, a disorder of 
small arteries which, when stimulat­
ed by cold or emotional reactions will 
constrict; this leads to blanching and 
tingling of fingers or toes.

I suspect that the mottling of your 
ankles and calves may be due to 
chronically poor venous circulation 
from your varicose problem. None­
theless, you should ask your doctor 
about this because, if you have arteri­
al spasm (Raynaud’s disease) as well, 
the condition can be treated with 
medication, such as nifedipine.

Braniff may keep its planes
ORLANDO, Fla. (AP) — A U.S. 

bankruptcy judge has decided 
that Braniff Inc.’s agreements to 
lease and buy new jets are valid, 
enabling the troubled airline to 
keep its most valuable asset.

But the judge also ruled Satur­
day that Braniff must pay $3 
million to GPA Group Ltd., an 
aircraft leasing company, by 
midnight Mmiday to keep five 
Airbus A-320s the airline has 
ordered, and must pay for future 
planes within 60 days after 
delivery.

By continuing to take delivery 
of 50 Airbus A-320s, Braniff will 
have a better chance to 
reorganize and operate under 
Chapter 11 of the Federal 
Bankruptcy Act, the airline’s 
lawyers said. Otherwise, the 
Orlando-based carrier might be 
forced to cease operating entirely 
and sell its remaining assets.

A trial ended Saturday in 
Braniff’s lawsuit against GPA 
Group that claimed the Irish 
company improperly canceled a 
lease agreement for 26 of the Air­
buses. As a major creditor of 
Braniff, GPA is trying to retain 
the aircraft and protect itself 
from potential losses.

While celebrating J u ^ e  C. 
Timothy Corcoran’s decision that 
the lease agreement renuiins in 
e ffec t, B ra n if f ’s law yers 
acknowledged that the airline 
will pay dearly for its right to 
keep its lease and purchase con­
tracts.

H ow ard  G la s s m a n , a 
Philadelphia lawyer represen­
ting Braniff, said he did not know 
if Hie airline has enough money to 
meet Monday’s deadline. If 
Braniff fails to i»y, GPA, which 
is leasing the five Airbus jets, 
may sue the carrier in court to 
take possession of the jets.

Since filing ffnr protection from 
its creditors Sept. 28, Braniff has 
stopped flying and laid off most 
of its workers, who (Hice totaled 
more than 4,800. The airline, 
which now employs about 275 
people, is s tru ^ lin g  to operate as 
a clwrter carrier.

Airline analysts and experts 
view Braniff’s ability to continue 
receiving the 50 A irb^  jets as the 
company’s most valuable asset 
and best chance for a successful 
reo rg an iza tio n . A m erican  
Airlines has acknowledged that it 
has discussed with Braniff the 
possibility of acquiring those

planes.
Braniff has been stymied, 

however, in its efforts to sublease 
the jets or sell its contracts for 
them.

Just hours before the bankrup- 
ty filing, GPA canceled its agree­
ment to lease 26 Airbus jets to the 
airline. Braniff sued GPA and 
several other companies involv­
ed in the leases for breach (rf con­
tract, violation (rf U.S. bankrupt­
cy laws and other alleged 
business misconduct.

Because the validity of 
Braniff’s lease and purchase con­
tracts was disputed, the airline 
was thwarted in its efforts to 
reorganize under Chapter 11, 
Corcoran ruled.

Lawyers rep resen t!^  GPA 
argued that the aviation com­
pany could lose as much as $500 
million by March if Braniff can­
not meet its financial obligations 
for the jets (h* find a substitute 
buyer. They said GPA did not 
know whether it would appeal 
Corcoran’s decision.
