A 24-year:old Price Daniel Unit 

inmate escaped over a fence at 
the unit and was captured by a ci­
ty policeman at 4:49 a.m. Sunday 
on Wadleigh Construction Co. 
property at U.S. 84 and College 
Ave., in northern Snyder.

Warden Les W oo^ confirmed 
this morning that the inmate, 
Sebastian N. Mizcles of El Paso, 
was found missing in the 1 a.m. 
Sunday “count” of inmates at the 
unit.

It was the first escape from the 
prison since the unit was opened 
in late July, Woods said.

“It is under investigation, and 
we will make whatever changes 
we can to improve security and 
operations,” he said, declining to 
say what area of the fence 
Mizcles went over.

Woods also confirmed that peo­
ple who live in the area of the 
prison were awakened and warn­
ed, but he noted that the escapee 
did not bother any citizens and 
apparently was only trying to get 
out of Snyder.

“We tried to make an effort to 
notify some of the pe(^Ie, and we 
will try to improve those efforts 
in the futifre,” he said. “He was 
trying to leave here as quickly as 
possible.”

Two relatives of Mizcles’ from 
El Paso were stopped by city 
police at 7:41 a.m. Simday in tlK 
1700 Block of College Ave., and 
they reportedly told officers that 
the escapee had called them to 
say he had been released and 
ne^ed  transportation.

They were not arrested, of­
ficers said, because Mizcles had

East Germany...

Reunification vote demanded
EAST BERLIN (AP) — 

Premier Hans Modrow emerged 
today as East Germany’s Com­
munist leader aftef the entire 
party leadership quit in disgrace 
and told a 25-member committee 
to salvage what it can.

The (^position group New 
Forum, meanwhile, demanckM 
that the government prepare a 
law allowing quick free elections. 
The group, w ith  200,000 
members, also urged a national 
referendum to decide on German 
reunification. There have been 
growing calls to reunite the two 
Germanys, but New Forum 
previously had warned against 
such suggestions.

Modrow, the 61-year-old 
reformer and former Dresden 
party chief, led East Germany’s 
delegation at the Warsaw Pact 
summit that began in Moscow to­
day, the official ADN news agen­
cy reported.

Also attending the summit 
were Foreign Minister Oskar 
Fischer and Egon Krenz, who 
resigned as party chief Sunday 
along with the party’s 10-member 
ruling Politburo and its entire 
163-member Central Committee.

Krenz went to the Moscow 
m e e tin g  in th e  la rg e ly  
ceremonial role of head of state. 
ADN mentioned no further role 
for him.

Just two months ago, the 
party’s hierarchy enforced iron- 
fisted rule. Now, the former rul­
ing elite has its back against the 
wall as demands grow for punish­
ment of those who lived in style 
while East Germany sunk into 
crisis.

Modrow, elected premier Nov. 
13 by a Parliament catting off 
fidelity to the discredited Com­
munists, now appears in charge 
of day-to-day affairs and offlcial 
newspapers were prettteting an 
imminent split in the Conununist

Party.
In Su..day’s housed''aning, 

E rich  H onecker, K renz’s 
predecessor as party leader, and 
11 other members of the hard-line

old guard were expelled from the 
party, three former Politburo 
members were arrested and the 
country’s chief of trade with the 
West fled.

plant will continue to be operated 
through the first quarter of 1990 
and possibly longer. The plant 
gets its gas from the Sharon 
Ridge field operated by Exxon 
and the SACROC field operated 
by Chevron.

Sullivan said a long-term 
possibility would be to move all 
the gas to the Oryx plant, former­
ly the Sun plant.

Dallas owes over S133,000 to families
IRVING, Texas (AP) — Two monks and a nun living in a Buddhist 

monastery say they are puzzled by repeated harassment from van­
dals-.

The youi^ vandals often come two or three times a week to shine 
their headlights, honk their car horns and shout at the Lien Hoa Bud­
dhist mpnastery’s inhabitants.

“I don’t feel many people understand that we are here to make 
people happy and peaceful,” said Abbott Thich Phap Nhan, who 
founded the monastery nine years ago.

The day after Thanksgiving, Thich said he found'(he sidewalk 
splattered with broken eggs when he woke up before 5-a.m.

On Nov. 26, several carloads of youths came at 10:30 p.m., 11 p.m. 
and 11; 30 p.m. to shine headlights, honk horns and holler, Thich said.

Slogans and obscenities were recently spray-painted on the park­
ing lot and sidewalks of the monastery.

One of the spray-painted messages included the word- 
‘‘skinheads,” raising concern that neo-Nazi hatemongers are 
responsible for incidents, Irving police said.

Six skinheads recently pleaded guilty to vandalism that occurred 
against north Dallas synagogues last year.

But Lt. John Nelley said he isn’t sure who is terrorizing the Bud­
dhists.

“Anybody can do some damage and blame it on another group, but 
it doesn’t matter who they were,” Nelley told the Fort Worth Star- 
Telegram. “If they’re damaging property we need to be actively 
looking for them.”

DALLAS (AP) — The city’s 
failure to pay m(H« than $133,000 
owed a t least 36 families of 
deceased city employees is a for­
mality that slippl^ through the 
c rad u , a city onicial said.

Records show the city even 
owes money to relatives 
workers who died more than 
three years ago, a Dallas 
newspaper reported Sunday.

A closer review d  city records 
showed pM r record-keeping, 
bureaucratic red tape and the 
failure by some city officials to 
fdlow p r c ^ r  procedures have 
kept final paychecks from get- 
tirijg'to families for several years.

“Apparently, this is one of the 
things that’s gotten through the 
c ra< ^ ,” said Everad Davenport, 
an assistant city attorney. 
Davenport is one of two lawyers 
who review the disbursements of 
checks to relatives.

“I’d like to say the system is 
working perfectly, but I’d be a 
fool to say that,” Davenport said.

The lump-sum payments range 
from $12.50 to more than $16,000.

-  Included among the survivors 
still awaiting final payments is 
Walter Sandel, whose police of­
ficer daughter, Lisa, was killed in 
January while pursuing a stolen 
car.

Records show the city owes the 
Sandel family $3,400.

“It’s not like I’m in dire need of 
the money,” Sandel said, “but I 
could understand how this 
runaround could be frustrating to 
someone who does need it. I just 
don’t understand it. Here’s so­
meone who gave her life for the 
city, and we feel this is a debt ow­
ed to us.”

Although the city has a set of 
seven-year-old guidelines for

making final paym ents to 
families of deceased workers, 
Davenport said some city ad­
ministrators haven’t fcdlowed 
those rules.

When an employee dies, city

departm«its are supposed to ap­
point someone to contact 
relatives to help them get the 
final paychecks.

AUSTIN (AP) — The wife of 
FBI Director William Sessions 
says a dispute over fund-raising 
and spending practices caused 
her to resign as head of a Texas 
anti-drug program, a newspaper 
reported.

Alice Sessions says her sudden 
departure from the “Join the 
Move’’ project last month was 
prompted by complaints that 
telephone solicitors had used her 
husband’s name to attract dona­
tions.

The fund raisers once even 
called one her sons who lives in 
Texas, she said.

“ I just couldn’t be associated 
with that,’’ Mrs. Sessions said in 
an interview with an Austin 
newspaper. “I didn’t get real ac­
countability from them. So I got 
out.’’

Mrs. Sessions said some of her 
Texas friends had complained 
several times that they had been 
asked for donations t o  the anti­
drug project “by callers who 
were saying ‘Alice Sessions, wife 
oi the FBI (firector.’

“From the very beginning ... I 
asked that they not do anything 
like tha t—my husband’s position 
was not to be exploited,’’ she 
said.

News of the resignation surfac­
ed last week, four months after 
police groups targeted program’s 
sponsors, the Austin-based Texas 
Department of Public Safety Of­
ficers’ Association, in a dispute 
over phone fund raising.

Program officials deny any 
wrongdoing and contend that the 
disagreement is a misunder­
standing.

“She may have some par­
ticular disagreements with some 
of the things that the association 
is doing, but I think overall our 
goals are positive,’’ said DPSOA 
Executive Director Lane Denton. 
“We’re willing to commit money 
to a program that hopefully can 
be helpful.’’

But Mrs. Sessions said she 
started to suspect the program 
was poorly coordinated last spr­
ing.

She had been serving as an un­
paid honorary chairwoman a t the 
request of Dentoi, whom she had 
k n ^ n  in the late 1960s while liv­
ing in Waco. Denton was then a 
state representative.

“We’ve already been told by 
league officials such as Mayor 
Teny Goddard of Phoenix that 
cities are going to have to rely on 
their own resources and leas and 
leas on government help for 
socia l and  en v iro n m en ta l 
issues,” Bolen said.

Goddard nrece(jM Bolen as 
president of the league, which 
represents about 16,000 cities.

The Fort Worth mayor said 
cities can not rely on raising tax 
rates to generate more income.

“We’ve about gone to the well 
as many times as we can on that

one,” Bolen said. “We now need 
to explore the public-private 
partncnhips to t te  fu lla t we 
can.

“City officials must become en- 
treprmeurial in their outlook to 
come up with those innovative 
altemauves to taxation we must 
find.” Bolen said.

It will be spring, though, before 
experts know the fate (rf the tree 
where legend has it that Stephen 
F. Austin, the father of Texas, 
signed a treaty with the Indians. 
The Handbook of Texas says 
there is little foundation for that 
tale, but that hasn’t diminished 
thepopularity of the landmark.

The oak is 50 feet tall and has a 
limb sfH ^d of about 120 feet.

Throughout the summer, well- 
wishers brought cans of chicken 
soup, flowers and cards, and rock 
crystals that some believed 
would transmit hraling powers. 
Visitors still pin get-well 
messages, woven friendship 
b ra c e l^ , ribbons and beads on a

BRUSSELS, Belgium (AP) — 
President Bush today hailed the 
“peaceful revolution” sweeping 
Communist Eastern Europe and 
said the United States and its 

“European ~atlies would work 
together to see that “ individual 
freedom everywhere replace 
coercion and tyranny.”

At the same time. Bush told a 
news conference after meetihg 
< îth NATO leader^ that the 
United States would keep its 
troops in Europe as long as 
leaders there desire.

Bush made his comments one 
dav after wrapping up a two-dav 
sum m it with Soviet leader 
Mikhail S. Gorbachev that' both 
said heralded a new era in East- 
West relations.

Bush’s meeting with NATO 
leaders were private, but Dutch 
Foreign Minister Hans van den 
Broek told reporters the super­
power leaders had agreed to aim 
for an East-West summit in Vien­
na next summer to sign a land­
mark treaty reducing conven­
tional forces in Europe.

Bush and the allied leaders met 
as Gorbachev was convening a 
meeting of a radically reordered 
Warsaw Pact in Moscow.

Bush said that while “all was 
not sweetness and light” a t the 
Malta summit, he believes Gor­
bachev is sincere about nurtur­
ing reform in Eastern Europe 
and the Soviet Union. The presi­
dent renewed his longstanding 
support for Gorbachev’s policy of 
perestroika.

Asked what had emerged a t the 
' summit, he said “ I th ii^  he took 
my measure and I to(^ his and I 
think we both feel more comfor­
table about our common objec­
tives.” ^

He said Gorbachev was “deter­
mined and unemotional ” in their 
private talks. The Soviet leader 
“seemed very much in control” 
and “very confident in discussing 
without notes a wide array of 
subjects with me.”

Bush was flying home after his 
news conference.

The 16 NATO and seven War­
saw Pact nations are negotiating 
in Vienna on cuts in conventional 
forces in Europe. Van den Broek

quoted Bush as saying he hoped 
an accord could be r^ ch ed  a l ^ t  
mid-1990.

“Let’s get it done,” the presi­
dent said. He said he w a n t^  the 
accord “ in the bag” before mov­
ing on to more complicated mat­
ters.

The conventional arms talks 
are designed to reduce U.S. 
troops in Europe by 30*600 and 
Soviet troops by 325,000 to a level 
of about 275,000 on each side. The

Rebel soldiers not yet 
ready to quit fighting ,

MANILA, Philippines (AP) — 
Rebel soldiers positioned in 
hotels and high-rises fired on 
government troops in the Makati 
financial district today, refusing 
to end a 4-day-old mutiny and 
trapping hundreds of people in 
homes and hotel rooms.

Two bombs exploded in the ci­
ty, injuring two people. It was 
unclear if they were related to 
the coup attempt, which began

Cruzan says...

‘My daughter wants to die’

DEAR DR. GOTT: I’m a 69-year- 
old female with torticollis. It’s very 
painful for me because of arthritis of 
the neck and spine. I’m currently tak­
ing Darvocet, Ativan and Atarax. Re­
cently, my doctor started me on Vol­
taren SO milligrams once a day. Now 
he says he won’t give me anything for 
pain because I’m on too much medica­
tion already. I’d give it all up for one 
good muscle relaxant. What would 
you recommend?

DEAR REIADER: Torticollis is 
temporary, painful spurn of the neck 
muscles. It can occur in people of any 
age and is not usually related to ar­
thritis. In my experience, pain medi­
cation (such as Darvocet) and anti­
anxiety drugs (such as Ativan) are not 
particularly effective in relieving tor­
ticollis. Voltaren, a drug used for ar­
thritis, isn’t a good choice either.

I think you’re right about a muscle 
relaxant. Ask your doctor to consider 
prescribing Robaxin or Parafon 
Forte; each is a relaxant without sed­
ative properties. Also, you might try 
applying heat to your neck; a hot-wa­
ter bottle or heating pad (turned to a 
low setting) may help. Remember, 
too, that physical therapy and mas­
sage often relieve painful muscle 
spasms.

DÊ AR DR. GOTT: I read your arti­
cle about tooth grinding (bruxism). 
I’m a 36-year-old female and had a 
progressive habit of tooth clenching. 
A friend suggested the following: 
2,000 milligrams vitamin B-5, 1,000 
milligrams vitamin C, 1,500 milli­
grams calcium and 100 milli^ams B 
complex daily. I shared the informa­
tion with my dentist, and he now rec­
ommends it to his patients who suffer 
from the same problem. Please pass 
this information on.

DE)AR REIADEIR: Bruxism com­
monly reflects tension; therefore, pa­
tients who grind or clench their teeth 
are often helped by stress counseling. 
Until I read your letter, I was un­
aware that a vitamin/calcium combi­
nation might aid bruxism. Since you 
appear to have been helped by this 
tterapy and the amounts of vitamins 
and calcium are not excessive. I’ll 
pass your experience on to other read­
ers. Thank you for writing.

DEIAR DR. GOTT; My 2-year-old 
daughter has been diagnosed as a 
probable iiliqMitliic toe walker. Is it 
common? Is it painful? Will she grow

out of it? Before and during my preg­
nancy, I took Dilantin and phenobar- 
bital for seizures and feel this could 
be the cause. What will correct the 
problem?

DEAR REIADER: Some children 
walk on the balls of their feet because 
of a congenital shortening of the 
Achilles’ tendons, which attach the 
calf muscles to the heels. These chil­
dren often need surgery to correct the 
problem so they can walk properly.

On the other hand, many children 
naturally walk on their toes. Such a 
common habit is not harmful or pain­
ful, and youngsters usually outgrow it 
by the time they are 4 or 5.

I recommend you follow your pedi­
atrician’s advice about whether to 
leave your daughter’s condition alone 
or seek further consultation with a 
specialist, such as an orthopedic sur­
geon. I don’t believe your treatment 
for seizures played any role in her toe­
walking.

Baby dies anyway
PHILADELPHIA (AP) — A 

newborn baby who was flown in 
September to a military hospital 
in Texas for treatment of a 
severe lung disorder has died in 
her mother’s arms.

The child, Melissa Billups, died 
Friday afternoon a t Children’s 
Hospital of Philadelphia.

She was flown from Penn­
sylvania Hospital to Wilford Hall 
Medical Center at Lackland Air 
Force Base in San Antonio on 
Sept. 16, two days after her birth, 
to undergo treatment on a special 
heart-lung bypass machine.

The two bypass machines in 
Philadelphia were being used 
when her emergency arose. The 
infant’s doctor convinced Sen. 
John Heinz to persuade the 
Defense Department to fly the 
baby and a portable bypass 
machine to Texas for treatment.

DALLAS (AP) — An anti­
abortion protest resulted in the 
arrest of 12 people in Dallas.

Ten men and two women of 
Operation Rescue were jailed 
and fined on charges of trespass­
ing or obstructing a passageway 
at Fairmount Center Clinic 
Saturday.
• The arrests were made after 
protesters were warned to leave 
the property and when they tried 
to block the entrance, said Dallas 
police spokesman Billy Bateman.

Operation Rescue also staged 
protests outside the A to Z 
Women’s Health Clinic and out­
side the home of an abortion 
clinic owner.

Meanwhile, the head of Opera­
tion Rescue’s state office in 
Austin said Saturday the 
organization is relocating to Cor­
pus Christi.

“ I t ’s c l e a r  f ro m  my 
perspective that God wants us to 
rescue Corpus Christi,” said Rex 
Moses, whose Texas Rescue 
organization has sponsored more 
than two dozen anti-abortion pro­
tests at Austin clinics in the past 
10 months.

Moses said Texas Rescue was 
renamed Body of Christ Rescue. 
Corpus Christi means “body of 
Christ” in Latin.

The organization already has 
held two protests in Corpus 
Christi, one resulting in 12 ar­
rests.

She 
stays, a t taxpayer expense, a t 
the Missouri Rehabilitation 
Center, a state institution in 
Mount Vernon.

On Wednesday, her parents 
will be in the U.S. Supreme 
Court, listening again to the legal 
questions father shares with 
daughter in the quiet of her 
hospital room.

“ I’ve told her what the legal 
process is,” Cruzan said. “I’ve 
said, ‘Nancy, I know this is 
scary,’ because I think everyone 
to a certain extent fears death. 
It’s an unknown thing.”

The case marks the first time 
the court has considered when it 
is. appropriate to stop medical 
treatment — to pull the plug on a 
life.

Cruzan and his wife, Joyce, ac­
ting as Nancy’s court-appointed 
guardians, want to remove her 
feeding tube. A Missouri judge 
ruled they could, but the state 
Supreme Court overturned that 
ruling in November 1988.

Missouri law allows people 
under certain circumstances to 
refuse medical treatment but not 
food and water. Among the issues 
in the Cruzan case is whether 
family members can make such 
a refusal on behalf of an incompe­
tent relative, and whether food

Dallas targets 
volunteers for 
anti-drug plan

DALLAS (AP) — Dallas city 
officials plan to enlist thousands 
of volunteers February in an 
anti-drug program.

A volunteer network, to be call­
ed “Dallas Against Drugs,” calls 
for three groups to focus on dif­
ferent drug-reiated problems, in­
cluding crime education, preven­
tion and rehabilitation.

The city’s new substance abuse 
coordinator on Friday told the 
Mayor’s Advisory Conunittee on 
Crime that the plan calls for 
recruiting and training eight 
district coordinators who would 
train and mobilize thousands ad 
volunteers.

“I think we will make a dif­
ference,” said Diane Holloway, 
who was hired in October to im­
plement an anti-drug pro^am  
developed by former CouncUman 
A1 Gonzalez. “Our goals are the 
same as (national d n ^  control 
policy director) William Ben­
nett’s.”

Under the plan, the city hopes 
to reduce alcohol and drug abuse 
by 10 percent by 1992 and by 50 
percent in the next 10 years.

Holloway is looking for district 
coordinators who are willing to 
devote about 20 hours per w e ^  to 
the wmii. She said the volunteers 
will be trained in January by 
Dallas police and local and state 
anti-drug abuse agencies.
