For the first time since 1985,
Scurry County United Way has
surpassed its goal.

Local United Way president
Barbara Figueredo announced
Monday the effort has brought in
$86,735, exceeding its goal by
over $8,700.

“It’s really pretty incredible,
considering the économy right
now,”” beamed Figueredo.
“We've still got a couple of

packets out and as soon as they
are in the board will meet to

decide what to do with the extra

money.

“What we’ll probably do is re-
allocate, which will be sort of like
a Christmas present for the
organizations that receive United
Way money.”

The mark of $86,735 also sur-
passed goals set for the past two
years. In 1987, the goal was
$85,000, of which $75,000 was rais-
ed. In 1988, the effort raised
$78,000 towards a goal of $80,000.

This year’s goal of $78,000
would allocate $28,000 to Scurry
County Boy’s Club, $15,000 to
Snyder Child Day Care, $13,000 to
Noah Project, $5,500 each to the
Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts and
$500 each to Red Cross and The
Salvation Army.

Houston’s Ware and UI's Thompson

Last week, they were rivals.

Now Houston quarterback Andre
Ware and Indiana running back
Anthony Thompson are team-
mates, .,
., Waré, who edged Thompson in
voting: for the Heisman Trophy,
joined him Tuesday on The
Associated Press 1989 All-
America college football team.

Ware broke 13 NCAA records
and tied twoothers as the top gun
in Houston’s run-and-shoot of-
fense. He capped a remarkable
season last Saturday by setting
season records for most comple-
tions (365) and passing yards
(4,699). His 46 touchdown passes
were one short of Jim
McMahon’s NCAA mark.

As Ware established passing
standards, Thompson ran off
with some marks of his own. The
tailback set NCAA career marks
for touchdowns and points, led
the nation in rushing with 1,793
yards and broke the single-game
rushing record with 377 against
Wisconsin.

Ware and Thompson were
unlikely candidates for stardom.
Ware had virtually no preseason
publicity and, because Houston
was on probation, wasn’t seen on
television. Thompson played for
a losing team at a school better

Yet they emerged as the top
stars on an AP offensive team
that includes Outland Trophy
finalist Michael Tanks of Florida
State and a trio of record-setting
receivers — Clarkston Hines of
Duke,; “Emmanuel Hazard of
Houston and Terance Mathis of
New Mexico.

The defense features Butkus
Award winner Percy Snow of
Michigan State, Outland finalist
Moe Gardner of Illinois and Lom-
bardi Award finalists Chris
Zorich of Notre Dame and Tim
Ryan of Southern California. The
Butkus honors the top linebacker
in the country; the Outland and
Lombardi awards are for
linemen.

Fourth-ranked Notre Dame is
the only school with three players
on the team — Zorich, defensive
back Todd Lyght and return
specialist Raghib ‘‘Rocket”’
Ismail. Top-ranked Colorado, No.
5 Florida State, No. 12 Southern
Cal, No. 13 Houston and No. 22
Michigan State each placed two
players on the team.

Joining Ware and Thompson in
the backfield is Florida running
back Emmitt Smith. Alongside
Tanks on the offensive line are
guards Eric Still of Tennessee
and Joe Garten of Colorado and
tackles Bob Kula of Michigan
State and Jim Mabry of Arkan-
sas. Jason Hanson of Washington
State is the kicker.

Rounding out the defense are
lineman Greg Mark of Miami,
linebackers Keith McCants of
Alabama and James Francis of
Baylor and defensive backs Mark
Carrier of Southern Cal, Tripp
Welborne of Michigan and LeRoy
Butler of Florida State. The
punter is Colorado’s Tom Rouen.

The All-America team has 12
seniors, 11 juniors and two
sophomores, Ismail and Hanson.
The juniors are Ware, Smith,
Hazard, Garten, Zorich, Gard-
ner, McCants, Lyght, Welborne,
Carrier and Rouen.

There are no repeaters from

last year’s first team. Thompson
and Snow were on.the second
team in 1988.

Smith ran for 1,599 yards this
season, including a 316-yard per-
formance against New Mexico,
and was ranked third nationally
in rushing. He helds 58 school
records and is the No. 5 rusher in
Southeastern Conference history.

Hines caught 61 passes for 1,149
yards and set an NCAA record
with 38 career touchdown catches
as Duke won a share of its first
Atlantic Coast Conference cham-
pionship since 1965. He ended his
career as the ACC leader in cat-
ches and receiving yardage.

Mathis and Hazard, both 5-foot-
9 and about 170 pounds, are the
smallest players on the team, but
each has big numbers. Mathis,
who doubled as a kick returner,
set NCAA records for career cat-
ches (263) and receiving yards
(4,254) and moved up to third in
all-purpose career yardage with
6,691. Hazard, Ware's fayvorite
target, set season records with
142 receptions and 22
touchdowns.

Florida State line coach Wayne

McDuffie called Tanks the best
center he’s seen in 15 years. ‘“He
has eaten up every nose guard
we've faced,” McDuffie said.
‘““No one has gotten past him for a
sack.”

Kula, who switched to tackle
after three years at guard,
replaced All-American Tony
Mandarich as the anchor of a
Michigan State offensive line that
paved the way for the Big Ten’s
second-best rushing attack.

Arkansas averaged 314 yards
per game on the ground behind
the blocking of Mabry and his of-
fensive linemates. A four-year
letterman, Mabry helped lead the
Razorbacks to their second
straight Southwest Conference ti-
tle this season.

Still is the heavyweight of the
team at 283 , and he’s as
smart as he is big. The 6-3 guard
made the academic
team for the fourth straight year

Ismail was a triple threat as a
receiver, runner and Kkick
returner, averaging 17 yards
every time he touched the ball.
He returned two Kkickoffs for
touchdowns against Michigan
and ran back a punt for a score
against Air Force, giving him
five returns for scores in his two
seasons.

Hanson made 21 of 27 field goal
attempts, missing only once in-
side 45 yards, and extended his
point-after streak to 81 before
having one blocked in the final
game of the season. Five of his
field goals were 50 yards or
longer, including a 58-yarder that
was the longest in the nation this
season.

Zorich, who spearheaded a
Notre Dame defense that gave up
only 15 points a game, made a big
impression on Stanford® center
Chuck Gillingham. ‘“He was a

East Germany...

Krenz resigns as president

EAST BERLIN (AP) — Egon
Krenz resigned today as East
Germany'’s president, three days
after quitting as Communist Par-
ty chief because his ties to former
party leaders made him unaccep-

table to the reformm movement.

resignation as head of state came
in a one-sentence dispatch on the
official ADN news agency.

Krenz has been virtually
without power since stepping
down as Communist Party
general secretary on Sunday,
along with the ruling Politburo
and the entire Central Commit-
tee.

He had replaced longtime Com-
munist leader Erich Honecker on
Oct. 18. But Krenz, who was
closely associated with
Honecker’s hard-line policies,
had been the target of growing
criticism, within the party and
among opposition groups.

Krenz had been president since
Oct. 24. The post is largely
ceremonial.

Also today, the government
newspaper Neues Deutschland
said the party may scrap its
traditional structure of having a
Politburo, Central Committee
and general secretary to make a

“radical end to structural
Stalinism.’’ As reform
movements . sweep through

Eastern Europe, the hard-line
policies of Stalinism have
become a prime target for
criticism.

Reform began in East Ger-
many after Honecker was forced
out following 18 years in power.
Since then, a popular uprising
and exodus of thousands of peo-
ple to the West have forced the
Communist government to open
East Germany’s borders and the
Berlin Wall to allow citizens to
travel freely.

The Communist Party also has
given up its guaranteed monopo-
ly on power.

A special party congress will
be held Dec. 15 to choose a new
leadership.

In another development today,
ADN said that Manfred Seidel,
the No. 2 official in the govern-
ment’s Commercial Coordination
office, had been arrested and was
the target of a criminal probe.
Authorities suspect that Seidel, in
cooperation with his fugitive
boss, Alexander Schalck-
Golodkowski, smuggled $110
million out of East Germany,
ADN said.

Schalck-Golodkowski has been
the target of an international
manhunt, after discovery that he
was in charge of a huge ring that
sold weapons to countries in the
Middle East, South America, and
Africa.

Wolfgang Vogel, the lawyer
representing Schalck-
Golodkowski, was detained for
several hours Tuesday night.
Vogel, famous for arranging ma-
jor East-West prisoner and spy
swaps, later said in a statement
he was closing his practice ‘““to go
walking and have a rest.”

New government, approved
by opposition, to be formed

PRAGUE, Czechoslovakia
(AP) — The Communist leader-
ship, whose new coalition govern-
ment was rejected by the pro-
democracy movement, will pre-
sent a new Cabinet approved by
the opposition, the nation’s top
dissident said today.

The dissident, Vaclav Havel,
said at a news conference that
Communist Premier Ladislav
Adamec will present the list of
names for the Cabinet to the op-
position on Friday before it is
made public.

He refused to disclose any
details of the intense negotiations
to include more non-Communists
in the government. .

Havel spoke after holding his
first talks with Communist Party
chief Karel Urbanek, who he said
agreed with the opposition that
‘“young, able people and experts
who are not discredited’’ should
be brought into the government.

After his 75-minute meeting
with Urbanek, Havel and other
opposition leaders met briefly
with Adamec, who is trying to
form a new Cabinet after a coali-

Stacy nears

completion

BIG SPRING--Good progress is
being made on ‘‘closing the plug”
in the Stacy reservoir project,
which is now 95 percent toward
completion.

Prospects are that all work on
the dam will have been com-
pleted by March 1, 1990. All that
remains is moving earthen em-
bankment in place at the river
channel area. The Colorado
River is being diverted through
the outlet works at the dam while
work continues.

Thus far, some 6,500,000 cubic
yards of materials have been
handled, 2,796,952 cu. yds. of ex-
cavation for the dam and
spillway, and 3,844,511 cu. yds. of
embankment and impervious fill.
The 94,960 cu. yds. of reinforced
concrete in the dam and 117,905
cu. yds. of roller compacted con-
crete in the abutments represent
all of the concrete in the project
except for 4,708 cu. yds. of rein-
forced materials in the outlet
works.

So far, $29,020,904 has been ex-

nded on construction, and
$29,651,321 for other purposes in-
cluding mitigations, land,
engineering, etc. This does not in-
clude $3,000,000 on a separate
contract for the substructure of
an intake works so that it will be
in place when it comes time to in-
stall a pump station. When com-
pleted, the reservoir will have a
storage capacity of 554,000 ac. ft.
and an annual safe yield of 90,000
ac. ft., according to the Colorado
River Municipal Water District,
builder of the project.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I'm a 42-year-
old male with agoraphobia. I read
about EBV in your column and had to
insist that my doctor test me for it. He
was reluctant because he thought it
was my nerves and depression caus-
ing my problem. The test was, posi-
tive, yet he wouldn’t give me.anything
for exhaustion, nerves, weakness and
my inability to concentrate at various
intervals. I need some help. Is there
anything that will improve my condi-
tion, or will it just get worse until I
can’t stand it anymore?

DEAR READER: Agoraphobia (a
fear of opemublic places) is the most
common phobic disorder. A phobia is
an irrational fear of objects or situa-
tions that are not dangerous. Agora-
phobia bears no relation whatsoever
to chronic Ebstein-Barr Virus (EBV)
infection.

Although many people with a
chronic-fatigue syndrome have had
acute EBV infection (mononucleosis)
and continue to have positive blood
tests, many others with positive EBV
tests are not fatigued. Therefore, spe-
cialists no longer believe that chronic
EBV infection is a common cause of
fatigue, weakness and inability to
concentrate.

You are experiencing a constella-
tion of symptoms (exaggerated fears,
tiredness and weakness) suggesting
emotional, not physical causes. I rec-
ommend you consider psychological

counseling, rather than emphasizing
the unlikely physical basis of ‘your
complaints. Treatment of your emo-
tional state may help yoy cope more
effectively with your condition. In
any case, there is no specific treat-
ment available for a positive EBV
blood-test.

DEAR DR. GOTT: Several weeks
ago, you had an article about sores in
the mouth that appeared to be chronic -
herpes. Please be candid and advise
how a person contracts this virus.

DEAR READER: Not all sores in
the mouth are herpes. However, peo-
ple with oral herpes develop the dis-
ease by direct contact with the virus.
This can occur from kissing a person
with active oral herpes or by using
eating utensils, such as forks, spms
and cups, that have recently been con-
taminated by a person with herpes.

Oral herpes can also be spread by
oral-genital contact. Remember that
infected persons are contagious only
when they have the active lesions of
herpes. In between attacks, they are
OK to kiss.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I have acne on
the back of my upper thighs and but-
tocks. I bathe daily, but the acne

doesn’t go awag'eand I'm too embar-
rassed to see a dermatologist. Is there
an over-the-counter medication that
might help?

DEAR READER: Acne on the but-
tocks and thighs is uncommon and
usually occurs because these areas
are covered and tend to be moist. Try
using a bath soap, such as Dial, that
contains a substance to kill bacteria.
Also, over-the-counter topical reme-
dies for acne elsewhere on the body
can aid patients with buttock and
thigh infection.

Because you are obviously dis-
tressed about your skin condition, I
urge you to see a dermatologist. Put
your embarrassment on hold and ask
the specialist for some practical ad-
vice. For enmtrle. tetracycline, a
prescription antibiotic, might clear
up your problem in a few days, mak-
in1 you regret that you didn’t seek
help earlier.

Trapped Texans said freed

DALLAS (AP) - Two Texans
trapped in a Manila hotel for
several days amid the continuing
violence of an attempted over-
throw of President Corazon
Aquino are safe, a relative says.

“They just walked out the front
door” of the Intercontinental
Hotel in the Manila financial
district, Mrs. Donna Manthey,
wife of Dallas lawyer Ronald
Manthey, said late Tuesday.

A U.S. Embassy spokeswoman
reported earliér that a ‘‘great
number”’ of Americans have
been evacuated from the hotel
district on buses.

“We’ve heard that all the
hotels have been evacuated,”
said the spokeswoman, Mary
Yates.

But authorities say it will likely |

take some time to account for all
Americans trapped in the hotel
and financial district.

Manthey, 35, and legal assis-
tant, Pamela Sue Grundeman,
26, of Dallas were among about
215 Americans traxd in the
Manila financial trict for
several days.

Some hotel guests Tuesday
praised the conduct of rebel
troops occupying their hotels, but
the guests were desperate to get
out of the battle zone.

Man , a Dallas lawyer, told
KLIF radio in Dallas that elec-
tricity in the hotel had been off
for 36 hours. He said guests
couldn’t leave the building
because of rebel and government

Special session to be called

AUSTIN (AP) — Gov. Bill
Clements says he will call a
special session of the Legislature
in March to overhaul public
school finances, but several
lawmakers say that’s too long to
wait.

“T'd like to address the issue
right now. I think we’ve waited
long enough,” said Sen. Hector
Uribe, D-Brownsville, a co-
sponsor of a three-year, $5.6
billion school finance proposal in-
troduced Tuesday.

Uribe said school districts need
to know soon how much money
they will be receiving so they can
plan for the 199091 school year.
He noted that lawmakers have
failed in more than 11 months to
reform workers’ compensation,
Clements’ top legislative priori-
ty.
“If this Legislature takes as
long fo deal with public school

finance as it has with workers’
comp, we will certainly be in a
chaotic situation,”” the senator
said.

The Texas Supreme Court,
voting 9-0, in Octeber ruled the
state system of Tunding public
schools unconstitutional and
gave the Legislature a May 1
deadline to write a new plan.

““The fact is, we have research-
ed this thing long enbugh. It is
time to act. We've heard from
every expert imaginable. We
need to act,” said Rep. Gregory
Luna, D-San Antonio, House
sponsor of the new plan.

‘““‘Nothing has been more
damaging than Gov. Clements’
delay on this issue,”’ added Sen.
Carlos Truan, D-Corpus Christi.

Truan said Clements’ record on
school finance, including his
previous support for a con-
stitutional amendment to legdlize

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the current system, has been
damaging.
“That is a horrible record

which I predict will forever con-
demn the legacy of the Clements
administration to the dustbin of
histery,—just—as—the —existing
system of school finance has-con-
demned so many hundreds of
thousands of Texas school
students to an inferior educa-
tion,” Truan said.

Clements said Tuesday he has
decided to call lawmakers into
session ‘“‘in March, probably the
early part of March.” °

He said he wants to wait on the
recommendations of a new task
force that began looking at school
finance late last month.

Clements also said the state
may have to consider consolida-
tion of its 1,100 public school
districts because of the court rul-
ing.

“We'’re going to go right back
to what the Supreme Court said,
which is that we h%g;n ineffi-
cient system. So ye going
start talking about efficiency and
we’re going to start talking about
consolidation,” Clements said.

Consolidation, the governor
said, is ‘““a bad word, it’s a con-
tentious word and a lot of people
don’t like the idea. But if there’s
anything inefficient about our
system, it's 1,100 school

districts.”

The Uribe-Luna proposal,
which they dubbed ‘‘the equality
plan,”” would shift to a coun-
tywide tax base for schools.

The plan would establish a

“Trinimum —-eountywide--property

tax-rate -of 80 -cents -per-$100 -
valuation, and it would allow
local school boards to add up to 20
cents in enrichment taxes for a
maximum allowable tax of $1 per
$100.
