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Krem lin eulogizes its onetim e enem y
MOSCOW (AP) — In what 

amounted to a public apology, 
Mikhail S. Gorbachev and Soviet 
leaders Saturday eulogized An­
drei D. Sakharov as a “man of 
honesty and sincerity” who suf­
fered ^reat injustice at the hands 
of previous rulers.

An obituary signed by Gor­
bachev, five other members of 
the ruling Communist Party 
Politburo and 50 other leading of­
ficials and scholars was printed

along with a picture of Sakharov 
on page 4 of the party daily Prav-
da.

Such obituaries are reserved 
for favored public figures and 
scientists, and Pravda emphasiz­
ed the importance of the 1975 
Nobel Peace Prize winner by 
printing a decree about the for­
mation of a funeral commission 
in a black box on its front page.

Sakharov, 68, died Thursday 
night in his study, just hours

“A distinguished scientist and 
public figure, a man of honesty 
and sincerity has passed away,” 
the obitua^ said. “Everything 
that Andrn Dmitrievich did was 
dictated by his conscience, his 
deep humanitarian convictions.”

The obituary noted Sakharov 
was exiled in the industrial city of 
Ck)rky about 250 miles east of 
Moscow from 1980 to 1986.

“Gross injustices were permit­
ted in relation to A.D. Sakharov,” 
it said.

I t was signed -by Gorhachev 
and fellow Politburo members 
Nikolai I. Ryzhkov, Vadim A. 
Medvedev, Lev N. Ziaikov, Alex­
ander N. Yakovlev and Vitaly I. 
Vorotnikov.

However, the signatures of

s e v e ra l  o th e r  P o li tb u ro  
members, including KGB chief 
Vladimir A. Kryuchkov and 
leading conservative Yegor K. 
Ligachev, were missing.

It was Leonid I. Brezhnev, now 
blamed by Gorbachev for permit­
ting stagnation and corruption to 
overcome the Soviet system, who 
exiled Sakharov for criticizing 
the Soviet intervention in 
Afghanistan.

Gorbachev called Sakharov in 
Gorky in December 1986 and told 
him he could return to Moscow.

The Soviet le ad e r told 
reporters at the Congress of Peo­
ple’s Deputies that Sakharov’s 
death was a “great loss.”

Even though the two often 
tangiaH -at Cangress, Owf- 
bachev said he respected 
Sakharov. “He was not some sort 
of political intriguer,” the Soviet 
president said Friday.

Attorneys uncover papers 
on nuclear fallout issue

LAS VEGAS (AP) — The veil 
of secrecy over the government’s 
38-year-old program a t the 
Nevada Test Site has lifted some, 
in part thanks to the effcnrts of 
two lawyers seeking compensa­
tion for radiation victims since 
1970.

Brothers Alan and Larry Johns 
have unearthed top-secret 
government files that show 
workers were repeatedly exp^- 
ed to dangerous levels of radia­
tion but seldom told of the threat 
it presented.

The documents tell stories of 
the cavalier approach to radia­
tion that prevailed in the early 
nuclear years — attitudes that 
might be funny if it weren’t fen- 
the tragedy involved. They talk 
of managers who told miners to 
drink beer to flush tritium from 
their bodies, and workers so un­
concerned about the radiation 
they received that they would 
hide their exposure badge^^^o 
they wouldn’t be pulled off the

job.
“That happened all the time,” 

Johns said Friday. “They would 
just pretend to lose them so they 
could continue working and not 
lose any money.”

In 1961, the documents show, 
miners yanked from tunnels used 
during nuclear weapons testing 
were told to drink as much beer 
as possible to rid their bodies of 
radiation.

That incident was retold by a 
miner in an affidavit and backed 
up by tunnel logs prepared by 
Reynolds E le c tr ic a l and 
Enginemng Co., the prime con­
tractor a t the site.

“It was their way to flush out 
the tritium,” said Alan Johns on 
Thursday. “They’d give them a 
beer allotment and let them have 
all the beer they could drink. 
They reimbursed one miner who 
turned in $25 in receipts for bear 
over a wedeend. And that was 
when beer was a dollar a six- 
pack.”

From the time a  10-kilo|(m 
i nuclear bomb leaked a cloud p f , 

radiatiem that enveloped several “ 
hundred workers tnrab ^Inilek 
from the blast site in 1970, the two 
attorneys have waged a pro­
tracted legal S tr u v e  tm behalf 
of those who believe they got 
cancer from radiatiem released 
by nuclear bombs.

Today, 0 ^  represent two 
cases invdving 200 w ohers who 
allegedly died from cancer caus­
ed by the radiatioi and another 
18 who contracted the disease. 
The suits continue to ■ bounce 
between various courts with no 
settlement in sight.

D efense attorney: Brandley 
won’t be released from  jail

HOUSTON (AP) — Death row 
inmate Clarence B rand i^  will 
remain behind bars until well 
past (Christmas afto* the Texas 
Ckxirt of Criminal Appeals Fri­
day stalled defense attcnneys’ ef- 
f« ts  to get Brandley released cm 
baU.

The court, which overturned 
Brandley’s capital murder cxm- 
viction earlier this week, ruled 
Friday that a Galveston judge 
would have to prove he had 
jurisdicticm in the case befcsre a 
bond hearing scheduled for Mon­
day cmuld take place.

D efense a tto rn e y  Mike 
DeGeurin said the ruling essen­
tially puts an end to efforts to 
free Brandley before Christmas 
— or even before a third trial 
could take place.

“The announcement oi the 
(p^usitouiortsl ’filing^'lof' a  '>new <

trial effectively denies any hope 
of Clarence Brandley being freki 
or even coming off death row," 
DeGeurin said.

“The good news is still there,” 
DeGeurin said of the appellate 
decision Wednesday to overturn 
Brandley’s ccmviction. “But this 
hope of mine is dashed. The hope 
was that he could be re le a s^  
before Christmas.”

DeGeurin said  he would 
withdraw his motion for bail 
from before the Galveston court.

The Texas Court of Criminal 
Appeals said the Galveston judge 
would have until Jan. 2 to prove 
why he believed he had jurisdic­
tion to decide bail fen* Brandley. 
But DeGeurin said that won’t be 
necessary if he withdraws the 
motiem.

Brandley, 38, was convicted in 
the rape^trangulaticm of 16-year-

old Cheryl Dee Fergeson (rf 
^BdUville, who was k i l l^  in 1980 
while attending a voUeyltoll tour­
nament a t Conroe High School.

The appeals court Wednesday 
set aside the verdict, sayii^ 
Brandley did not receive a fair 
trial.

Brandley, who is black, was a 
janitor a t toe school when Miss 
Fergeson was attacked. Miss 
Fergeson was white. Brandley 
supporters contend the former 
janitor’s conviction was racially 
motivated. ^

Brandley’s first trial ended 
with a hung jury. In the second 
trial, an all-white jury convicted 
him of capital murder and 
sentenced him to death. He has 
come within six days of execu­
tion.

Skirmishes scattered shoppers 
and halted traffic several times 
on the principal boulevard, 
Alameda Avenue.

The protesters demanded im­
mediate release (rf leftists im­
prisoned on charges of political 
violence, including many accus­
ed (rf guerrilla activity. Police 
re p o rt^  a t least 20 arrests.

Aylwin soundly defeated two 
opponents in Thursday’s election. 
At a news conference, he pledged 
to “exercise the full powers of the 
president, and the armed forces 
must be subordinate and obe­
dient to the president.”

His conunent went to the heart 
of one of the new civilian govern­
ment’s most difficult and sen­
sitive problems: the considerable 
power that still will be held by the 
armed service commanders, par­
ticularly Pinochet as head of the 
60,000-man army.

A special provision of toe con­
stitution Pinochet’s government 
wrote in 1980 says the com­
manders cannot be dismissed un­
til 1998.

Aylwin, 71, won 55.2 of the 7 
million votes cast Thursday, as 
the candidate of a 17-party 
alliance of the center and left. 
H ernan  B uchi, the pro- 
government candidate, got 29.4 
percent and Francisco Javier Er- 
razuriz, a wealthy enterpren- 
neur, 15.4 percent.

Chinese couple hijack 747 in  
harrowing three-nation hop

TOKYO (AP) — A Chinese cou­
ple hijacked a C!hina Air jumbo 
jet carrying 223 people today, 
and the plane was forced to touch 
down in Japan with only 40 
minutes of fuel left after South 
Korea refused to let it land, of­
ficials said.

The hijackers, who were ac- 
com pani^ by a child, were a r­
r e s t^  and the passengers were 
freed unharmed after the air­
craft landed in the western city at 
Fukuoka, Japanese officials said.

The Boeing 747 was flying from 
Beijing and bound for the United 
States when it was taken on its 
harrowing journey.

The motive fw  the hijacking 
was not clear and it was not im­
mediately known whether a 
weapon was used. The male hi- 
jadeer was injured when he 
jumped out onto the Fukuoka air- 
port tarmac, Japanese televison 
reports said.

Flight 981 was on a flight from 
Beijing to New York with stops in 
Shanghai and San Francisco, and 
was commandeered before lan­
ding in Shanghai, an unidentified. 
Japanese Transport Ministry of­
ficial said on television.

The aircraft headed into South 
Korean airspace over the 
southernmost island of Cheju. It 
sought permission to land in

Seoul but was refused, according 
to a South Korean Defense 
M inist^ official, speaking on 
condition of anonymity.

The plane changed direction 
and headM toward Japan, the of­
ficial said.

South Korea and communist 
China have no diplomatic rela­
tions, and there are no commer­
cial flights between the nations.

Japan Broadcasting repwted 
that the hijackers had initially 
sought to land in Taiwan, seat of 
the NatiiMialist Chinese govern­
ment, but were denied permis­
sion there as well. Officials at 
Taipei Aerial Control Center said 
they did not receive any such re­
quest for landing in Taiwan.

When the jet moved into South 
Korea j|.irspace. South Kl ean 
and Japanese jet fighters in­
tercepted the plane, according to 
(rfficials from the two countries.

The South Korean jets blocked 
the Chinese airliner’s path and 
forced it to leave Korean 
airspace, according to military 
officials in Seoul, speaking on 
condition of anonymity.

Four Japanese military jets 
escorted the jumbo je t to 
Fukuoka, Defense Agency 
spokesman Hironobu Mizoguclii 
said.

Rodriguez Gacha also has been 
accused of the murders Ju s tin

M ilitary drug war plans continuing
WASHINGTON (A P )-— The 

Pentagon soon will approve plans 
submitted by 10 commanders for 
increased activities in the war on 
drugs, a spokesman said Friday.

Defense Secretary Richard 
Cheney received the reports Oct. 
15 on “how their commands could 
become more involved in the sup­
port to counter-narcotics mis­
sions,” said Maj. David Super. 
“We can’t talk about any of the 
specific recommendations.”

M ilita ry  s o u rc e s  s a id , 
however, that future plans in­
cluded more use of AWAC!S 
surveillance and control aircraft 
to detect planes carrying drugs, 
air deployable ground-based 
radar systems, naval combat 
ships and fixed and mobile sen­
sors.

The m ilitary’s role under 
Cheney is markedly different 
from his predecessor, Frank 
Carlucci. W hereas Cheney 
describes the military’s par­
ticipation as “crucial,” Carlucci

The party will relinquish its 
monq;>oIy on power and take part 
in “free, direct and secret 
(ballot) elections,” the document 
said, and “we are changing all of 
this now in order that tomorrow it 
will not be too late fcH- socialism 
in Yugoslavia.”

Reforms specified in the 
declaration should be carried out 
within six months aftn* the con­
gress, it said, as published by the 
daily Borba.

Some opponents oi change fear 
independent parties wo^d be 
formed along ethnic lines and 
further exacerbate tensions in 
this tenuous federation of six 
republics and two automunous 
republics.

Conviction 
thrown out

JOHANNESBURG, South 
Africa (AP) — The high court on 
Friday threw out convictions im­
posed in the country’s longest 
treason trial and freed five black 
activists, including three promi­
nent anti-apartheid leaders jail­
ed since 1985.

Here’s an interesting bit of investment experience worth sharing. 
What would have happened had you picked the worst possible time to 
invest in a mutual fund each year for the past 15 years?

It’s no secret that the best time to invest is when the stock market 
is at its lowest point before a rise. So, it’s fair to say that the worst 
time to invest is when the market is at its highest point before a fall.

One fund played this what-if game wi& a character we’ll call 
Louie the L o^r. Here’s how it worked. Starting in 1974 and continu­
ing each year through 1988, Louie hypothetically invested $5,000 once 
a year, always on the day the market hit its high. That an)ounts to 
$75;000 invested equally for 15 years at the worst possible times.

What happened? At the end of that time, L ^ ie ’s ill-timed in­
vestments were worth more than $296,000. His money had grj>wn at 
an average compounded rate of 16.8 percent.

The lesson from Louie’s investing experience isn’t that he was 
lucky enough to select the No. 1 fund. (Dertainly there are other funds 
with equal or better performances. What’s important is that even 
with the worst possible timing, Louie still fared much better than if 
he had done what many people try to do, which is wait for the perfect 
time to invest.

The results of both best-time or worst-time investing, although not 
guaranteed, were also niore favorable than putting the money in a 
guaranteed savings account each year. Based on figures supplied by 
the U.S. League of Savings Institutions, those same regular annual 
deposits would have grown to only $149,445.

If you plan to invest a regular amount each year (in an IRA, for ex­
ample), select any major mutual-fund group and look at its manage­
ment history. Don’t be confused by short-term spectaculars L o^, 
instead, for an organization with an illustration similar to Louie’s 
“worst-time” scenario. If your fund is consistent, you’ll probably 
find that while there are good times and bad times, over the Idhg 
haul any day is a good day to invest.

You’re probably wonclering what would have happened if Louie 
had been lucky enough to pick the best time each year to invest, the 
day the market bottomed. His account would have been worth more 
than $378,000.

No one is so jinxed as to always be wrong or so lucky as to always 
be right; the truth is usually somewhere in the middle.

Zulu leader calls for unity 
on day marking hostilities

JOHANNESBURG, South 
Africa — President F.W. de 
K le rk  a n d  Z ulu  le a d e r  
Mangosuthu Buthelezi made 
separate pleas for black-white 
unity Saturday, a  national holi- 
clay marking an 1838 battlefield 
victory by the Afrikaners over 
the Zulus.

De Klerk, an Afrikaner who 
has sought to ease racial tensions 
since assuming office in August, 
told supporters in the Orange 
Free State Province that he 
wants to open negotiations with 
black l e a d ^  on the country’s 
p(ditical future.

“In the Free State, Afrikaners, 
other whites, Sothos (a black 
tribe), and members of other 
groups will live in harmony,” de 
Klerk said. “The time is now for 
us to all get together and get 
more consensus.”

Right-wing Afrikaners of^xwed 
to power-sharing with blacks 
held several rallies Saturday 
calling for strict apartheid and

continued white domination.
In Boksburg, an industrial 

town outside Johannesburg, and 
in Mossel Bay, a  southern coastal 
tow n , b la c k s  c a n c e le d  
demonstrations to avoid cmifron- 
tati(Mi8 with right-wing groups.

T he A f r ik a n e rs  w ere  
celebrating the 1838 Great Trdc 
during which their Dutch- 
descended ancestors left the 
British-ruled C^pe Colony for the 
uncharted African wilderness.

Stories about hardships on the 
journey and battles with African 
tribesm en have taken on 
mythical proportions for the 3 
million Afrikaners, who make up 
about 60 percent of the white 
population and control the 
government.

’The Afrikaners, preparing for 
a nuijcH* battle with the Zulus on 
Dec. 16, 1838, vowed to make it 
their holiest day if they won the 
fight. They did, and the annivo*- 
sary is known as the Day of the 
Covenant.

Europe goes on terrorism alert
PARIS (AP) — Western 

Europe has been put on a terror 
alert fia: the holidays because of 
discoveries of explosives caches 
and weapmis shipments, as well 
as reports that pro-Iranian ter­
rorists may try to bomb airliners 
and other U.S. targets.

In Prance, majcn* department 
stores that were targets of 
previous bombings were under 
tight surveillance Friday as 
crowds of Christmas shoppers 
coursed through the aisles.

dish.

During the second try. Dr. Jane 
Chihal, director of the institute, 
froze embryos that were not im­
planted. “ After the second 
failure, I was in the frame of 
mind to try a transfer with the 
frozen embryos just so they 
wouldn’t be wasted,” Dr. Chihal 
said at the news conference.

“We approach each case with 
approxim ately a one-in-five 
chance of success.”

Each attempt costs $5,000 to 
$10,000, the physician said.

I.V. Zeck, co-founder of Y-Z In­
dustries, Inc., is two years shy of 
his 90th b irth^y , but no one can 
tell it by talking to him.

At «?, h«* and his wife, Callie, 
returned to Snyder Oct. 1, after 
an 11-year absence. This past 
Thank^iving he celebrated his 
88th birthday.

They had been living in 
Waldron, Ark., where Zeck main­
tained a workshop to “ tinker” in 
and occasionally complete a pro­
ject for the company which he 
helped start decades ago and 
which is still being operated by 
family members.

Today, the Zecks live with their 
daughter, Sophie, and her hus­
band, Joe Michie, in a special 
apartment built on to the back of 
the Michie home.

Zeck, as alert and articulate as 
a man many years younger, said 
he has always believed in “bard 
work, long hours, and keeping 
my mind real active.”

It has been said of the oc­
togenarian that “he is always 
trying to invent something.” But 
with no shop a t present in Snyder 
for him to work in, Zeck is having 
to make a “few adjustments.”

Zeck moved to Snyder in 1949, 
during the heart of the oil boom, 
in order to establish a Harlow- 
Samons, Inc. machine works and 
engine shop. The company, 
which was then based in Wichita 
Falls, wanted to “branch out,” 
and so chose Zeck to establish a 
sIm̂  in Snyder.

He had been living in Iowa 
Park at the time and while he re­
established himself in Snyder, his 
wife and daughter, Sophie, re­
mained there for th r ^  more 
years before they could join him.

Dtiring the h ^ d ay  of the 
boom, Zeck said they serviced all

The SDN^ 
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types of ( ^ e ld  engines and/or 
machinery. About two years 
lata*, Zeck si^jd he tempwarily 
leased the busmess from Harlow- 
Samons, Inc., forming a brief 
partnership with Red Young 
before buying him out some 40 
days later.

The name was first changed to 
Y-Z Engineers Service and final­
ly to Y-Z Industries in 1974. After 
Young left, Zeck and his son 
became partners.

Y-Z Industries has always been 
located on the Lubbock Highway. 
After Zeck retired in 1966 he still 
kept his hand in the business by 
occasionally working on a pro­
ject.

Zeck remembers a tornado in 
1960 “blowing it away,” and at 
least two train wrecks which 
made him feel “not very comfor­
table after that.”

before Zeck moved to Snyder 
during the oil boom he said some 
friends tried to talk him out (rf 
moving here. Snyder was “wild” 
in those days and yet Zeck said 
not as wild as other oilfield 
booms he had witnessed.

“People came from all comers 
of the earth when the boom hit in 
Snyder,” Zeck explained. Drill­
ing rigs were set up very close 
togetliOT, and the population 
grew so fast that pe<^le were liv­
ing in culverts and boxcars 
b ecause  no lodging w as 
available.

During this time, he said they 
concentrated on the drilling end 
of the oilfield industry, but that 
when the drillers moved out and 
the boom “collapsed,” they turn­
ed their attention to the produc­
tion side of the oilfield.

As work in the oilfields con­
tinued, Zeck said they began to 
get requests to build certain 
pieces of equipment and that is 
when they started to design and 
build their own equipment.

Zeck tells of he and Ted burn­
ing a lot of “midnight oil” as they 
tried to invent a sampling device 
around 1955. He said it is used to 
extract samples of and test gas.

methane, propane, crude oil, 
kftitane, and natural gas. Zeck 
said most of their ideas and pro­
jects started but as a vague 
description of what someone 
wanted or needed.

They are still using the same 
basic sampling device, though of 
course it has b ^ n  improved over 
the years, he said.

Though experienced in all 
aspects of the oil business, Zeck 
said he likes the sampling end the 
best. He has been “on his own” 
since he was 14 and he started 
working as a roustabout in the 
old Burkburnett oilfield at the 
tender age of 16.

“I did anything that needed do­

ing during the two years that 
boom la s t^ ,” he said.

Zeck well remembers the 
feuding which then existed 
between cable toolers or “jar 
heads” and rotary drillers, also 
called “swivel necks.” Zeck 
started out as a cable tdbler.

“They sure didn’t like each 
other much,” he said. “The 
rotary drillers were faster.”

Zeck also worked for Magnolia 
(now Mobil) for 12 years and said 
he “worked on the first electric 
cable tool for Magnolia.”

He also worked for Bauman 
Drilling Co., the Warren Brad­
shaw Co., Texas Ck>., Texas-New 
Mexico Pipeline, Standard and 
SACROC.

Zeck said fixing and inventing 
things always “came naturally” 
to him, at least in part he feels, 
because his father, who was a- 
mechanic and blacksmith, and 
brother were also mechanically 
inclined.

He had worked in repair shops 
for several years before opening 
his own auto* repair business in 
Iowa Park during a slump in the 
oil business.

However, during the Depres­
sion, times were lu rd  and some 
weeks Zeck said all he earned 
was $15. Since that was hardly 
enou^  money to support a fami­
ly, he said he eventually left his 
garage with his son Ted and mov­

Zeck was born in Tennessee 

and lived in Raymondville, 
Missouri, from age 5-8 before 
moving to Texas. Zeck’s father 
did not accompany his family 
when they moved to Texas.

He was educated in country 
schools in Clara, near Wichita 
Falls, but did not graduate from 
high school. In those years he 
said he rememb^*ed that two 
school houses were Operated, on6 
for American children and the 
other for German children.

He also said he was “whipped 
for orneriness” more than one 
time.

Once on his own a t 14,2̂ eck said 
he lived with his grandparents in 
Missouri for a brief time and then 
with his father in Tennessee for a 
few months.

Besides Ted and Sophie, Zeck 
has another daughter, Bonnie 
Fay; eight grandchildren; and 10 
great-grandchildren.

He had one brother and two 
sisters, but all are now deceased.

Zeck has spent his entire life 
learning new things and improv­
ing his mind. At 65, a friend Jim­
my Thompson, taught him how to 
fly.

“ I had been flying bef(X‘e with 
Jimmy, but I hadn’t thought 
about learning to fly myself,” he 
said. “But he gave me the con­
trols and when I did what he told 
me to do, he said ‘see you can fly 
too.’”

That was all the encourage­
ment Zeck needed. His son, Ted, 
had a plane then and Zeck said he 
had no real excuse for not learn­
ing.

Zeck really enjoyed flying. “I 
enjoyed it as much as anything I 
ever did.”

But when his son developed 
heart trouble, Zeck said that 
“grounded” us both.

Since returning to Snyder this 
past October, Zeck said his 
friend, Thompson, has taken him 
flying again, something he said 
he stUl enjoys.

1. If there is any dispute regard­
ing your account, put it in writing 
and keep a copy. ^  sure to include 
your name, address, home and woric 
telephone numbers, and your account 
number. Don’t rely on a phone call

himdles inquiries, so if the dispute is 
not resolved in a reasonable amount 
oS time, you will need copies of the 
written complaint to proceed in 
another fashion.

2. Never let anyone (including 
relatives and family members) use 
your charge accounts, because )rou 
are responsible for the payments. 
Never co-sign on an account unless 
you are prepared to pay if the first 
party does not. (It’s sad when middle- 
aged children use the accounts of

£ rents who are retired and on a 
ed income, and their parents end 

up paying the bills.)
3. ff an account is opened jointly 

and the parties later divorce, they 
are jointly responsible for payment 
regardless of who has the merchan- 
diM or what is stated in the divorce 
decree.

4. Read your contract thoroughly 
when opening accounts, because the 
terms and payments will vary from 
place to place.

5. If you cannot pay your bills due 
to financial problems, unemploy­
ment, etc., write to your creditors 
and explain the situation. Then the 
creditor can use those facts as back­
ground to work out a reasonable 
solution for both parties. Creditors 
are more willing to help this kind of 
person than one who habitually lies
about payments and denies that 
there is a problem.

group said Friday.

million child car seats sold over 
the last eight years are "in use 
despite being recalled (h- failing 
compliance tests.’’

Many defective seats are still 
being sold by retail stores nation- 
wiiie, said safety group director 
Clarence Ditlow.

than a t any other time in the last 
several years,’’ says the depart­
ment’s Economic Research Ser­
vice.

A lot of folks have never heard of a Holiday Man before, especiatty 
younger generations.

My great uncle Quirt was a  Holiday Man, a fact you may not be 
aware of. It wasn’t something the family was avrfully proud of, 
though.

I guess I should explain. A Holiday Man was sort of like a clown. 
Sometimes for money, most times for charity, a H()liday Man would 
act out the part of a central character during each holiday season. 
This practice was particularly prevalent in the 1800s and early l̂ OOs. 
During Halloween, for instance, a Holiday Man might be a pumpkin 
or a goblin, making himself very visable, passing out candy to boys 
and girls.

During Thanksgiving, he might don the attire of a pilgrim or an In­
dian. At other times, he might be a clown or a pirate a t a kid’s bhrtt- 
day party. And during (Ilh^tmas, he was usually the town’s Santa 
Claus.

My uncle Quirt fancied himself as a holiday man’s Holiday Man. 
He even performed Christopher Columbus once, for the benefit of a 
history teacher who was trying to get a point across.

Uncle Elber — you all know Elber — dismisses Uncle Quirt as hav­
ing been daft. He was right, but not always.

Uncle Elber, in his 80s now, was just a kid when Uncle Quirt was 
still alive. By that time. Quirt had played the part of i^n ta , an 
Easter bunny, a leprechaun, a New Year’s baby, a pirate, a king, a 
clown, a p^impkin — a thousand diffwent roles—all across the coun­
ty. He was known across West Texas as perhaps the best Holiday 
I ^ n  around.

Tragically, Uncle Quirt’s career ended when he decided to,become 
a specialist.

At first, everybody thought it was something that would pass, of 
course. Q ^ t  had bran known to get extremely serious about the 
characters he played, but he always ended the role as soon as the 
holiday or whatever was over.

But in 1908,1 think it was. Uncle Quirt played a weather vane at the 
county fair. Everyone thought he made a wonderful weather vane, 
all d re s s^  up in with ans arm  p e ltin g  west and the other east.
And to the delight of the kids, (juirt would kinda’ spin around in a cir­
cle when they blew on him.

This went on for three days until the fair finally ended.

To shorten a long story. Uncle Quirt just couldn’t let go. Despite 
counseling — even ol’ Edna told him he was a danged fool — he never 
changed. Something in his head snapped. He stayed a weather vane 
for tlK next 20 years.

Oh, he virould eat and sleep like normal folks, but most of his dajm 
v^ere spent on of the bam. He’d just stand there, arms stretched 
out, occassionally shifting when the wind changed.

For his 85th birthday, somebody gave him a rain g a u ^ , which, to 
his own pride but to the embarassment of relatives, he tied to the ^  
of his head. He later began calling out the temperature, like 
clockworit, every Ihmu*.

Nobody knows how he figured out exactly how hot or cold it was, 
but when Uncle Quirt said it was 70 degrees, you could bet that it was 
within one-half degree of the official thermometer that hung outside 
Doc Jones’ window.

Doc always hung the thermometer outside the window, unless he 
needed it for a patient.

Unc^ Quirt died a t the age of 91, struck down by lightning on a 
stormy, 52-degree night. It rained Mie and two-tenihs inches, accor­
ding to the gauge.

Unfortunately, Uncle Quirt’s last request — that he be stuffed and 
mounted on top of the barn, pointing north — could not be met. In­
stead, I’m told they buried Uncle ^ i r t  in a T-khap^ homemade 
casket up on Skinner’s Hill.

I don’t know whether they left the cup tied to his head or not.

Moore announced in a statement 
released here early Friday.

Ramirez was immeoiately 
flown to the United States, arriv­
ing in New Ywk City a t 4:15 a.m.

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Three lawmakers want tests studied
WASHINGTON (AP) — Three 

members of Congress want to 
know if the National Institutes of 
Health are making good on a pro­
mise to s ^  testing only men 
when seeking cures to diseases 
that also affect women.

Reps. Patricia Schroeder, D- 
Colo., Olympia Snowe, R-Maine, 
and Henry Waxman, D-€^lif., on 
Thursday asked the (xeneral Ac­
counting Office to investigate a 
(xriicy adopted in 1967 after a 
report from the Public Health 
S c ^ c e  showed sex discrimina­
tion a t NIH clinical tests.

“The gendo- bias in medical 
research isn’t confined to the lab; 
it filters down to the health care 
that women receive,’’ said 
Schroedw.

“If a woman wants to know if 
she should take an aspirin every 
other day to help prevent heart 
disease or take a cholesterol­
lowering drug to bring down her 
cholesterol level, her doctor 
won’t have the answer. All of the 
research in this area has been 
done on men,’’ said the con­
gresswoman.

She was referring to

studies that were highly criticiz­
ed for excluding women — the 
Multiple Risk Factor Interven­
tion Trials, which studied cor­
onary disease risk factors, and 
the Physician’s Health Study, 
which inspected use of aspirin as 
preventive therapy fw  ONWiary 
disease.

Both studies were started 
before 1967.

Snowe said ^  feared the 
treatments developed fr<nn these

men-only studies might be 
useless (m* even harmful when ap­
plied to women.

“The National Institutes of 
Health are aware of this pro­
blem, but we want to know what 
success they’ve had in including 
mcH'e women in medical resear­
ch,’’ said Snowe. “After all, you 
don’t test apples to see what l»p- 
pras to o r a te s . ’’

Scientists find fossil 
bed in old lake shore

WASHINGTON (AP) — Scien­
tists ex cav a ti^  an ancient lake 
shore in V i r g i l  say a  concen­
tration of fossils there dates from 
a time when the area was a lush 
tn^ ica l forest and creatures 
resembling armored ministers 
roamed the Earth.

Hans-Dieter Sues, a Smithso­
nian Institution paleobiologist, 
said Thursday that the rich col­
lection of fossil remains are from 
a variety of animals that lived 
225 million years ago and some 
are (tf a type never b^ore  found.

“Many of these are not known 
because rocks from this par­
ticular chunk of time are not 
found anywhere else in the 
world,’’ said Sues in an inter­
view. “This is the first time that 
we’ve got a really diverse group 
of land animals from this part 
geologic time.’’

Sues said the largest assembl­
ed fossil includes the body, tmt 
not the head, of a five-foot-long 
reptile resembling an armor- 
plated crocodile.

“This creature had two rows « i 
its back of this very massive 
bony plate and h ^ e  spines stick­
ing out on the s i ^ , ’’ said Sues. 
“It’s like something from a 
Japanese minister movie. It is a 
funny-looking creature and an 
«itirely new type irf animal.’’

Sues said the Triassic period

fossils were found in a fimnation 
of stone called mudrock about 15 
miles southwest of Richmond.

The assemblage includes many 
fossils from a group animals 
called cynodonts, the closest rep­
tile ancestors of the mammal. 
Sues said the fossils include parts 
for a cynodont about the size of a 
small dog, and other parts from a 
mammal-like reptile measuring 
5 to 10 inches long.

Sues said fragments of fossils 
of this type have been found in 
the northern hemisphere, but 
never in such a large group. In­
dividual cynodiHit fossils also 
have been found in Argentina, 
Brazil and in southern Africa.

“This is further evidence for 
the super continent of Pangaea, 
whoi all itf the continents were 
one large giant land mass,’’ he 
said, because fossils from the 
same species and the same era 
can be found on continents that 
now are separated.

It is th o u ^ t that durii^ the 
geologic period called ’Triassic, 
between 240 to 205 million years 
ago, all of the Earth’s land area 
was connected in one large mass 
called Pangaea. The land mass 
slowly split apart, as massive 
plates drifted away from each 
other over millions of years, and 
the continents and islands even­
tually arranged themselves in 
their present positiims.

M:aR READER: Erythropoietin is

a hrtrnmwe nro,fc«Af»j ^  the —  
kidney and, io a much smaller extent, 
hy the liver. The prinaary actioa of 
this compound is the stimulatlcs of 
the bone marrow to produce new rad 
blood corpuscles. Thus, a defideDcy 
will lead to anemia.

Such a deficiency is common in pa­
tients with chronic kidney disease, es- 
peciallV if these patients are obtain­
ing disilysis. This treatment cleanses 
the systm of unwanted waste prod­
ucts that people with Udnev failure 
camot eicrete; it does not, however, 
overcome erythropoietin deficiency.

After much hard work and expense, 
research scientists have finally suc­
ceeded in discovering a method of 
manufacturing synthetic erythropoie­
tin. Called recombinant erythropoie­
tin, or r-hEPO, the substance is now 
availaUe for patients, under the 
brand name Epogen. The medicine is 
given intravenously three times a 
week, after dialysis treatment.

Although the hormone could theo­
retically aid patients with other tjrpes 
of anemts — such as sickle-cell dis­
ease, a defect of Mood cell production 
in Miteks — it has thus far been used 
only in patients with anemia caused 
by chronic renal failure. The results 
have been astounding: Patients on di­
alysis felt better and, in nMwt cases, 
needed no more blood transfusions to 
provide red corpuscles.

The only side effects of r-hEPO are 
high blood pressure and seixures. The 
cause of these complications are not 
known, but the eolations are easily

Moore concludes: The health ad­
vice given to millions of Americans 
for decades (has) been tested in a 
large and elaborate clinical trial and 
(has) produced no measurable 
benefits.*

So, faced with conflicting reports 
and opinions, what are we to do? A 
prudent approach is in order. We 
must address the obvious risk factors: 
cigarette-smoking, obesity and hyper­
tension. Those patients whose choles­
terol levels are high (above 250 
mg/dl) should, dep^ing on their 
age, make an effort to lower blood 
fats by dieting and exercising, reserv­
ing drug treatment for situations in 
which m  benefits of the medicines 
clearly outweigh the risks.

Finally, we can hope that future re­
searchers will discover the gene, for 
which cholesterol is probably a nnark- 
er, that causes heart disease. Then we 
will be blessed with treatment that is 
more ratknal than what is currently 
availaMe.

CHICAGO (AP) — Tests to 
detect cocaine use should be done 
on hair samples as well as urine 
samples because a hair analysis 
will detect drug abuse months 
afterward, a study published to­
day says.

But an editorial accompanying 
the study in the Journal of the 
American Medical Association 
said hair analysis is unreliable 
and unwieldy.

The study said hair sampling 
cannot completely replace urine 
testing since it won’t detect co­
caine use in “ the recent few 
days” as urinalysis does, but hair 
analysis can uncover whether so­
meone has long used drugs.

“While a urine test may be 
negative, this hair test will make 
it very difficult to hide a history 
of drug use,” Dr. Gideon Koren, 
an author of the study, said in a 
telephone interview Thursday.

Koren and colleagues at The 
Hospital for Sick Children in 
Toronto did an analysis in 1987 of 
urine and hair samples from 21 
healthy adults who reported no 
cocaine use.

They compared results of the 
test with an analysis of urine and 
hair samples from seven preg­
nant admitted cocaine users who 
got prenatal counseling a t the 
Motherisk Clinic in Toronto and 
nine cocaine addicts from the 
medical ward a t the Addiction 
Research Foundation in Toronto.

Urine samples from the groups 
tested negative.

Hair tests fcH* the users, some 
of whom participated in a treat­
ment p r^ ra m  and had quit, 
reflected that they had once used 
the drug but later had quit, Koren 
said.

ing the drug several days before 
the (urine) test — and chooses to 
tell you that he didn’t use the 
drug — there is no way you can 
tell,” said Koren, an author of the 
study. “But there is one place in 
the body where cocaine gets in 
and does not know how to get out, 
and that’s the hair.”

In the editorial, however. Dr. 
David N. Bailey of the University 
of California ^hool of Medicine 
said hair analysis is “unwieldy 
for use by most laboratories 
o th e r  ' th a n  r e s e a r c h  
laboratories.”

He questioned the reliability r i  
hair analysis, saying dyeing or 
bleaching hair could taint test 
results, as could exposure to 
automobile exhaust fumes or 
other substances that might 
cause the drugs to deteriorate.

In the test, a hair sample is 
subjected to a chemical process 
called radioimmunoassay, which 
reduces it to a solution that can 
be analyzed for a cocaine 
derivative.

“Hair grows about 1 cen­
timeter per month, so we can tell 
if someone stopped the cocaine a 
couple of months ago — the new 
hair near the scalp will not have 
the cocaine anym<H%,” Koren 
said.

He said the researchers’ main 
target was to find a way of deter­
mining drug use in pregnant 
women who do not admit it.

Police said Ms. Thom was ab­
ducted by a hooded woman who 
was hiding in the rear of her car. 
She was abused during her 
month-long captivity and has had 
problems giving details to 
authorities, they said.

Key questions — such as where 
she was held, where she escaped 
from and who was involved — re­
mained unanswered.

“ I think the problem is, it was 
such a traumatic situation she’s 
not able to talk about it,” said 
Det. Jim  Ford. “We have not 
pressured her to provide the 
specifics of the case. It would not 
make sense for us to pressure 
her.” '

WASHINGTON (AP) — Air 
‘are increases that all took effect 
un the same day last fall are now 
being investigated ^y the Justice 
Department for possible an­
titrust violations.

Government and industry of­
ficials said Thursday that 
several airlines have been 
ordered to supply documents and 
information about their ticket­
pricing procedures.

The focus of the inquiry ap­
parently is a system that allows 
one air carrier to signal its intra- 
tion to raise fares, giving others 
the opportunity to fo l l^  suit 
before the ' increase actually 
takes effect.

On Sept. 8, American Airlines 
filed increases in fares into com­
puterized system s read by 
thousands of travel agents and 
other airlines. By the time the in­
creases took effect on Sept. 29, 
several other airlines had match­
ed the hike, with fares up $10 to 
$80 depending on how many days 
before departure tickets are pur­
chased.

J u s t ic e  D e p a r tm e n t 
spokeswoman Amy Brown said 
civil investigative demands were 
sent to “a number of carriers 
within a short period of time after 
the Sept. 29 effective date.”

She declined to say which 
airlines received the orders or to 
give details of the inquiry.

An antitrust expert, speaking 
on condition of anonymity, said 
the government appeared to be 
examining the industry’s prac­
tice of reporting fare increases 
before they take effect.

Under this thecH^ of antitrust 
violation, the pre-publication of 
fare increases to travel agents 
and an industry clearinghouse 
ca lled  the A irline  T a riff  
Publishers Inc. would be viewed 
as a “facilitating device” for 
price fixing, the expert said.

While “ it would be difficult to 
prove an agreement” among 
airlines to raise fares, the Justice 
Department might tiy  to show 
that publishing fare  hikes 
beforehand is a way to signal 
price increases within the in­
dustry, the expert said.
