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PRIME Beef deploys new 100 man team

Ninety-six members of the Reese
Primary Base Engineer Emergency
Force (Prime Beef) deployed to the west
side of the base Wednesday to Friday
last week.

The objective of this bivouac was to
test the new 100 man CS-3 team under
the command of Lt. Col. Paul D. Baker.
The new team replaces six smaller teams,
and nearly doubles the number of per-
sonnel and equipment that deployed in
the past.

The training scenario was designed to
simulate a typical wartime deployment

to an overseas location, in which our
Prime Beef Team would augment or
replace engineering forces already in-
place. Civil engineering wartime tasks

include force beddown, bomb-damage
repair, and rapid runway repair, as well
as normal facilities maintenance.

The bivouac training schedule began
with the construction of a tent city, com-
plete with electricity and heat. At camp,
personnel were trained on the front end
loader, a seven, one-half ton tractor

trailer with a 25 foot bed, and the tren-
cher. Personnel also practiced assembl-
ing an AM-2 aluminum mat, which is us-
ed as a ‘“‘patch’’ to repair bomb damag-
ed runways.

Chem Suit training received special
emphasis. All personnel were briefed in
small groups as to the proper procedures
for donning Chem Suit gear. Later that
night, the camp was subjected to a
chemical attack and personnel got a
realistic test of donning the gear in a
contingency environment.

Working on facility projects while liv-
ing in a tent city is the most likely situa-
tion that a Prime Beef Team would en-
counter in a contingency environment.

The team accomplished work on the
Command Post relocation to Bldg. 930,
the Family Support Center relocation to
Bldg. 310, the Swing Line Trainer Ren-
novation, a new computer room for ac-

counting and finance in Bldg. 800 and
the renovation of the Base Self Help
Store in Bldg. 552.

“The exercise provided the Civil
Engineering Squadron with valuable
training and improves our wartime
capability as well as helping prepare for
the upcoming MCI,”’ said Baker. ‘‘Hats
off to all the personnel in Civil Engineer-
ing who performed in an outstanding
manner, despite a busy schedule and
cold weather conditions. To give you an
idea of how cold it was Wednesday and
Thursday night, the radio call signs of
the camp perimeter guard will give a
pretty good idea: Snowman, Shiver,
Polar Bear, Iceman, Frosty and Igloo
Control.”’

Damaged baggage—who is liable

DENVER (AFNS)—Air
Force travelers should find out
the extent of coverage offered
by commercial carriers before
packing valuable items in
checked baggage, cautions the
Air Force Accounting and
Finance Cener here.

According to the center, a
traveler on temporary duty
assignment recently found out

that he could not recover the
loss of a valuable government
camera he had checked as bag-
gage. The claim was denied bas-
ed on the carrier’s condition of
carriage, which stated that the
airline was not responsible for
jewelry, cash, camera equip-
ment, or other similar valuable
items contained in checked or-
unchecked baggage.

The condition of -carriage
also suggested that such items
be carried personally by passen-
gers.

The center encourages mili-
tary travelers to read the
airline’s condition of carriage,
available at the ticket counter,
before traveling. It cited an ex-
ample of one airline that limits
its liability to $1,250 per fare-

paying passenger, allows only
two pieces of luggage to be
checked, and accepts no liabili-
ty for carry-on luggage.

According to the center, mili-
tary travelers whose baggage is
lost or camaged by a commercial

airline should file a written
complaint before leaving the
airport.

Travelers also should file a
claim withinthe time specified
by the condition of carriage,
take aggressive follow-up ac-
tion and keep records of all
communication with the car-
rier. Members also should con-
tact the traffic management of-
fice for assistance if the lost or
damaged baggage was govern-
ment property, the center said. -

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hoosing toys for fun & safety

According to the song, it’s Santa
Claus who’s making a list and
checking it twice. That’s good ad-
vice for any gift list — check it
twice to make sure the toys on it
are safe and age-appropriate.

Play is children’s work — and
like all workers, they deserve safe
tools. According to the Consumer
Product Safety Commission,
113,000 people were treated last
year for injuries involving toys —
95,000 of them children under 15.

Under a law passed in 1969, the
commission can ban potentially
hazardous toys. Responsible toy
manufacturers have established
voluntary safety standards. Howev-
er, unsafe toys do get in the mar-
ket, and there may be a delay
before they are banned.

In addition, while a toy may be
safe for an older child, it can be
dangerous to a younger one.
Almost any product can be danger-
ous when misused. Therefore, the
first responsibility for toy safety
lies with the parent or guardian.
It’s as important to supervise chil-
dren at play and to teach them
safety rules as it is to select safe
toys.

Here are some more pointers
from safety and child-development
experts:

[J Read labels when shopping for
toys. The age-recommendation
label can help you choose a toy
that is safe and appropriate for
your child’s age. :

Other labels to look for are
“Flame retardant/Flame resistant”
on fabrics and “Washable/hygenic
materials” on stuffed toys and
dolls.

[_J Look for durable, high-quality
toys that will not break in normal
use.

(L} Most of the 22 toy-related
fatalities reported in 1985 involved
choking. Although the law bans
new toys with parts small enough
to be put in the mouth for children
under 3, it’s a good idea to perform
a simple test. Touch the tip of your
thumb to the tip of your index
finger. If the toy can pass through
this opening, your baby can swal-
low it.

(] Toys with long cords or
strings can wrap around the necks
of children under 3, causing stran-
gulation. Never hang toys with
long strings in cribs or playpens in
which children can become entan-
gled. Infants’ crib gyms should be
taken down once the child can pull

(] Loud noises not only get on
parents’ nerves — they can cause
hearing loss in children. Toy caps
and other noisemaking guns are
required to carry the foliowing
warnings: “Do not fire closer than
one foot to the ear.

Teach your children to
heed these warnings — and tell
them why that’s important.

(] Electric toys with heating ele-
ments are not appropriate for chil-
dren under 8.

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171s: Putting your best foot forwar

Ever wonder why some civilians
get the plum federal jobs when you
have the same qualifications and
don’t?

According to Laverne F. Lin-
nenkamp of the Office of Personnel
Management, the reason might be

* in your Standard Form 171, the

civilian application for federal em-
ployment.

Linnenkamp pointed out that
selecting officials see your SF-171
long before they see you. In fact, if
they’re not impressed with what’s
on your SF-171, they may never
see you at all. Normally, only peo-
ple who rate “highly qualified” on
the basis on their applications are
ever interviewed.

That means your SF-171 needs to

be clear, concise and complete, Lin-
nenkamp said.

Clarity

The cliche about first impressions
could hardly hold more truth than
with SF-171s. As the first link
between you and a potential em-
ployer, your application makes an
important and lasting statement
about you, your personality and
even your work habits.

That means your SF-171 should
be direct, easily understood and
neatly presented, Linnenkamp ex-
plained.

Use your SF-171 to communicate
with, not impress, selecting of-
ficials. Avoid acronyms, abbrevia-
tions or specialized language that
the reader may not understand —
a big pitfall for people with mili-
tary experience, Linnenkamp said.
Break descriptions into short, snap-
py sentences and paragraphs. If

they’re not overused, headings, bul-
lets or dashes can help make points

. stand out.

Use active verbs. Use “typed”
instead of “was assigned to the
typing pool”; “directed” rather than
“was responsible for directing.”
Linnenkamp said this gives the
impression of someone on the go —
a “can do” person.

Double-check for typing errors
and improper grammar. Have
someone else review the form as
well. If you don’t type, consider
paying someone to type it for you.

Aim for a clean, well-organized
presentation that invites reading.

Your SF-171 should be pleasing to .

look at, not crowded.

If you’re constrained by the space
provided on the form for narrative,
use a continuation sheet. Linnen-
kamp said some people put their
application information on a word
processor and print it out in the
SF-171 format. Others have it pro-
fessionally printed, even on colored

paper, to make it stand out, he said.

Conciseness

Think of your SF-171 as a novel
— a story that condenses your
entire work history into three or
four pages, Linnenkamp advised.
Reviewing officials don’t want an
encyclopedia, just a brief descrip-
tion of the experience and training

that qualifies you for a particular job.

Your SF-171 is designed to stand
alone, without attachments. You
might think job descriptions, cer-
tificates of training, awards, letters
of recommendation or resumes
stapled to your SF-171 will
strengthen it. In reality, they’ll

show that you can’t follow directions.

Focus each experience block on
your SF-171, Linnenkamp advised.

Move the most important duties or
those most applicable to the job
you’re seeking to the top. Avoid
rambling in your descriptions, par-
ticularly if the experience isn’t
directly related to the job you're
shooting for. Downplay trivial or
unrelated duties. Summarize ex-
perience gained more than 15 years
earlier unless it has a direct rela-
tionship to the job you want.

Don’t be tempted to plagiarize
your job description in the experi-
‘ence blocks. Personnel specialists
will spot the “personnelese” im-
mediately. The impression will be
that you’re too lazy to write about
your experience in your own words,
Linnenkamp warned.

Make every attempt to show pro-
fessional growth as you describe
your career progression, he said.
Each job description should show
broader experience and more skills
and responsibilities than the last.
The point, Linnenkamp said, is to
show that you’re not just marking
time, but building a career.

Completeness

In keeping your SF-171 short
and to the point, don’t omit impor-
tant information that shows your
qualifications for the job you're
shooting for.

Reread the vacancy announce-
ment carefully to make sure your
SF-171 addresses all the listed
knowledge, skills and abilities the
employer is seeking. Check to
make sure you described some of
the more impressive projects you’ve
completed. Linnenkamp said the
point is to show you made a con-
tribution rather than just followed
routine, no matter what the job
level.

Linnenkamp said many people

forget to mention valuable training
picked up through military schools,
career specialty training, in-service
workshops, conferences, private

. study, correspondence courses and

leadership orientation.

Your SF-171 should list any hon-
ors, awards or fellowships you’ve
received, whether from past em-
ployers, schools or civic, church or
professional organizations.

Linnenkamp said people tend to

~ omit honors like “Soldier of the
Week” or “Newspaper Carrier of
the Year” because they consider
them to be insignificant. These
honors, no matter how long ago
they were received, demonstrate
motivation and achievement and
should be noted whether they’re

" related to the job or not.

Don’t forget to mention volunteer
experience. Whether you served as
president of the PTA or church
council secretary, your work may

. have provided career-enhancing

training. In addition, volunteerism
proves you to be a well-rounded,
civic-minded person — a big plus
in some employers’ books, Linnen-
“kamp pointed out.

Once you’ve completed your SF-
171, Linnenkamp recommended
setting it aside for a few days
before a final review. Only then,
when you’re 100 percent satisfied
with it, should you send it to a
potential employer.

By coming to the application
fresh — just as a potential em-
ployer will — you’re better able to
see the picture you’ve painted of
yourself, he said. Ideally, he
summarized, you’ve put your best
foot forward and shown that you’re
willing to work and that, given a
chance, will make a good employee.

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- Constitution celebrations continue

In small towns and big cities
throughout the United States and
at military installations overseas,
America celebrated the 200th
anniversary of the signing of the
Constitution in typically American
style.

Patriotic parades, colorful fire-
works displays and ringing
speeches centered around the docu-
ment that laid the foundations for
a democratic society.

Yet the Sept. 17 celebration of
the signing of the Constitution was
just one part of a five-year com-
memoration of the Constitution’s
Bicentennial.

When the Constitution’s drafters
put their pens to the 4,440 words
that established a federal govern-
ment of the people, by the people
and for the people, they knew they
had a long uphill struggle ahead.
The Constitution had to win the
approval of the states.

The country was sharply divided
between those who supported or
opposed a strong central govern--
ment. Some recognized that the
first U.S. government, under the
Articles of Confederation, was fail-
ing. Its chief executive had little
authority. Although heavily in

debt, the government had no power
to raise money for its operations.
Worse still, it had no way to cor-
rect its own problems. Others,
however, feared that a government
strong enough to bind the states
together as a nation would strip
power from the hands of the people.

The delegates agreed that nine of
the 13 states should ratify the
Constitution for it to become law,
starting the new government of the
United States on its way.

The celebration of the Constitu-
tion’s Bicentennial follows that
document through history, through
much debate and discussion. It
commemorates the period of Amer-
ican history from December 1787,
when Delaware became the first
state to ratify the Constitution, to
June 1788, when New Hampshire
became the ninth.

The celebration culminates on
Dec. 15, 1991, the 200th
anniversary of the passage of the
Bill of Rights, the first 10 amend-
ments to the Constitution.

The Bill of Rights was critical to
the passage of the Constitution into
law. In fact, some states agreed to
ratify the Constitution only on the
promise that it would be amended
to explicitly protect individual
liberties against the national gov-
ernment. The Bill of Rights

answered this promise.

The First Amendment covers the
right of freedom of expression, reli-
gion, speech, assembly and peti-
tion. These freedoms have come to
be the heart of American society
and the part of the Constitution
most frequently copied by other
nations.

The Second through Fourth
amendments guarantee the right to
bear arms, bar quartering of troops
in homes without the consent of
the owner and protect against un-
reasonable search and seizure.

The Fifth, Sixth and Eighth
amendments protect citizens
against arbitrary arrest, trial and
punishment. They also prevent
“double jeopardy” and self-
incrimination and deny the de-
privation of “life, liberty or proper-
ty without due process of law.” The
Seventh Amendment guarantees
the right of a jury trial in all civil
cases. :

The Ninth Amendment says the
rights of the Constitution will not
be denied to citizens of the United
States. The 10th reserves powers
not delegated to the federal govern-
ment to the states and the people.

Passage of the Bill of Rights,
however, didn’t mean the work of
the Constitution or the United
States was finished. The drafters of

the Constitution anticipated and
provided for change by peaceful
means, as the people judged neces-
sary.

James Madison warned the other
delegates that “In framing a sys-
tem which we wish to last for ages,
we should not lose sight of the
changes which ages will produce.”

Madison’s warning was heeded
by his peers. During the bicenten-
nial celebration, Supreme Court
Justice Thurgood Marshall said, “I
do not believe the meaning of the
Constitution was forever fixed at
the Philadelphia convention. The
true miracle was not the birth of
the Constitution, but its life, a life
nurtured through two turbulent
centuries of our making.”

Since passage of the Bill of
Rights, 16 more amendments have
been added to the Constitution to
meet the changing needs of
America.

Yet the legacy of the Constitu-
tion continues. Two hundred years
after the delegates of the Constitu-
tional Convention left Philadel-
phia, the Constitution still serves
the interests of the people—rich
and poor, Northern and Southern,
farmers, workers and business
people.

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WAC Museum: A tribute to women

~ Most museums serve as re-
minders of the past. The Women’s
" Army Corps Museum at Fort Mc-
Clellan, Ala., is different. It is a
permanent and growing tribute to
all the contributions women have
made and will make in this na-
tion’s armed forces.

The history of the WAC might be
short, but it clearly won’t be forgot-
ten. Gabriele E. Torony, museum
director, said a new wing has been
added since its dedication in 1977,
and the museum is expected to
grow along with the role of women
in their country’s service.

The history of the WAC began
during World War II. Torony said
that while women served with the
armed forces in World War I, they
served in the armed forces in
World War II.

The date was May 15, 1942.
President Franklin D. Roosevelt
signed legislation creating the
Women’s Army Auxiliary Corps,
later changed to WAC—for Wom-
en’s Army Corps. The next day
Oveta Culp Hobby was sworn in as
director, with the rank of full
colonel.

“Women Can Help, Join the
WAC!” “Woman Power Can and
Will Bring Final Victory!” “You
May Be Left Behind, But Not Left
Out!” The War Department printed
hundreds of different inspirational
posters to get women to join the

Army. Women have never shied
away from helping defend their
homes and families, and World
War II was no exception. Lines
formed in every major city heeding
Hobby’s call that women had a
“debt to democracy and a date with
destiny.”

One famous recruiting poster
shows a Wac looking skyward with
fighting soldiers silhouetted in the
background. A ray of light is shin-
ing on her. When Gen. George C.
Marshall first saw the painting, he
exclaimed, “Mine Eyes Have Seen
the Glory!” and thus named a pos-
ter that would never be forgotten.

The first women arrived for basic
training in July 1942 at Fort Des
Moines, Iowa. They weren’t pam-
pered: Their accommodations were
converted horse stables, and they
endured ill-fitting uniforms, open-
bay living and KP.

After basic training, Wacs were
sent for technical training and
learned many important war-
related skills. “Some women did
serve as cooks and bakers,” said
Torony. “But others had very tough
assignments.” Some even served on
the Manhattan Project, which cre-
ated the nation’s first atomic bomb.

The women were not in the
Army for the money. Starting sal-
ary was $21 per month, with no
benefits. By November 1942, basic
pay was raised to $50 per month.
In the next year, women in the
military began what would be a se-
ries of strides toward equality in

the armed forces. Congress began
this process by giving women mili-
tary status, taking “auxiliary” out
of their titles and making them eli-
gible for veterans benefits. The
first veterans check went to a
woman.

Wacs were not limited to state-
side duty. The first group of women
to be stationed overseas was as-
signed to North Africa in December
1942. Eventually, Wacs would
serve in more than 30 countries.
“The worst by far was New
Guinea,” said Torony. “There was
plenty of rain and rats, but not
enough appropriate uniforms.”
These women, and others serving
in the Southwest Pacific area, be-
came known as “Jungle Wacs.”

The Korean war was the first
time Wacs were recalled to active
duty. Most served in Japan. And
more than 600 women saw duty
with a WAC detachment in Viet-
nam,; shortly after Vietnam, the
size of the Women’s Army Corps
decreased as the armed forces lead-
ership recognized the value of inte-
grating women into the regular
armed forces.

Separate WAC detachments were
phased out in 1973 and 1974. Also,
in July 1976, women entered the
United States Military Academy at
West Point for the first time. In
October 1978, the Women’s Army
Corps was formally disestablished
as a separate part of the Army.

To capture the history of this or-
ganization, the WAC Museum was

built. Donations from private indi-
viduals and organizations support
the museum entirely. Exhibits,
films, lectures and tours accurately
reflect the life of a Wac until 1978
and the lives of women who serve
in today’s armed forces.

The research archives of the mu-
seum contain more than 22,000
photographs. Every uniform style
ever worn by women in the Army
is on display. Visitors to the mu-
seum learn interesting bits of infor-
mation about the history of these
courageous women who set the
standards for today. For example,
the buttons on the WAC uniforms
were plastic, so metal could be used
for the war effort.

The hard work that went into
building the museum is evident.
All displays are done in-house. The
museum is certified by the Depart-
ment of the Army and accredited
by the Association of Museums.
This is significant, since only about
500 of the more than 3,000 mu-
suems in the United States are
accredited.

During the week of May 12,
1988, many of the women who pi-
oneered the Women’s Army Corps
will return to Fort McClellan for a
reunion. All former directors of the
WAC, except two, are still living
and take an active part in the mu-
seum’s direction.

New people,

RANDOLPH AFB, Texas
(ATCNS)—Air Training Com-
mand has been fatality-free so
far this fiscal year and if safety
officials have it their way, the
upcoming holiday season won’t
alter that perfect record.

‘““We’ve been extremely for-
tunate,”’ said Lt. Col. Richard
Poling, ATC Chief of Ground
Safety, ‘‘but we’re not about to
be complacent.”’

As the Thanksgiving, Christ-
mas and New Year holidays
draw near, people are at a
greater risk due to increased
travel and celebration, he ‘ex-
plained. ““It’s imperative people
understand their responsibilities
for their own well being and
survival from needless acc1-
dents,’’ he added.

Five ATC fatalities were
reported last year during
November and December. Ac-
cording to ATC safety officials,
with prevention, the command
can avoid duplicating such
tragedies.

Safety officials said there are
no new causes for fatal ac-
cidents, just new people not
aware of preventative safety
measures.

“This is one of the busiest
times of the year for com-
manders and supervisors and
often it’s difficult to find the
time to “brief about holiday
safety. However, it is the most

critical period and pre-
departure briefings are a
must!”’ said Colonel Poling.

The colonel, explained that
fatal mishaps usually have com-
mon defominators, which in-
clude the abuse of alcohol, ex-
cess driving speed, fatigue and
not wearing seat belts. .

Safety statistics show that all
fatal mishaps which occurred
last November and December
happened off duty. One was a
‘private aircraft accident.

. Another was a drowning—a

tragic ending to a weekend
fishing trip.

The remaining three occurred
in the most dangerous holiday
arena—the nation’s highways.
According to safety officials, in
two_of those accidents, ATC
folks were drunk, speeding and
not wearing seat belts. In the
third, an innocent ATC driver
was killed by a speeding drunk
driver.

‘““The messages are very
clear,”’ said Colonel Poling.

“Don’t drink and drive,
don’t speed, .wear safety belts
and motorcycle helmets and
drive defensively. Convince
your people that out of all the
times in the year, this holiday
period is one of the most impor-
tant when it comes to self-
discipline, good judgment and
common sense.’’

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Bomb threat checklist:

You may take the call, be prepared

If someone called in a bomb threat to
you, would you know what to do? A
bomb threat exercise will be one of the
agenda items for the upcoming Air
Training Command Mission Capability
Inspection.

Here is a checklist for you to clip out
and place near your telephone to ensure
you know what to do should you receive
a bomb threat call.

Reactions to bomb threats or other
threatening calls received on government
telephones.

a. Do not hang up. Do not place call
on hold.

b. Try to keep the caller on the line.

c. Signal for someone to call the
security police desk, Ext. 3400 and in-
form them of what is happening, while
you have the person still on the line.

d. Obtain as much information as
possible about the call and caller using
the checklist shown below.

Checklist for threatening calls:
Time call received
Exact wording of threat
Person receiving call
Unit
Telephone number
Address Building number/room number

Time caller hung up

Questions to ask

1. When is bomb going to explode? _____

2. Where is the bomb located now?

3. What kind of bomb is it?

If building is occupied, inform caller
that detonation could cause injury or
death.

Did caller appear familiar with area or
building by his description of the bomb

location? Write out the message in its
entirety and any other comments on a
separate sheet of paper and attach to
checklist.
